In the
fill"vi pr ye irho was elected State Director
of tbe State Bink of lowa, and iv the next
was State Cooimissionsr to investigate and
report o-jt'.e condition of the Executive De-
part :i;n*. of lon-*. Ah.iui this timo he was
elected Chairman < 1 tb« ilepublican State
i'5......:..-. and ii IS3O he wis both a
Delegate tf. tv.: (J-.ic i^i>Convention and the
Representative n! lm.: on the Platform
Committee. XIjnn t'ia inangturaiion of
Prssidtiut Liacolu, Mr.Kvsin was appointed
First Assistant Il'ostmaster-Gi fitrai, a pori-
ti>a he occupied nn'.il tbe f.-11 of ISG2.
In1863 he was appointed \u25a0 itedStates Com-
mis jioifr to the Internati mal Postal Con-
gress, held in Paris. On Lis return he was
elected a member of the T.itrty-tijhih Con-
gress, and £.t the clo.-e of that w.= s chosen for

• the Thirty-ninth. In 1867 he vi.-ited Eu-
roi>e as Comriiissi^ner on the part of tho
United States tonegotiate postal connections.
From 1868 to 1873 lie seivi-d as a ineiib?r of-

\u25a0 the General Assembly of lowa, and was
elected to the Forty-third aud Forty-fourth
Congresses. Soon after hija^-jessijn P.esi-
dsat Hayes appointed Mr.Ktssou United
llinisttr to Spato, buthe declined the port-

mission. Upon his retirement from service
in Vistmahe returned home, and was elected
to tho Forty seventh Congress from his old
district.
