THE DOMESTIC SERVICE QUESTION.

Itis a fact which merits notice that the
influence of Chinese immigration upon do-
mestic service in California has not been
displayed on the same lines as it has fol-
lowed in respect to many other avoca-
tions. The complaint about Chinese cheap
labor, infact, does not apply to this branch

of employment, for the Chinese have al
ways demanded the highest current wages
for allmanner of housework. Itis curious
that while we are complaining, and justly,
of the wayin which John has supplanted
white labor in other lines by underbidding

it,he requires and obtains throughout the
coast a wage as house servant which is
fully double what white women receive in
the Eastern States. The effect of Chinese
immigration has not been to depress wages
in this department, therefore. Families
now pay as much for Chinese as for white
house servants, and forboth the standard
is just about twice as high as that of the
Eistern States. Twenty dollars a month
has come to be an average wage for a Chi-
naman in domestic service, and there are
many who demand and obtain even 830 to
535, while the best class of Chinese cooks

command $40 and even more. The conclu-
sion to be drawn from these facts necessa-

rily is that neither the Chinese nor the
white servant element has yet come up to

the demand. Another proof of this is to

be seen in the pronounced independence of
the Chinese servants. They have for a
long time been to the fullas careless about
keeping situations as any white girl could
be. They stand out for their privileges,
their leisure hours and holidays, and they

throw up their employment with the sud-
denness which indicates a conviction that
they can always get as many places as
they want.

In fact housekeepers have long since
been forced to the conclusion that the
Chinaman has ceased to have any advant-

ages over the whitegirl as a servant, while
his native drawbacks have been coming to

the surface more plainlyevery year. That

he is ready to raise his price just as soon as

he thinks the market is improving was

made evident when the first Chinese bill
was passed. On that occasion John thought
he was going to be guaranteed against any-

further bear movements through excessive
importation of his countrymen, and so he
proposed to raise his wages allthrough the
State, and there is no doubt that he would
hive done ithad the President not vetoed
the measure, Itis, however, very import-
ant that the truth about tho domestic ser-
vice question should be known, because
there is good reason fcr believing that
heretofore white women and -girls have

been deterred from coming to California in
any considerable numbers through the mis-

taken belief that "Chinese cheap labor"
bad reduced wages here below those of the
East. It is not to be believed that we

should be left without a sufficient supply
of white servants long if they understood
that in coming here they were coming to a
country of exceptionally high wages, not-
withstanding the Chinaman.

Any movement todisplace the Chinaman
at present would certainly produce wide-
spread trouble and discomfort, since thou-
sands of families would find themselves
unable to procure servants of any kind,
and since the present inadequate supply of
white servants would at once find them-
selves in such demand that they would be
sure to insist upon higher wages. The re-

sult would be to leave the majority of the
people without help of any kind, and this
situation could not but have an injurious

effect upon the prosperity of the State,
since itwoulddeter settlement. Nor could
itbe expected that the disagreeable situa-
tion thus produced would be of very brief
duration. For ifall these years the phe-
nomenally high rates of wages in domestic
service have failed to bring us anything

like as many white girls as we require, it
cannot Ijj expected that this class would
come over in large numbers even if they

were told that the way was clear for them.
It may be questioned whether a Chinaman
ha:, ever prevented a white girl from get-
ting housework in this State. Certsinly
the white girls have never evinced the least
fear of Chinese rivalry. Most people |
would very much rather have white girls

to do their work, but they are not to be
had, and never have been, in sufficient
numbers.

Indeed outside of the towns it has been
necessary to employ Chinese because white
girls willnot, as a rule, go to country situ-
ations. To fillthis class of places it would
be necessary to import a different kind of
girls from those already here, apparently,

and that might not be an easy matter. '.. It
should seem reasonable to suppose, how-
ever, that if any systematic effort was
made to disseminate information concern-
ing the advantages of domestic service in
California, a new and strong stream of im-
migration from the Kast would be set up.
In the Atlantic States girls get on an
average ?10 a month. Here they get on an

average .$-0 a month. There the com-
petition is sharp, and they are obliged to
put up with even unsatisfactory places.
Here they can please themselves. Surely
a proper representation of this condition of
things should euflioo to bring us all the
white help we need. Assuredly if the
question were of male workingmen, the
mere statement that wages in California
were double the Xew York figures would
bring us thousands of eager immigrants. If
therefore any serious movement to displace
the Chinese is to be made, its organizers
ought to begin by paving the way for an
influx of white servants, as soon as pos-

sible. No donbt thousands of housekeep-
ers would cheerfully dismiss their Chinese
help if tbey could be sure of obtaining
white girls, bnt anticipate the prospect of
haying to do all the work themselves, or
abandon housekeeping, with natural dis-
may.

A MEASURE OF PROSPERITY.

In the Eastern States, where every

municipality carries a debt, itis considered
a mark of the prosperity of a town when its
debt iiat par, or still better, quoted at
a premium. Thes." Eastern towns are in
tho Libit of exchanging circulars, too, in
which they note the principal advantages

of their respective localities. MayorBrown
has received quite a number of such circu-
lars, and itis to be observed that whenever
the circumstances enable these' Eastern
towns to do so, they always say something
like this :"We desire particularly to call
"your attention to the fact that our city"

debt is at par"—
at live percent, prem-

ium, as the case may be. These Kistern
Town Trustees are shrewd business men,
and they understand the things which count

fur ani against communities. They never
by any ohance call attention to the fact
that they havo a debt which is worth only
fifty cents on the dollar. They never"

print withpride" to the fact thatthey

aro
"beating" their creditors byrefusing to

pay taxes so as to deprive them of interest
on their bonds. They,are • perfectly well
aware that one of the best proofs of the
prosperity of any town is the fact that
its obligations stand at par or a premium.

And in this they show characteristic busi-
ness capacity. No city ever builtitself up
by trying to wriggle oat of its obligations ;
by erdeavoriEg to create the impression
tha' it was too poor to pay its debts ;by
invitingeverybody to take notice of its in-
solvency. Outsiders willbe sure to con-

clude that any town which is in such self-
confessed difficulties must have wretchedly
bad prospects, and they wiil take care
neither to settle nor invest there. There
is an oldsaying that

"
Itis an illbird that

"fouls its own nest," and those who at-
tempt to break down the credit and injure
the reputation of their own town, are en-

gaged in just this kind of business. The

people of Sacramento ought tocongratulate
themselves upon the fact that their credit-
ors have confidence in the future of the
city, as evidenced in their persistent re-

fusal to surrender any part of their claims.
They ought to perceive, and we have no
doubt that the majority do perceive, that
this state of things is the most conclusive
testimonial to the rapid advance the city is
making inprosperity. For it is onlyyour
poor, impecunious, broken-down city, that
can compromise with its creditors. The
man who is nearly insolvent can com-
pound his obligations, merely because his
creditors fear that they may get nothing

if they refuse what he offers them. But
the solvent business man, who is well
known to be making money, would be
laughed at if he asked his creditors to

accept fifty cents on the dollar. The
solvent business man however would not

think of making such an offer, because he

knows that his credit is his strength.
There is no substantial difference between
the case of an individual and that of a

municipality. The' same principles apply
in both cases. A city, no more than a
man, can afford to impeach its own credit.
If it does so it stops its own progress,
frightens capital and settlement away, and
loses in the end ten dollars for every
quarter it is trying to save. We have too

much confidence in the practical good
sense of the people of Sacramento to be
afraid that they will be deluded into in-
juring themselves in this connection, but
even the agitation of such foolish schemes
does mischief, and it is sure to be inter-
preted unfavorably in other place3.

THE "LABORER" AMENDMENT.

Itis cot possible now to say what effect
upon the new Chinese billthe rejection of
the fifteenth section, which defines the
words "Chinese laborers" to mean "both
"skilledand unskilled laborers and Chinese"

employed inmining,"' will have. This
must depend upon the interpretation given
to the billby the Courts. A purely com-
mon-sense view of the question is that the
term "laborers" necessarily embraces all
kinds of laborers ;and that unless itcan
be shown that artisans and skilled laborers
are insome sense not laborers, it wouldbe
impossible to smuggle in any Chinese un-
der the billas it now stands. It appears
to U3 that it ought to be very difficultto
convince any American Court that the
term "laborers," as employed in the bill,
was not meant to include every kind of la-
borer, and does not so include them. It
seems to us almost as clear a question as if

the word "man
''

had been employed. In
that case it certainly must have been con-
cluded that all kinds of men were
meant ; not young men merely, nor old
men merely, but young and old and
middle-aged, and black and white
and yellow and red. Now the word

laborers" is capable of an almost equally
comprehensive interpretation, and we do
not see how itwould be possible under the
billto draw a distinction between

"
skilled"

and
"

unskilled" labor. We are therefore
disposed to regard the action of the Senate
upon this head as having no adverse sig-
nificance. We think that tho words which
have been omitted were at best mere
surplusage, and that they added nothing
either to tbe strength or the clearness of
the bill. Itmust be a very prejudiced and
partial Judge, or a very able lawyer in-
deed, who can so manipulate the billas it
stands as to deduce from it the right to
import skilled Chinese laborers, or any
Iother kind. On this point consequently
Iwe do not agres with those who fear ill

consequences from the omission of the
1 House amendment.

The Mexicans Taking a Hand.
LittleRock (Aik ), April26th.— Ths G,i-

tette'e special from El Paso says: General
Puero, Mexican Commander-in-Chief across
the river, telegraphs General Me-Kenzie at
Santa Fe : "Iam just informed by General
Reyes that near the dividing line, and near
the frontier, a battle ensued on tbe l'Jih with
a number of Indians from Arizona Territory,
when several Indians were killed and a num-
ber of stolen horses recovered. Eight sec-
tions of my command are in pursuit of the
Indians. Icommunicate this to you, as they
may cross over into New Mexico."
The Tails in Regard to the Galeyville

AtTulr.
Tucson, April26th.— report that Ga'.-

eyville was burned and thirtypeople killed
by the Indians is contradicted by Mrs. George
Charnock, who just arrived from Galeyville,
in company with other women and several
children, who left thera this morning withan
escort of six men. The f/icts, as learned
from her by the Star, are briefly as follows:
A large body of Indians ware firs, seen en
Sunday afternoon driving a lot of stock
across the San Simeon valley. On Monday
thros men left Galeyville for Chute's camp,
soma two miles distant. They saw what ap-
peared to be about a djzan Indians and ab. ut
sixty horses. They hastened to Chute's
camp, mustered twenty-three men, return d
and opened fire, but were surprised to find
themselves surrounded by about sixty yellicg
Apaches. Deputy Sheriff Goodnun was
killed and tha prospectors driven into
town, where they at onca gathered
the women and children into a barricaded
adobe house and prepared for the worst. The
Indiana came up within plain view of tho
town and tore down the tents of Roy Stab!,
howling likewolves. A courier slipped cut
of Galeyville and repotted the tituation
at San Simeon, and a company of troops ar-
rived at the ground Tuesday morning. Ao
the Indiana were seen to leave Monday even-
ing, a party of men watched thtif move-
ments, and they counted over fiftybucks and
thought they had not lets than 100 head of
stolen horses. These ara supposed to be the
same Indians that had the fight at Doubtful
Canyon, as they came across the valley fiom
Stein's Pass about 5 o'clcck Suuday afternoon
infullviewof Galeyville. There were about 80
poidier-i, who took the Indien tra'i, whichled
through the Chiricahua mountains. Mc-
Karzie was reported in command.

Mrs. Charnock says that when their party
were within sixteen miles of San Simeon they
crossed the Indian trail, which appeared
like a beaten road. They saw twobodies of
Indiana

—
one of aevanty-five and one of

twenty-five about a mile apart. Oca of
them had a large band of horses. The othtr
made a dash after them about a mile, but
for some cause gave up the pursuit.

Our informant believes that Galeyville
willbe attacked this evening. IfMuKeczie
i-:incommand there is no doubt but what an
engagement will taka place.
