The Anti-Chinese Convention.

SAN Francisco, April 26:h.—The Anti-
Chinese Convention wmet this evening, pursu-
ant to adjourpment, The committee ap-
pointed last night to prepare a plan of action
submitted a lengthy report, embodying a
n:ethod of procedure. The principal feature
proposed was a plan for the formation of
what was to be known as the League of De-
liveranuce. The report provided that a con-
stitntion for this organpization be prepared
and adopted by a gen=ral Convention, to meet
at such time and place as may hereafter be
determined npon. This Convention is to be
composed of delegates chosen from Labor
Unions and kindred organizations through-
out the Pacific coast States and Territories,
The report declared who were eligible
to  membership in the League of
Deliverance, initiation fees, dues, etc.
The priccipal object of such organiza-
tion is to exact a pledge from all its members
not to employ Chinese labor in any form, and
not to patronize Chinese manufacturers. The
repert also included an address to all labor
organizations of the United States, thanking
them in behalf of the Convention for tieir
expressions of eympathy in the purpose of that
body and co-operation in the efforts of
laboring men on the Pacific coast to counter-
act the banefnl effects of Chinese immigra-
tion ; also for their hearty dieapproval of
Presideat Arthor in vetoing the Chinese
bill.
