THE CHINESE BILL.

Tbe new Chinese bill has passed the
Senate withfew ohanges, and there can be
no doubt that the House willconour in the
amendments. The crorial question once
more willbe as to the action of the Presi-
dent, and speculation on that seems quite
useless. Itie impossible to infer what he
willdo from the language of his veto mes-
sage, because he does not there state what
kind of a billhe is prepared to sign. Had
his sole objection to the first billbeen the
duration of the suspension of Chinese im-
migration, itwould be fair to assume that
the new measure would meet his views.
As however he objected to several other
points, most of which have not been
changed in the ten-year bill,no satisfac-
tory inference can be drawn from his
previous expressions. In view of the un-
certainty of the outcome it is more than
ever apparent that the majority of the Re-
publican journals of California committed
a grave error in taking the ground they
did upon the first veto message. We are
on the eve of an important State cam-
paign, and just at this critical moment a

large portion of the Republican press prao-
tically cuts loose from the National Re-
publican party, and thus puts itself in the
attitude of representing nothing outside of
the State. Should tbe President now veto
the ten-year bill some of our Republican
contemporaries will find themselves in a

very embarrassing position. To maintain
consistency they would be almost driven
to give their support to the Democratic
ticket, in fact. Tbay willnot wish to do
this, of course, but they will be made to

realize that their own violent attacks upon
the Administration have discounted the
effectiveness of their subsequent partisan
counsels, and probably done muoh to bring
about results which they are most inter-
ested inpreventing.

Republican journals have often been
twitted by the Democratic press for free
criticism of their own party whenever
there were no elections pending, and this
taunt must be admitted to be in some
degree deserved. But it is difficult to see
how Republican journals that have led
the general denunciation of the President,
and have held up the Republican leaders
at the East to acorn and ridicule, can in a

few weeks, and without any such justifi-

cation as a change of policyat Washington
would furnish, turn about and advocate

Iwhat wouldbe an indorsement of the men
they have just been abusing. Itis, there-

| fore, to be regretted that our contempo-
raries didnot look before they leaped, and
it is especially to be regretted that they
should have permitted their opponents to
sound the key-note of the campaign, and
themselves have taken positions which it
may be impossible for them to retain, and
equally impossible to abandon without
stultification. There are unfortunately
too many hot-headed and inconsiderate
people in this State, who talk as though
it were either prsoticable or desirable to
separate the Pacific Coast from the rest of
the Union, and who advocate the most
revolutiomry and violent measures, as if
such attempts could result in»anything but
mischief and failure. Instead of falling
into line withthese fire-eaters and so help-
ing to take the question out of the do-
main of practical politics, itseems to at

that the Republican press throughout the
State ought to remember that it has in
charge the maintenance oi the highest
expression of American civilization and
orderly government ; that it cannot ap-
prove lawless and revolutionary proposals
without being false to ita duty ; and that
ifithonestly believes in the superior fit-
nfss of Republican principles and doc-
trinas, itmust discountenance allmovements
which tend to the substitution of physical
force forconstitutional government.

And we are compelled to say that the
Argonaut has been conspicuously reckless
and imprudent in this connection. Its
conductor is a Republican, but it is per-
fectly clear that for some time past he has
been giving aid and comfort to the Demo
cratic party alone, and that he has been
directing allhis energies toward the depre-
ciation and discrediting of hie own po-
litical associates and friends. When the
campaign opens Mr. Pixley willperhaps
wish to help the Republican ticket ;but
he is every week making it more difficult
for himself to do this. He certainly will
not feel himself at home in the Democratic
ranks, for ifwe have rtad him to any pur-
pose, the doctrines of the Democratic party
rind no echo in his mind. He is in fact a

Republican by nature and education, and
there is no other party with which he
cac affiliate comfortably. Moreover, he
knows perfectly well that he cannot ad-
vance the anti-Chinese cause, which he has
so much at heart, by helping to make Cali-
fornia a Democratic State. He knows that
itis only through the National Republican
party that the Chinese question can be
settled. And yet he ia, in his fiery zeal
and his blind resentment, doing all in his
power to deprive his paper of effectiveness
during the coming campaign. Perhaps
Mr. Pixley may say that he is no politi-
cian, and does not oarc for the success of
any party. But we suppose he does care

for the legislation against Chinese immigra-
tion, and we put it to him whether he

really believes that a Democratic victory
here next November willfurther that bus-
iness appreciably ?

Of conrse if the President signs the ten-
year bill,it willbe open to our fierce con-
temporaries to claim that they frightened
him into doing so. But even in that case
we fear that their extreme bitterness dur-
ing the past few weeks willhave illeffects.
Itis not possible for us to abolish party
lines in California merely because there is
but one opinion on the Chinese question.
So long as there exist two great national |
parties we must take sides with one or the
other. We cannot hope t» effect anything !
at Washington by any other method*. We
cannot take the State out of the Union.
We oacnot set cp a government of our
own, and defy and violate the Constitution,
laws and treaties of the United State*.
If we are to do anything useful we must

proceed by purely lawful and sober meth- j
ods. We must not talk of insurrection or

riotingor violence in any form, and what
is more, we must not countenance such
talk, either openly or by keeping silence
about it. The press of San Francisco can
hardly have forgotten

—
the people of San

Francisco assuredly have not forgotten—
the lasting injury done to that city by the
Kearney agitation. If that press and peo-
ple are not positively yearning for a still
more disastrous state of affairs, they will
nave to exhibit more boldness and a higher

consciousness of their duty to the common-
wealth than they are at present displaying.

AMERICAN NIHILISM.

The Nihilists have at last begun opera-
tions in the United States, it seems, A
deliberate attempt has been made to mur-
der Messrs. Yanderbilt and Cyrus Field,
by sending to them infernal machines
through the mails. One of these con-
trivances exploded prematurely in the mail-
bag, and so the attempt waa discovered.
Ifc is difficult to know which moat to be
surprised at :the atrocity or the stupi l-
ity of this crime. For it is perfootly
clear that even if the infernal machines
had been received at their addresses, they
wouldeither have attracted suspicion, or,
if they had been opened, tho victim in
either case would have been a private
secretary, and not Mr. Vanderbilt or Mr.
Field. Why these gentlemen should have
been selected as the obiscta of this in-
famous attempt is of course at present
unknown, but there seems to be a faint
clue which points to some foreign Social-
ists v the probable authors of the experi-
ment. The Po«to!fiee authorities are at

least as much interested as anyone else in
having this kind of business put a stop to,

for the explosion of an infernal machine is

quite as likely to happen while it is in
their hands as at any other moment. Itis
to be hoped that the criminal or criminals
in this case willbe traced out, though itis
a difficultundertaking.

Since oar last writing, we have made further and careful investigation

into the styles which obtain in the dress of misses and school-girla. In
these styles we regret much to record a disposition to return to those
which tend to rob a littlegirlof the appearance of innocent and untram.

meled childhood, and to present her as a miniature woman—a puppet,

rather than a distinctive and delightful creation. Sagacious modistes and

manufacturers stillcling to the semi-loose English and Princess Robes for

littlegirls, especially under ten years of ege ;while the latest fancies in

costumes for the half-grown show all the flouncing and drapery seen on the
costumes of the full-grown, with the basque or the panniered polonaise,
stiffened with whalebones, and finished in every respect as are the waists
and the overdresses of women. In suits lately brought out, of both the
bilk and woolen stuffs, in whichplain and fancy fabrics are uicci in com-
bination, the creation is substantially of the solid-colored fabric, with the

draperies and fanciful finish of the fancy material. Several suits in mem-
ory are combinations of plainand striped silks, and of plain and striped
woolen stuffs. The skirt, of plain stuff, has self-trimming st the foot, ina
triplebox-plaited niching about fiveinches wide, which is made by stitch-
ing over the plaiting, through the center of its width;or a double or
triple box-plaited flounce, of the widthindicated, stitched on so as to leave
a self-heading about an inch wide. The drapery, of the fancy stuff, forms
curved or diagonal folds across the front, and a bouffant arrangement on

the back ;or the front is trimmed en tablicr, or as an apron, and the dra-
pery on the baok is puffing of one or the other of the materials in the com-

bination, set with wide loops and ends of the contrasting material,

used doubled. The basque has small panniers attached, which
are turned up en revere, or which form a succession of
folds, and lose themselves under a jaunty bow or other fanciful appliance
on the back. In some model?, the sides of the waist open on a vest of the
fancy material, and in some the front of the waist is covered with a

plaited 01 shirred plastron ;while the usual finish is a reversed collar,
square at the corners, and simple cuff*, of the fancy stuff. When the
polonaise is the overdress the front of the skirt is in some wise trimmed,
the sides of the polonaise open on the'apron in panniers, and the back is
cut deep, and draped bouffant. An illustrative model is of plain and dotted
cashmere in combination

—
the skirt of the plain cashmere, trimmed with

alternate double box-plaited flounces of the two varieties of material, each
about four inches deep, and these continued up on the front—and the over-
dress, or polonaise, of the plain cashmere, the front garnished with a

shirred plastron of the dotted goods, running to an acute point, and the
collar, cuff and outside hip-pockets of the dotted cashmere.

As intimated, however, there are those who cling to the English robe,

the semi-loose Bacque style for making children's suits. Becoming and

useful costumes are of the checked woolen camels-hair suiting, incombina-
tion with cloth to match, in stripes of checked grounds. The skirt it
formed of wide, triple box-plaited kilting attached to a waist yoke, and
the overdress is a deep, semi-loose, double-breasted sacque, of the checked
cloth, garnished fancifully with that which is checked and striped. An-
other style, presenting a similar effect, trims the skirt with a deep kilting,
and has the double-breasted sacque for the overdress ;while for small
children, the aacque, trimmed with plaiting at the foot, forms the robe

—
fanciful appliances giving the desirable finish. This, for the time. The
sunshine is growing warm ; the green grass and the early spring blossoms

The robe in
a deep, semi-loose sacque, laid in side plaits, with a kilted skirt; and over
the junction of the body and the skirt tongue-shaped pieces of the ging-
ham, trimmed with Hamburg edging, are sewed on at regular distances,

turned up, and fasten with a button-hole and button ;and under these
pieces passes a sash of muslin or wide ribbon, terminating in a bow on the
back. The sacque is lowin the neck, and instead of a sleeve, a puff of
the gingham passes across the shoulders

—
the effect being of a robe of the

gingham, worn over a waist of mull.

There seems as yet no indication that there willbe a decline in fancy

for large hats, whether for little girls or the full-grownwoman ;but with
the warmer weather of the last week there seems an inclination to depart
from feather garniture, and to use instead the delicate and more summer-

like double garlands of daisies, buttercups and young rose-buds
—

fancies
whichpeculiarly commend themselves to Mr. Lubin, witha knowledge of
the semi-tropical climate of Sacramento, and California generally. We
have scarcely spring and autumn here. Winter lingers in the lap of spring
untilthe coming of May, and then takes a sudden leap into summer ; and
summer sometimes runs into autumn until driven back by a snow-drift.

other, as we see in the shading of ostrich feathers. We see, for instance,

stockings inblue, shading from the deepest wavyhue to the citl or sky-

blui;and inbrown, shading out to pale rose-color, blue or yellow. Stockings
of solid color hold their own in fashionable estimation, and those in stripes,
indeed, may be quoted as a variety in the approved rather than of dis-

tinctive importance. Black stockings are equally fashionable for women
and for children ;and ifstockings in colors are bought, they are selected

to correspond withthe costume, or in direct contrast. The best stockings

now are finished plain, though clocking still prevails ;and after all the
clocking finish is always genteel.
