THE FORESTRY CONVENTION.

Th«re his just been held, at Cincinnati,

a Forestry Convention, the first serious at-
tempt to organiw publis sentiment on a
moat important matter, and to devise ways

and means of checking the waste of timber

which now threatens the country with

many and serious disasters. We are not

aware that California wa» repreiented in

the Convention, but it is certain that the

objects of itare of very great consequence j
to the people of this State. At the rate

at which our forests are being removed

itcan be but a few years before we shall
feel the effects of our heedlesßness in this

respect. We have not only to anticipate
such a timber famine as willinterfere seri-

ously withall tbe many employments and

uses towhich wood is put, but which will

produce climatic and fluviatile changes

of a most injurious character. In the

ordinary course of things tbe demand for

woodfor fuel, building purposes, manufact-
ures, etc.,must become larger every year.

As the wood-cutters work their way
further from the convenient points of ship-
ment tbe expense of transportation must
inorease, and the market price of the
staple must rise. At no distant period it
will prubably become necessary to sub-
stitute coal for wood as fuel, and then
lamber for building willgrow dearer. We
may be able for several years to supply our
needs, as regards pine timber, from the
still considerable forests on Puget Sound,
and in Oregon, but long before we have
been reduced to severe straits for manu-
facturing and building materials, we shall
have begun to find out that itis impossible
to strip the mountain ranges of their forest
growth without affecting the habitability
of the valleys and plains. The experience
of mankind in this connection has been so
abundant and uniform that wise Gov-
ernments have long since formulated the
knowledge gained in this way, and have
applied themselves methodically to repair
the ravages of the past, and to renew the
growth of forests.

In California no attention has been paid
to forestry, however, though it cannot be
said that warnings have not been uttered
repeatedly. At present there is a great
deal of agitation regarding the destructive
effects of hydraulic mining in the mount-
ains, but even if hydraulic mining should
oease altogether the valleys would not be
relieved from danger so long aa the present
reckless destruction of our forests con-
tinues. The effects of the denudation of
mountain sides are by this time well under-
stood in Europe. When the timber is
removed from such localities most import-
ant changes follow. The snowfall, no
longer retained by the trees, and no longer
sheltered by their foliage, melts and de-
scends into the rivers withextreme rapid-
ity. Enormons bodies of snow, which
when held and shaded by the forests,
melted gradually, and thus kept up the
riven late intothe summer, are precipitated
at once into the ravines, and cause sudden
and heavy floods, which pass very quickly,
to be surrounded by periods of drought.
The mountain springs dry np and disap-
pear. The herbage no longer grows.
Evaporation is seriously diminished, and
tbe heats of summer become greater. The
want of water is felt in the valleys speed-
ily. The rivers change their regimerj. |
In winter they become dangerous ;insum-
mer useless. During the winter every
severe storm which covers the mountains
with snow raises the streams at once. All
the snow must be carried off at once, and
the result is a constant increase of floods.
The suddenness and fury with which the
freshets come down render all preventive
work*useless. Dykes aad levees are swept
away. River channels change. For a few
months the valleys are oceans, and during
the rest of the year they are deserts.

This ia what happens when the mount-
sins are stripped of their timbers ;and
this is what the people of Califonua must
expect if they go on intheir present course.
Itis also certain that when the timber
has been removed from the Sierra, the
winter-storms willcause an unprecedented
erosion of the soil, and thus the amount
of detritus carried down tbe rivers will be
increased to such an extent that the
farmers of the Sacramento Valley will be
exposed to as much danger as at any for-
mer time. And one of the most serious
reflections is that when the mountains
have been stripped of timber and soil, it
will be almost impossible to replace the
forest growth, for in that case it willhave
no holding ground. In the Swiss Alps
immense trouble has been taken to replant
the slopes above the towns and villages,
but the avalanches, having once ground
paths for themselves, continually sweep
away the barriers which are set to hold
them back, and thus all the work has to
be done over again. In Switzerland, in
Franoe, inSpain and in Italy, whole dis-
tricts have been rendered uninhabitable
by the destruction of the forests, and gen-
erations mnst elapse before sever* and
patient labor can repair the evil. That
the same consequences will follow the
same line of action here, is perfectly clear.
Indeed already the first premonitions of
approaching mischief are to be recognized.

The United States Government has es-
tablished a Bureau of Forestry, which has
issued several valuable reports on the sub-
ject, all showing the need of remedial
action. Congress, however, has thus far
failed to meet the question intelligently,
perhaps because there was no "politics"
in it. Yet uniesa something is done soon
the whole country must suffer. Every-
where the consumption of wood is increas-
ing, and itis enormous now. There art
two distinct branches of the question, as
we have shown, and bath of them present
very grave problems. We can neither af-
ford to exhaust our forests, nor can we
afford to encounter the climatic evils which
their exhaustion must entail. Yet though
the certainty of all these evils is not to be
doubted, and though their occurrence
wo.uld be more disastrous than a destruct-
ive foreign war, itia very difficult to arouse
public interest in the matter, and ithas
hitherto proved impossible to obtain the
legislation which can alone avert tbe com-
ing danger, and secure the protection of
the people from the greed and folly of a

small minority.

GRAIN GAMBLING.

A Special Committee of the New York
Senate is taking testimony on grain gam.
bling. One of the witnesses on Saturday
thought that the Legislature ought not to
interfere in what he called a legitimate
business. He thought that any such inter-
ference

"
would result in a decrease of the"

volume of business in the Produce Ex-"
change, unless the members insome way"
evaded the law. Itwould affect the pe-

cuniary interests of members." That is
about as good an arj;nment as to say that
raiding faro games in wroßg, because it ef-
fects the pecuniary interests of the gam-
blers. Another witness however held that
the sales at "options," "puts," "calls,""

futures
"

and
••

straddles
"

should be
stopp«d by law. He said the system was

demoralizing and "contrary not only to
"sound policy, but to the best interests of
"thepeopU." He said, "in no business"

willso many financial wrecks be found
"as among this grain speculators." Prob-
ably he was not familiar with gambling in
mining stocks, which has certainly fur-
nished a tolerably large quota of

"
finan-

"oial wrecks" in iv time. The simple
fact however is that grain gambling as car-
ried on in the Prodnce Exchanges has none
of the elements of legitimate business
about it. "itis a wore or less wild betting
upon prices. Th« gamblers never see nor
handle the staple in which they operate.
They are worse than middlemen. They
have nolegitimate interest in wheat, but
their betting interferes with the interests
of the producer and the consumer both.
Grain gambling |b against the public inter-

6it in all ways, and it is not a reputable
basiness, no matter who defends it.

THE ASSESSMENT OP PROPERTY FOR
TAXATION.

The Colusa Sun, oommenting upon »
paragraph which appeared in the Record-
Union recently, on the principles of rail-
road taxation, observe*: -'Itis certainly con-"

trary to the spirit of the law to assess a
"piece of property according to the income
"it bnngi when added to intelligent la-"bor, but how else ire we to arrive at its
"cash value?" The income which prop-
erty brings is not a factor in the problem,
and has nothing whatever to do with the
question of what the property is worth.
The standard of "caah value" is and must be
the amount for which the property could be
replaced or duplicated . Itis impossible to
take the usufruct ofthe propertyinto consid-
eration. To do so would be toassess an in-
come tax under the pretense of assessing a
property tax. Suppose, for example,
there are two lawyers ina town. Kach of
them has a library worth $5,000 ;but

!whileone makes $10,000 a year the other
only makes 32,000. Jn assessing their li-
braries, how willitbe possible to take the

Iincome made from them into consideration ?
Or suppose the case of two dentists,
each possessing an outfit of instruments
which cost $1,000, One dentist, however,
makes $5,000 a year, while the other only
makes #1,000. Here again is the same
kind and amount of property, producing
however the most dissimilar results. It
is quite clear that to introduce any con-
sideration of the income derived from
the use of the property, is to confuse the
whole question. But if the standard we

mentioned b« applied, every difficulty van-

ishes at once. What could the prop-
erty be replaced for':, That is al-
ways ascertainable, and when ascer-
tained it supplies a rule of taxation
which insures equal justice. Ifwehad an in-
come tax it would be permissible to in-
quire into the question of income. As
we have only property taxes, itis not per-
missible to inquire into anything beyond
the actual value of property. It seems

to os that the distinction here is broad and
strongly marked, and that it ought to
govern assessments, both of railroads and
all other property.

THE SOCIALISTS AND FROBBEL.

Exactly why the police of New York re-
fused to allow the Socialists to march in
procession, on the occasion of laying the
corner- stons of a monument to Froebel, is
not at first apparent. Friederich Froebel,
whose centennial anniversary has just been
celebrated by the aforesaid New York So-
cialists in the manner described, was the
founder of the Kindergarten, and conse-
quently not a very ferocious nor blood-
thirsty person. He introduced Sweetness
and Light into the education of the young.
Ha invented a system by which the infant
mind can be developed in the moat natural,
easy and pleasant manner. In doing this
he conferred a great boon upon his genera-
tion and upon posterity, and it is difficult
to see how the peace and order of society
could be endangered by a procession held
in commemoration of his services to hu-
manity. Doss the Superintendent of Po-
lice at New York perchance think that the
too prolonged contemplation of the Kinder-
garten system is liable to work a frenzy in
men whose minds are attuned to Socialistic
views ( Or did he think that they were
only making-believe to be wrapped up in
the Kindegarten system, and that they
covertly meditated darker proceedings!
Taking the bare facts as they stand, the
prohibition of the procession appears to
have been unnecessary ;but it is possible
that Superintendent Walling had informa-
tion which justified him inissuing the or-
der.

IGNATIEFF ADD THE JEWS.

Ignatieff has bees endeavoring to make
it appear that liis Government has not
been disgracefully ramiss in its treatment
of the Jewish persecution. We have no
doubt whatever that he was following his
habitual preference for falsehood when he
said that the Government had taken every
precaution against the renewal of the out-
rages, and that itwas punishing the assail-
ants of the Jews. Dispatches arriving
every day show that this is not true, and
that the Russian authorities are really
making no serious efforts to put down the
popular uprisings. We suppose the truth
to be that they rather approve of the per'
aecatloD, mbeing calculated to employ re-
volutionary energies on enterprises other
than the bombardment of the Czar. But
the Nihilists are evident not abandoning
their first love, as the discovery of a plot
to blow up the Kremlin indicates. The
approaching coronation of the Czar willbe
a time of great anxiety, beyond a ques-
tion, and it is already shown that the per-
secution of the Jews has not acted as a
safety valve tocarry offthe Nihiliststeam.

MEANING BUSINESS.

Seven regiments have been ordered to
Arizona to fight the Apaches. We do not
know what the actual strength of these
regiments is, but suppose they muster
some three thousand men. As the hostile
Indians do not appear to exceed one hun-
dred and fifty, the Federal troops onght to
be able to give a good account of them, al-
ways provided that they can be found. The
trouble with the Apaches is, that they can
always slip across the border into Mexico,
and as our troops cannot followthem there,
they too generally escape punishment after
their raids. Seven regiments ought to per-
suade them to abandon hostilities, but the
great difficulty willbe to make them stand
stilllong enough to be whipped.

New Remedy for Scale. —The United
States Agricultural Department lately sent
an agent to Florida to study up the scale
on orange a!iother fruit trees. After
making various experiments and investiga-
tions he writes at some length, and states
that diluted oarbolic soap does not seem
effective unless stronger than Professor
Riley recommends (diluted fifty times).
Soap which has fifteen per cent, oilof creo-
sote is rather expensive, but does good
work. What he calls

"
kerosene butter

"
is the insecticide that he most strongly
favors. The point is to make the kerosene
soluble in water. He churns coal oil in
milk until itforms a thick butter- like sub-
stance. The following is the formula :
Kerosene oil one gallon, milk (fresh or
sour) six pints, and water six pints ;add
four pints of the milk and four pints of the
water to the oilfirst, and when the mixt-
ure by churning begins to thicken, add the
remaining two pints of each. By churning
from fifteen to forty-five minutes the entire
amount of liquid thickens to an ivory-white
butter, which can then be diluted in water
to any extent. Itmay sour or curdle but
can be stirred up again. One pint of the"

butter
"

to aix quarts of water makes a
strong application to be sprayed upon the
infested trees. Ifproperly made the cost
of this wash as diluted for application will
not be over two cents per gallon. The beat
quality of oil should be used.

Navigation of the Sacramento.
—

The
San Francisco Board of Trade at a recent
meeting adopted and transmitted to Repre-
sentative Page, Chairman of the House
Committee on Commerce, the following
resolution :

Whereas, The navigation of the Sacramento river
and the bay of San Francisco Isof treat importance
to the agricultural and commercial interests of our
country, and the protection of both an object en-
titled to the fostering care of our National Govern-
ment , and whereas, serious injuryhas already been
inflicted on the river and upi>er bays, and an emer-
gency exists which requires prompt action ;there-
fore, be it

Reiolrrd, That this Board respectfully urges upon
Congress the necessity for immediate action by the
adoption of such remedies as in their wisdom may
beet preserve the facilities which nature has given to
commerce, and requests that a sufficient appropria-
tion be promptly made for this purpose, to be ex
peuded under the direction of the Secretary of War.

Washington, May Ist.—The contemplated

effort to call up the Chinese bill in the House
of Representatives for concurrence in the
Senate amendments was not made today,
there being no favorable opportunity for ask-
ing unanimous consent, and it being also a
matter of doubtful expediency to force action
upon the amendments under a suspension of
the rules, even if Page could have obtained
recognition to make the requisite motions to
suspend them. In view of these considera-
tions, and of the large number of names al-
ready placed on Speaker Keifer's list with
promises for recognition in their order, itwas
deemed advisable tolet the matter rest until
to-morrow, when a double chance willba of-
fered for procuring the defined action

—first,

unanimous consent, and secondly, this fail-
ing, by means of a motion to proceed to
business on the Speaker's table, which can be
carried by a simple majority. Meanwhile
Messrs. Morse and Rice, of Massachusetts,
and Hooker, of Mississippi— the three lead-
enmost likelyto object— have promised that
they willnot object to the amendments being
considered tomorrow, and there is very little
doubt that the House's concurrence willthen
be obtained.

Townsend's resolution offered to-day for the
abrogation of all treaty stipulations permit-
ting the immigration of Chinese, except for
finance, education or foreign commerce, was*
bo crudely phrased and so manifestly designed
only for political effect, that the vote upon it
possessed little or no practical significance.
More than a hundred Republicans, including
all those except Page who hive hitherto
placed themselves on record as in favor of ex-
cluding Chinese laborer*, contemptuously re-
frained from voting on Townsend's resolution
at all, and the total number of Represent
atives who responded to their names num-
bered only fifteen more than a bare quorum

The Bhlphrrd Inquiry—Senator Blair Be-

fore Ike Committee.
Washington, May Ist.—Senator Blair ap-

peared before the Foreign Affairs Committee
to-day, and began by reading a general state-
ment in relatinu to the subject under investi-
gation, in effect as follows: "Iknow
nothing of the membership of the Peruvian
Company, except that of President Ship-
herd. Idonot kuow of any member of either
house being in any way whatever connected
with it, except myself, and my connection
withitwas purely as counsel, withno pecu
niary interest whatever in the company, and
with no expectation whatever of a pecuniary
reward." The statement then rehearsed at
some length tho situation of affairs in Peru
and Chile;the witness' sympathy for Peiu,
and a desire to prevent her dismemberment,
which led him to take a keen interest in the
purpose and objects of the Peruvian Com-
pany. Some time inAugust Shipherd wrote
offering witness, as a retainer, stock in the
company. Witness replied that he preferred
a retainer in money, ifhe should take any
fee. Shortly afterward he (Shipherd) sent
witness some scrip, which was subsequently
returned, furreasons already set forth.

Witness continued :"So far as Iknow,
the affair ofShipherd had no influence what-
ever upon the policy of our Government, and
never bad the tff<ct to niter or change it in
any conceivable degree

"
Witness then al-

luded to as interview with Secretary Blame,
which took place on the 25th and 26th of
July, and added :

"
Ihave no desire to go

over in detail what occurred at these inter-
views, unless itbe the wish of the committee
that Ishould do so. Idesire to state that I
never heard Shipherd make any mention, in
the presence of Blame on any other occasion
in my presence, of his having made an offer
to Minister Hurlbut of $250,000 stock in the
Peruvian Company, Neither didIever have
any correspondence with Minister Hurlbut
on the subject of the Peruvian Company."
Witness bad received letters from Hurlbut,
who mentioned having received many com-
munications from Sbipherd, and said he could
not make him {Shipherd} understand that he
(Hurlbut) could not act in the matter except
on instructions from the State Department.
Witness first saw the long letter of Shipherd
to Walker Blame when he saw it in the
printed report of Shipherd's examination be-
fore the committee. He had, however, been
requested by Secretary Biaine toinform Ship-
herd that he (Blame) didnot wishhim (Ship
herd) to hold any correspondence with any
subordinates of the State Department, and
this desire he had verbally conveyed to Ship-
herd. Witness knew nothing of the Credit
Industrial or their contract with (Jalderon.
Witness thought the Government ought to
consider the kidnaping of Calderon a breach
of good faith on the part of Chile, and so
wrote Shipherd to act as though American
ships were on their way. Witness believed
should \u25a0 liii>* would be sent, as England's had
already been.

The cham-
pion fairly made a show of Trickett, and won
with ridiculous ease by many lengths. After
the fiaish of the race Hanlan turned round
and met Trickett, and tuining again he rowed
to the winning post, reaching it a length
ahead.
