diction has materially improved during tbe
patt year. The report was accepted, imme-
diately after which a resolution was offered
by R-v. Leac that all of the clergy on
the n'rit Sunday after EpipfaaLy bring before
their respective parishes the claims of the
8.-tsici-i schools.

A special courier of ttc
Epitaph from Helm's ranch, in the Dragon
mountains, eighteen miles from town, re-
ports being fired on by Indians one mile
from Helm's this morning. He killed one
Indian and drove rapidly to town. He heard
rapid tiring at the ranch, and supposes an at-
tack was made by the Indians. Three men
are at the ranch, named Helm, Scbultz and
Brown. Itisfeared in town that the men are
murdered. Several Indians appeared in the
vicinity of Contention this evening, and
fired several shots at Dr. Qerber about one-
half a mile from town. The doctor returned
the fire, killing one Indian. He telephoned
to Tombstone forarms, ammunition and men.
Fort Huachuca is on a direct line between
the Dragoon mountains and the Sonora bor-
der. Itis known that the Indians are in
force in the Dragoons, and much apprehen-
sion is felt for the safety of the families at
Huachnca. The families of Major Tnpper,
Captain Dove, Captain Haokell and four
others are at Huachuca, withoniy a few men
to guard the post.

On the receipt of the above news Captain
Hurst sent couriers todifferent army detach-
ments, warning them of the danger.
