THE RESULTS OF THE BLAINEINQUIRY.

The Congressional Committee which ha*

been taking testimony inregard tothe South
American episode baa not completed its
labors, and though the very imperfect and
unsatisfactory abstract of the evidence tel-

egraphed across the continent has seemed
to warrant the conclusion that Mr. Blame

!had come quite triumphantly out of the

ordeal, no inch view is entertained by the

principal journal* of the Eastern States.

As their opinions are, moreover, based
upon the fullevidence, which has not been

transmitted here, itmust be admitted that

they are more likely to be right than those

who found their judgment upon mere

scraps of information. The Belmont-

l'.lain- incident, as described in the dis-
pitches, was a very different affair from i•
the actual occurrence. The reports of the

Kew York papers, which occupy often as

much a*a page daily, show conclusively
that Belmont was endeavoring to obtain
from Blame a fair statement in regard to
the reasons for the taking up of the Lao- \u25a0

!dreau claim by the State Department under
his administration. Bat though Blame I
constantly pretended that he was most
anxious to afford all the information
at his disposal to the committee, it was
impossible to get him to answer the ques-
tion* put to him on this head. In fact he
dodged and twisted and made buncombe
speeches irrelevant to the issue, and at
length, realising that Belmont could not
be put off the track in that way, he evi-
dently set himself in the most deliberate
way to put his examiner into a passion,
reckoning on the confusion a

"
teene

"
would create, to avoid the necessity of di-
rect answers to the really significant points
in the investigation. Nor did Belmont, as
certainly appeared from the telegraphic
synopsis, make a fool of himself. His
examination was marked by aeutoness,
dignity, and patience, and it was only

when Blame, while alleging his determina-

tion to say nothing
"unparliamentary,''

contrived to convey the most stinging in-
sults to his interlocutor, that the latter
became heated for a moment, and used the
very plain language attributed to him.

Blame no doubt succeeded inevading the
main purpose of the examination, but at a

heavy sacrifice, for the New York press
with only one exception pointed out the
palpable trickiness of his action, and drew
from itthe obvious Inference that a man

who took bo much pains to avoid giving
straightforward answers must have very
strong motives for concealment. And this
incident has served to draw public atten-
tion all the more strongly to what is well
understood to be the real object of the
present inquiry, which, as the New York
Ifn-alri plainly puts it, is, "to ascertain"

whether there was a conspiracy, last"
summer and fall, to draw this ooun-"
try, without its consent, into a war with"
a friendly South American power ;"
whether Mr. Blame, then Secretary of"
State, was a party to the conspiracy, and''
whether one of the objects of the con-"
spirators in proposing war was to enrich

"themselves or certain of them by using"
the influence and treasure of the United"
States to procure the recognition of cer-"
tain otherwise worthless and long re-

pudiated claims against Peru." This is
clear enough, but it cannot be said that
Mr. Plaine, with all his professions of a

desire to "enlighten "the publio and Con-
gress, has shown any real disposition to
dispel the clouds which envelope the mat-
ter. He has in fact signally failed to ex-
plain bis motive for instructing Minister
Hurlbut to preiis the Landreau claim upon
the Peruvian Government at a time when,
according to his own statements, it was
utterly and notoriously unable to deal
with any such question. He has failed to
explain how itcame about that the United
States Government was made to figure as
the potential backer of a claim which had

been thrown out of Congress a year before
as having no basis, and which has been
shown to be of tbe very flimsiest character.

Instead of explainicg these matters Mr.
Blame has become very angry whenever
they were approached, and has sought to
cover himself with a cloud of.confusion,
after the manner of the cuttle-fish of tra-
dition. Now it is possible that but for
this marked unwillingness to clear up the
suspicious points, most people would have
been willing to acquit Mr.Blame of any
personal pecuniary interest in the matter.
But the peculiarity of his tactics has had
a very bad effect upon public opinion. As
the Hrrald says :

"
His refusal to explain,''

and his embarrassment and fury when"
pushed on this head, have impressed the"
publio with the suspicion that there are"
pecuniary speculations here concealed in"
which Mr. Maine was conoerned." It

seems probable, however, that he has

covered his tracks so skillfully that noth-
ing tangible will be brought to light,
though up to this time his own conduct

has been the stroneest evidence against

him. The publication of all the dispatches
issued from the State Department when

he was at t.he head of it has nevertheless
given consistency to what was before only a
general surmise. In the light of these

,dispatches itseems now scarcely doubtful
that his foreign policy really did embraoe
not merely one but a series of foreign wan.
Infact itis almoßt capable ofdefinitedemon-
stration that he would have brought the
country intohoitile relations withChile, with
Mexico, and lastly with Great Britain.
He had already laid the foundations for
these three quarrels, and he had done it,
inevery ease, by the most amazing defi-
ance of facts and treaty provisions, and
by ignoring past history in a way scarcely
credible. From such foreign van a great
army of adventurers and speculators wonld
have grown rich. Anew era of army and
navy contract robberies would have been
inaugurated. All the moat dangerous ele-
ments would have oome to the surface.
And men inhigh position like Mr. Blame
could no doubt under those circumstances
have amassed enormous wealth. This is
what the late Secretary is mnch more than
suspected of having contemplated, and
the evidence in support of the belief is
altogether too substantial to afford room
for the thin pretense that he is being made
the victim of politicalpersecution, or that
"the stalwarts" are seeking to ruin him.
If Mr.Blame is ruined, depend upon it
the cause of his downfall willbe fonnd in
his own conduct, and not in the machina-
tions of his enemies.

AMERICAN JEWS IN RUSSIA.
There is a difference of opinion between

our Government and that of Russia on the
question of the right* of American Jews
in Russia, The Russian Government
maintains that Jewish citizens of the
United States cannot claim any other
privileges in that country than the native
Jews are entitled to, and as the "priv-
"lieges" of the native Russian Jews ap-
pear to consist in being stoned and mal-
treated and hung and drowned and robbed
and roasted and beaten and abused and
outraged in every oonceivable way, it is
evident that under this interpretation the
protection of

"
the flag

"
sannot amount

to much inRussia. In fact when we oome
to inquire what the rights of the Jews in
Russia really are, we find that they have
none. The Russian law prohibits all Jews
from residing in the cities, and the Russian
people take care that they shall not reside
in the country. Now, the Russian Gov-
ernment claims that its treaty with the
United States "gives to our citizens in"

Russian jurisdiction no other rights or"
privileges than those accorded native

"Russians." If this is so, of course the
treaty gives Jewish citizens of the United
States no rights or privileges whatever in
Russia, and this appears to be the actual
state of the case. The President,
Intransmitting to Congress the diplomatic
oorrespondenoe on the subject, has offered
no remarks upon the manifest failure to

obtain any recognition of the rights of

American citizens in Russia. Itremains

to be seen whether this is to be the end of

the inquiry. Ifit is, then we shall be in

the position of allowing one foreign power

to take as attitude towards American citi-
zens which we have resented when taken
by another. If it is, then we vir-
tually declare that a half-civilized power
like Russia can do what she pleases, even
to the extent of persecuting citizens of the
United States, and depriving them of prop-
erty and even life, without any process
of law ;whereas we have undertaken to
assert that a civilized power like England
must not imprison American citizens with-
out trial even when they are alleged to be
engaged inattempts tooverthrow the Gov-
ernment. Itis scarcely possible that Con-
gress cv tolerate thiianomalous and grossly
inconsistent line of foreign policy. Of
course the reflations adopted by Russia
inregard to tbe treatment of native Rus-
sian Jews cannot be accepted as the stand-
ard by which American citizens shall
be treated. We have overthrown that

theory again and again in connection
with other barbarous powers. We have
claimed and exercised the right to
have our citizens dealt with by (.'.insular

Court* in all countries where the native
administration of justice is notoriously de-
fective. And we shall have to take the
same line in this case unless we are willing
to submit to humiliation at the hands of
Russia, and unless we are prepared to
abandon our boast that the Hag protects
tbe citizen abroad as well as at home. It

i* moreover certain that we shall never
have a stronger case than this of the Amer-
ican Jews in Russia, and that ifwe do not
maintain onr rights here, a precedent will
be established which will prove very em-

barrassing hereafter. The position of the
Russian Government on the question is
incompatible with the maintenance of the
duties which the United States Govern-

ment assumes to all it* citizens, and
Congress cannot afford to let tbe matter
drop at this stage.

BLACKBURN ON THE TARIFF.

Blackburn of Kentucky appears to have
made a strong point against the Tariff
Commission bill now before the House,
and incidentally he gave the Republicans a

very heavy shot on the Mahone bargain.
Whether iudacd the Democratic party has
never done anything so bad as that iia
question which Blackburn would findltdif-
Ticult to demonstrate in his party's favor,

but it is certain that the bargain is
thoroughly disgraceful and discreditable
to the Republic* v party, and that it is
decidedly the worst thing in its reoord.
On the tariff Blackbnrn was justifiably
earnest, declaring it to be "pillage and
"robbery," and pointing out that the pro-
ject to abolish the Internal Revenue
taxes was a cunning device of the Pro-
tectionists, who hoped thereby to compel
the maintenance of their favorite outrage.

We do not agree with him that Congress
would "part forever with its rights"
by creating a Tariff Commission. In fact
such an assertion is nonsensical. But we

agree with him that the object of the
Commission bill is to gain time, and to
stave off all reduction of the tariff until
the next Presidential election, or after it.
As such a postponement of tariff reform
means the stealing, under color of law,
of three or four hundred millions of
dollars, it is clear that every intolli-
gent man ought to resist the propo-
sition. As the case stands, the Tariff
is perpetrating robberies every day and
hour. It is confiscating the property
of the American people. It is taking A's
money to give itto B, without any consid-
eration. The longer this process endures
the greater must be the injustice and
wrong done. It would be better to kill
the Commission bill even at the risk of
postponing all action until the next session
of Congress, than by passing it to put re-
form out of the question for the next three
years. Kenna of West Virginia, therefore,
nimistaken inhia reasoning. He said he
should vote for the bill, not because he
liked it,but because he thought it "the"

only possible measure which could be"passed in the direction of revision." In
truth itis not at all inthe direction of re-
vision. Itis in the direction of no legisla-
tion. Once pass such a measure and the

Tariff question willbe locked up, and, un-

til the Commission reports, and the report

is printed, and has passed through the
hands of a committee, itwill be impossibly
to do anything about it. That is precisely
what the tariffmen want, and on the prin-
ciple fat eetab hosU docrri, itis good policy
to oppose whatever they show a strong
disposition to approve.

LOCO'S BAND.

A late dispatch holds out the hope that
the Apache chief Loco's band, which has
been the perpetrator of all the outrages
lately committed in Arizona, and which
has been retreating before the Federal
troops, has been intercepted by a strong
body of Mexican soldien, and after a

warm tight completely broken up, two-
thirds of the braves being killed, and the
remainder taken prisoners. This dispatch
gives the number of tbe killed at 78, and
that of the prisoners at 33. Allowing,
therefore, for several killed and wounded
by Colonel Fonyth's attack previously,
this appears to account satisfactorily for
the whole of Loco's band, which was un-

derstood to be less than 150 strong when
ittook the war path. If the account of
this battle is confirmed itwill be a feather
in the cap of the Mexican army, which
hai inthe paat seldom had an opportunity
for rejoicing over the outcome of its Indian
warfare. The Mexican troop* in this in-
stance must have been exceedingly well
placed, and they must also have fought
with distinguished bravery, for though
they killed twice as many Indians as there
fellon their own side, their own losses
were so severe as to show that the combat
was fierce and prolonged. If this news is
trac the reinforcements just dispatched to
Arizona will have little to do when they
get there.

NOT A VERY FISH ALLIANCE.

It is already apparent that the alliance
between the Independent and

"
Regular

"
Republicans in Pennsylvania is at best a
flimsy one. The Independents evidently
repose very little faith in the

"
machine

"
men, for they have announced their inten-
tion to repudiate the recent agreement
and renew the contest on the original
basil, if the

"
Regulars" do not make

suitable nominations at the forthcoming
State Convention. And as Don Cameron
probably has never had the remotest ii•
tention of surrendering any of his hold
upon the party, or of discarding any of his
methods of working, the chances for a
failure of the patobed-up agreement seem
very strong. In short, we doubt very
much whether anything but disappoint-
ment can come of such an arrangement as
has been made. The Independent Repub-
licans cannot afford to make bargains with
men whose very prominence in politics
discredits whatever reform movement
may take them into it. Their avowed
purpose ia to purify the politics of the
State, and that cannot be done by forming
alliances with the men who are charged
with having corrupted thoae politics. If
they are to win any useful victories they
willhave to proceed single-handed. Their

last movement threatens to do them very
much more harm than good, for they have
accepted evilassociations, and are liable to
be jndged by them.

Washington, May 4th.—Voorheei called

up his resolution to investigate whether any
corruption had been uaed or attempted in
connection with the bonded whi-ky bill. He
offered the resolution, not because he believed
the stories, but because hii name bad been
uaed in the matter. He never hat! been ap-
proached by anybody, and it was wellknown
how he stood.

Wiodom moved an amendment, providing
for an investigation as to whether any money
had been rained, by contribution or other-
wise, from parties interested in tbe passage
or defeat of the bill, and if so, ior what has
itbeen expended ?

Voorbees accepted the amendment, and
said he had offered the resolution because of
newspaper aspersions upon himself ax a mem-
ber cf the Finance Committee. He had
never been approached on the subject, nor
even asked how he would vote on tbe Car-
lisle billas it came from the House ;but he
had been wellknown as one ot its supporters.

Tbe matter was discussed at length, and
there was a general sasertion of confidence in
the personal and official integrity of Voor-
hees.

Several Senators expressed the opinion that
if the statements were anonymous they were
unworthy of notica.

Windom stated that he had received in-
formation that an enormons sum had been
raised by the whisky men to procure the
passage of the bill. He could not vouch frr
the information, but believed an inquiry nec-
essary. He thought if the bill passed tbe
country would in a few years be shocked by
the doings of the whisky ring, beside which
that of a few years ago would pale into in
significance. To release the whisky now in
bond, as the bill proposed, would give a
chance to rake the treasury for nearly -*70,-
--000 000.

Beck read a telegram from J. M.Atherton, I
iifLouisville, the man given as authnrity for
the accusations aeainst Voorhee.', disclaim-
ing any responsibility, adding that his state-
ments had been greatly exaggerated and mis-
represented.

principles of the tariff of 1846, and Iwillg»
to the country on that issue, and Ihave no
doubt we shall have the support of the
people."

Morrison of Illinois, a member of the
Committee on Wajs and Means, opposed the
pending bill, because he believed if itbecame
a law it would support the general principles
of the existing tariff. Ifthe proposed Com-
mission reported a plan which would mnace
duties, itwould findits cemetery in the Ways
and Means Committee-room, and would
never be submitted to the House. The protec-
tionists admit that in all else save the cost of
labor our manufacturers could compete with
the world. A reduction of the tariff for
revenue purposes would benefit tho manu-
facturer to the extent that itcheapened the
cost of material labor, and to the extent that
it cheapened the necessaries of life, while the
importer? must levy more duties on imported
goods than the manufacturer paid fur the
labor in making domestic goods. He then
proceeded to make an elaborate areuuient in
opposition to a tariff for protection, and to
show that while enriching the fewitincreased
the cost of living to the many.

The witness said he early became interested

in the subject of the Interoceanic canal, and,
in that connection, with the operations of
De Leaseps* He thought that with a proper
policy toward Peru on the part of this coun-
try,her integrity of territory might be pre-
served, and that an alliance withher might
be of great value. He believed in the
strongest assertion of the Monroe doctrine.
Ths first interview he had with Ship-
herd took place at his (ShipherdV) office
in New York. ExSeLator Crogen in-
troduced them. The interview was
brief. The conversation was, ip substance,
that he (Shipherd) wanted to engage witness'
services in bringing tbe subject of the Peru-
vian Company to the attention of the State
Department. Witness indicated that he
would see him (Shipherd) later in regard to
it. The second interview took place at Ship-
herd's office, about the 20th of July. Wit-
ness was under the impression that Crogan
was with him, but that he went away
again. Most of the conversation took place
between them when alone, the substance of
which was, in effect, that Shipherd ex-
plained at great length the points of
the Cochet claim, and discussed the situ-
ation of the Chile-Peruvian affair, prob-
ably that Chile would accept a money
indemnity and a desire on the part of those
he (Shipherd) represented to assist Peru in
raising the amount required, using Cocbet as
the basis of the negotiations with Peru inthe
settlement to secure for the United States the
incidental advantages which otherwise might
go to foreign points.

He was found
quietly seated this evening in his private par-
lors ut the Arlington, and win v addressed on
the Chinese questii n said :"
Iam very largely interested in California

and Nevada, acd have never employed Chi-
uese as against white laborers. One of tbe
objections to the Chinese 's that they work
for such small prices that white girls and
servants cannot make an honest living. It
appears that the Chinese take every pos-
sible source of labor from them. While
this applies particnlaily tj California, it ia
equally true of Nevada. They have their
opium dens and sell opium and smoke it, and
when apprehended as criminals escape to
their underground dens, which extend to
mammoth proportions, and cannot be found.
Their employment by me »i laborers wonld
be a great saviug, but Ido not employ them,
and am in for the removal of the curse and
competition. They come to California under
the auspices and servitude of the Six Compa-
nies, and every year they Bend home $40,-
--000,000 to $45,000,000 to their people, and
were it not that California is blessed with
plenty and possesses such large resources,
she could not stand such a drain. Why,
rich men will not live among them,
any many wealthy citizens have removed
from the State and have taken mill-
ions of dollars of capital out of it
with them, Imay hare an elegant
block of buildioga In their quarter,
but Icannot rent or hire it. They leave
a filth and stench that no human white
can bear. Iwould like any one to show me
the fantaslkslly dressed, Embaesador-look-
ing individual ia China that you see here as
their" representatives. There they are pig-
tailed and wooden-sboed. Senator Hoar, in
defending them, is serving certain manufact-
uring interests as against your own white
boys and girls."

THE IRISH SITUATION.

Parnell Interviewed by a Frees Repre-
sentative.

[By Telegraph.]
New York,May 4th.—The HeraWs Lob-

don speoial Bays : Parnell was met by a
Herald representative at the Marine Hotel,
Kingstown, this morning, where he had
driven last night on his release to avoid in-
convenient manifestations and sympathy
from his fiiends. He was accompanied by
Mr.O Kelly and Mr.Dillon. The health of
the latter gentleman seems to have suffered
conaiderably fromhis imprisonment, but Mr.
Parnell and Mr. O'Kelly are iv their usual
eood health. In reply to a question, Mr.
Parnell made the following important an-
nouncements if his future policy and Mi re-
lations: with the government of Mr. Giad-
stoDe:

Correspondent
—

Was your release unex-
pected, and was it accompanied by any con-
ditions!

Mr.Parnell— From the altered tone of the
Ministry since the meeting of Parliament,
we had supposed that our release might have
come ina few weeks, but we had no reason
to anticipate it so soon. Consequently, our
release came upon us verymuch as a surprise.
Itis, of course, as Btated by Mr. Gladstone
last night in the House, entirely uncondi-
tional.

Correspondent— What are your viewa about
Forster'n resignation and the consequences
likely to spring therefrom ?

Mr. Parnell—lconsider our release,
coup'ed with Mr. Firstei's resignation, to
indicate a determination on the part of the
Government, in tbe first place, to amend the
Land Actas far us may be possible daring the
present session, and a desire not to revert to
the policy of coercion, if, as a result of their
change of policy and a prospect of further
remedial legislation, the state of Ireland
should be materially improved and outrages
diminish.

Correspondent— Do you believe that that
result will follow conciliatory action ?

Parnell— Yes. Ishall be very much dis-
appointed if the outrages, which have so un-
happily increased under the itfluences of co-
ercion and the suppression of all constitu-
tional action, should not be materially
diminished by a revision of this policy.
Certainly no efforts cf mine will be wanting
in order to put an end to outrages and crime.
ButIcannot conceal from myself that the
success of myexertions in thindirection must
materially depend on the nature and extent
of the remedial legislation proposed hy theGovernment, and also upon the early uncon-
ditional release of Michael Davitt and other
popular leaders. Davitt had distinguished
himself by his iif 'its to keep our cause un-
stained by excesses of any kind, and his ar-
rest, more than a year a.uo, w.is a fital blow
to the cause of order in Ireland.

Correspondent— Do you cjnsider that the
prospects for «elf-Kovernment in Ireland have
been improved by the change in the Govern-
ment's policy ?

Mr.Parnell— Undoubtedly. Ibelieve the
change to indicate a desire on tbe part of the
Government to examine into and discuss this
great question with us, with a view tc its
solution, ard a growing belief on their part
that upon the satisfactory solution of this
question, after tbe land problem has been
woiked oat, must depend the peace and pros-
perity of Ireland.
