Davis and Baldwin reported as
having died from natural causes—consumption ?
{8ee Section 1510, Penal Code.?

Second —Has the Board of Supervisors the author-
ity under the law to levy s State and county license ?
{Bee iate decision of the Supreme Court.)

Third - Has the Board of Supervisors the author-
ity to create a debt agaivst the general, road or
district funds in excess of 10 per cent. on the esti-
ated receipts for the next year?

Fourth— Is the Board authorized by law to draw
warrants on the general fund of the county to pay
for road or bridge work when a fund has been cre-
ated for that purpose ?

Fifth—Has the Board the authority to create
debts and liabilities against the general fund of the
oounty before providing for the payment of said
debts. (See Section 4070, Political Code.)

'm EURTADO MURDER TRIAL—FOURTH
DAY.

At opening of the Court at 9 o'clock the
Court room was, as usual, crowded with spec-
tators,

For the first time during the trial the three
children of deceased (Estuardo) were seated
in the Court-room—two bright little girls and
one little boy.

Mrs. Guadalupe Mauretich recalled—Saw
Mrs. Hurtado go away from our rooms, srd
she said she was going to the doctor’s. The
doctor was on Fifth and J. I thought it
strange she went towards Third strect.

Minnie Ricardo testified—Live on Second
and O streets, Known defendant three or four
years. Know Estuardo., Had conversation
with Hurtado. Told Hurtado that Estuardo
said he would fix Hurtado ; that he had got
off from a good many, but wouldn't this
time. Hurtado said he was all right.

Croes-examination—Have lived with three
men; had a child by one; am now living
with Amado Cardosa. My house is not a
bad one.

Amado Cardosa—I volunteered to go and
see Kstuardo. This was two or three wecks
before the shooting. Estuardo told me he
was not afraid. Told Joe Hurtado that
Estuardo had made threats against him.

Fred. Eissenminger—Know Estuardo and
Hurtado. Saw a remarkable change in Joe
after his wife went away. His manner was
changed.

Narcessa Hurtado—I am mother of Joe
Hurtado, Joe was born in 1852 at Sutter
Creek, Amador county. There was insanity
in my family. My grandfather was insane,
He would clcss himself up in a roem ; would
not talk to any one, and would stray away
in the country for three or four days at a
time; we had to keep a watch over him.
Don’t remember whether he was in an insane

asylum. He would break up things and as-
sault those who were takiog care of
him. While I was carrying Joe, before

he was born, I was thrown from a horse,
It was three cr four months ofter conception,
My injuries were severe. I was greatly
frightened. When Joe was a baby two or
three months old, while coming from Penieta
to Sutter Creek I had him iz my arms, and
was on horseback and wasthrown. I held
bim in my arms, I p Joe to my breast
and at the same time against the pommel of
the saddle. I could not place where he was
hurt, but it was a continued crying. I had
nine children. Joe is the oldest. He was
also a foolish boy, and in all kinds of mis-
chief. He was a child of great affec-
tion, At times when he was right
he would treat the rest of the children
well, but other times would fight and quarrel
with them. From the treatment of one of
his sisters—he pulling the hair of her head—
I thought him wrong in bis mind. He would
go where other children would not go, and at
one time fell off a high fence and cut his
forehead ; he now has the mark. When he
had his spells he had to quarrel and fight.
Motive or no motive, he would fight any
way—even if I whipped him. When the
first sister was in my arms dying, Joe threw
himself out of the window, became senseless,
and for some time after complained of head-
ache, At the death of his other sister he
did take hold of the body and tried to pick
it up : went into the next room and cried.
Don’t remember how old Joe was at that
time. Joe’s father was an exceedingly af-
fectionate and jealous man ; too much so. At
the time of the homicide I was living in La
Paz, Mexico ; had lived there a year and a
few months. Formerly lived in Sacramento.
Lived here after Joe was married. Saw them
together frequently. He was an amiable
and affectionate husband ; so much so that I
felt he thought more of her than me,
Cross-examination—My grandfather died
while I was in Lower Califoruia ; he died be-
fore I came to Sutter Creek to live, I wasa
woman and married before I went there ; was
married at San Andreas. I am now 49 years
old. Ilived in San Francisco before I went
to Sutter Creek. I lived in San Antonio
when my grandfather died. Cannot remem-
ber the dates of the death of my two daugh-
ters, nor the dates of their birth.

A. W. Morrison—Knew Joe Hurtado
about 11 years, He was a runner, and kept a
boat line from here to Davisville. Was not
acquainted with his wife until after this mat-
ter occurred—the bother between him and his
wife, I mean. The first time I heard of the
trouble—I could not tell the date—Joe came
to my room about 6 o’clock in the morning ;
he was excited ; had been crying. He said,
“1 am in trouble ; I found my wife has been
untrue to me.” He then told me the party
was Estuardo. I told him to keep cool.
He said he did not want any more
trouble. He remarked that he would see
Estuardo and let him know that he knew of
the act. I took Joe’s pistoleand told him I
would give it back. He told me she had
written letters to Estuardo. Estuardo had
written Joe's wife that he would commit
suicide. He explained how kind he had been
to Estuardo, After he had this conversation
he went away and came back about 7 o’clock
in the evening, and said that he had found
out all about the letter and his wife’s admis-
sion. He brought a large package of letters,
and I gave a room to examine the letters.
He said he did not find the letters he wanted,
and returned them. At all these times he
felt very badly and told me how much he
thought of his wife and child, and told me he
would sell out his furniture and send his wife
away to her people. I advised Joe to keep
out of trouble and that all would come out
all right, and that he and his wife should
get together again. He said he was
going to tell Estuardo to keep out of
his way or to leave the city. The
next conversation was after he had seen
Estuardo. He said that he had talked to
him. Joe said he gave Estuardo some letters
to read. Estuardo said: **Joe, I have done
you a great wrong. I am the meat and you
are the knife—do with me as you please.”
Estuardo, Joe said, was never to look at
either Joe or his wife, and Estuardo was to
leave the city. Joe afterwards told me he
had sold out his furniture for a small sum.
He said he told his wife that if she would be
true and faithful they might be happy yet ;
that she and Joe were to correspond after she
left. At all these times I could see that Joe
felt down-hearted, and had been in that con-
dition ever since the matter occurred. Joe
also went away two or three days; he said
he went to see his wife. Prior to this time
Joe’s disposition was jovial and inclined to
have and make fun. It was a matter of com-
mon note and conversation that he was not
as lively and ambitious as prior. I saw some
letters where my name was mentioned. I
caught him often crying while reading those
letters,

Cross-examination—I am very friendly with
defendant. Have visited him. Haye con-
tributed money towards his defense. Can-
not tell the dates ; think they werein Decem-
ber of last year ; it was before Christmae, I
think, Joe often went to the club-rooms at
the Western Hotel. It was nothing unusual
for him to go to the club-room. I did not see
Joe after he made the firstassault on Estuardo
with a pistol at the Bank Exchange.

Con. Russel—I was at the Bank Exchange
when Hurtado struck Estuardo with the
pistol, and pointed the pistol at bim. Estu-
ardo st cd bzhind Hamiy D, and D r. told
Hurtado not to shoot. Estuardo was read-
ing the Evening Bee when Hurtado came in.
Had a conveisation with Estuardo.
He asked me if I had seen Hurtado
hit him, and said he wanted me for a witness.
He asked me if I had a pistol. I saw Hur-
tado in the Police Court and came out with
him on the morning of the shooting.
Cross-examination—When I told Hurtado
what Estuardo said, he said he was much
obliged to me, and told me not tosay anything
to anyone else. We drank together. I did
not see anything out of the way with Hur-
tado; he seemed all right. Smith treated
once and Hurtado treated once. I remember
hearing a conversation with Grove Johnson
and Joe Orn yesterday in the Court-room.
Remember what I told them. I saw Hur-
tado the day he killed Estuardo. Dan Pinio,
Bragg snd myself were with him. I told
Hurtado just what Estuardo told me.

Marie Antonio Armijo—Am sister-in-law
to Hurtado, Pricr to Mrs. Hurtado leaving,
I lived with Hurtado. I knew Estuardo in
his lifetime. He was in the habit of coming
to our house day after day—sometimes
three times a day, almost daily. I knew of
no trouble between Hurtado and Estuardo
prior to the homicide. I was present at a
conversation between Hurtado and his wife.
This was the latter part of November last.
One morning Hurtado went out before break-
fast. He sat down to breakfast and did not
eat, and commenced crying, and nld. “I have
lost her forever.” Wken I asked him to tell
what the matter was, he said *‘ Ask Susie.”
I asked Susie, and she did not answer. I
then turned to Joe. He then said that she
had been false to him. I asked with whom.
He said Estuardo. I turned towards Susie
and asked if it was so. She answered, and
said it was. On hearing ber reply Joe, cry-
ing, came near fainting. I took a wet towel
and bathed his face and head. He continu-
iog crying. Sasie came up to him, threw her-

self upon her knees, saying she would never

offend bim ia the same manner again., After
a while he 2ot up and went out, and shortly
returned, still crying, and he and his wife
went into a room together, he still crying. I
slept in a room in the upper story of the
house. Hurtado and his wife slept in another
room on the same floor. I heard Joe get up,
heard his footsteps walking most all night. I
did not go in to see what was the matter. I
heard him walking and crying. He came
home afterwards and sat down to the table
and spoke to me, andsaid : ‘I have a letter;
it is from Spanisk Jo.” He said ‘‘Estu-
ardo told me he wants to marry you.” I
told Joe to tell Estuardo that he had better
marry one of his own kind. Joe and his
wife went out that night, I eaw them when
they got back. I noticed thet he was excited.
The next morniog after I found out the
truth, I slapped Suosie in the face
and told bher that she had dis-
graced her hu:sband, her child and myself,
The next day Joe was contigually going out
and coming in the house cryiog all the time,
at intervals of half an hour and an hour. He
did not have any breakfast that morning
after the news. He went ount before break-
fast. We remained in the city eight or nine
days after this conversation., Joe was in
Sacramento city at this time. I saw him
daily. He looked down-hearted, crying con-
tinually. I thought he was not in his rizht
wiond. He has one child 2 years and five
months old. He prior to that time looked
upon his wife ard child as though there was
nothing dearer te him. He had been work-
ing on the steamboat. He had been also
ruoniog a boat from Washiogton to Davis-
ville during the wioter. When he was work-
ing on the boat up the river he would be ab-
sent from the house a great many days at a
time. These were ail the conversations 1
had with Hurtado. 1 saw Hurtado, after
we went away, at Mountain View, Santa
Clara county, where we were at my brother’s
house in January last, I don’t know any
object for his coming unless to see his
wife. His manoer wasdown-hearted. He had
pever been there before. I noticed that he
was filled up with sorrow; that as he knew
only me he could not communicate with
them as he wished. Right after supper we
asked him to go with us to visit, but he did
not have courage or strength to go. He
asked where he should sleep, and he went to
bed. He was cryiog when he went to bed.
The next day we asked him to go to the house
to et acquainted with my sister. He was
still downhearted, and while a lunch was
prepared he at once jumped in a paesing train
and departed. He stated when he came that
he was going to remain two or three days.
His sudden leaviog was unexpected on our
part, He left his baggage at my brother’s
house. My sister, Mra. Hurtadn, lived be-
fore her marriage at Mountain View, at the
house of my brother,

William Land, pvroprietor Western Hotel
—Have koown Hurtado ten years; knew
when his wife went away ; saw Joe after and
about that time. He was at my hotel most
of the time. I did not notice anything par-
ticular until about ten days before the killiog,
He seemed down-hearted, and I said he
should be the happiest man in the world, as
he had a nice wife and baby. He said if I
knew what his trouble was, I would be sad,
too.
George Eisinmenger—Have known Joe
Hurtado since boybood ; am a hotel runner
for the Western Hotel. Kunew Estuardo.
Never had avy conversation about Estuardo
except after the arrest of Hurtado for the
thooting. The mecrping of the shooting I
asked Hurtado to take a drink. We went
into the Court-houze. After Court adjourned
I came down stairs, and just then heard the
first shot fired. Did not know of any trouble
between Joe and Estuardo. Saw that Joe
was down-hearted after a certain time; he
would not have any foolishness with me, as
was his vsual custom.

Jerry Payne—Have known Hurtado about
a year and a hslf. Had a conversation
with himn about two months before the homi-
cide ; it was the evening he sent his wife off.
He seemed to be down-hearted and grieved,
and tears came to his eyes. He said he had
just broke up housekeeping. He did not
state the reason for his troubles. [hat was
all I recollect of the conversation,

The next witness, William Wallace, testi-
fied to the changed demeanor of defendant.
H. S. Beals said Estuardo applied at his
photograph gallery for a picture he had of
Mrs. Hurtado. Herefu to give it to him.
Subsequently he returned and offered $1 for
it. Witness refused, and soon after met and
told Mrs. H. of the application, and she told
witness not to let him have the picture under
any circumstances,

W. B. Ferral testified to having talked with
Estuardo and Hurtado concarning the action
in the Police Court. The former refused to
compromise, and witness informed Hurtado
of that fact.

Counsel for defendant offerea certain letters
in evidence, purporting to have been written
by defendant’s wife to Estuardo.

The Court directed that an interpreter
transcribe them.

Counsel for defendant called Mrs. Hur-
tado, wife of defendant, but she did not an-
swer, and a half hour’s recess was taken in
order to send for her and bring her tc the
Court-room. She entered with her child in
her arms and her face heavily vailed, and
Was sworn,

Witness eaid eshe wae the wife of defend-
ant. Prior to marriage she lived with her
sicter, Mrs, Morales. Knew Estuardo, the
deceased.

Mr. Johnson here expressed the opinion
that witness should unvail her face.

She said she had a conversation in Novem-
ber last with defendant about deceased. *‘I
told him how I —”

Prosecution objected as not responsive to
a question.

**Thankegiving evening my husband came
home and said he had heard something about
Estuardo and myself. I asked him what it
was, and not to speak before my sister. He
asked me to come out for a walk, and when
we were out he asked me to confess—— "
Presecution objected to declarations made.
The Court said the plea of insanity was
made, and under that the testimony was ad-
missible.

Prosecution objected that the statement
was privilezed as between husband and wife,
and was manufactured testimony.

The Court permitted the testimony.
Prosecution urged the Court to compel wit-
ness to remove her vail, as they had a right
to observe her countenance as she testified.
The Court said it is true the witness should
be confronted with the jury, and true that
counsel should see the countenance of wit.
ness, but it would make no order in the mat-
ter under the peculiar circumstances. At
request of counsel for defense witness raised
her vail,

Witness continued—** He asked me to con-
fess if I’d had anything to do with Estuardo,
and said letters had passed between us.
confessed to him that the man followed me
day and night to church, ou the street and
everywhere. I told my husband that I drove
him off. I had to shield myself, but finally
told him that the man kept after me and
wrote love-letters, and urged me to writeback,
and kept atter me till at last I had to admit
him.” Her husband asked her if she had
been uniaithful to him ; for a long time she
denied it, but that Thankseiving night she
admitted it. She got on her knees before
her sister and asked him to forgive her. Her
husband was greatly sffected and cried, and
one night cried all night. At first defendant
wonld not believe she had been unfaithful, and
so she wrote letters to convince him she
had confessed the truth, that he might
show them to Estnardo, [She identified the
letters at this point.] She wanted Estuardo
to know that she had confeesed all her guiit.
Before she confessed her husband promised
he'd forgive her. But he afterwards told her
he could not live with her longer, so she went
away to Santa Clara and was gone nearly
thres months, Hurtado told her he should
ask Estuardo to leave the city. After the
confession and before she left home her hus-
band acted out of his mind, would cry and
walk the floor all night. He came twice to
Santa Clara to see her. There he acted the
same way, walked the floor and cried and
would not eat.

Q —What terms of intimacy existed be-
tween you ard Estuardo?

Prosecution objected and the Court sus-
tained the objzction.

(Q —Did vou tell your husband all?
A.—Yes, sir,

CROSS-EXAMINATION,

Am 24 years old ; have been baptized and
confirmed in the Catholic Church, Thoat was
when she was a small child. Knoew the dif-
ference between right and wrong ; her hus-
band occupied her room after the confession
and at Santa Clara and up to the killing ;
did not complain to her husband of Estu-
ardo’s attentions; did not confess it to the
priest, and until she confessed mentioned it
to no one ; know District Attorney Buckley
and Chief Karcher ; talked with them the
day of the killiog.

Q —Did you then tell them that you made
the confession ounly to quiet Hurtado, but
that it was not trus?

A.—1 did. I did not want Buckley to hear
about it from me, he being a single man.
Knew Mrs. Kennedy, landlady, where she
roomed on K street. Wrote both letters re-
ferred to at the same time. Did not tell her

~

husband that night of the confession about

Estuardo’s little children. After that I told
bim they staid with me one night, and that

the next day I took them to his room. Ks-
tuardo had three children in the orphan
asylum, He was a widower, The children

are small, and are two girls and a boy. Did
not see Estuardo after her return to Sacra-
mento,

Redirect examination—Had not seen de-
fendant after the shooting and before District
Attorney Buckley and Chief Karcher called.
I was lying on my bed. They called and —
(Prosecution otjacted. Overruled.) They
called, and she said the confession was un-
true, and that ehe had roade it only to satisfy
her husband. Then she asked Buckley to
step out of the room, and he did. Then she
told Chief Karcher the real truth. This
child is mine ; it is 2 yearsand 4 months old ;
pever hud any other child.

Daring the time witness was on the stand
she was collected—not apparently moved by
emotion, and never once glanced at her hus-
band, or he at her. He never raised his
hesd during her presence in the Court-room.,

Defense then offered the identified letters
of Mrs, Hurtado in evidence.

Prosecution objected, as immaterial. Over-
ruled ; and the letters were read to the jury.
One was dated November 27th and one No-
vamber 28, 1881. They recited to Estuardo
that she had told her husband of all their
relatione, and that she had been unfaithful
to her husband, and criminally intimate with
him (Kstaardo), and urging him to go away
from Sacramento. Both letters asked for a
return of her letters, and both spoke of an
indecent exhibition of person by Estuardo
to witness. In both she advised Estuardo
that the very best thing he could do was to go
far away.

At 5:20 p. M. the Court adjourned until 9
A. M, to-day.
