De-
fense excepts.

Mrs. Hurtado at request of the jury was
directed by the Court to write both in Span-
ish and in English :"This ie a sample of my
handwriting. Sacramento, May 6, 188".'.
Su-ie Hurtado.'" This was directed to be
indorsed upon the translation of the letters
already introduced in evidence. She still
evinced ths cool presence and lack of any
emotion. Tliia was the case in a most re-
markable degree, considering the circum-
stances of this case and her peculiar relation
thereto.

Joe Hurtado (counsel fordefendant didnot
desire to ice defendant on the stand, but
itwas his own wish)—lam 29 years of age.
Estuardo and myself were always friends up
to tha time 1found he was not a frieud. I
was engaged in allkinds of business. Last
fall 1 was outside agent for the Davisville
and Sacramento boat line ;also once a river
pilot, and hotel runner. My residence at
that time was oa Fourth and P streets. I
was away from home meat of the time. I
was very friendly withEstuardo. Had a con-
versation with himabout my familymatters.
Ihad a conversation withEst—irdo about my
wife in the latter part of November, about
Thanksgiving. Ifelt good, and had money
in my pocket. He asked me to drink ;Ialso
asked him todrink. We kept this up until
12 or 1o'clock, when he got up and said he
had something to tay to me, ifIwould not
g--t mad. Isaid no. He than said he liked
my Hister-in-law, and wanted to marry her.
1 told him eh* did not like a bone inhis body,
and would not marry him. Ho alio, about 4
..'.lock, asked me another question, which
was,

"
Is itso that you have apistol at heme

to blow my brains out?'* that ho heard that I
had said so. He said Miss Koala told Facuo-
d *.'s wife, and she told him. Iwas at once
auspicious, and he had never given me cause
for any auch action. After that Iwent to
the State House Saloon, and asked a man by
the name of O'Brien certain questions. About
1o'clock Imet Paul, and took a drink, and
as 1crossed J and Fourth streets 1met Es-
tuardo, and he a-ked me where 1was going.
Isaid homo. He wanted me to go over to
Castro's, and Ihad a turkey. He wanted me
to give him the tmkey, and let him take
ithome fer me. We afterwards went to the
train together He once came back to the
hotel and had another drink. Ithen went
home and my wife sail, "Hello, stranger."
She asked me where Ihad been. Isaid a
little business you will hear of presently.
Itold my sister* in-law what Estuardo had
said about marrying her. She told me to
tell him to go and marry -one of his own kind.
Ithen toll my wife that he thought some-
thing of her, and that it cost me SCO to find
out something. Her acts nt that time caused
me to suspicion her. Itold her Iknew ail,
and she had better make a clean confession.
Isaid all Iwant is for you to pack up my
trunk and let me go and

"
God help you."_ She

then asked me about letters, and admitted
receiving eight or ten. She said the las t_ let-
ter was about half an hour before that time.
Inthat letter he said that he was all night
with me, and that Idid not smell anything ;
That he wanted my wife to go up toTenyck
building ; that her letters were in a stand
drawer. Ia-ked her what all the letter*
contained. She said that was all there was
of the matter. 1told her not to tell me a
part unless she furnistei all. She said she
would tell all if Iwould forgive her and
Eituardo. She said come and go to
bed and then the would tell me all.
She, then told me all about the matter after
Iwas undressed and inb*d. We talked nearly
all eight. She told me that she had inter-
course withEstuardo. Itried to talk to her
and could not. Iwould look at her, and
would then turn away and cry. She told me
all, Icould not talk, and could hardly
realize what this all meant, and could not
believe it was true. Ithen got up and went
up to A. W. Morrison's room, and the »tate-
inent made by Morrison is true inaubstanc.
as to what was said and done at that time, 1
also went to pee Leonora Buteria, and told
her that Ihad a place for her. Idid this to
ze.i. a chance to talk to her, and after we got
out,Itold her what Iwanted, and that was
to tellme ad slit.jknew about my wife. [The
statement mado here was in substance the
same as that made by Leonora Buteria in
her deposition heretofore published ] Itwas
withdifficulsy that Icould talk to Leonora,
as my eyed continually filled up with water.
Iasked her why she did cot tell me all this
was going on, as Ihad been a friend to her
and her mother. Itold her to tell Eatuardo
that Iknew all about the matter. She said
she would. Ithen went back to Mor-
rison, r and told him what Ihad found
out. Ithen . went home, and my sister-
in-law up to

'
this time .did not know

anything nbout the matter. Ithen told
her that -I- had -lost them all forever.
Ithen told her that Susie had been false to
me, an 1then my sister-in-law slapped her in
th» face. By thistin.e Iwas crying, Susie was
crying, and my sister-in-law was crying. I
then went to Esluarri*,'* roo:r. and found the
room empty. Ilor k-*d forall the letters or

paper jin hi* room, and carried away every-
thing that had writingon it. None of theae
letters were whatIwas looking for. Ithen

Ipickel them up and sent them to Estuardo,

minger. 1 then went home— tut every time

then gave me two letters, addressed to Es-
tlardo, telling him Iknew all.

Neither the seduction of the defendant's
wife by the deceased, cor an adulterous in-
tercourse between her and the deceased, will
constitute an excuse or justification for his
killing. The law provides the means and
prescribes the mode of punishment of all who

'
transgress, but never permits an aggrieved
party to take the law into his own hands and
avenge hi* real or supposed wrongs. The
Courts are open and free toall, and willwhen
appealed to redress allwrongs ;and itis the
right and the duty of all persons suffering
wrong at the hands of others to appoal to the
tribunals of justice for their own redress or
the punishment of wrongdoers. If a man is
suddenly informed of aprobable act of adult- :
cry between his wifeand another man, or die- ;
civers the adulterers in the act or in a situa-
tiontocause a reasonable man to believe they
had committed adultery, and in the haste and
excitement of hot anger or indignation slays
the destroyer ofhis home, the law, in its ten-
derness for the weakness and passions of men,
willmitigate his offense and punish him for :

manslaughter only; but ifhe has time for re-
flection, and, after deliberating upon his j
wrong, determines to take revenge, and in :

pursuance of a deliberate and premeditated
intent kills the seducer, he is guilty ofmur-
der inthe first degree, and the adultery is no j
excuie or justification, any more than would !
be any other real or supposed wrong consti- j
tuting the basis of feelings of hatred and >
revenge. Whether or not there was reason-
able time for leflectlon, is a question of fact Cor
the juryto determine from the evidence and
circumstances of each particular case. The i
law requires all men to subdue their passions
and to overcome and suppress all impulses to
avenge real or supposed wrongs, and allows
such time for the blood to cool as would en- j
able a reasonable and ordinary man toreflect
and consider and take a scber second
thought ;and if a man after dne time for re- !
flection has elapsed broods over bis wrong and
deliberately determines to slay the wrong-
doer, and does so, he is guilty ofmurder, no
matter how grievous the wrong or outrage
perpetrated upon him. Malice is an essential
element to constitute a homicide murder, and
a killingwithout malice is not murder. Tho
words 'malice' and 'maliciously,' import
to vex, annoy or injure another person, or an
intent to do a wrongful act. Ifthe desire to
vex, annoy or injure another person, or the
intent to do an act which is wrongful, exists,
itmakes co difference whether such desire or
intent fa promoted by a sense of injury suf-
fered cr not, if the accused has had sufficient
time forreflection to enable the reason of an
ordinary person to resume its sway. Men
must not yield to impulses of revenge or other
evil passions, and ifthey do, the legal penalty
falls upon them. It is immaterial in this
case whether the adultery was actually com-
mitted by deceased and defendant's wife or
not. Evidence of information given to de-
fendant that improper conduct or relations
had occurred between defendant's wife and
deceased is to be considered only as affecting
the question .of defendant's mental condi-
tion
