Judge McGaryev, of the Superior Court of Men
docino county, has made a remarkable decision.
He holds, ina case where aprisoner was before him
for selling liquor to the Indians, that under the
Fourteenth Amendment Indians are citizens, and
under the' Fifteenth Amendment they cannot be
deprived of the right to vote;that, being citizens,
they have the same right as other citizens to buy
:liquor. Bythis decision the Court flies in the face
of Judge Deady, of the United States District Court,
Oregon, wholong ago held that Indiana arc not and
cannot become citizens without consent of the Gov-
ernment. In the United State vs. Haas, and United
States vs. Holliday, the Supreme Courtof the United
States has held to like effect ;and Judge Sawyer, in
the United States Circuit Court forCalifornia, long
ago held that Indians are not born subject to our
jurisdiction. The Judiciary Committee of the
United States Senate ln1370 made a like declaration.

THE CHINESE BILL MADE LAW.

Tho President yesterday signed the
Chinese bill, thereby disappointing the
Democrats and putting a great many Pa-
oific Coast Republican* in a very awkward
position. These Republicans, who appear
to be never completely happy save when

they can frame an excuse for attacking the

leaders of their own party, and who oni

all such occasions signalize their inde-

pendence by exhibiting an unreasoning

ferocity which far surpasses Democratic

capabilities, have in connection with the
Chinese question separated themselves so

far from their organization that the Presi-
dent's action leaves them quite adrift.
They have for several weeks past been
doing their best to convince themselves

and all who would listen to them that the
Pacific Coast had been "betrayed" by the
Republican leaders at the East. They
have talked loudly about the bad faith of
the party on the Chinese question *. and
though they have shrunk from drawing
the only logical deductions attainable
from their line of argument, they have,
and they well know it, been acting as
"cappers" for the Democracy. Itis strange

that ithas never occurred to these blatant
person* to reflect whether they themselves
had in the past ever done anything to
convince the Eastern Republican* of

the sincerity of their own pro-
fessions. That there exists some reasonable

doubt on this head, however, can be
easily demonstrated, and the demonstra-
tion can be briefly effected by a citation
from the speech of Representative Skin-
ner, of New York, delivered last March.
He said :

"
The action of politicalparties

"has been frequently alluded to in this" discussion, and we have heard quota-"
tions from both political platforms. The"
following seems to be the state of the

"case: (1.) The Republican platform of"
1880 contained an anti-Chinese plank,and"
its candidate for President indorsed that"
plank very specifically and satisfactorily

"inhi* letter of acceptance. "2.) The"
Democratic platform, in the same year,

"contained a similar plank, declaring"
against Chinese immigration, but the"
Democratic candidate failed to allude to"
tbe matter inary way. (3.) The result"was, that California and Nevada, seeing"
the Republican party and its candidate''
pronouncing against Chinese immigration,"
and the Democratic candidate refusing

"to commit himself to an indorsement"
of the platform, cast their electoral vote"
for t/i''Democratic candidate."
That this is a correct statement of the

facts no one can deny, and in the face of it
wesay itwas nonsense for Republicans to
make the outcry they have, and to charge
the party leaders with treachery. The
Republicans of the Pacific coast have been
themselves most to blame. With all their
pretended loyalty to the party they allowed
that despicable and roost transparent
forgery, the Morey letter, to sever their
allegiance to Garfield, and they gave the
State of California to the Democrats on
precisely such a test difference between
the candidates as Skinner has emphasized
in the above quotation. Wo have no re-

spect for the party loyalty of men who are
always ready to break away and to tui*n
on and denounce their own side. An
open enemy is more to be preferred than a
false friend, and whatever these people
may thinkof themselves we do not regard
them as trustworthy Republicans. We
shall see now with what enthusiasm they
willset to work to undo the mischief their
loose tongues have been making during the
past three months. President Arthur has
signed the Chinese bill, and there is no

longer any excuse forabusing him. What-
ever merit the measure embodies will be
elicited just as thoroughly in ten as it
could have been in twenty years. No
harm at sllhas been done by the change in
time, in fact, notwithstanding the tre-
mendous hubbub made over the matter. It
is of no consequence that some Republican
Congressmen opposed the bill, foritis law,
by the act of a Republican President.

Had itnot been signed we should have
ascribed its failure largely to the vicious
and imbecile ravings of these recreant
Republicans. Fortunately, however, it
appears that the President is unconscious
of their existence, and so has not been pre- J
judiced by their offensive ebullitions.
Bat we have a desire to know whether
they willnow go on and assist in procuring
another Democratic victory, as being in the
\u25a0me of precedent when the Republican
National party has been making special
concessions to California, or whether they
willstand in honestly and squarely with
their party, and help to show that itknows

"how to do itsduty to the national organiza-
tion. As the case stands, it will be hard
for the Democrats to make any capital oat
of the Chinese question in the coming
campaign. The fact that the President has
signed the billwill overcome all talk about
Hoar and Dawes and Edmonds. There
will be no getting over that fact. There
will be nothing to agitate for in that di-
rection, and if the Republicans are equal
to their opportunities there willbe nothing
to prevent them from carrying the State in
November.

So tar they have been hurting themselves
more than the Democrats have been hurt-
ing them. They have been the bitterest
denouncers of the Administration and of
all their party associates and friends. And
quite half the hardest labor of the cam-
paign will consist, for them, in getting
back to the point they occupied before
they lost their heads over this question.
Fortunately there is still plenty of time
for everybody to cool downand prepare for
serious business. This termination of the
Chinese controversy will change the polit-
icalprospects largely. Itlooked for a time
as if the best men in the Republican party
could hardly be persuaded to take nomina-
tions this year, and a weak ticket would
have assured defeat at the polls. The
signing of the Chinese bill,however, re-

moves that danger. We shall now look
forward confidently to the nominating
Convention, certain that there willbe no
difficultyin making a strong ticket. Presi-
dent Arthur will not be burned ineffigy
any more, we conclude. The ninety thou-
sand Chinese who, on paper, have been
affrighting the weak-minded, willstay at
home. The politicians will have to revise

their programme, and hunt for new issues.
And we hope that the Jonahs of the Re-
publican party willsubside quietly into the
hold of the vessel, and refrain from at-
tempts to scuttle her when they are there.

THE IRISH TRAGEDY.

The opinion of the most thoughtful and
best informed persons evidently is that the

assassination of Lord Cavendish and Mr.
Burke was the work of Fenians ;that it
was a deliberate .and carefully prepared
crime ; and that, as suggested by this

journal yesterday, its purpose was to pre-

vent the accomplishment of the pacifying

measures just commenced, and to keep up

the state of anarchy in which that organ-

ization looks for the fruition of its wild

schemes. That the crime was perpetrated
by some organization seems as nearly cer-

tain as anything of the kind can be. The

Land Leagues have hastened to denounce

and deplore the deed, and since it is per-

fectly evident that the League had nothing

to gain and everything to lose by associ-
ating itself with so abominable an out-
rage, it is easy to believe that these pro-
fessions of horror and indignation are
sincere. But there are some points to
which attention has been called by this
crime, which demand elucidation. For
instance, it is asserted (1) that. Parnell j
and the League have affiliated with, orabsorbed, a large part of the Fenian or
ganizatiou ;(2) tbat the extent of Parnell's
influence over this Fenian element is alto-
gether uncertain. If these assertions are

'
correct, it will be very difficult for the
Parnellites to convince the general

'

public that they are altogether free from
responsibility in the premises, for few
people will take the trouble to draw
nice distinctions in such a matter. The
other consideration, that the agrarian out-
rages all over Ireland have strengthened
the Land League, coupled with the fact
that while Parnell has constantly affected
to deplore them, he has not attempted to
put a atop to them, or has not been able to
do so, complicates the situation stillmore.
Itwillbe said that though professedly
averse to violence, he has nevertheless con-
tented to be helped by it. Itwill also be
said that ifhe possessed the power usually
ascribed to him, itmust have been possi-
ble for him to have stopped the outrages.
That he did not stop them one of two
things must be concluded ;either that he
could not, or that ho did not want to.
And though it is clear that this last atroc-
itymust entail disaster upon the League,
and though therefore it may be believed
that it could have formed no part
of the plan* of that organization,
it will be alleged that an organiza-
tion which plays with fire, which con-
dones violence and lawlessness in some
instances, is always liable to be disgraced
by men who outrun its policy, aad give
the methods it has failed to condemn an
application which itnever dreamed of.

It remains to be seen what Gladstone
will do in this critical situation. The
pressure upon .him to abandon his new
policy willdoubtless be very severe. Itis
quite conceivable that the English people
will not brook any further temporizing
with the spirit of lawlessness in Ireland,
but willdemand the prompt application of
drastic remedies, and the setting aside of
all schemes of concession until law and
order have been restored in every part of
the island. Indeed these murders have
seriously and fatally discredited the concil-
iatory policy, for they have the effect of
being positively the last word on that
subject. That they will be widely re-
garded as a deliberately ferocious re-
jection of Gladstone's overtures is certain.
The only question is whether this view
will be the dominant one. It is diffi-
cult to see how any further negotiations
can be had with Parnell, either. He is in
the position of a General who cannot
control his own troops, and whose pledges,
therefor, are of no force. A* to the
Fenians, if they are responsible for the
assassinations, they have rendered them-
selves infamous and execrable forever, and
no honest or self-respecting Irishman can
ever again affiliate with such an organiza-
tion. They have also struck a deadly
blow at their country, and have perhaps
postponed for twenty years or more longer
the measures of pacification which were on
the point of being inaugurated. Those
are the fruits of the teachings of the Irish
World, however, and American Irishmen

must not forget it. By such doctrines and
methods itis only possible to earn lasting
disgrace and the contempt and loathing of
all civilized peoples, and a very little of
such work would estrange the sympathies of
the world from the Irish cause completely.

New York, May Bth.—A cable special
gives the following additional points of tbe
assassination : All accounts agree that the
assassins wero four innumber, and drove in a
park car, but none of the spectators were
sufficiently near to be able to identify either
the car or its occupants. The only evidence
in this direction is to the effect that the car
was a red-backed one, and that after the mur-
der itwas driven rapidly toward Chapel- Izod,
a suburb of Dublin. From the nature of the
wounds, death must in each case have been
almost instantaneous. The Attorney-General
for Ireland started for Dublin on the mail
train last night, and the same train conveyed
thither a select contingent force of London
detectives.

ARREST OF THREE MEN ON SUSPICION.
Dublin, May Bth.—Three men of the"
coiner boy

"
class were arrested on suspicion

at the village of Chapel-Izod to-day, unable
to give an account of themselves. They
stated that last night they slept in fields, one
adding afterward that be slept in a lodging-
house in Church lane. The latest informa-
tion is that the park ranger saw a car with
red panels, in which four rough-looking men
were seated, pass o:it|of the Chapel road.
He.adds that he has a good idea of the ap-
pearance of the driver of the horse as well aa

of the men.
A late dispatch says :Two of the men ar-

rested at Killinyare said to be Englishmen
from London. Itis reported that when ar-
rested they had in their possession steamer
tickets for America, purchased at an office in
London, showing that they had been bought
or furnished -to them in London within a
few days. Xo official statement of the exact
facta can be had from the authorities, who
are maintaining the utmost reserve concern-
ing arrests.

FINDING THE BODIES.
A personal statement was volunteered to a

correspondent by one of the men who was on
the tricycles. He was tho first to see the
bodies after the assassination. His name is
Foley. He stated that with his companion
Maguire be left hisbusiness house at 7 o'clock
to go out for a ride in the Park. He contin-
ued :"We went through the north circu-
lar road inat the north gate and around the
road to the left, which lead* to the Gou*,'h
statue. We went toward the Ph.inix Monu-
ment. On ing there, we took notice of two
gentleman whom wo did not know. Titer**
were arm-in-arm, apparently talking very
pleasantly. Ipassed tho remark that
Maguire's machine could not run away
from mine. We pasaed them and
rode to the Phu-nix Monument. I
did not ride quite up to it, butMaguire went
up on the right side and around it. Iwas
tired, and sat on my machine, looking about
me. Iheard the noise of a car and thought
itmust be a jarvey who was coming. Look-
ing around Isaw that the car was going'on
by the road to the left, leading tothe Chapel-
Izod gate. Itwas a red paneled car, and on. it were some people. We turned our ma-
chines toride toward town, coming down the
road very rapidly. When just opposite the
Vice-Regal Lodge we observed a man lying
on the road on the right side, and a man on
the footway about six oreight yards from us,
lying on his back. Ialighted from my tri-
cycle and went to the man on the road and
then to the man on the footway. Isaw that
the man on the footway had bis throat cut.
Mycompanion did not alight from his ma-

Ichine at all. Ishouted out
'Maguire, it's

murder.' He asked me, in a very excited
manner, waaIsure, and Isaid

'
yes,' and he

said, 'Stop you there, don't leave them, I'll
go for the police.' Isaid,

'
I'llbe sure to

stop tillyou come back.' He rode very hard
to town and informed the police. Ithen
went over to the man lying on the road
and asked him a question to see ifhe had
life. He cerely turned his eyes. Icould
get no answer. Then Iran to the man
on the footway and took hold of bis left
hand, which was lying across his heart, to
feel ifbis puke was beating. * He just gave
bis last breath into my face and blood oozed
from bis neck. By this time two of the
Royal Irish Constabulary arrived. Itold
them whatIhad up to that time seen. A
gentleman in a trap name dashing up the
road. Istopped him and told him, and one
of the constabulary, who got iuto the trap,
and the gentleman galloped his horse to the
Castle and informed the police there. He
returned alone. Another man and more

i police soon afterwards arrived. Maguire
then came upon his machine, withan outside
car and police from town on it. By this
time word had reached the Viceregal lodge,, and Colonel iorster came over, followed by
Colonel Canlfield." Foley adds that he told
Forster what he had seen, and asked Forster

i who the murdered gentlemen ware. He
pointed with bis finger and said, "The
gentleman on the road is Lord Frederick
Cavendish ;the gentleman on the path is Mr.
Burke, Under Secretary." The car that
brought tha police was then used to take

| Burke to the hospital. Cavendish was put
:on a stretcher, and conveyed by soldiers

down the road until they got a car, when he
was brought to the hospital also.

THETOST*MORTEM.
Apost-mortem examination of the bodies

at the Chief Secretary's lodge showed eleven
wounds on Burke and eight on Cavendish.
The chief wound on the former was inflicted
from behind, penetrating the heart, and on
the latter the chief wound was also inflicted
from behind, severing an important artery in
the neck.' One wound on Cavendish's left
forearm had severed the muscles and frac-
tured the bone, as if inflicted witha hatchet
or sword. The body of Burke presented the
appearance ( f that of a stalwart man for hi,
age, sixty years. His face was drawn a good
deal. Cavendish was apparently a man of
slight build, witli a narrow chest. Burkes
body presented, as thro, doctor stated who saw
both bodies, very much the same appearance
as that of Lord Leitrim.

IRISH-AMERICANS SUSPECTED.
Cork, May Brh.

—
Ameeting of citizens, in-

cluding all Nationalists and Land Leaguers,
was held yesterday. The Mayor presided.
Even the extreme Land Leaguers who were
present suggested the closing of shops as a
mark ofsympathy. Resolutions were unani-
mously adopted declaring the crime one
which calls on heaven for vengeance, and re-
pudiating its authors with disgust and abhor-
rence. Speculations are rifeas to the origin
ofthe conspiracy, iItis suggested that Irish-
American emissaries were employed to com-
mit the crime. A telegram from Limerick
to-night states that Clifford Lloyd has re-
ceived information that three men had left
America to assassinate him. This, it is
thought, gives color to the surmise that the
Dublin tragedy may have had its origin in a
similar conspiracy.

Lord Salisbury seconded the motion. He re-
marked that though this was not an occasion
for political observations, he had no doubt the
course taken to-night wouldbe only aprelude
to stern and rigorous action.

Earl Cowper expressed his sense of the
irreparable loss which the country had sus-
tained.

The Duke of Marlborough fullyconcurred
in the sentiments expressed by Earl Cowper,
and referred to ths great service of Burke.

Lord Carlingford spoke in a similar strain.
The House then adjourned.

London, May Bth.—Every part of the

House of Commons at the opening of the ses-
sion was crowded this afternoon.

At 4:20 Gladstone arose, and with great
emotion and tremulous voice, moved ran ad-
journment of the House. He said the black-
ness of the crime and the horror it excited
throughout the entire kingdom were unparal-
leled. Inthe murder of Burke, he said, they
had been robbed of one of the ablest and
most upright members of the civilservice ;
but the hand of the assassin had come nearer
home, and one of the noblest hearts had
ceased beating while fullof hope and love for
Ireland. As far as the Government «as con-
cerned, all previous arrangements must be
recast. On Thursday next he (Gladstone'
would ask the House for leave tointroduce a
measure for the repression of crime in Ire-
land. Ha believed he would be assisted from
all quarters of the House. At an early day
he would introduce a measure dealing with
the question of arrears of rent.

Sir Stafford Northcote seconded thr* motion
of Gladstone foran adjournment. He prom-
ised that the Opposition would support the
Government inmeasures fpr the repression of
crime. He considered the occasion too Bad
for more than a passing tribute to the de-
ceased.

Parnell expressed the detestation of all
Irhhmen for the crime. He said he believed
it was committed in order to frustrate his
cause. He did not deny that the Government
might be compelled to take steps to restore
order ita Ireland. He was ofth*opinion that
the crime was the work of those to whom he
had always been opposed.

Forster, just retired from the Chief Secre-
