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SENATOR HILL,
A LEADING SOUTHERN STATESM2N,

I'he fact is unguestionable that Georgia is |
the most progressive of the Southern States. |
SQeveral of her sons are distingnished in the |
legislature of the nation, and many are ex-
cellent business men with large capital, enter-
prise and push. Perhaps only second to
Alexander I, Stephens among these men, is
the enbject of this sketch, who is a Georgian
by birth, of Irish descent on his fati.mr'n side.
Beojamin Harvey Hill was born in Jaeper
county, September 14, 1823, He was grad- |
nated from the State University when 21
years of age, after which he studied law and
was, in due time, admitted to ths bar. 1lis
career as a lawyer proved very successful. In
15851, he was sent to the State Legislature as
a Union man, Four years later, he suffered
defeat as a candidate for Congress. When
Buchanan and Fremont were nominated in
1876, he gained notoriety as a speaker oppoe- |
ing them. In 1857, be ran for Governor of |
Georgia, but unsuccessfully. e was a mem-
ber of the State Senate in 1859, and an earn-
est supporter of the Bell and Everett ticket in
1860. He opposed secession in the beginning,
but afterward went with his State, and was a
Senator in the Confederate Congress through-
out the period of the war, The upshot of
this was his arrest by Federal officers in May,
1866, and his confinement for two months in
Fort Lafayette, New York harbor, 1In 1867,
he presided over the Macon Conventicn,which
reorganizad the Democratic party of the South
on the Union basis, and subsequently opposed
Thaddeus Stevens’ echeme of reconstruction
by vigorous work with his pen, When Horace
Greeley was nominated he strenuously sup-
ported the ticket. In 1873, he was an unsuc-
cessful candidate for the United States Sen-
ata, After his election to the House of Rep-
resentatives in 1875, Le distinguished himsalf
in debate with Blaine. When the Electoral
Commission, after the Hayes-Tilden cam-
paign, was proposed 2s necessary, he advo-
cated it with characteristio energy, and was
elected to the Unpited States Senate before
that memorable body addressed itself to its
difficult task.
