THAT CLOSED RAILROAD.

Another Step Toward Opening the Road
from Folsom to Shingle Springs.

For some fourteen months the Folsom and
Shingle Springs lineof railroad (as familiarly

known) has been closed against the public, i:
having been placed ia the hands of a receiver
pending litigation concerning certain bonds
issued by the corporation that built tha road,

known a* the Plaeerville anal Sacramento
Valley Railroad Company. The stoppage cf
trains on the road has been not onlya acurce
of great inconvenience tothe traveling pub-
lic, but of great loe* and injury to those who
have relied upon it for the transportation
of freight to and from this city. The people
of El Dorado county and the northern part
of Amador have suffered very material in-
jury iv co.-.. eiiuoi.ee of the road not being
operated, and ifnot opened again soon they
will suffer -*. more than they yet have done,
a*the present outlook is favorable foran im-
mense fruit crop in El Dorado, where re-
liance has been and must be had upon this
road to market the same, a*it cannot be suc-
cessfully done with wagon*. The course
which has been pursued in thi.*, case by the
receiver and the party at whose instance he
was appointed would seem to be

ENTIRELY CKJUSTIKIABLE,

And, under the circumstances] iv this case, in
violation of all the principle* usually govern-
ing the action of receivers in this class of
cases. Itis the opinion of the Lest lawyers
that the law never contemplated the appoint-
ment of a receiver aimply for the purpose of
closing up operation* on a railroad, wbere
such action can result in no benefit toeither
of the parties litigant, but onlyinrunning up
\u25a0 bill.f coat* and expenses against the prop-
erty, and leave the public, who are not par-
ties to, or interested in the result of the ac-
tion, but who are interested in having the
road operated, to Buffer the consequences of
such dog in the manger proceeding*. Soon
after trains were withdrawn from the road,
Judge C. F. Irwin of Plaeerville, and John
C. Burch of San Francisco, attorney, were
employed by the Board of Supervisors of El
Dorado county to use their endeavors to have
the road opened again, but the county not
being a party to the action, and having no
standing in Court, other than as "friends of
the Court," they have thus far failed in ac-
ornpUshing the purpose.

Recently, however, a petition was pre-
sented to the Attorney-General for permis-
sion to use the name of the People of the
Stats, which, upon a bond against cents and
liability being given, was granted. Under
this permission these gentlemen, acting as of
counsel, presented to the Supreme Court at
its recent session at Lob Angeles a petition
in the name of the People for

A WHIT OF MANDATE

Against the receiver, but this was denied,
the Supreme Court holding that if any rem-
edy existed itwas with the Court appointing
the receiver. They have since filed a peti-
tion in the Superior Court of San Francisco,
and have made a motion in the case, in which
the receiver was appointed, based upon !
the facta stated in the petition, upon
which motion Judge Hunt ha* made an
order directing the receiver to appear j
in Court on May SOth and show
cause why U9 does not operate the road, and
why he should not bo removed aid another
appointed in bis stead. Some hope* may
now be entertained that something willbe
accomplished, and that the road will be
opened again in time to move some portion,
ifnot all, of tbe immense fruit crop likely
to be shipped from El Dorado, although

Rome time willbe required to move the grass
from the track, and make necessary repairs,
for nothing has been done in that direction.

THE FACTS
Stated in the petition filed, which is the
bte'iß of the motion on which .Tadge Hunt's
order was made, may be thus presented :That
the railroad line from Folsom to Shingle

Springs was constructed under a properly
incorporated company. That in 1577 it

gassed from the original company to the
Sacramecto and Plaeerville Railroad Com-
pany, which operated it,carrying passengers
and freight as presented, and continuing to
do bo until in 1879, when itwas taken out of
the possession of that company inan action
by .Louis McLane against the company to
foreclose amortgage claim against the com-
pany. In that action Louis McLane was
appointed receiver of the road.

LANSING'S MURDER.

Trial of Raten for the Murder of James
Lansing.

Alarge crowd tf spectator* assemble*! in
the Superior Court-room, Department Two,
yesterday morning, at 10 o'clock, to watch
the proceeding* in the trial before Judge

Decs.n ofSimon Raten, who on the 10th of
last month oh at and killed James Lansing, .
proprietor of the International Hotel, in the
alley between Third and Fourth. X and Lj

Btreet*. The defendant occupied a neat be- \u25a0

side hi* counsel, Elwood Bruner. For The
People District Attorney Buckley, City At-
torney Anderson and C. T. Jones appeared, I
The pro.iecution announced that itwas ready

for trial. The defense inquired if George
Graves was in Court. The bailiff called Mr. j
Graves, and received no answer. Counsel for
the defense then stated that he could not con-
sent to allow the case to proceed without this !
important witness. He stated that a sub- ;
ppoa had been sent to the Sheriff of San Joa-

county, air!that the samehad been served
on Graves. He learned by letter from the
Sheriff of that county that since being serveal
with the etibpena he has left the State, and at
this time is somewhere in Arizona. Ifthe
return of the service had been made by the
Sheriff of San Joaquin county a* promptly
as it should have been, together with the j
statement that Graves had intended leaving
this State, counsel could have procured an
order from the Court and could have brought |
him bock before he reached the State line.
Itis true, he added, that he made a state-
ment before the examining magistrate, and j
tha same wa* reduced to writing, sworn to '
and signed by George Graves. However, |
that statement was given with the under- ;
\u25a0tending that he would attend the trial of!
the case before this Court. In counsel* ,
..pinion Graves' only object in leaving the |
State at this time is to escape being a witness j
in this case.

THE DEFENSE.
Counsel for defendant then submitted an

affidavit made by Raten setting forth that he
had caused Graves to be served with a aubpe-
na ;that Graves had failed torespond and ap-
pear ;that Graves has, aa defendant is in- .
formed and believes, left the State to avoid
testifying ia thecase ;"that affiantexpects to
prove by said witness, Graves, that it was a |
shot accidentally discharged from the pistol i
of said Graves that killed James Lansing,
for whose death the affiant is on trial for the
crime of murder ;that affiant has fully in-
formed Elwood Bruner, his counsel, of all the I
facts withinaffiant's knowledge, and his said !
counsel informs him that he ha* a good do- j
fense tosaid action. Affiantbelieve* that he
cannot safely proceed to trial without the
testimony of said Graves. Wherefore affiant
prays that the trial a.f said cause ba contin- .
ue1until the testimony of said Grave* can
be procured."

Mr. Jones stated that he had just received )
a telegram from the Sheriff of San Joaquin i
county, whichstated that Mr. Graves would j
be in the city to-day air to-morrow, and that
there would bo no difficulty in securing his j
attendance before the trial was brought to a j
close.

The Court denied the application fora con-
finnan**-, but instructed and authorized coun-
sel on both sides to use every means in their
power, regardless of expense, to secure the
attendance of the defaulting witness, Graves.

THE JURY.
The work of securing a jury was then en-

tered upon. Nothing unusual in the method j
developed, except that each juror was asked
what secret societies he belonged to, and
whether he was a member of any association ,
of which Mr. Lansing was also a member, .
and whether the juror had taken part in the j
passage of resolutions of respect for Lansing.

for ten minutes.
WHAT HE LOOKS LIKE,

Raten, the defendant, as he sits beside his
counsel, may be thus sketched : He iB of
medium hight, standing about fivefeet eight
inches. He will weigh about 140 pounds.
His body is too long for his legs. His bead ,

iB round, witha low forehead, and is covered i
by coarse, short, black hair, combed forward
and without any parting. The back of the
head and the neck form nearly a straight !
line. The low, wrinkled forehead rises almost ;

straight above heavy brows clothed with
black eyebrows, *hat very nearly meet above
a sunken nose, that at the point of the bridge
rises but little above the level of the cheek-
bone*. The eyes are dark brown, very deep
set, and shadowed heavily by the overhang-
ing brows. The face is of the Malay type,
rather short, very broad at the cheekbones
and narrow at the chin, withsunken cheeks, ;
heavy jaws, a broad nose, rather flattened at I
the end, and with large nostrils. The ears I
are small and set high up on the bead.
The lips are thick and protrude above and be- j
low a large mouth, the ends of which droop,
The neck is not short but is very thick. The
complexion is that sickly apology between
the oliveof the tropics and the pallid cast of
extreme northern climes. A brisiiing mus- .
tache adds to the prominence of the features
of Raten's countenance. The prisoner would
pass readily for one of the lower older of Chi- j
nese, or fillthe billfor a Malay. The coun- ;
tenauc* is inexpressive, stolid, slightly down- |
cast, and not manifesting any particular care j
or emotion. While the testimony was being j
given yesterday Raten was perfectly uncon-
cerned, and occupied himself with smilingly !
instructing a Deputy Sheriff how tocut fancy
figures from folded paper witha pair ofscis-
sors, or else amused himself with watching
the motions of the reporter's hand as he took
toes e notes.

THE TESTIMONY.

At 3:06 F. M. the Court reassembled, the
presentment was read to the jury, the wit- |
nesses called and placed under the rule not i
to converse about the trial. City Attorney !
Anderson made the opening statement tothe j
jury. The prosecution expected to show thu.t

-April 'Jib Raten became involved with a j
fellow workman and a fight resulted. That *

he brooded over the matter, and resolved to |
kill his foe, and on Monday started
out in search of bis victim, and |
found him late in the day near the |
International Hotel. He at once drew his I
pistol and fired, but his enemy dodged and j
the ball struck a young man named Living-!
ston in the right hand. That Raten turned I
and fled toward Fourth street, and when
Richard Leslie tried to intercept him he I
threatened him and so escaped. Defendant
then ran along Fourth street to the alley, I
between X and L, and down that toward
Third street. That Lansing came out of his I
gate on to the alley and called on Raten to |
atop, when the prisoner turned, fired at and
shot Lansing, and then threw hid pistol over
a fence into a lot That Lansing Bubse- :
quently died of his wound. That the shoot- |
ing was murder, and that defendant is guilty
ofmurder, would be the claim of the prosecu- j
tion.

DR. O. L. SIMMONS

i Was the next witness. He described Lan-'
sing's wound and death result. The bullet

j wound appeared as ifreceived from the front,
!unless itwas a ball deflected from an original

course. There was nothing apparently in the
way of the ball and the clothing [here ex-
amined] of deceased does not indicate that
the ball came from other than the front.
Witness was present when Lansing made his
dying declaration. He hod told him he must
die, and made itwith that knowledge. His

mind was perfectly clear. [Witness here
identified the declaration in writing,signed
by Mr. Lansing.] The wound would not
have been what it was if Mr. Lansing had
made about a quarter turn and was facing
northerly. Mr. Lansing died from the wound
described.

Cross-examination —
It waa necessarily a

fatal wound. Mr.Lansing was placed under
the influence cf morphine during the evening
after he received his wound. Mr.Lansing
was perfectly clear inmaking his dying state-
ment, responded to questions by Mr. Ander-
son, and corrected matters spoken of. He
understood it was expected that for the ends
of justice he should make a declaration.

Re-direct
—

Mr. Lansing was an Sheriff
of Sacramento county. When he made his
dying declaration he fully appreciated the
position he was in. The witness identified
the bullet taken from Lansing's body at the
post mortem.

W. A. ANDERSON,

City Attorney, sworn. On the evening of
April 10th saw James Lansing. Was witb
him when he made his dying declaration.
Mr. Lansing'* mind was perfectly clear. He
spoke of hi* death composedly, and was
satisfied h« could not live. Four doctor* had
then told him so. He was an ex-Sheriff, and ,
knew the value and custom of such dying
declarations. He knew witness was City At-
torney. He said he would make a state-
ment, and did bo, and witness tork it down
in narrative farm, after asking him questions
*8to the fact*.

Cross-examination
—

Witness detailed who
were present at the time, and described the
method pursued in taking the statement.
There was no moment while witness was
present that Mr. Lansing had any hope cf
his life.

THE DYING DECLARATION
Was here introduced. Ithas already been
published in fullin the Record-Union.

Defense objected that itdoes not set forth
all itpurport* to be, and the questions asked
and answers given do not appear, and itis
therefore incompetent

The statement sets forth that Mr. Lansing
was conscious of death. That he did not
know the man who shot him. That he saw
a man running in the alley and heard a crowd
shouting. Lansing ran out to s?e what was
the matter, and followed about 100 feet, when
he saw the man have a pistol, at which he
sought to turn away when the man bred, and
Lansing felt that he was hit. He had never
had any difficulty with the defendant.

Court at 4:55 P. It, adjourned until 9:30 A.
ii. to-day, the jury being ordered kept to-
gether meanwhile oy the Sheriff.

Of course— for that is the rule now-
adaysthe piece was given with a remark-
able display of the female form divine, and
all the attractiveness of brilliant tableau,
dance in abandon, and striking and novel
situations, and the corps of handsome women
employed have evidently studied the art that
resides in these method* of stage business and
display, forall it is worth. Mies Joyce, who
has a deep, rich contralto, made a very
favorable impression, and. with Miss
Jansen and Mr. Campbell was the
recipient of encores. Indeed, encore* were
too frequent last evening, and this may be
taken as an indication of the satisfaction ot
the auditors with the performance.- There
