%hat they have very little te complain of,
and that in any event they can expect
nothing from the office-seekers ; thousands
allow themselves to be cajoled year after
year with the same old familiar bugabooe,
and even work themselves up to a state of
frantic excitement before the campaign is
over.
Itis no wonder that divine philosophy
should be so little regarded by the masses
of men, for they evidently lack the ca-
pacity to profit by experience, and though
$he spriugs may be act before their eyes,
yet they will walk deliberately into them.
There is a lamentable waste of energy in a
political campaign. The people wha arein
sober earnest at such times exhaust them.
selves the most. The professional poli-
ticians have learned, like veteran actors, to
simulate an emotion which they do not feel.
They know that they are playing a farce,
but the poor amatear sweats and fumes
and rages around, and it takes years to
teach him that for the most part the only
sincerity at these times is found among the
simple dupes who have nothing to gain no
matter what the outcome may be. And
unfortunately at the present moment there
is such a dearth of living issues in this State
that the professionals, who must have a
programme of some sort, are hard put to
it to find one, and so threaten us with a
more than usually artificial and hollow per-
formance. We know beforehand that they
will all be yearning to save the dear people
from something or semebody, and that if
necessary they will invent the dangers
which it is their mission to avert. They
are quite capable of so much creative work
as this, though we do not credit them with
enough imagination to give us a pleasing
variety.

At these times, however, the calendar is
sure to be loaded down with a very queer
assortment of new saints. Demagogues,
whose whole lives have been one greedy
hunt after office; black-mailing news-
papers that have never done an honest
stroke of work during their existence ;
crafty adventurers who are trying to steal
the property of their neighbors ; prosper-
ous scoundrels whose every dollar has
been won by rascally devices; all these
and many more will take hold of the
political wires and pull them in their own
interests, and all these will pose in the
seductive attitude of ‘‘ Friends of the
People.” When poor Little Nell, of the
*“0ld Curiosity Shop,” was traveling with
the Punch exhibitors, Short and Codlins,
and they thought something could be made
out of the acquaintance, these honest art-
ists each tried to persuade the child thathe,
and not his partner, was her friend. ‘‘Cod-
lips is the friend, not Short,” remarked
the former, and this is what the politi-
cians are eternally saying to the public.
But when the poor public has made its
choice between the rivals it is sure to find
that the fine promises of the campaign
period have been forgotten, and that

they never were intended to be
kept. The truth [is that there is
no need for humbugging professions

at this time, or for any professions, at all.
There are no national issues, and very few
State ones. No matter what men are put
up for election, the result is likely to be
very much the same, and all that is really
desirable is that personal honesty and
capacity should be secured for the several
offices. But such simplicity would never
suit the professionals, and se we shall no
doubt have a howling, declamatory, vo-
ciferous, though not halcyon, period, in
which bugaboos will be plentiful, in which
blackmailing organs will scream them-
selves hoarse, and in which, after due
excitation, the public will become warmed
ap, and forgetting all its experience in the
past, plunge eagerly into the fray, solemnly
believing that there is something very
much more serious at stake than a matter
of rotation in office.

THE DUBLIN MURDERS,

It appears quite probable now that the
murderers of Lord Cavendish and Mr,
Burke may escape justice. The Dublin
police seem to have lost their heads over
tho case, and unless some of the persons
now in custody should prove to be impli-
cated, the prospect of finding the criminals
is not bright. Of course the presumption
must be that they have been assisted and
concealed by their political friends, the |
members of the assassination party calling
themselves the Irish Republican Brother-
hood. Should the murderers escape, how-
ever, the fact will only be regarded as an
additional justification for the stringent
bill which has jast been introduced. It is
strange, by the way, that the Land League
leaders should speak, as Dillon did the
other day, of this assassination as though
it was the only one that stained the Irish
cause, It is strange because all the world
knows that scores of equally cowardly and
horrible assassinations have been commit-
ted in that country during the past
two years, and since all the world knows,
morever, that assassination has been a
favorite recourse there for a very
long period. It is only a few weeks since
a lady was shot to death in her carriage by
a volley intended for her brother-in-law,
who was a landlord. The facts, however,
are 80 noforious that it is difficult to un.
derstand what Dillon meant, or what the

heen mialie to obtain an honorable adjust-
ment of the matter, every such attempt
has been baflled up to the present time.
It is now over three weeks since Senator
Ingalls objected to the passage of the bill
on the pretense that he wanted informa-
tion ; but though he could have obtained
all he wanted in less than half an hour,
he has not, so far as we have observed,
made any further sign in the business, but
still continues to obstruct the enactment of
this most righteous and necessary legisla-
tion,

THE RATEN TRIAL.

The trial of Raten, who murdered James
Lansing, has been concluded in an emi-
nently proper way, and with commendable
speed. He was found guilty of murder in
the first degree, just one month and two
days after he committed the crime. The
Court and the jury have therefore done
their full duty, and it is to be hoped that
sentence and execution will not be delayed.
Sacramento has found two murderers
guilty within two weeks, and a Sacramento
Court in the first of these cases has by
recurring to a commonsense interpretation
of the Code taken a position the general
adoption of which would unquestionably
relieve our criminal administration of a
great abuse. These two cases have gone
far to indicate that it is no longer safe for
the defense in murder cases to rely upon
the plea of insanity, when a jury of any
intelligence is impaneled. That plea has
almost frustrated the purpose of the law for
the proteetion of human life in many parts
of the country, and it has loaded the Court
records with scandals, of which we regret
to be compelled to say that California has
had somewhat more than her share. We
hope, however, that the example set by a
Sacramento Court and Sacramento juries
will not be lost upon the rest of the State,
butthatthese prompt judgments may stimu-
late other copimunities to convict and
to execute justice upon their criminals,
and to put an end to the sluggishness
which in s0 many instances, and notably
in San Francisco, allows murderers to
crowd the County Jails, and to escape trial
sometimes for years together,

THE KBEDIVE PLAYS TRUMPS.

The Khedive of Egypt appears to have
held cards in his hand which promise to
be too many for Arabi Bey and his party.
He has replied to the threat of dethrone-
ment that if any steps are taken in that
direction he shall call the Bedouins into
Cairo. Now the Arab tribes are both nu-
merous and formidable. They are good
fighters moreover, and perhaps that is more
than can be said for the majority of the
regular Egyptian army. The Egyptian
troops have never been distinguished for
their gallantry in modern times, and both
in Abyssinia and the Soudan they have
been repeatedly beaten by mere savages.
It is doubtful whether they could be made
to face the Bedouins at all, and still more
doubtful whether they could hold their
own against the sons of the desert. It is
evident that the Khedive has been in cor-
respondence with the Arabs all the time,
and his bold declaration now shows that
he has not been frightened by the menaces
of Arabi Bey. As France and England
are both preparing for intervention also, it
looks as though Arabi and his party were
on the eve of a collapse, and, if this is so,
there will be no reason to regret the failure
of an experiment the success of which
would have brought no alleviation of their
condition to the Egyptian people,

Beath of Ex-Governor Washburne.

The Tariff Commission.

WasHINGTON, May 14th,—The President
8aid to a friend yesterday that the most diffi-
cult appointments he had yet been called
upon to make were the members of the Tariff
Commission. He appreciated the necessity
for the immediate selection of the Commis-
cioners. Itis belisved that the President has
abandoned all idea of giving special interests
representation on the Commission. There
are only nine Commissioners to be chosen,
and it would be impossible, without making
invidious distinctions, to select men repre-
senting special branches of industry. It is
settled that a majority of the Commiesion
will be protectionists, probably of a
moderate order, The Chairman of the
Commission is likely to be ex-Secretary
Kirkwood, of Iowa. He favors a tariff for
revenue only, but it is thought that his gen-
eral reputation for fairness, and his identity
with tHe agricultural interest of the West,
will make him a desirable member of the
Commission. It has been practically de-
cided to make Edward Atkinson, of Boston,
the great authority cn textiles, a member of
the Commission, although it is possible that
a change may be made in New Englana’s
representative before the wmominations are
sent to the Senate. The South, Middle
States, Northwest and probably the South-
west will be represented, although the Mid.
dle States may get a preponderance of Cem-
missioners, The Pacific coast will not, as
your correspondent is advised, be represented
| on the Commission.

The Production of Quicksilver.

WaAsSHINGTON, May 14th.—Consul Mos
reports to the State Department that the esti-
mated stock of quickeilver on hand in Hong-
kong is 5,500 flasks, and that the amount im-
ported during 1881 was 14 010 flasks, at $56 75
to $59 per picul. Mosby says the consum
tion psr month is estimated at about 1,6&
flasks in the manufacture of vermillion.
Prices are governed by speculative transac-
tious, and are consequently unsteady, at ove
time being run up as high as $100 per picul.
In the coneunlar report just issued, Ferdinand
Vogeler, Consul General at Frankfort-on-the-
Muin, makes a statement regarding quick-
silver in Europe. He says the production for
the world in 1879 was 123,000 flasks, Califor-
nia making 73,000, Almaden, Spain, 40.000,
acd Idria, Austria, 10,000 flasks. In 18789,
California produced more than one-half of lll
the quicksilver consumed in the world. Voge-
ler says : *“Owing to the excess of produc-
duction over consumption, brought about by
the development of California mines, the
general tendency of the market seems to be
downward, although the iuterests of the
Rothschilds of London, who control the Al.
maden mines, is to maintain the price.”

The Morey Letter—Davenport’s Visit to
Maryland.

New Yorg, May 14th.—The Times’ Cum-
berland (Md.) epecial has the following de-
tails of John I. Davenport’s visit to Mary-
land in the matter of the Morey letter:
Davenport arrived here Thursday afternoon,
via the Pennsylvania Railroad, and left tor
Baltimore at 2 A. . Fiiday by the Baltimore
and Ohio Railroad. He had an hour’s inter-
view with William M. Price, desiring to ob-
tain the origimals of certain documentary
evidence in Price’s possession, Thisevidence
would affect Price and certain persons in
New York.

original papers, which will soon afford a
ehapter of interesting reading, and explain
fully the whole Lindeay iniquity. hen
Davenport confronted Price with these docu-
ments he wilted, and intimated that he tos
had a truck full of papers, and if he bhad
been ‘‘givemn away” he could retaliate and
make some other people as uncomfortable
as he was, This was  exactly
what Davenport expected and desired,
and a later interview was arranged
for at the Queen City Hotel. Price, however,
failed to come, and Davenport took the next
train for Washington, where he was ques-
tioned in regard to the matter, but said that
while he would neither affirm nor deny the
truthfulness of the newspaper reports in
question, he would say that he had not given
and would not give anything to the press for
publication in this connection. Davenport
wants nothing of Price but a confassion, and
that cenfession will come sooner or later, for,
as Davenpert says, ** Price mav squirm, but
