Grass VALLEY, May 16th. —Edwin Stevens,
aged about 12 years, left home at noon to-
day for a hunt. He was found about 6 o’clock
near here dead. He had evidently slipped
and fell, discharging his gun with the abeve
result. His dog was sitting on his body when
found. An inguest will be held to-morrow,

Murder Trial in Lake County.

Laxerort, May 16th,—The case of Jones,
the man who murdered Long, near Middle-
town, on the 7th instant, was brought up in
the Superior Court yesterday. He pleaded
not guilty, and the trial was set for the 8th
of June. All the depositions taken in the
Juatice’s Court show the act to have been a
dediberate and cold-blooded murder, Long
was & quiet, paaceable citizen, and generally
regarded as a thoroughly incffensive man.
At the time of the murder he waa lying on a
bed in his own dwelling, when Jones en-
tered and took deliberate aim. Jones nsxt
attempted to kill Mrs. Long, firing twice at
her, but she evaded both shots. His counsel
will enter the plea of insanity, but the popu-
lar opinion is that he will hang.

Fatal Runaway Accident—Weather and
Crops.

CHico, May 16:h,—Charles Sherman, of
the firm of Sherman & Reaynolds, prowinent
farmers of this county, was fatally injured
by a runaway team belonging to a Chinese
vegetable peddler, yesterday morning, and
died cf his injaries this afterncon.

Caugzht by a Fallingz Tree.

San Raraer, May 16°h.—About 9 o'clock
yesterday morning, as Thomasas Crandall, of
Point Rayes, was on his way howne from
Olems, when in a lonsly part of the road, he
heard cries of distress coming from a ravine
below, He at once proceeded to investigate,
when he found that Patrick Cox, a wood-
chopper, had been canght by a falling tree,
and was unable to rise. Mur, Crandall made
him as comfortable as possible, and then went
for assistance, after which Cox was placed in
a wagon and brought to San Rafsel. On ex-
amination he was found to have one leg broken
and was seriovsly hurt internally.

Fatal Shooting Afiray—Death of a Clef-
gyman—Fire.

EvregA, May 16th.—TIutelligenca reached
this city yesterday from Elk river, about 4
o’clock, that John Hurley had been shot by
Rufns McDowell, both residents of Knee-
land’s prairie. An hour later word came
that Hurley was dead. An old grudge
against each other is given as the cause,

Ofiicial Comngratulation—The Earps Ar-
rested—Fire.
ToumBsTONE, May 16th.—Under iustruc-
tions from tbe General of the Army, Gen-
eral Willcox, commanding the Departmeut of
Arizona, hss officially congratulated Major
Tupper on the result of his recent briliiant
campaign.
The Sheriff of Arrapahoe county, Colorado,
has notitied Sheriff Behan, of Cochise county,
that Warren and Wyatt Earp and Doc Hol-
liday have been arrested by him. Sheriff
Behan will start to-morrow morning for the
prisoners, and, the Court being in session, a
speedy trial is probable.
A fire this evening burned the block be-
tween Second and Third streets, on Tough-
nut. The buildings were mostly lodging-
houses and dwellirgs, Ten buildings were
destroved, Loss about $12,000.

A Growl from Tombstone.

TomesTONE, May 16th,—Much comment
is made here regarding the actions of the
Governor in the Earp case. Sheriff Behan,
of this county, worked the case up, offered a
reward out of his own pocket, and effected
tae capture of the desperadoes, He applied
t» the Governor for a requisition and was re-
fused, until the Territorial seal could be
brought from Prescott, The Governor at
Tucson said he should see the indictments
before giving a requisition.

Sax Francrsco, May 16th.—The report
has just been received at the Coroner’s office
from Macondray & Co., consignees of the
steamer Altonower, now lying in quarantine
with Chinese pas:zengers, that a barge con-
taining thirty-six Chinamen, taken with
small-pox, destined for the pest-house, cap-
sizad and all wera drowned.

Another report is that only a portion of
those on the barge were lost, and that a seri-
ous mutiny has broken out among the 800
Chinese remaining on the steamer,

that two boats were in tow of a launch, when
one capsized and about twerty lives were
lost.
