credited with the sum of $45,372 35 and
the objections disallowed.

2720,000 to which she was then entitled,
and the commission of four per cent. upon
the estate which still remained to be dis-
tributed. But on the other hand, if she
is not entitled to the compensation pro-
vided for by the contract because she has
not complied with it, she cannot claim the
etatutory rate, because to all matters ex-
cept the commissions the contract is a
valid and subsisting agreement between
the parties, and no doubt she, by other
portions of the agreement, received a com-
pensation which, added to the $320,000, is
equivalent to the commissions allowed by
law for settling the whole estate.

It is true the appraised value of the es-

tate as fixed by the appraisers is before me,
but when the Court comes finally to settle
the commissions of the present adminis-
rator, neither the Court nor the present
administrator is bound by the figures of the
appraisers, and therefore it is not just to
either the contestant or Mrs. Hopkins to
now arbitrarily fix the compensation to be
allowed her.

Charles Stewart Parnel

Mr. Parnell is still a young man. He was
born in the year 1846, at Avondale, in the
county of Wicklow, Ireland, the son of a gen-
tleman who was at one time High Sheriff for
the county Meath. His mother was the
daughter of an Admiral in the United States
Navy, and this connection gives additional in-
terest to the story of the young statesman’s
life.  Mr. Parnell’s grandfather was the last
Chancellor of the Exchequer of the Irish Par-
liament, and bitterly opposed the identifica-
tion of Irish with British interests in the Par-
liament of the United Kingdom. The sub-
ject of our sketch was educated at Magdalene
College, Cambridge, England, from whence
he was graduated. In 1875 he was elected
member of Parliament for Meath, and repre-
sented that conmstituency until the general
election of 1880, when he was returned for
three constituencies, including te one he had
represented 80 long. He preferred to sit for
the city of Cork, He belonged at the begin-
viog of his Parliamentary career to the Irish
Home Rule party, in which he soon rose to
eminence, although a Protestant and person-
ally not popular with the leading members.
"T'his fact probably accounts for his failure, in
1879, to reconstruct the party by means of a
pational convention; but in October of the
same yesr he founded and was made first
President of the National Irish Land League.
He visited the United States in 1880, since
which time our readers are tamiliar with the
movernents with which he has been connected
and the position he at present occupies in the
solution of the Irish question.
