A woman was robbed on the road near Mata-
moras, Mexico, by a bandit, and then beaten to
death.

“Boycotting.,” Spies are to be sent
around to ascertain what persons employ
Chinese, and then these are to be first
threatened, and in default of submission
ostracized. Nor is this the only instance
of the adoption of *‘Boycotting” which
has occurred recently, An organization
calling itself the ‘‘ Loyal League of Cali-
fornia” has been formed in San Francisco,
for the purpose of enforcing the Surday
law. It has adopted a pledge which
reads **that the members of this Lsague
‘“shall not, directly or indirectly, patron-
‘“ize any dealer or tradesman who shall
““ vielate the Sunday law by transacting
‘ business on Sunday.” The projectors of
this organization hope to get 40,000 people
to take the solemn pledge. Again, in the
Anti.Debris controversy, strenuous efforts
have been made to ‘‘Boycott” those who
should refuse to take the side of one party
or the other. In fact the cases in which
this principle is sought to be availed of
are becoming so numerous that it is neces-
sary to inquire to what all this disposition
toward coercion is tending.

For it must be recognized that *‘‘ Boy-
cotting” is coercion, and of the most
rigorous and tyranmical kind. It is, as
applied here, an attempt to force people to
change their views by depriving them of
the means of living. If ome man ap-
proached another with the declaration that
he would destroy the former’s property
unless he voted in a particular way, the
wrong would be perceived at once, and
rezented. But when a number of people
unite and agree to apply the same kind
of pressure, it does not seem to occur o the
public that any wrong is being done. Yet
it is demonstrable that between this
‘“ Boycotting ” and the despotism which of
old used to imprizon and confiscate and
even kill, for opinion’s sake, there is
merely a distinction, but no difference.
Men who would ‘‘Boycott” their fellows
after the modern fashion would be willing,
if they dared, to proceed further, and
scourge and beat them, as the Ku-Klux
did in the Southern States a few years ago.
The practice has nothing in common with
free doctrines and institutions, Itis essen-
tially un-American in spirit and in
genesis, Itis a distinct movement back-
wards in the direction of barbarism; a
resort to brute force as a substitute for
intellectual power.

It is preposterous to pretend thal the
ballot can be free in a community which
countenances such forms of coercion as
this. To threaten a man with loss of busi-
ness unless he allows himself to be dictated
to, is to invade the most sacred rights of
the freeman, and to trample liberty under
foot. Boycotting is, in fact, a brutal, in-
solent and altogether intolerable foreign
practice, which Americans have no excuse
for adopting, and which, if they do adopt
it, must put an end to freedom among
them. It strikes at the very roots of in-
dependence of thought and action. It
does more than this, It strikes at the
social compact, at the neighborly feeling,
at the cordiality of intercourse between
man and man. It creates jealousy, suspi-
cion, poltroonery, mendacity, hatred and
enmity. Its tendency is to divide the
community into bullies and slaves, and
it is an abuse which grows by what it feeds

on. We see already how rapidly it is be-
ing introduced into all manner of con-
troversies, and if it is not checked
promptly there will scon be no difference
whatever between men which will not
suggest recourse to this kind of mob
despotism. No commonwealth can tol-
erate the practice without incurring the
greatest danger, and it is the duty of free-
men who understand and value their lib-
erties to protest against and to resist the
innoyation without further loss of time.

This is a government of opinion, not of
force, and force has no place in it. When
men disagree upon any issue, the Constitu-
tion has provided a peaceful, orderly, cer-
tain method of determining which shall
prevail. The ballot-box is the only weapon
which Americans are entitled to em-
ploy for such purposes, and it is every
voter’s right and duty to declare his con-
viction by that method, without fear and
without favor. *‘Boycotting ” is an exotic,
and it cannot be naturalized, and it ought
not to be. It isin its way as flagranta
departure from American methods as Ku-
kluxism was, and it belongs to the same
category of abuses. It is time that the
people of Californis should rouse them-
selves, and recognize the true character of
a practice which has thus far made such
rapid progress that in a few months, if pub-
lic opinion does not declare itself emphat-
ically, the whole community may be split
up into warring factions, each trying to
outdo the other in coercing voters and
breaking down the freedom of the ballot.
The danger is real and obvious, and the
more so because of the apathy or cowardice
of those who ought to speak most plainly.
Boycotting cannot be admitted as a legiti-
mate political weapon. It must be aban-
doned as altogether illegitimate, unfair,
improper, and in direct contravention of
the doctrines and institutions upon which
we proceed and under which we live. The
ballot is sufficient for all lawful ends, and
it must be left and kept free from all in-
timidation and coercion, at whatever cost.

STUPID GREENBACKERS,

The Naticnal Committee of the Green-
back Party has issued an address in which
it jumbles together all the craziest ideas of
the day, and appeals to ignorance and
demagogism and socialistic tendencies in
a very wild and incoherent way. As an
example of the lack of intelligence which
always characterizes the action of this or-
ganization we may point to the fact that
while it demands ‘' equal rights for all;
¢« gpecial privileges for nome,” it in the
same breath declares in favor of protec-
tion. If its leaders were fit for the
position they have assumed, if they were
capable of thinking for themselves, they
would have discovered long ago that there
cannot be such a condition as ‘‘ equal rights
“for all, special privileges for nome,”
while the country tolerates a protective
tariff. For protection involves special
privileges for many, and absolate robbery
of many more. It has built up a privileged
class, whose wealth has been taken from
their countrymen in the most arbitrary
way. It has robbed the vast number of
producers to bolster up a few man.
ufacturers. It has not protected
American labor in the least degree; as
is proved by the fact that at the
present time the American mechanic is
actually worse off than the English artisan.
Protection has not increased the comforts
and the resources of the workingmen. On
the contrary it has made living more ex-
pensive to them. No organization, there-
fore, which is a true friend of Labor can
deliberately propose to sanction this sys-
tem, unless it is guided with so little wis-
dom as to be deserving of no consideration.
In nothing is the need of greater insight
shown than in the relation of the working
classes to the Tariff, If they compre-
hended their own interests they would be
Free Traders to a man, and would tolerate
none of the mendacious cant with which

MARIHALL'S DECLINATION,

Thomas Marshall’s letter declining a
Congressional nomination, which we pub-
lished yesterdzsy, was quite a refreshing
piece of clear thinking and plain speaking,
It shows that the old.fashioned ideas of
what public life should be are not alto-
gether outlived, and that the ‘‘machine”
and the ‘‘stalwarts” and *‘bossism”
have not destroyed the principles which
were at one time deemed not merely
honorable but indispensable. It is evident
that Mr, Marshall would be a great acqui-
sition for the Pennsylvania Independents,
but they ought not to be very sorry that
he will not take a nomination on their
ticket even though he refuses to be put on
the ‘“‘regular” one, since it is sufficiently
apparent that a man so full of independ-
ence and self-respect would find it almost
impossible to make his mark in Congress,
ag it is constituted now. But the defec-
tion of men of his stamp from the ‘‘regu-
‘“lar” Republican ticket is significant, and
may be safely regarded as indicating that
the cup of the Camerons is full, and that
they are about to be repudiated by those
who have endured them so many years,

SPAIN AND FREE TRADE.

And now Spain is waking up to the
folly and disadvantages of the Protective
system, and is taking steps to introduce
the Free Trade policy. That is the most
significant piece of news that has come from
Madrid for half a century., If Spain has
really advanced so far as to be able to
slough off the Bourbon Protection system
it will have to be admitted that she may
yet be restored to prosperity and to her
former proud place among the nations.
Should she adopt Free Trade, however,
the United States and China will be the
only thoroughgoing Protectionists in the

age will surely force us to adopt the
Chinese currency system also, perhaps this
is only part of the general tendency of the
republicc. 'With Chiness monetary and
fiscal systems, however, it will be very
difficult for us to hold out against the
fraternal relations with China which our
Eastern compatriots already wish to force
upon us.

RECRUITING IN EGYPT.

The enthusiasm of the Egyptian Fellahs
for the so-called *‘ national ” movement is
well illustrated by the statement that the
attempts to procure recruits for the army
have been so unsuccessful as to compel the
bringing to Cairo in chains of the few
poor wretches who had been kidnaped for
this purpose. Evidently the Fellahs have
no desire to fight for the alleged principles
which the alleged patriot, Arabi Bey,
represents. They prefer to be left to their
humble and simple occupations, and if
they are taken to Cairo as recruits, it is
necessary first to put them in chains. We
do not think that while this spirit con-
tinues among the masses from which the
army must be recruited, there is much
danger of a sanguinary revolution; or of a
serious attempt to overthrow the power
of England and France united, or to re-
pudiate the sovereignty of the Sultan.

THREATENING THE PRESIDENT.

Some blackguard or blackguardshavebeen
sending a postal card to President Arthur,
threatening him with death if he does net
recall Minister Lowell at once. The tenor
of the threat makes it possible that it is
not the work of an individual fool, but of
organized folly. Such things however ought
not to surprise anyone. The Fenians in
New York have been encouraged so much
that it is no wender if they think they own
the country, or if they think to -apply te
the Administration of the United States
the tactics which they are most familiar
with, It remains to be seen whether
President Arthur will comply with the
modestrequisition of the Fenian postal card,
but it is probable that he will take a little
time for consideration first, even at the
risk of being sent to join Cavendish and
Burke by the patriots who glory in assas-
sination,

DOMESTIC NEWS.

Independent Pennsylvania Republicans.

PHILADELPHIA, May 24th.—George Lear,

who presided at the regular Republican Con-

vention, occupied a seat on the platform

when the Independent Republican Conven-

tion was called to order.

Prayer was offered by Rev. D, C. Babcock,

the noted Prohibitionist and Secretary of the

Pennsylvania State Temperance Association.

United States Senator Mitchell was chosen

temporary Chairman, by acclamation, amidst

cheers and applause.

Mitchell returned thanks for the honor con-

ferred on him, and said that the work of the

Convention was not to nominate a tickel that

would belp the Desmocratic Bntv. or would

defeat the Republican party, but to nominate

one that would receive the respect and sup-

port of the Republican party., [Applause.]

This country had been founded upon the

principles which seeured equal rights to all

men. When these principles were declared

the Republican party was founded, and he

trusted the atmosphere of this State would be

found too free to be breathed by a Republi-

can willipg to be the slave, politically er

otherwise, of any man, [Applause.] There

must, in the order of things, be leaders, but
not bosses. It would be well for the Conven-

tion to declare against this system, and
against bossism and machinism, and not only
declare against them, but provide a remedy
that would tear them up root and branch.

[Applause.] The only effective remedy will
pe found in the Civil Service system. [Ap-
plause.] The speaker would be glad to be
able to stand before the Convention and
declare it his desire to support the
Administration if the President was
disposed to enforce this system (civil service
reform), but he was sorry to say there was yet
no indication of such & determination on the
President’s part. With the power to.ap-
point to places of minor importance taken
cut of the hands of the politicians, and made
on & test of the fitness alone, there would be
fewer leaders ready to take bread from the
children of some poor, but capable man to
give his place to some mere politician. Sen-
ator Mitchsll said that he spoke with sorrow
when he asserted that what had been achieved
at Chicago had not been borne out by the
present administration, In all that the
movement meant that placed Garfield in the
President’s chair, the speaker had sym-
pathized. He trusted that the Republicans
present were assembled to show what they
could do to manage the Republican party,
and to protest against the methods by which
it had been managed, and to say to the peo-
pla of this country, by tke voice of a body
actuated by the desire for the good of the Re-
public, that the party shall rid itself of its
barnacles, and of the murky, corrupt at-
mosphere by which it has been surrounded.
[Applause.] We are to show that the Re-
publican party is a progressive party, com-
posed of free, thinking men, and one that
cannot bs run as a railroad train and by con-
ductors, for the political employment of any
man,

The roll of delegates was called. When
the name of Charles 3. Wolfe was reached it
elicited cordial and protracted applause.

Senator Mitchell requested Wolfe to come
forward, Wolfe, in response, arose in his
place, acd, after bowing to the Chair and
to the Convention, said :

“My. President and Gentlemen of the
Convention : I am here [renewed applause] to
resolve that we will put our grand old party
where immortal Lincoln found it and where
the immortal Garfield left it.”

Charles 8. Wolfe was chosen
Chairman on Organization, an
Stewart Chairman on R2solutions,

R. C. Foster was then made permanent
Chairman, with a Vice-President from each
Senatcrial District,

During the course of Foster’s remarks he
asserted that the death of President Garfield
was chargeable directly to the spoils system,
and he spoke of the political power of the
State as something that had been too long
regarded as a sort of patrimony to be handed
dowa from father to son.

The Committee on Rules reported the fol-
lowing platform :

The Republicans of Pennsylvania, who will not
surrender their political rights, and who maintain
the exercise of their own i and jud, t
concerning public affairs, having assembled in State
Convention, make the following declaration of prin-
ciples and purposes :

First—We declare our attachment to the prinei-
ples of the Rerublican party—{reedom, union, na-
tionality, equal rights before the law, maintenance
of public wealth, groteclion to home industry —and
we demand that the record which has been so nobly
made shall be wisely and fearlessly perpetuatad.

Second - We declare that the nomination and
election of James A. Garfield to the Presidency
signified to us the triumph of true reform in civil
service, and enlarged hberty of action for the masses
of the Republican party in the nomination of candi-
dates and the conduct of their party affairs, and we
deplore the overwhelming evidence presented to us
in Pennsylvania that the calamity of bis i
tion has been followed by the overthrow of these
reforms in the hands of his successor.

Third—We denounce the system which makes
patronage and spoils out of public offices; we
denounce the practice of giving them to
political managers for use in advancing
personal political ends; we denource the removal
of faithful and competent officers in the absence of
public reason ; we denounce the practice of levying

ts and ding contributions for party
use from public officials ; we denounce, severally
and collectively, the evils :nd corruption which ac.
company the conduct of the Government, known as
the spoils system, and which are inseparable from
such methods of administration, and we denounce
the system of *‘ boss” rule and ‘‘machine” control,
which, when tamely endured, makes the leaders
autocrats and reduces the mass of citizenship
into political bondage.

Fourth-—We declare our purposes to build up the
work which fell when Garfield fell ; we demand, in
place of the spoils system, the reformation of the
civil service by law, so that the appointment to
places therein may be freely open to all fit and in-
dustrious citizens, and removals therefrom shall be
only for good and sufficient publiccause ; we demand,
instead of the prostitution of the public service to
private uses, it8 recognition as a high and honorable
trust, to be administered for the people’s benefit
with efficiency, economy and inlegrity ; we demand,,
instead of the insolence, ‘:hc proscription and

tyranny of ‘‘bossism” an ism,” the

fres and conscientious exercise of private jndgment

in political affairs, and the faithful discherge, by

those who assume representative trusts, of the ex-
will of the people.

Fifth—We declare in favor of the following party
reforms : First, that delegates to State Conventions
be chosen by the people in the manner in which
candidates for the General Assemblyare nominated ;

d, that rep ion in State Convention be
by counties, and apportioned according to their Re-
publican vote; third, that State Counventions shall
not be held without at least sixty days’ notice in
Presidential years; fourth, that Republicans who
voted for the Republican candidate for President at
the Presidential eiection next preceding thall be enti.
tled to join in the choice of delegates to the State
and National Conventions.

The reading of the platform was frequently
applauded, especially the anti-stalwart
planks. It was then adopted.

Mayor Merrick nominated for Governor
ex-Chief Justice Agnew.

Dr. Doane nominated Joseph N, Stewart.

Wayne MacVeagh’s name was proposed,
but withdrawn, as it was said he d not
accept.

The Convention then nominated Semator
Joseph N. Stewart for Governor, Agnew’s
name being withdrawn. Fer Lieutenant-
Governor, vi Bird Duff, of Allegheny;
Secretary of Internal Affairs, Major Merrick,
of Tioga; Congressman at large, Colonel
William McMichaels; Judge of Supreme
Court, George Junkin,

After speeches by Stewart, the nominee
for Governor, Duff, nominee for Lieutenant-
Governor, Merrick, Wolfe and Mapes, the
Convention adjourned sine die.

United States Senate.

WasHINGTON, May 24th.—Logan reported
favorably from the Military Committee, and
asked immediate consideration of the House
joint resolution appropriating $16,000,000 to
supply the deficiency for the ocarrent fiscal
year. Passed.

Slater reported from the Committee oz In-
dian Affairs the original bill appropriating
$1,400 for the relief of Mrs, A. Beddy, of
Lake county, Oregon, widow of a victim
of the Modoc Indian massacre. The Com-
mittee, in their report, concur in this, re-
| garding it as an exception to the usual class
of claims~for Indian depredations, becavse
the outbreak was the result of an unsuccess-
fnl cffansive movement by the United States
troops for the purpose of confining the Modocs
to their reservation, and was without notice
by the United States suthorities. The bill
went to the calendar.

Underan order for the calendar, the Sen-
ate, by ayes 24, noes 23, pessed the Senate
bill for the relief of the officers and crew of
the United States Monitor, who participated
in the action with the rebel ironclad Merri-
mac in March, 1862.

The amount of appropriation is estimated
at the actual valus of the Merrimac at the
date of the action, not exceeding $200,000.

The supply bill came up, and was modifi
to permit Sinehsrgad Jandowners to sue for
damages in the Court of Claims within one
“year, and the bill paszed viva voce.

After an executive session the Sepate ad-
journed.
