Believing, then, that itis use-
less to look for any voluntary reform in
that-direction, and unwilling longer to sup-
port leaders who abuse their opportunities
and degrade their party, these Republicans
have at last determined to separate them-

see whotber itis not possible to rebuke
that faction by showing it that itneither
is nor controls the Republican party.

The Independents have taken all that is
sound in the Republican doctrine, with the
one exception of Protection, sad it could
;not be expected that any party in Pennsyl-
vania would be able at present to free it-
self from that abuse. Inall other respects
the platform is strong and clem and clear,
and Republicans can stand upon itwithout
any qualms or doubt*. The best feature
of it is the emphatic assertion of the neces-
sity of Civil Service reform. This vital
issue is thus brought to the front and fixsd
there. The voters of Pennsylvania will
have to declare themselves upon it, and the
canvass willserve as an educational agency
from whioh the whole country willbenefit.
For the first time the spoilsmen willbe
forced on the defensive. They have never
been really troubled by their

"
machine

"
principles before, because their only
formidable opponents were the Democrats,
and everyone knows that the Democrats
hold to the spoils doctrine quite as strongly
as the Republicans. Now, however, the
conditions are changed. The spoilsmen
are called upon to support their practice
by argument, and they assuredly have a

very disagreeable task before them.
i

The force of the new movement may be
gathered from the admissions of its sup-
porters. They declare that for many years
past the Republicans of Pennsylvania have
not been represented at all. Senator
Stewart, the nominee for Governor, in
accepting the honor conferred upon him
by the Convention, said: "The honest
"convictions of the Republicans of Penn-
sylvania have not found expression in"

any real Convention held during the last
"decade." There is a great deal of sig-
nificance in this. When the intelligence
and honesty of a party has submitted to
repression and misrepresentation for ten
years, and at last revolts against corruption
and partisan tyranny, it bring* to the act
of rebellion the accumulated exasperation
and indignation of those ten years of mis-
rule, and is thus supplied with a fund of
energy very much more than sufficient to
carry it tfrough a campaign.

So respectable, earnest, patriotic and
vigorous is this movement that it seems
possible for it to carry the State. But
whether itcan disintegrate the spoils ring
at once, or can only defeat itby handing
over the State to the Democrats, we can-
not doubt that it will destroy "Bossism"
inPennsylvania, and shake "Stalwartism"
inits intrenchments throughout the coun-
try. For the opposition dare not enter
upon a free discussion of the points in
issue. It dare not undertake to defend
tho spoils system and all that itinvolves,
openly. The justification of corruption is
beyond even the hardihood of the "Bosses,"
an*) therefore it will be forced to let the

'
main question go by default. And this is
but the beginning of the end. The reform
element of the Republican party willfol-
low the example set it in Pennsylvania,
and the attempt to- restore "Grantism"
willbe condemned even more emphatically
than it was at Chicago last year. The in-
dependent movement in Pennsylvania con-
sequently is of national interest and im-
portance, and tens of thousands of sound
Republicans throughout the Union will
desire the success of the bold champions of
reform and party regeneration. .

THE ARREARS OF RENT BILL.

So far as can be gathered from the im-
perfect descriptions of the measure which
have been telegraphed, the arrears of rent
billappears to offer the most important
advantages to the Irish tenant farmers,
though at a cost to the Government of very
dangerous concessions. Itis said that its
effect willbe to lift some 300,000 tenants

t out of a perfect Slough of Despond, by re-
lieving them ef the hopeless burden of
from ten to fifteen years arrears of rent,
which they never could have paid, and
which made them helpless, and littlebetter
than serfs. The relief will,itis said, ex-
tend altogether to nearly 600,000 tenants,
representing 3,500,000 souls. Itwill give
all these people a fresh chance in. life.
They willstart out free from debt, so far
as rent is concerned, and with the amount
of one year's rent in their bands. Such a
measure can only be characterized as revo-
lutionary. Itwillchange the condition of
more than half the Irish people, and, in
conjunction with the Laud Act, it ought
to enable them to assume an entirely new
and greatly improved position. Itwould
seem that with the oomplete accomplish-
ment of the changes involved in this most
radical measure the principle grievances
of Ireland must cease to exist. Causes of
dissatisfaction no doubt will remain so
long as home rule has not been granted,
but the important point

'
is that

these grievances will thenceforward be
solely political ones, and will not be com-
plicated by questions of popular suffering,
indigence and debt. Of course if the ten-
ants do not help themrelves they can easily
drift back into their former embarrass-
ment. The Government cannot prevent met.

from getting indebt, though it may pay
their debts. But when the best is said
that oan be conceived for the possibilities
of the Irish situation, the Government has
still another great difficulty to encounter, ]
and that iithe effect of this measure upon I

the people of England and Ireland. If
the tenant* of Ireland are to have their
debt* remitted, whynot the tenants of the
rut of the United Kingdom ? There are
struggling and embarrassed farmers in
Scotland and England who would be very
glad to have the Government come to their
relief, and sponge off the slate for them.
There are landlords in England and Scot-
land wbo would welcome a proposal even

fol'the scaling of their arrearages, if the
Government would undertake to pay them

fourths of the amount. And then

thefe are the . taxpayers who are neither

landlords nor tenants, but who may very
naturally object to being made to pay the

•bin-'4 of both these classes. In short there'
ar4 the germs ot infinite trouble and mis-

loioief in the new bill, and even though it
IjhoMgo far towards pacifying Ireland, it
may nevertheless prove to have been an

almost fatal mistake.

THE GENUINE COUNTERFEIT BONDS.

The Government and Treasury Depart-
ment may wellbe agitated if the report be

true that impressions of the plates from
which the bond* are printed have been
procured by counterfeiters, and nobody
knows how many bonds struck offby them.
For itis evident that if this is the case it
willbe almost impossible to distinguish be-
tween the true and the false bonds. Being
struck off from the same plates they mnst
be identical, and we suppose that the coun-

terfeits could only be detected by a pain-
ful'tracing up of the disposition and
numbering of the genuine ones. Even
discovery of duplications would not af-
ford any cine, since itwould then be next
to impossible to determine which of the
duplicates was the real bond. Nor can the
Government have any guarantee that it
ha* got to the bottom of this business, for
no matter how many impressions of the
die*may be surrendered or discovered, it
i*always possible and even probable that

Ia* many more have escaped detection or'
been withheld. Itis highly improbable
that the men who had such a

"
bonan/t

"

would be willing to give it up, especially
as they must be fullyaware of the Govern-
ment's helplessness. And it is evident
that the effect of this most alarming dis-
covery upon the bonds themselves must be
very serious. Itappears that copies, or to

!speak more correctly, duplicates, of bonds
ihave been struck off in unknown quanti-'
ties, and that the makers of these dv-

!plicates still hold the dies. The
Government cannot ascertain how many

Iduplicate bonds have been put on the mar-
:ket, nor can it put a stop to the duplica-
;tionof these bonds. It is therefore possi-
ble that the holder* of all such bonds may
be panic-struck, and that they may depre-
ciate, and itis difficult to see what course
the Government can take in the circum-
stances. Should Congress be appealed to
to protect the issue byguaranteeing the pay-
ment of all bonds of that issue

—
a resort

which might be thought necessary because
of the impossibility of distinguishing the
false from the true bonds

—
this measure

would perhaps only serve as a premium
upon counterfeiting, since itwould secare

a market for as many new duplicates as the
forgers could make. The situation appear*

to be the most serious that has ever oc-
curred inconnection with the Government
securities, and it does not seem that the
Treasury Department is at all confident of
itsability to cure the evil. Two absolutely
indispensable factors are lacking, viz.,
knowledge of the number of bonds dupli-
cated, and assurance as to the, cessation

lof the business. At present, in fact, the
counterfeiters hold the trump cards, and
the Government detectives have nothing in
their hands. How this will end itis im-
possible to conjecture, but it is already ap-
parent that it may produce very serious
and mischievous complications.

A BUNKO MAN'S POLICY.

The rascal who decoyed the venerable
Charles Francis Adams into his den, and
then swindled him oat of checks for $20,-
--00 0,.

has been put on trial, no doubt
greatly to his surprise, anil not *little to
the shaking of hia favorite theory. Ac-
cording to his own confession he had been
for a long time practicing the same kind of
frand upon' well-connected and highly-
respectable persons. He did not attempt
to persuade them that they were not being
robbed, but boldly relied upon their fear
of what society wonld say of them, to ob-

-1 tain his plunder. It appears that his
knowledge of the weakness of most men
under such circumstances had stood him
in good stead until he tried the trick on
Charlea Francis Adams. He then discov-
ered that John Quincy Adams was in no
way disposed to pay $20,000 for the privi-
lege of keeping his father's name out ot
the papers, and that on the contrary he
waa very firmly resolved to arrest and
prosecute the impudent scoundrel who had
the hardihood to come to him with
a demand for the money. This case
shows, however, what indeed haa
never been a seoret to shrewd observers,
that for the most part a swindler can safely
trade upon the fear men entertain of pub-
lic opinion. Here is a

"
bunko-steerer

"
who hardly took any trouble to deceive his
victims, being confident that ifhe once got
them into his den, and had induced them
to play at some of his swindling games,
they would submit to blackmail rather
than have the fact known. No doubt in
most cases itis mere egotism that makes
men submit to these frauds. They cannot
endure that their friends should have the
opportunity of laughing at tbem, or should
be given reason to think lightly of their
sagacity. This the "bunko-steerer"
knows, and he traffics securely npon the
frailties ofmankind. John Quincy Adams,
however, has shown how to deal with this
class of cases. Before a resolute purpose
tbe swindler is defenseless, and then his
turn for punishment arrives, as in the
present instance.

FROM BAD TO WORSE.

The Russian Government is behaving
very badly about the Jewish persecution.
Its brutal apathy is encouraging the
populace to greater extremes, and the
latest intelligence is to the effect that a
mob has burned a Jewish

'
village, and

amused itself by roasting the Jewish babies
alive. Meanwhile the Czar's Council goes
on,discussing provisions which shall make
the residence of the Jews in Russia in-
tolerable, and the Russian press is forbid-
den to publish any more accounts of the
outrages. The Czar shows phenomenal
follyin this, to say nothing of his inhu-
manity. The education in cruelty and
bloodthirstiness which he is giving his bar-
barous subjects may at no distant period
lead them to demand mother and greater
victims than the poor Jews, and then,
when his own palaces and those of his
nobles are burning, and the same brutal
hands which now toss Jewish babies into
the fire, are doing the same to Russian
children, the world will perhaps look on,
shrug its shoulders, and remark that the
Czar showed his people the way or they
would never have found it.
