The men find that the purchasing power of t
their money is less than formerly, and at
the same time they find employers com-

plaining of the stagnation of trade, and |
preparing to reduce wages, either directly, |
or by working only half time. The men
do not reflect upon the causes of this coun-
dition of things, nor do the Unions in- |

| quire soberly into it as it is clearly their

duty and interest to do. They simply
order strikes, regardless of the prospects,
and as a result they are plunging the fool-
ish men who allow themselves to be thus
coerced into greater difficulties than ever.
It is & most remarkable fact that these
trade unions have missed the one really
beneficent purpose to which their organiza-
tion could have been applied. They have
the power of organization, but whenever
they employ it they injure themselves, be-
cause their movements are not directed by
intelligence. It ought to be perfectly clear
to every workingman that if he wishes to
secure an increase of wages he must time
his demands judiciously. Instead of shut-
ting his cyes and butting blindly at his
employer, he must find out whether trade
is prosperous or the reverse. If then he
discovers that it is not prosperous ; that
more goods have already been produced
than there is a market for ; and that the
employer consequently csn better afford to
stop producing than to pay more for labor ;
all thought of a strike will be abandoned

better.

The trades unions have, however, always
neglected the duties which lay directly
before them, not only in this but in many
other regards. If they were led by clear
intelligences they never would have re-
mained satisfied with the fiscal system of
the country, for example. Take the pres-
| ent situation in illustration of the incred-
iible gullibility of the working classes.
They are told that Protection benefits
them ; that the high duties imposed on
foreign goods are intended to raise and
maintain wages. Yet in the teeth of these
assertions they see that wages do not go
up, but down. They see that American
production is subject to constant fluctua-
tions and spasms. They see that, however
high the duties are, no part of the profit
thus given to the manufacturers is reflected
in their own wages, They see that under
Protection the prices of necessaries are
constantly rising, while wages tend down-
wards. They see that Protection does not
enable the protected employers to keep up
their production, but that despite the
enormous bounties paid to them they are
at short intervals compelled to shut down
their worke, or to run on half time. In
all these matters they see also that Labor
is made to bear the brunt. The manu-
facturers pocket all the profits, but the
workingmen are made to bear the heaviest
burden of the loeses. There is never any
thought of sharing the profits of prosper-
ous seasons with them, but the moment a
stagnant season comes their wages are cut
down.

The workingmen have dimly realized
that they are being wronged, but they
have not found out the reason of their in-
juries, and they have adopted remedies
which cannot help them at all. Instead
of committing the economic mistake of
striking for higher wages when the mar-
ket is falling, and when consequently
they have no hold on employers, they
would, if they were wise, turn their or-
ganizations to practical account by oppos-
ing the monster Protection, which is re-
sponsible for three-fourths of their miseries.
For why is it that the manufacturers, in
spite of bounties, are compelled to stop
work? It is because Protection, by ex-
cluding them from foreign markets, and
circumecribing the field of their enterprise,
makes them liable to be affected by every
passing depression in domestic trade, and
g0 injures instead of helping, both them
and the labor that depends upon them. If
the barrier of the Tariff was thrown down
we should never hear any more of mills
working half time, or closing altogether
for want of business. With the whole
world for a market, American manufact-
urers would find their hands full contin-
ually. They would be independent of the
domestic market, they would cease to be
sensitive to every temporary depression
in home trade, and they would be able to
pay good wages sall the year round.

This is what the workingmen would be
striving for if they comprehended their own
interests. Free Trade is the greatest friend
Labor has in the world. Protection leads
to the present ominous situation ; decreased
wages, increased cost of living, and uncer-
tainty of employment. This is what has
been gained by plundering nine-tenths of
the nation for the alleged benefit of theother
tenth. This is all that can be shown in re-
turn for the six hundred millions of yearly
confiscation submitted to by the patriotic
but stupid American producers. This is
the result of the system which was to lift
the American workingman far above the
level of ‘“‘the pauper labor of Europe.”
This summer probably fifty thousand
American workingmen will be out of em-
ployment because of the Tariff, and yet the
Protectionists, who can show nothing bet.
ter than these dismal results of their sys-
tem, cling to it with desperation, and will
not consent even to its revision. Labor
and Production are to-day disturbed most
seriously, and this disturbance is the direct
outgrowth of Protection which does not
protect. Presently there may be labor
riots, and then the Communists will de-
nounce Capital and demand Anarchy. But
throughout these difficulties so far the
American workingman has failed to distin-
guish his foe, and in wasting his
energies upon opposition to imaginary ene-
mies he has actually rendered stronger the
fetters which bind him in the midst of
his fancied freedom. Strikes are poor
modes of redress at the best of times, and
they are ruinous at such times as the pres-
ent. But they would never be resorted to
if the voting laborer took the trouble to
ascertain the situation for himself, and
attacked the protective abuse through poli-
tics, persistently.

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A CURIOUS NEGOTIATION,

It is said, quite seriously, that the State
Government of Missouri is in negotiation
with Frank James, for the pardon of the
latter. The implication is that Frank
James is to agree to stop committing mur-
ders and robberies, and that on condition
of this agreement he is to be held harmless
for all the murders and robberies he has
already committed, This seems to be an
expansion of the principle which has for
some time been applied to certain financial
Thus we find that whereas the
poor rogue who breaks into a house and
steals ten dollars worth of property, is
pretty certain to be sent to the penitentiary
for several years, the swindler who plun-
ders a bank to the amount of millions of
dollars is equally certain to escape without
any serious punishment. Now Governor
Crittenden appears to have thought that if
this principle was good in one direction it
ought to be equally good in another, and so
he has conceived the idea that if a man only
commits a great number of murders and
robberies he somehow lifts himself above the
plane of the common cut-throat, and be-
comes a fit object of executive clemency,

THE CZAR YIELDS,

The Czar has at last yielded to Nihilism.
He statea that his coronation will be post-
poned for a year, in order that he may
cause reforms to be made in the govern-
ment, and he intimates that he is going to
give the country a Constitution. There
can be no doubt that this concession has
been wrung from him by the Nihilists, and
however menacing the precedent may be,
it is necessary to recognize it. It is true
that if he had ascended the throne under
ordinary conditions he might have intro-
duced reforms. It was believed that he
contemplated them, indeed. But the mur-
der of his father changed his purposes,
very naturally, and he has now been liter-
ally forced to give to a band of assas-
sing assurances that they shall have
what they demand. Of course this is a
distinct recognition of Nihilism as a polit-
ical agency, and equally of course it isa
revelation which menaces every absolute
monarchy under the sun. But the Czar’s
case was desperate, and if he was not pre-
pared to abdicate it is impossible to see
what other course was opén to him than
the one he has taken. It may be presumed
that his life will now be safe, at least until
the year he names has elapsed, and it is
seen whether he has promised in good
faith,

CAMERON’S BLUNDER.

It appears to be believed at Washington
that Cameron really did undertake to bull-
doze the Pennsylvania manufacturers, by
threatening to oppose the tariff unless they
support the ‘‘ regular ” ticket. And this
fatuous and insolent proceeding is rightly
regarded as being a fatal blunder on the
part of the ‘‘Boss.” For the Pennsyl-
vania manufacturers unfortunately know
very well that Don Cameron cannot hurt
the Tariff for the next two or three years,
at least, the Tariff Commission having
staved off all danger in that direction for
the time being. He has therefore made a
perfectly futile threat, and to do that kind
of thing only embitters and irritates the
threatened persons. Unless the Pennsyl-
vania manufacturers are phenomenally
craven men they will resent his impudence,
and will take care to let him know that
they will not tolerate his dictatorship any
longer. Altogether the prospect is dark
for ** Don,” though in no way darker than
he deserves.

THE BREAK OF THE DEADLOCEK,

The deadlock in the House has at last
been broken, the Republieans obtaining a
quorum, and amending the rules so as to
prevent filibustering upon contested elec-
tion cases. The Democrats carried out the
farce to the last moment. They presented
a solemn protest which a hundred of them
had signed, inveighing against the tyranny
of the majority in undertaking to enforce
its constitutional and parliamentary rights,
and pretending to believe that the minor-
ity has been oppressed. They have made
absolutely mothing by this episode. They
have compelled the country to look into
the Southern election cases, and have thus
made it clear to everyone that they were
trying to prevent the administration of
justice. And after all they have had to
yield. It was a characteristic piece of folly
and dishonesty, in fact.

THE JAPANESE INDEMNITY.

So the question of the Japanese Indem-
nity has been before Congress again, and
has been thrust aside without action, on
some frivolous dispute about the mode of
making payment. It would appear that
political corporations are quite as soulless
as commercial ones are said to be, for if
there were any sense of shame in Con-
gress this money would have been paid
back to Japan ten years ago. It was
stolen in the first place, and nobody
denies this. Yet it is impossible to get it
returned, and presumably because thieves
have their eyes upon it, and are deter-
mined to prevent it from leaving the coun-
try at all, if they can. It is a very dis-
creditable business, and though this is ad-
mitted, it cannot apparently be got rid of
in a decent way.

So formida-
ble a ‘remedy’ should on mo account be
used except under medical advice, and
when deemed necessary it ought to be
given by practitioners. We have repeat-
edly urged the profession to discountenance
the recourse to-injections under the skin,
which is becoming general. It isa prac-
tice of extreme hazard, and we are of
opinion that surgical instrument makers
should refuse to sellthe requirite apparatus
to lay persons, and that medical men should
forbid their use,”

DOMESTIC NEWS.

Decoration Day Observances.

New York, May 30th.—Union Square is
thronged witn people to witness the decora-
tion of the different statues and the parade of
the Grand Army of the Republic. The
statuee of Washington, Lafayette and Lin-
coln are almost covered with flowers. The
statue of Lincoln was decorated by Abraham
Liocoln Post, No. 13.

('HICAGO, May 30th.—Decoration Day is a
bank and business holiday here, but the num-
ber of persons in the streets is increased
rather than lessened, and the air is filled with
martial music and the streats are bright with
uniforms, banners and floral decorations, on
their way to the resting-places of the honored
soldier dead. The air is delightful, and an
tinusually elaborate programme has been laid
out for the day’s solemn services,

CHICAGO, May 30th.—Five thousand graves
of Confederate prisove:s who died at Camp
Douglas were decorated at Oakwood Cem-
etery by the Grand Army posts. Advices
from a large number of points in the North-
west indicate that Decoration Day was more
generally observed than ever before.

W asHINGTON, May 30:th.—Decoration Day
is generally observed, all the offices and
Departments being closed. The city is
adorned with flags, Processiens of white and
colored -Orders are marching, and the ceme-
teries are full of the living who are decorat-
ing the graves of the dead heroes of the war.
At Arlington the procession, preceded by
the Marine Band, halted before the tomb of
the unknown, and the band played a dirge.
Hon. Geo. M. Robeson delivered the oration.
The graves at the Soldiers’ Home, National
Cemetery and Congressional Cemetery, were
appropriately honored.

St. Louis, May 30th.—The Decoration Day
exercises at Jefferson Barracks were unusually
interesting.

PHILADELPHIA, May 30th. — Decoration
Day was appropriately observed here by the
Grand Army of the Republic. The day was
beautiful, and 6,000 old heroes were in line.

GerTYSBURG, May 30th. —The clear weather
attracted a large crowd here to-day to witness
the decoration of the graves of the Union
dead interred in the National Cemetery. Ex-
Senator Blaine, General Joseph Hawley,
General Crawford, Hon., E. D. McPherson
and other well known public men were pres-
sent. An address will be delivered by Haw-
lev, probably supplemented by remarks from
Blaine.

House of Representatives.

WASHINGTON, May 30th.—Springer ob-
jected that the journal omitted to refer to
two important motious made by him yester-
day, and which the Speaker refused to enter-
tain. He moved to correct the journal so
as to include his motions, to table the report
of the Committee on Rules and to recommit
the subject, with instractions, together with
the Speaker’s refusing to entertain his appeals
from the decision of the Chair.

The Speaker directed that the rule apply-
ing to the matter be read. It declares that
every motion made and entertained by the
Speaker shall be journalizad. Had the Clerk
journalized these motions he would have
acted improperly.

Springer cited other instances where such
motions had been booked. These metions
were proper and should appear as such if the
journal was a correct presentation of the
doings of Congress, although it contradicted
the Sveaker.

Indignant calls to order came from the Re-
publicane, and the Speaker said that Springer
was out of order. *“I have the right to
speak; if not, let my words be taken down,”
said Springer. He then attempted to pro-
ceed amid the excitement and confusion, but
the Spzaker said that the Sergeant-at-Arms
would force him to desist. The Democrats
gathered about to encourage him, and many
Republicans  angrily protested against
Springer’s course,

Springer defiantly declared that he would
not be taken from the floor, and Humphreys
said he would remove him himself,

The Speaker said that he could very well
afford to allow Springer to make improper
remarks about himself, but not to destroy the
dignity of the House by his conduct. He
would submit to any proper motion regarding
the correction of the journal.

Knott supported Springer, and said that,
although he respected the Speaker as highly
as any one, yet the Speaker was not in-
fallible.

The Speaker maintained that the Clerk
acted properly, and after further talk the
motion to correct the journal was rejected—
134 to 89.

The Democrats tried to filibuster, but a
quorum appeared, and Miller began his speech
on the contested election case of Mackey vs,
O’Conner.

The discussion was continued by Davis of
Missouri against the report, and by Pauvl of
Virginia in favor.

At the cenclusion of Paul’s speech, Calkins
inquired whether, if the evening session were
dispensed with, and the House now adjourned,
the discussion would be resumed to-morrow
without any obstruction from the Demo-
cratic side.

The answer came back resolutely from
Morrisen, Atkine, Randall and other Demo-
cratic members, that no argument whatever
could be made.

Calkins then gave notice that he would call
the previous question on the contested elec-
tion case at b o’clock to-morrow.

Several Rapublican members suggested 2,
and Morrison of Illinois asked defiantly why
he did not do so now.

The hour of 5 having arrived, the House
took a recess till 8.

Upon reassembling at 8 o’clock, Atherton
of Ohio, who was entitled to the floor on the
contested election case, and who had an ob-
jection to speaking to the House in the even-
ing session, moved to take a recess till 10
to-morrow.

A vote was taken by Fetters, who reported,
after a delay of twenty-five minutes, that
there were 15 ayes and 96 noes—no quoram,

Thereupon a call of the House was ordered,
the proceedings on which occupied another
hour fruitlessly.

No quorum appeared, and a vote was then
taken on Atherton’s motion to take a recess
to 10 to-morrow, and resulted in ayes 93, noes
14, the Republicans voting in the affirmative,

McMullen of Tennessee raised the point
that there was no quorum,

Adjourned.

Poor Zoe Watkins.

St. Lours, May 30th.—A body, believed
to ba that of Zoe Watkins, the Denver young
lady who so mysteriously disappeared from
here on the afternoon of the 18th instant,
was found this morning in the river at the
foot of Miller street, in Carondolet.

St. Lovis, May 30th.—While Joseph Ray,
an old man who has followed the occupation
of gathering drift-wood in the Mississippi for
the past thirty or forty years, was rowing his
skiff opposite Carondelet, some six miles be-
low Center City, this morning, he spied a
body in the water. Heimmediately attached
a rops to it and dragged it on shore. On
landing he found it to be the remains of a
young girl, and on examining it closely he
discovered that the garments in which it was
clothed bore a strong resemblance to those
worn by Miss Zre Watkins the day she dis-
appeared, a description of which he had read.

e immediately reported to the lice
station in Carondelet, and three officers
hastened to the foot of Miller street,
where the body lay, and found that the
clothing tallied exactly with the description
given by the girl’s eister and friends, even to
the filigree silver ear-rings and ruby finger-
ring with a bangle. The police headquarters
in the city at once notifiad the chief of de-
tectives, Frank Walkins, who has taken »
strong and active interest in the case, whoin-
stantly started for Carondolet. The girl's
parents and friends were also notified. The
body is now being brought to the city, and
will be placed in the Morgue, where Mr.
Watkins, the girl’s father, and Jas. Martin,
her uncle, will view it for identification.

Later.—The body has been fully identified
by James Martin, with whom the girl was
stopping at the time of her disappearance.
The corpse is so swollen and disfigured that
Mr. Watkins decided that he would not view
the remains. A post mortem examination is
now being held, There are no signs or marks
of violence on the body, and she was not out-
raged.

Breep Dra¥r Horses.—The rage for
fancy steppers, or fast horses, among
farmers is fast going out of fashion. What
is wanted by that class of men is heavy
horses for draft purposes. This is the only
kind that is sought for by buyers, and
about the only ones that wiil bring remu-
nerative prices to the breeder. Thereason
for this change is evident, as much of the
labor that was done on the farm by man is
now transferred to the horse. The hoe is
no longer the implement for planting corn
or destroying weeds ; the horse has to drag
a planter or cultivator for this purpose.
Self-binding reapers cause the team to per-
form the labor that formerly required five
or six men, and so it is through the whole
range of farm operations. This additional
labor requires more strength and power of
endurance than was necessary in a farm
team of twenty years ago. Our railroads
have brought our market within a few miles
of a farm, and the need for fast walking
teams in order to make a trip to market
and back in a day is passed. The slow,
plodding, heavy team is now as good for
hauling grain as any. With the demand
for heavy horses, it is to the interest of
such farmers as are engaged in raisiog colts
to see that they breed to none but the best
of draft stock.—[Peoria (Ill.) Transcript.
