The brokers visited the company’s office,
and finding that there was nothing against
the stock, and that it had bsen regularly
issued to and indorsed by Robinson and re-
ceipted for by their customer, sold the
shares in the San Francisco Board, in open
session, for 21,468, and paid the money in
%ood faith to White, less their commission.

his suit was [then brought to recover the
value of the stock sold. Judge Hunt de
cided that under the facts in the case no
recovery could be had against the brokers,
and accordingly ordered judgment in their
favor.
