How to Execute Criminals Painlessly— A

Sacramento Chemist Gives His Ideas on
the Subject.

Eds. Record-Union :In your editorial of
Saturday's issue. May 27th, headed

"
Want-

ed, a Substitute for Hanging," Iwould re-
spectfully add the little knowledge gained in
making experiments with electricity and car-
bonic acid (COL') upon small animals. About
ten years ago, while taking plaster casts of
frogs, previously knocked on the head, I|
ntide the discovery, after cutting out the .
frog from its plaster housing, that the Animal
had regained its former 'Qualities of jumpirg, i
and was a- good as new. Thinking that the :
frog Was ojiy stunned, another frog was j
treated as previously stated, and as aprecan
tionary measure a koife having & Sharp point
was run through its head. In procuring a
mold a wriggling frog is a disadvantage, and
itis desirable that the subject used as a cast
should be deprived of life entirely. On cut- Jting out this second animal, to my surprise it j
also had fullyrecovered its strength, and this j
took place with five different s;'«*d frogs of i
which casts were taken. Icame to the con-
clusion that an amphibious animal, like a
frog, had a rather tenacious life, else plaster
of Paris resuscitated them. Inthe spring of
1878 Iresided in the upper portion of
this city, and found in the vicinity some
very large-sized toads. Iconcluded to ex
periment further upon this ugly creature,
which is. known by the more intelligent as
the gardener's friend. Cue ot these fellows j
was placed under the receiver of an air-pump
and the air gradually exhausted, making in
the meantime observations how greatly the
toad wouldbe astonished when finding itself
gradually in a rarified atmosphere ;or, in
other words, inhaling lets ana less oxygen.
When the mercury in the manometer showed
that the air was almost pumped out, for en-
tirely it cannot be in those pumps, the
toad was noticed to breathe some wlat more
rapidly, but otherwise showed no signs of be-
ing the least inconvenienced. To me itproved
that an animal of that specie can retain life
on a very small quantity of oxygen ;bat to
teat the undertaking further, the animal was
retained in its prison, the air being continu-
ally exhausted ;it was found at the end of
three or four days that no apparent injury
was inflicted by the treatment the subject
underwent.

Now. in order to see what difference there
would be between a cold-blooded amphibious
animal and a warm-blooded one, a mouse was
placed under the receiver. At the firststroke
of the pump it showed great uneasiness, and
at the third and fourth exhaustion it had
ceased to live for want of air.

Another toad was next treated to elec-
tricity, applying first a very weak battery-
power, with arather powerful induction coil.
The tead was placed on a copper-plate in con-
nection with one of the terminals of
the coil, the end had a glass-rod at-
tached to the wire, and witb the point of
the wire the animal was touched at various
parts of its anatomy. Wherever touched,
instant contortions of the body took place,
and after several contacts a white matter or
perspiration appeared on the skin, of which
the odor was not of a quality that would re-
mind one of

Araby the blest

"
or tbe"Valley of the Roses." This may be one of

its weapons, as the toad is not a verydanger-
ous animal otherwiio. The full battery-
power of two Bunseu's cells in good order
was then applied, and ths discovery made
that a touch ' f the wire stretched out the an-
imal to the fullest extent, lifeless, and subse- i
quent experiments by imbedding in plaster
could not resuscitate it. The operation is so
rapidly carried out that one is almost aston- |
ished how an animated being can fromlife to
death be thus instantly carried. The last
experiment was repeated several times, and
always with the same results. There was no
bringing back tolifeagain after the operation
or the application of the wire to the body.
Knowing the powerful effect carbonic acid
(CO2) has on the life of any breathing an-
imal, one of the toads was placed in a glass
jar which had a hole bored through at its
bottom, into which a gloss tube was cemented
and connected with a generator of cart-otic
acid. This experiment i. very simple and
inexpensive. All that is necessary is what
has been already mentioned, then the adding
a Bask, in which a so. all piece of marble or
carbonate of lime is placed. A glass tube,
with a small funnel attached at the
outer end, reaches to the bottom of tke
jar, and another tube is bent at
right angles and connected with the vessel in
which the subject is placed. The tubes are
of course passed through common cork or
India rubber stopples, to nuke the apparatus
airtight. Tne tube connecting with the re-
ceiver only reaches a little beyond the cork.
Afterconnecting the receiver in this case

—
jarwith the generator— all that is necessary
is to pour diluted hydrochloric acid(HCl)
into it by means of the small funnel, and the
action begins

—
c,in the law of chemistry a

stronger acid will always drive out, so to say,
a weaker cne. So, just as soon as the mar-
ble, chalk, or any carbonate is attacked by
the acid, the carbonic acid (always in
a gaseous state when not artificially
compressed) is liberated, and passes
out, driving the air before its as it is
the heaviest. Inthe chemical sense another
compound is formed, and the formula nuybe
set down thus: Ca Ci3(water)+2HCI(Hydro-
chloricacid)— Calcium chloride)-!-
(water) +C 02 (carbonic acid gas) It is
simply converted into a chloride while the
carbonic acid escapes. If sulphuric acid is
uaed, a sulphate of lime is the result with
the escape of the gas. Inorder for fair view
the subject may be placed on a perforated
platform about one-third or half from the
bottom of the jar. Afterconnection is made,
all that is necessary is to pour the acid
through the funnel, and as soon as the vicinity
is reached where the animal breathes the
natural atmosphere, and that is driven out,it
willbe dead. There is very little struggle
and the work appeals t

-
be v. e'.l don*, for the

subject cannot be brought back to life by the
process previously mentioned, nor by mild
shocks of electricity.

There is no doubt the same thing might be
accomplished by carbonic oxide (CO), but
in the use of this gas there would be more
hope inrestoring to life, if efforts are made
shortly after asphyxiati re. The latter is
the gas that generally has the most effect
when people are suffocated by the escape of
illuminating gas, for in that gas there is
always frcm7 to 12 per cent ,and frequently
much more, present. It is the same gas
generated in a charcoal fire when firststarted,
and is resorted to inlarge cities of Europe as
a method of slipping out of thi* world of
tribulation on a cheap scale. Itburns with
a beautiful blue flame, but of a different hue
from chlorine, which also shows a blue color
in its compounds. Carbonic acid does not
burn, but puts out any fire or anything de-
pending upon oxygen: To the plant it is
life ;to the animal itis death when inhaled.

Inadopting either method for capital pun-
ishment, in my eyes electricity has the pref-
erence, and the induction coil should not be
used for the purpose. The drawback in the
application of electrici'y is that it is more
expensive, and a sort of a two-edged sword
in the hands of the inexperiereed. The law
compels the Sheriff to end the murderer's
life, but if the operator shows any careless-
ness he willhave to keep company with the
criminal while passing to the other world. In
the application ot carbonic acid not the
slightest danger is to be feared, and alittle
child could pour the acid into the generator ;
or the gas, previously it-rel up and liber-
ated when required, could b- turned on as in
an ordinary gas-pipe. Th- receiver, or box
inclosing the victim, coul1 bo made to look
quite inviting in the interior. In either
method there is cleanliness, In depriving a
man of life by electricity static as well as
galvanic electricity could be used ;the first,
however, wouldbeunreliable in damp weather.
The dynamo machine, or the
new or improved Faure's secondary battery
would be most serviceable. Inthe latter ev-
erything could be prepared previously. At
the time of execution, for instance, the sen-
tenced person is placed barefooted upon a
metallic platform, on the top of his head the
hair is removed sufficiently to cover a part of
the scalp with some metallic substance. say
platina foil—to be more effective the spot
raay be moistened with acidulated water.
The platform is connected with the battery,

the other end is in the hands of the operator,
properly insulated, and when the word is
given, contact is made by touching the foil
placed on the head, and, if the current has
been strong, the person will not have i-ufti-
cient time to discover what hurt him, for
electricity moves more rapidly than the
nerves in communicating to the brain. Ire-
vision should be made in all cases for the
body to be placed in the hands of the
medical fraternity; better still, a medical
college, and only the most experienced
surgeons should be engaged in the dissection.
Records should be kept describing how the
operation wa- carried out;in what condition
the brain was found; age, size and nativity
of the person. Also the formation of the
head—if possible, the weight of the brain—
and to each record the photograph of the

murderer should be attached, showing forma-
tion of head, face and neck. After dissection,

the body can be passed to the relatives or
town authorities. Better still would itbe to
have them cremated, for this mighthave a
very good effect on the would-be murderers,

as most of them have ahigh opinion of their
bodies, even after death, and knowing that if
a murder is committed the treatment of the
guilty one's body is burning after death, may
have a wholesome effect, and cause them to
reflect before they kill. Should such records
be kept, much might be learned regarding
murderers. Forty or fifty cases wouldjin-
lighten the medical world upon various en-
quiries regarding the subject. All this would
be far more humane than to hang by bung-
linghands. The law certainly does not mean
to torture the murderer. It only wishes to
end his life, and the more swiftlyitis carried
out the more effective and painless itwillbe
to the victim. The age we live in demands a
change soon, for even in the punishment by
death there may be progress Civilization
demands a change, because science offers far
more humane methods, but at the same time

makes the methods far more feared by the
criminal than the old style of hanging by the
neck.

.New Process for Reducing Detractor)'

Ores.
San Francisco, May 31st.

The Pacific

Mining and Reducing Company gave an ex-
hibition to-day of a new process for reducing
refractory ores. Inbrief, itconsists in roast-
ing and smelting, the roasting being per-
formed in a new style of furnace by a combi-
nation of steam and atomized petroleum,
affording an intense and easily-regulated heat.
The ore is then put through a lead bath and
smelted. The inventor, Mr.Campbell, claims
that bis process will reduce the most refract-
ory ores, saving 00 odd per cent, at an ex-
pense ot $0 or $7 per ton, in a much shorter
time than by the previous methods.

Mrs. Hamilton's Case Decided-She Musi
I'o lo Prison.

San Francisco, May To-day the
Supreme Court filed a decision affirming the
judgment of the Court below in the cisc of
Nancy Agues Hamilton, who was tried in
Sacramento county for killing her husband,
George Hamilton, in October, ISSO. The
defense was insanity, and she was found
guilty of involuntary manslaughter, and
sentenced to imprisonment in the State
Prison at San 'uentiu for seven years. The
caee was appealed on nine assignments of
error, three of which were as follows :Sixth,
refusing topermit some of the witnesses to
give opinions of the mental condition of de-
fendant at the time of conversations withher
after the homicide ; eighth, that the verdict
was not sustained by the evidence ;ninth,
that the Court erred in instructing the jury
on the subject of manslaughter and insanity, i
The Supreme Court, sitting in bank, decides
that the Court below had not made at. error
incharging the jury on the subject of insan-
ity, as follows :"Where insanity is relied
upon as a defense, the burden of proof ie on
the defendant, and that proof must be such
in amount that ifa single issue of sanity or
insanity of the defendant should be submit
ted to the jury in a civilcase, they must find
that he was insane ;that insanity must be
clearly established by satisfactory proof."
Justice Sbarpstein dissented.

of two woodchoppers, named Seymour Dry
and Harry Curry, were brought here to-day
from the Dragoon mountains, twenty miles
distant, where they were killed yesterday by
Indians. William 11, Gill, an ere witness,
states that the men were on top of a load of
hay, and were unarmed. The Indians rode

• up behind and shot the men dead, then un-
harnessed the horses and drove them off.
There were eight Indians in the party. Three
were engaged in the killing, two watching
and the three others driving off the stock.
They were heading for Sonora, and were :
doubtless from San Carlos. Intense excite-
ment prevails here. The men willbe awarded
a decent burial to-morrow. There is no real

j danger, except in isolated camps of wood-
choppers. These Indians in the mountains'
are supposed to be driving stock to the hos-

!tiles in Sonora, who were thoroughly whipped
;by Mexican troops and their stock runoff.
Aposse of Deputy Sheriffs went in pursuit
of the hostiles to-night, and word was sent
to the military. Apprehensions are felt for
the family at Deal's ranch, and the wood-
choppers and hay-gatherers in the vicinity. •

Accident on Hip t'omsloek— Seven Men In
Ureal Peril.

Virginia, May 31st. This morning at
8:30 o'clock the Alta pump column broke,
and at 11 o'clock in the forenoon the bulk-
head in the east drift on the -150-level gave
way,letting in aheavy rush of water.

imen were working in the end of the west
drift, 1,400 feet long. Their names are as
follows : P. Denny, M. Curran. F. Mc-
Donald, John Black, John Mulligan and
Morris Connors. Kichard Bennett, the shift
boss, ran out into the west driftto notifythe
men of the danger, and the water following
close after him, he did not come back. The
end of the west drift is fourteen feet higher
than the station, and if the water does not
rise too high the men willbe saved. Airha»
been furnished them right along by means cf

i the compressed air-pipe used in running
drills. The pump was repaired and started
this evening, when the water was but four

!feet above the station. The imprisoned men
Iwere telegraphing an hour ago by hammer-

ing on the compressed air-pipe. Ifthe pump
holds out the men willbe saved.

Later.—News has just come of a slight
accident to the pump, but it will be repaired
in fifteen minutes. Plenty of air is being
sent in to the men, who are still telegraphing.

Virginia,May 31st.— latest reports
from the Alta mine give no hops that the
men in the west drift of the Alta are alive.

founded. Not a sign came from the men
after the water poured into the drift.

When the pcmp started the water was
Ieighteen feet above the floor of the station,

I which wouldgive a head of four feet above
Ithe west end of the drift, and completely fill
!every part. Itis supposed that the men con-

tinued to fight their way toward the shaft till
overtaken by the water and tangled in the
floating timbers. The natural temperature
of the water oa it flowed to the shaft was
about 120°, but when confined behind the

;bulkhead it is supposed to be much hotter.
Atlast accounts the pump had been re-

j paired and was again running. ,

Superintendent Boyle Said he could pump
out the driftin six hours, but it is not likely. that it can be done, as there are about 2,500

j feet of drifts filled. Some say it cannot be'
pumped out in three days, as there is not
only the dead water to handle, but as much
coming in as both pump and tanks can handle.

All the men but Bennett hare families.
Several men who were near the station went
up the shaft when tbe first rash of water
came, which was not great. As Bennett
started off along the drift to warn the men
the face of the whole bulkhead seems to have
gone down.
