not of popular demoralization. An in-
crease in the demand for luxuries would
seem to mean that the rich are getting
richer, Strikes for higher wages, and a
rising market for the necessaries of life show
that at the same time the poor are becom-
ing poorer. The action of the employers

in the cotton and iron trades proves that

manufactaring industries are languishing. |
Anpd all these things together make 1t ap- |
parent that there has been sad blundering |

in many directions, and that with all our

boasted freedom we do not as a people |

know encugh to avoid errors which inflict
almost as much harm upon us as any des-

potism could.
We have adopted a fiscal system which

profeases to shield American Labor from |

competition with that of Europe, and

which is supposed to diversify commerce

and render us independent. Yet at the

end of half a century’s trial of this system |

we find that it has fulfilled none of its

promises ; that American Labor is not

protected ; that we are not rendered inde- |

pendent ; that we have not extended our

foreign commerca ; that in fact all our ten- |

| dencies are dangerous and menaciug. In
| the present year, with a surplus revenue
| of 150,000,000, and a tariff on 3,000 arti-
| cles, we have lost our merchant marine and
| our foreign trade almost entirely ; we have
| managed 8o to increase the cost of living
| that the wages of two years ago are not
sufficient ; at the same time we have con-
trived to let our domestic trade languish
so that manufacturers cannot afford to pay
even as high wages as formerly. While in
i this way the workingmen are being ground
| to the wall, our non-producing classes are

becoming more extravagant than ever. We
| are told that ** the manufacturers who can
* produce the more costly line of goods
““ have all the orders they can fill,” while

| ““ fabrics.”
have not the skill to produce such goods
as France and England manufacture, and
| as very few skilled workmen are import-
ed, the high-priced goods have to come
‘from abroad. Last year $22,000,000 went
to Europe for this class of dry goods alone.

American manufactures out from forcign
markets, and exposes them to the
wild fluctuations of demand which
must always attend a circumscribed
market., Thus the productive capacity
of our mills and forges is checked, and
the country continually suffers from over-
production, every fresh access of which
requires a period of stagnation, which
represents pauperism and suffering to the
working classes. Again, the latter are by
means of their unintelligent organized ac-
tion, their own worst enemies, For in-
stance, the Trades Unions will not allow
more than a nominal apprentice system,
lest the trade be overstocked. The con.
sequence is that skilled labor, which
means educated labor, is harder to get
every year, and when its products are
needed it is found easier to import them
than to send to Earope for the labor and
make the goods here.

The American workingman is in this
way committing suicide, for he is prevent-
ing the improvement and even the perpetua-
tion of his class. Butin his politics he
hurts himself still more by voting to sus-
tain that mischievous, unphilosophiec, dis-
honest and inequitable system misnamed
the Protective system. For it raises the
cost of living, does not keep wages up,
restricts trade, and thus cuts at the work-
ingman from three different directions,
and in three equally deadly ways. The
blessings Protection confers upon him to-
day are these. He is less sure of being
employed at all ; he gets less wages when
he is employed ; and the wages bhe gets
will buy less provisions and clothing and
everything else, than ever before. These
are the results of Protection as practically
experienced by the American workingman,
and yet in Pennsylvania and Massachu-
gotts and New Enpgland generally he steps
up to the polls year after year and votes
for the maintenance of the machinery
which is bringing him nearer to the poor-
house every day of his life. This cannot
go on however. The strikes of this summer
mean mischief. Before the Fourth of July
there will be a quarter of a million men
and women out of employment, according
to the present prospect. This will increase
the stringency in the industrial market,
and the great money centers will begin to
put on the screws. The danger signals are
up, and a panic is once more announcing its
advent by the sure signs which everybody
recalls when it is too late, but nobody
profits by while it is yet time to avoid the
catastrophe.

TEI;LER'S INDIAN POLICY.

| Secretary Teller is about to attempt to
disarm the Indians, and to compel them
| to adopt regular modes of industry. It
will be easier to accomplish the first than
| the second of these propositions, yet it will
| be bard to accomplish either. The Indians
cannot be permanently disarmed, to begin
| with, It might be possible to search them
| all on a given day, and to take from them
|-all the weapons they then possessed. Bt
| it is not possible to prevent them from ob-
| taining fresh weapons whenever they want
them, unless Mr, Teller proposes to strip
| them of every vestige of property. They
| have hitherto obtained most of their fire-
arms from white traders, and they can as
easily do the same in the future. We pre-
dict therefore that the disarming project,
though it may be ostensibly carried out,
will not amount to anything. The pro-
posal to compel the Indians to
| adopt peaceful industries we are com-
| pelled to regard as equally shallow and
ill.considered. If the Indians cannot be
disarmed effectually or permanently,
| much less can their natures be changed at
| the pleasure of the Secretary of the In-
:tcrior. 1t is only by suasion, snd by the
| most patient experiment, that nomadic
races can be induced to abandon their
| roving habits, even partially. Thissuasion
| has already been tried on the more
| advanced tribes, and has been probably

| quite as success:ful as should have been ex-
| pected. As to the less advanced tribes,
| such as the Apaches, we doubt seriously
| whether they can be brought into line with
| nineteenth-century ideas at sll, and it may
| be necessary to sweep them out of the
| way, as the least of two evils, Mr. Teller
| just now is full of new ideas about Indian
| policy. When he has been in office 2
| couple of years we think he will have
| become less confident of his own theories,
| and less disposed to undertake the prompt
| settlement of the Indian question.

| MORE SURPLUS REVERUE.

The receipts of internal revenue for May
show an increase of more than a million and
a half over those of the same month last
| year, The receipts for the last eleven
months show an increase of $10,222 000
| over the preceding eleven months, This
shows that the taxes now being colleoted
are extravagantly in excess of the needs of
the Government, and to the extent that
they are so in excess they assume the
| character of illegitimate confiscation.
The Government has no right or lawful or
constitutional claim to any more taxes than
are needed to defray its regular expenses.
It has no right to go on levying from a
hundred to a hundred and fifty millions of
surplus revenue, to be quarreled over and
| distributed in plunder by Congress. It
| has no more right to do this than it has to
| send armeéd men into the houses of the
| people, with orders to take forcibly from
| them one-tenth or one-twentieth of their
| annual earcings. The collection of surplus
i revenue in fact is an act of governmental
| robbery which partakes of the character of
forcible confiscation. And if the practice
of raising this forced loan is once firmly
established it will be very difficult to do
away with it, becanse so many selfish in-
terests will be enlisted in maintaining the
abuse, and because on the other hand
what is everybody’s business is nobody’s
business, according to the proverbial

saying.

The break-up of the Democratic dead-
lock in the House of Representatives was
also the occasion for a great explosion of
ill-humor on both sides.

* GENERAL NEWS.

The War Between Labor and Capltal—

DOMESTIC NEWS,

The War Between Labor and Caplital.

TroNpALE (South Chicago), June 1st.—The
men at Irondale mills are all out on a strike.
A dispatch has just been received from
Mr. Jarrett, President of the Amalgamated
Association of Iron Workers, stating that he
wi!l be here to-day, Itisthought the question
whether they will continus or not will be
There is no dis-
turbance, though about 1,200 men have quit
work. Representatives of the manufacturers
are here, Seven men are in consultation
with them. The impression is that they will
be ordered to go to work on Jarrett’s arrival.

Prrrspure, June 1st.—This morning the
warfare between labor and capital began in
dead earnest. The fires in every iron mill in
thia city, with one exzeption, have been taken
out and the mills shut down. The exception
is the Union iron mil!ls of Corngee Bro. &
Co., who signed last night. They will con-
tinue to run, having contracts on hand that
must be filled. Tbis iz generally conzidered
a bad bresk, and is calculated to weaken the
lines of the manufacturers. It is one of the
largest iron mills, and has a capacity of 35,-
000 tons a year, The steel miils are rucning
as usual. Most of them have signed the
scale, but as they do not employ many
puddlers it is not thought that their siguing
will have any effect on the situation. It is
expected that most of the sheet mills will
sign within a few daye. It is generally be-
lieved that the strike will not be of lng du-
ration. The mills which have suspended
operations will take advauntage of the condi-
tion of affairs to make needed repairs.

CLEVELAND, June 1st.—The threatened
strike will probably not change affairs in this
city. The Cleveland Rolling Mill Com-
pany's works will be shut down for some
time, but are expected to resume before long.
The works of the Forest City Iron Company,
which employs 100 men, and the Union Roll-
ivg Mill Company, bhaviog 260, have signed
the scale, and are ruoning as usual, The
other iron and steel works here employ non-
union men, and are not affected,

Derrorr, June 1st.—Membera of the
Amalgamated Steel and Iron Association
ewployed at Bough's steam forge, of this
city, and the KEureka iron works of Wyan-
dotte, held a meeting, and decided to post-
pone their strike for ten days. There are 200
men ewployed at Bough's forge, who belong
to the Union. Bough declared that if the
strike takes place he will continue business
just the same. It is probable that if the
employes of the Eureka works decide to
strike, the works will be shut down., There
are sixty men employed at this establish-
ment,

LovisviLLe (Ky.), June 1st.—Two hun-
dred and fifty men in the Central rolling
mill have struck.

New YORg, June 1st.—Although there is
some talk to-day of a more favorable turn to
the labor troubles, many of the foremost
busioess men of this city regard the situation
as very significant. It is said by Western
men who have been in town this week, that
the trades unicns and other labor organiza-
tions throughout the country have attained
a greater and more widely extended systam
of co-cperation in their stiikes this year than
ever before. So complete is their organiza-
tion, they say, that not merely 10,000, but
100,000 men, in different trades, can be
moved to one strike, either simultaneously or
by platoons, as the circumstances, in the
opinion of their leaders, may make advis-
able, It it ssid that June 1st has been fixed
on as the day on which a great number of
iron and coal workers were to strike. It is
at the same time the belief of some well-
infotmed men that over-production and the
continued deprivation of foreign markets
will, before next December, cause the stop-
page of many of the industrial works, aud
force others to work on short time, and that
the suffering and trouble resulting from such
stoppage will tend to seriously increase the
dizcontent of the operative population. Those
who hold this, reproach tha Republicans that
they hava so entirely neglected, during this
long sossion of Congress, to reduca taxes and
reform the tax system.

The Bonded Spirits Inquiry.

W ASHINGTON, June 1st,—The bonded spir-
its bill investigation was resumed to-day, and
the committee examined J. H. Atherton, of
Lonisville. Witness is a member of the Ex-
ecutive Committee of the Kentucky Dis-
tillers’ Aseociation. He said the Association
employed Colonel Wharton for one year from
January, 1882, at a salary of 8300, to lock
after their interests and superintend them
before Cengress. Tha Asscciation had never
employed anyore else, or psid any money to
gecure any iafluence in Congress or elsewhere.
Witness was in Washington in January last,
Offers of assistance were made by certain
gentlemen in prepariog a bill to be presented
te Congress, but the cffers were declined.
Witness positively declined to give the names
of the parties. He had never been approached
by newsgnpet correspondents on the subject,
nor had he received from any newspaper man
any intimsation that certain correspondents
notified him that they weuld kill the bill.
Any such assertion was utterly false. The
gentlemen who had made offers of ac-
sistance had done so in good faith, It was
presumed, of course, that they expected, if
retained, to be paid for their services; but
had not mentioned the name of a zinele Sen-
ator or member or Government official, or
intimated that they might improperly control
any irfluence in Congress. If such had been
the case he would not hesitate to expose
them ; but he did not feel justified in drageing
in the namea of honorable gentlemen and ex-
po:ing them to unjust censure,

The committee in secret session considersd
without actien the refusal of Atherton to
disclose the names of the parties who a
proached him with offers of assistance in
securing the passaze of the bonded spirits
bill. The committee are of opinion that the
question is material, and should be answered.

Sensational Story About Guiteau.

WasHINGTON, June 1st.—The Critic has
the following sensational story: Guiteau
realizes that every succeeding day hastens
him rear that time when the sentence of the
law will be executed. The cheeriul demean-
or and hopeful expressions which character-
izad him throughout have vanished, The fa-
miliar accents and bravado are gone, and in
their stead an ashen hue of terror has ap-
peared. Reading and writing, once favorite
occupations, are not now resorted to by the
assassin. His earnest ponderings are only re-
lieved when occasionally he paces the etone
floor of his cell, unmindful of the death
watch whose eyes are ever upon him, wring-
ing his hands and talking in the most inco-
herent manner. A faw nights since he re-
paired to his cot about 10 o’cleck, and in less
than half an hour woke in the most startled
msaunner, and looking wildly around, ex-
claimed : **I see horrible phantoma before
me, What shall I do? My poor brain reels.
Oh ! why did I aesassinate him!” It took
some time to pacify the assassin, and when
he became peaceful he quietly said : “ Don’t
mind what I said. I was dreaming. We
all dream at times. I am no cow-
ard, nor am I afraid to die. But”

e  continued, it i3  not  possi-
ble that President Arthur is going to
permit them to hani me after what I did to
redeem the Republican party.

FOREIGN NEWS,

The Trouble in Egypt.

Loxpox, Juve 1st,—1In the House of Com-
mons to-day Dilke, Under Foreign Secre-
tary, said the Government, at the suggestion
of France, bad agreed to invite other Powers
to a conference for the settlement of the
Egyptian guestion on the basis of statu quo.
The Government had already proposed to
Freycinet to take the Powers into their con-
fidence. It might be objected that a con-
ference would cause delay, but the Govern-
ment believed, on the contrary, that it would
expedite a settlement. It had been sug-
gested to the Sultan that it was desirable
that the Turkish flag be displayed in Ezypt-
ian waters and Turkish Commissiouers be
conveyed to Egypt thereunder. Admiral
Seymour, he said, had been instructed to
take steps to protect the Suez Canal. The
papers oa the subject will be presented im-
mediately.

(+ladstone dil not apprehend any immedis
ate landing of troops.

Gladstone added that what was most ap-
prehended by European residents in Ecypt,
as likely to endanger their safety, was Euro-
pean military intervention. He did not
apprehend any immediate necessity for the
landing of troops. The Government consid-
ered themselves pledged to uphold the present
Kaedive., It was feared that intervention
by Europe, instead of by Turkey, would in-
flame the fanatici¥m. There was no reason
to consider the life of the Khedive, or the
lives of Europeans, endangered. The rumor
that Indian troops were about to be brought
to Egypt was without foundation.

Sir Charles Dilke stated that there were
French and Xnglish gunboats at either end of
the Suez Canal. The question as to the
Presidency of the Conference was not yet
decided, Turkey will be invited to partici-
pate,

The G vernment received a communication
from De Freycinet to-day, testifying to a
complete concord of views between France
and England,

In the House of Lords to-day the Foreign
Secretary stated that three Euglish war ves-
sels have arrived at Alexandria, and three
more will arrive to-night or to morrow. A
similar French contingent will arrive nearly
simulfaneously. He had no fear whatever as
to the maintenance of telegraphic communi-
¢ tion with Egypt.

The Times, referring to the action of the
English and French Governments in order-
ing reinforcements to their fleets at Alexan-
dria, says: It i3 to be regretted that the
demonstration should not have been origi-
nally made in force, as whether it influenced
Arabi Bey or not, it would have prevented
the panic in Alexandria. It can hardly be
supposed that the conference alone will meet
the needs of the moment. A conference is
of no use while the belligerents are in the
field. The pressiog question is, ** What is to
be done to get Arabi Pasha out of the coun-
try?” Itis the temporary, not ultimate, so-
lution of the tromble which is important at
this moment. If the insurrection is subdued
the Egyptian question will solve itself. In
default of the Sultan’s consent to the mode
of intervention, it is the duty of England
and France to take the matter in thsir own
hands,

LoxDoN, June 1st,—The Z'imes says: Yes-
terday the French Cabinet proposed and
Eugland agreed to recommend that the Pow-
ers and Turkey held a conference at Constan-
tinople to re'tle the Egyptian question on a
basis of statu quo, namely, the maintenance
of the sovereignty of the Sultan, the position
of the Khedive, the liberty of the Egyptians
as guaranteed by form, and the prudent de-
velopment of their interests and the observ-
ance of international agreements,
