WILLOWS.

A representative of the Record-Union
called at the tffbe of the Chief Horticultural
OHi.ter yesterday.

to you." Mr. '/.. writes on the 24th of May
that he had examined the roots of the grape-
vines carefully, but could not find any traces
of insect life similar to that on the willow
root ;also, that there was a small water j
ditch betwe. the grapevines and the willow.
Additional socio,,-- wars also received, and |
after careful examination Mr. Cooke says,
they are undoubtedly a species of phylloxera,
but to is not yet prepared to say that they .
are the phylloxera vastatrix of the grape-
vines. (i'l.c specimens received are mature
females and eggs.) However, ifthey are not
the phylloxera vastatrix, they ate a closely
alliM species. Parties interested in the culti-
vation of the vine should investigate the mat-
ter, as itmay be of great importance.

Mr.CiKike hns else received specimens of a I

species of luetic, from Solano and So ra-
mento counties, that are damaging the .rape- j
vims by riddling the foliage. They are the
Krapevine flea-beetle, italtica chalybea, ami
fee upou the wildand cultivated varieties of I
grapes, ("rest damage has been done to
vineyards in Missouri, Illinois and other
States by tbis pest. Every effort should be
iiid to prevent its spread in the vioeyards
of California. _

At the time of the terrible Nihilist trag- j
edy in Russia, when the Emperor fell a j
victim to Nihilist conspiracy, M'lle Rhea
was performing in the principal theater in
the Russian capital. Among the audience
every night was a young noble, the young-
est son of one of Russia's haughtiest and
most aristocratic noble families. The
Baron lost his heart to the fair actress the
first night he saw her. He learned that in
her private life she was ths same artless
girl, the same noble-minded creature as she
appeared on the stage. He sought an in-
troduction, and in time was received as a
suitor for the queenly Rhea's hand, the
only deception being the suppression of his
real name and title, this being done to
avoid interference from his proud family.
Rhea and him plighted their troths, she
believing him to be a young student and a
military officer of some distinction.
The

'
course of their love ran along

very smoothly, . and it waa arranged
that at the end of their engagement in
St. Petersburg they were to be married
and Rhea was to retire from the stage.
The pleasant programme was never carried
out, for two reasons. The Baron was in
sympathy with the Nihilist movement

—
not to the fullextent to which it was car-
ried, buthe was none the less insympathy
with the general principles of Nihilism

—
and what proved as bad, he was loved by
another —

a ( woman of high caste, who
could not brook the affront of slighted af-
fections. She was cognizant of the Baron's
sympathy with the Nihilists, and when she
discovered the Baron's want of apprecia-
tion of her charms was due to his love for
another, and the other the beautiful girl
whom all St. Petersburg was raving about,
she was resolve*} to be revenged. Rhea
was in great favor with the Court, j The
Emperor frequently visited the theater, and •

had honored Rhea witha request to play |
"Mary Stuart" in the Royal Palace, j

To the Emperor went the haughty i
patricienne and dropped hints that Rhea .
was being used as a tool in .the
hands of the Nihilists, and as the
Baron's political opinions were already j
suspected, she offered to prove the truth of j
her story by proving a clandestine inter- I
view between the Baron and Rhea. This I

was of easy accomplishment, and the sus- !
picions were recorded in the archives of
the secret police. On the night before the
Czar's assassination, and when Rhea was
playing Camille, the box in which her be-
trothed was seated was suddenly entered, I
and Rhea saw a military escort enter and
march off with him. The incident was
fraught with such deadly import in those
times, that the actress stood transfixed
with.horror and finally swooned on the
stage. The Emperor fell next day, and in
the storm of national rage that succeeded,'
the Baron found it impossible'to obtain a
hearing and prove his innocence. lie was
included in the batch for Siberia, and is i
now lingering in the quicksilver mines of \
that fatal region. Rhea herself narrowly
escaped arrest, but incontrovertible proofs |
of their plot against her were produced, i
and the new Czar personally apologised for
the insult offered her.— [New York World. I

The Grass Valley Titling* thus describes
a trap invented by the proprietor of a large
vineyard and orchard near Grass Valley:
The arrangement is very simple, and con-
sists of tin cans baited with vinegar or
very hard cider that has been sweetened
with sugar or molasses. These traps so
baited are distributed (the more the better)
throughout the orchard. Inthe night time
the codling motb, and other moths, go to
the traps and get caught in the sweetened
cider. He tells us that he has already
captured many of the codling variety of
moths. He made the discovery that moths ,
would go to such bait last summer, when !
he had left a lot of apple pomace out over
night, without pressing. Next morning \u25a0

the moths had gathered thick upon the
pomace. Try this trap— there isno patent
on it,and itis cheap.

There is nothing absurd in the proposi-
tion, says the Reno Gazette, that an abun- 1
dance of power for all working purposes
can be transmitted from the Truckee river
to the Comstock mines.

HOW SCALE-INSECTS SPREAD FROM TREE
TOTREE.

1 watched today a colony of hyperas-
pidins coccidivoras Ashmead which has for
two months or more been increasing on the
trunk of a tall seedling orange tree. The
main trunk of the tree is covered densely
withchaff scale [parlatoria pergandii Corn-
stock. Ed.] and upon it the larvse and
imagos of the beetle are feeding. The
greater number are now inimago. Xfound
but one pupa although larva: are still
abundant.

-
The beetles, both larva- and

imago, feed upon the eoccids in all their
stages. They never bite through or tear
off the scale, but seem to push their heads
under, between the bark and the scale. j

Larva of the scale-insect are quite abund-
ant on the trunk, and these arc sucked by
the coccinellid. Although this is not prop-
erly a breeding time of the scale, there are \u25a0

jconsiderable numbers of scale larva? wan-
dering about, mi1Inoticed again and'
again that they frequently mount upon the

Ibodies of the coccinellids while the latter
. are feeding and withoat attracting the
iattention of the beetle. Iteven seems to :
me that they are attracted by the smooth
iand shining surfacs of the hyperaspidiu3 :

|elytra, as Isometimes saw three or four of
Ithe scale larv-e together upon the back
Iof a single individual of this extremely j
•small beetle. As several large coccinellids, :
chilocorus bivulnerus, et al., are extremely
common in all our groves, and all feed
more or less upon coccidß, itdoes not seem :

isurprising that the scale should Ispread
from tree to tree. Another method of
transportation has recently occurred to me.
The shrike or butcher bird is very fond of ,
selecting orange thorns as places to store

!insects. The bird is extremely common,
J and of course preferably Belccts orange

trees that have long straggling branches, in
!fact, precisely those that are most thickly i

infested with long scale. Iknow of one
'

grove, much infested with scale and where ;'
at any time may be co'lected a double ;

Ihandful of dead or living insects (orthop-
tera and common beetles like phanceut)

J from the orange thorns upon which they
Ihave been impaled. The thorns on in-
j fected branches are always thickly coated• with long scale, and in impaling a hard
j shelled insect like phanaus many scales
are torn oif, and both scale* and their eggs

, adhere to the insect. The shrike some-
times transfers the insects it has impaled

;upon one tree to a thorn upon another tree,
j or after making a meal of its prey which it
takes off of a thorn, the bird flies off and
wipes its bill on the next tree. In this
way as well as upon its feet, the bird must
spread scales from tree to tree.
