The citizen, official or party who,

“California.” This looks very like a
thorough-going indorsement of the Anti-
Debris platform, though when taken in
connection with the preceding remarks it
may be calculated to engender some con-
fusion of mind in the average reader.

But having thus forcibly and ** unequiv-
ocally ” declared himself in favor of both
sides ‘‘to the utmost extent of his ability,”
Mr. Johnson goes on to observe: *‘I view
‘“ the coming danger with as much alarm
‘““as can be felt by any one;” (which is
to say, that he will not yield to any man
in his capacity for being frightened ;) ** but
““I am unable to offer a solution of the
‘¢ grzat problem—how to save to the people
““‘the good fruits of both the hills and the
‘“ valleye.” This is discouraging, because
if Mr. Johnson had been able to propose a
solution of the problem, all the other can-
didates would have been spared the funam-
bulistic performance which now awaits
them. *‘But,” he adds, in a burst of op-
timism, ‘‘that it may be done I have
““no doubt.” On reflection he seems to
have thought that perbaps this expression
of confidence was too strong, so he proceeds :
*“ However, to be understocd as I mean,
‘‘the owners of the mines must find their
‘“ own methods for the use and enjoyment
‘“-of their property, subject to settled prin-
‘“ ciples of law, and admitted principles of
“right and justice.” This again looks
jike a too prominent leaning towards the
Anti-Debris side, o he winds up by say-
ing : *“I would deprecate as much as any-
‘‘one the failure of hydraulic mining in
““California, and do not think it will fail,
* but the rivers and valleys, and the prop-
““erty right of individuals, must be pro-
*“ tected.”

We are not surprised that the Marysville
Appeal should think that *the letter ap.
‘¢ pears somewhat equivocal in its construc-
““tion.” If it had not so appeared the
writer would have altogether failed in his
purpose, which obviously was to hold his
balance-pole as evenly as possible. It is
quite possible by careful analysis to make
out a distinct indorsement of both sides
of the question, but taking the letter as a
whole it is not possible to say what Mr,
Johnson really means. What his nltimate
meaning in the premises is, of ‘course every-
body understands. He is a candidate,
and he wants to secure as many votes as
possible, That is the desire of all candi-
dates, and therefore it is hardly to be ex-
pected that this class should welcome
the opportunity of *‘putting themselves
‘““on record” in connection with issues
which divide the eommunity, The candi-
date’s view is that if he takes sides strongly
he destroys his prospects, and there is un.
doubtedly much to be said for that view.
He wants to be elected, and if he cannot
bz elected on a one-sided programme he
will not accept that programme, More.
over, as neither of the parties has thus
far taken sides on these issues, and as it is
conceivable, to say the least, that they
may feel very much as the candidates do
in regard to them, the fierce insistance
of the various partisans of Debris and
Anti-Debris, Sunday Law and Anti-Sunday
Law, is calculated to inflict cruel torture
upon office-seckers, and to darken the
political atmosphere with balance-pole lit-
erature of the type of Mr. Johnson’s in-
teresting but emigmatic letter.

It is believed
that the Government is in possession of much
valuable information concerning tie forger-
ies, but the utmost secrecy is maintained
about it, It is reported that $23 000,000 of
forged bonds, made from impressions ob-
tained from genuine plates, are in circula-
tion ; but this statement is denied with as
much positiveness as it is made, and from
sources entitled to as much confidence. Sen-
sational reports are also atloat of the isiue of
spurious silver certificates, made from im-
pressions of the genuine plates,
