The Treasury Mysteries.

CHicAco, June 5.h,—Regarding the Doyle
case, a Washington special says: Mysteri-
ous things are constantly happening. Only a
little over a week ago the Custodian of the
Burean, Bell, was dismissed for carelesacess,
in leaving twoimportant dies ontside the safe
when the closing-up time came, Now, since
Bell is out, he refuses to talk about his case,
and adds to the mystery of his dismissal, ap-
parently being very well satisfied with his
disgrace. Upon the heels of this comes the
mysterious poisoning of Brooks, the Chief of
the Secret Service. One day during last
week he was violently ill, and 8o were a num-
ber of the members of his family. Examina-
tion showed that arsenic was in the beef
tongue eaten by the family, Why should
Brooks be poisoned at a time when
rumors are plenty at the Treasvry
that the counterfeiters . hold enough
#tock in reserve to dictate their own
terms, and while rumors of other counter-
feit issues from the Government transfer
work are heard constantly in official circles ?
In all this medley of mystery and intrigue,
the case of Doyle at Chicago is made to look
very small. Whether he gets out or uot, is
not now regarded as cof much cocsequence, if
the Gevernment can really get at the bottom
of the affair. Onething is certain, the Treas-
ury people will not be able to go on much
further without attraclicg tho attention of
Congress, If it were not so near the close of
the session, when 8o mary interests are press-
ing to the front, a resolution of inquiry would
have been introduced and pushed for consid-
eration.

It is bslieved that this week the Treasury
people will order Brockway and Smythe re-
leased. If this is done, the interest will be
concentrated npon the I'reasury investigation

The Bonded Spirits Investigation,

WASHINGTON, June 5H:h, — Shufeldt, of
Chicago, the President of the National Dis-
tillers’ Association, testified that he raieed
34,000 from the Ken'ucky distillers to get a
bill passed reducing the tax to 50 cents a gal-
lon. They intended to hire a lawyer. The
bill was amended by striking out the reduc.
tion clanse, and the fund is now intact. The
money was collected from Kentucky because
the bonded section of the bill is more in their
interest than in the interests of the North-
west. He had, besides this, raised $1,500 in
Cincinnati, $1,000 in Lexiogton, and $£1,000
in Pennsylvania, About $1.500 has been
used in defendicg the prohibition suits in
Kauesas and Ohio, and about $1,500 in de-
fraying the personal expenses of the Execu-
tive Committee, Not a dollar was used other-
wise. Nobody ever approached the witness
offering assistance or wanting employment.
The Northwest was chiefly interested in se-
curing a reduction of the tax, Lecause it was
largaly interested in the export trade, and a
reduction to 50 cents per gallon, which would
leave a tax of 94 cents per gallon on proof
spirits, would enable them to export and also
to sell their alcoholic spirits for use at home
in the arts and manufactares, which they
cannot do now and compete with foreign
spirits, Varnishes can now be imported
cheaper than can be made, If the bonded
period was not extended, about 34,000,000
gallons would be unloaded on the market in

Loxpoy, June 5th.—Davitt has written a
long reply, which appears to-day, to a pam-
phlet entitled ** The Truth About the Land
Leagne,” published anonymously some weeks
ago snd extensively circulated throughout
the United Kingdom, and now reissued under
his own name, by Arthur Arnold Forster,
son of the ex-Chief Secretary for Ireland.
The purpose cf the pamplet is to show that
the Land League and those connected with it
had in view the commission of outrages,
wutilatiop, plunder and murder. The evi-
dence is supplied by ex‘racts from speeches
and newspaper articles.

Davitt’s reply is that the evidencs has been
garbled. Passages have been persistently re-
moved from the context, and mitigating parts
nave been suppreseed, The object of the
pamphlet, he says, is to arouse a prejudice
and enkindle hate for which opportunity has
b:en zfforded by the Dublin assassinations—
a purpose which he designates as wicked
and hateful at a time when the efforts
of good men on both eides ara being
dirccied to sllay passion. Davitt cuttingly
romatrks that he regrets that the author had
not been brought up under a betier influence |
than that of presenting a He which is half
truth, He maintains that anything may be
proved in the same fashion egsinst the re-
formers who have given England untaxed
bread and an extension of the franchise, Had
not Forster, Sr.. he asks, done mischief
enovgh, without Forster, Jr., coming forward
now? It was Forsters of centuries ago, he
maintained, who stusg Irishmen to madness
and helped to make the people of the two
countries hate each other, so that the ac-
cursed system might be easier to rule and
ruin. To the charge made in the
pamphlet that in 1870 Davitt was commit-
ted as a felon, havicg been engaged in a
plot to murder, Davits replied that what he
did in 1870 iz "no proof of what he did in
1880, and inquires why the pamphlet, which
pretends to tell the truth about the Land
League, does not tell the whole truth about
his share therein, °' I drew up the charter of
the Lard Leagua,” says Davitt, *‘and I drew
up the icstructions to organizers, From that
time uatil the orders of Forster reconsigned
me to a convict prizon, I made a huadred
speeches. Why does not Forster makejuo-
tations from any of the:e, if he would find
me guilty of inciting to outrage and murder?
The answer is that he cannot, I defy him to
name an instance wherein I did otherwise

-

than decry force and pro‘est against
outrage. If he cannot see this
he has mno right to go back ten
years.,” Davitt goes fully into the evi-

denca agaiost him in 1870, and says it would
not have hung a dog at another time, and
that Forster’s suppression of the facts in con-
pection therewith is more cruel and cowardly
than the act of a miserable Mocnlighter in
Ireland. The other statements quoted
against the Land Lesgue, he aszerts, are
made by men who had no more right to rep-
resent the League than Forster has to repre-
sent the Society of Friends. Ia the extracts
quoted from the Irish World he accused
Forster of bringing false witnesses for the
purpose of making political capital out of
uational hate. He concludes with a high
compliment to Herbert Gladstone, and con-
gratulates the Premier on having got rid of
Forster,
