Itwillbe j
seen that May, 1879-80, gave more rain than
any other ;they were also the coldest, the
prevailing wind being southwest tcr May,
187!", and northwest for May, 1880, Th» I
most singular thing about May, 1880, U the I
increased humidity over the other years. :
while itis generally believed that a prevail-
ing northwest wind would cause i;to be much
dryer than when the direction of the wind i«,
from the south. There was also very much I
more wind inMay, 1880, than usual— in*fact, j
over 1,000 mile* more than the average for
five years. Take itall in all, the meteorologi-
cal conditions for May, 1830, were of an un-
usual character from what the weather

THE DEATH SENTENCE.
Joseph Hurtado and Simon Raten to be

Hanged on Wednesday. July 2«th.
Yesterday morning at 10 o'clock was the

time set for pronouncing the death sentence
on Simon X«ttn, for the murder of James
Lansing, acd Joseph Hurtado. for the mur-
der of Jose Estuardo. Long liefore the ap-
pointed hour the Court-ro:>m was filled with
a large crowd of spectators. Sheriff Heilbrnu
and fcis de] u.iei came into the Court-room
with the two criminals a few momenta before
10 o'clock. The prisoners both appeared
somewhat excited, and neither exhibited that
doti't-care air which they did during their
trial, iioth men looked paler than usual, and
i* was evident from their appearance that
their confinement was wearing upon them.
The attorneys <;f the defendants occupied
seats beside them at the bar. F.lwood Biu-
ner, counsel for ltaten, and C. T. Jones,

I counsel for Hurtado, filed motions foe the ar-
rest of judgment and for new trials. Their
motions were overruled. C. T. Jones, onbe-
half i.f Hurtado. filed an affidavit complain-
ing < f the illegality of taking the testimony
of oue witness a ci;k woman— when the
defendant was not present. He claims that
the new Constitution provides that the de-
fendant must be present when the witness
testify. Judge T. B. McFarland was added

!a< counsel f >r Hurtado, and will assist C. T.
IJones in the case.

When Simon Kfcte^ was awked ifhe had
anything to Bay why the sentence of death
i-houM not be passed upon him, he aro&e and
addressed tho Court. He spoke for about
fifteen minutes. His speech was earnest, mv

!passioned, and at times really eloquent. He
Ispeaks very poor KnglUh, and is difficult to

understand. Th :following is about the sub-
stance cfhis remarks :"

F.ight days before the killing of Lansing
Ipass.-d a |6 piece over a bar on Fifth street
for a 5-cent glass of beer

-
The barkeer er

claimed that it was a 25-cect piece, and re-
turned me 20 cents ia change. Itried to in-
duce him to give me tho proper change.
When Icould not prevail upjn him to do ho

Iwent to Judge Henry's room, near by, and
| asked that a warrant should be issued for the

man who thus robbed me of my hard-earned
nvjney. Judge Henry refused to give me
the warrant, and ordered me from his house.
On the d»y bti >re the homicide 1 was in the
Helvetia Ksstaurant, on Fifth street, be
tween J and K. While there Iwas assaulted

I>y a man by the name of Kricki n, who
pjonded ma np in a most brutal manner.
The door was locked, so that Icould not es
cape, and Ijumped through a glass door into
the street. This fight was entirely un-
provoked on my part. After 1 was on
the xidewalk, Brickaoo followed me and
struck me a blow in the face so hard that I
was felled to the ground, stunned. Ithen
went to the police station and asked Chief
Karcher for a warrant fjr the arrest of the
man who had so brutally assaulted me. The
Chief told me that be did not issue warrants,
but that ifIwould call next morning 1could
procure one. At 10 o'clock the cext day 1
went to the City Attorney and asked for a
wairant. He requested me to go out into the
back yard and wait awhile. Idid so. At

Iabout twenty minutes past 11 Ireturned, re-
newed my request and wis ordered away. 1
then went to Judge Henry and asked him for
a warrant, and ha also refused to issue one.
When Icould get no redress in the Courts,
and fearing that KricksoD would kill
me, 1 purchased a pistol, and made
up ]..y mind to defend myself. I
met Krickson in the afternoon, lie drew
hla pistol, but Igot iv my shot first. 1 did

-' not shoot again, but endeavored to escape
being shot myself. Iran around the corner
intoFourth i-treet, thence into the alley, with
a howling :iw!<inpmsttlt; crying *Sbo:>thim !''liang hin. :' 'Killhim!' Mr.Wilson hud a
rope inhis hacd t > bang me with. Just at
that moment James Lingitjg ran out, inter-
cepted me, and Ithought my life was in
danger. One of ray eyes wm completely

Iclosed from the effects of the beating given
ime the day before. Idid not intend to kill
| Lansing. Irl uridhed my pistol in order to

intimidate my purfuers. When Ifired Idid
not intend to hit Lansing. Had Ihave re-
ceived justice from the City Attorney and
Police Judge the homicide would never have
occurred. Iam a hard-working, honorable
man, and a go»d mechanic. Had Ireceived
the protection Ihad a right to ask for at the

| Police Court, Lansing to-day would be alive
j and 1would not be a condemned criminal."

ll»ten spoke of his counsel, stated that he
| had given him $200 in money, and he did not
!know whether he had done his duty or not.

TheC'jurt assured I;den-that his counsel,
Mr. Bruncr, had done everything that could
be done for his case. Daring the time that
X lU-ii was delivering hia address, although
the room was crowded aim .ft to suffocation,
it w..< so quiet that the ticking of the clock
could be heard all through the room.

Judge Denson, after X ten had fiuished,
spoke as follows :

uianding him, the said Sheriff, to extcite thfl
judgment in this case byhanging th: said de-
fendant, Simon Raten, liythe neck until he
is dead, on Weantsday, U.e 2ii;h day of Jnly,
1882, which day is hereby appointed ts the
day for carrying the jilgaieut herein into
execution."

'Hurtado, when askeii ifhe had anything to
siy why sentence should not be passed upon
him, replied in a clear tone of voice,

"

no remarks to make." Judg<? Denson then
pronounce the sentence. Mmiltr to that pro-
nmnced on I:I'an, esying trias the prisoner
should ba hanged until he was dead on
Wednesday, July 2<i, 1882.

A
great many who were present yea'erday and
heard him, say that ifba ha 1 nuda tue same
statement during his f.r>nl h.) never could
have been convicted cf n.urdsr ia the first
degree. One of the men wno -.vaa on the jury
that convicted him »aj.< that if Katen had
made that statement before the jury he never
would have been sentenced to be hang d. Mr.
Bruner, his attorney, says he is confident he
could have saved him from the gallows had
Raten informed him of those facts. For sev-
eral days pant Hurtado has been very de-
spondent, and evidently has but little hope.
Yesterday his aged mother called to see him,
and their meeting was most affecting. Raten
grows uglier in disposition every day. Yes-
terday morning he refused to eat or dress
himself, and for some time itwas feared that
there would be difficulty in getting him to
the Court-room. He finally yielded to the
request* of Jailer Newbert, and did as he
was bid.

Isquxht Held.
- Yesterday, about 10

o'clock a. M,, the body of Peter Peterson was
found floating in the Sacramento river, just
below Sutterville. The body was takeu in
charge by Coronet Verniilya, and an inquest
held last evening. The name of the deceased
was ascertained to be Peter Peterson.* He
was anative of Denmark, 73 years of age,
and came to his death by accidental drowning.
