
LOCAL INTELLIGENCE.
YESTERDAY'S SOLAR PHENOMENA

The circle seen around the sun yesterday
afternoon is knownin meteorological science
as an halo of about 22° radius, and is ex-
plained by Professor Loomis, of Yale Col-
legs, as follows:

"
Halos are circles of pri?-

___fnatic colors farmed around the tun or moon.
Whenever halos are formed about the sun,
the air is filled with fine prismatic crystals of
ice, and these crystals occupy every possible
position with respect to the sun's light. The
halo of 22° radius (the size of the one yes-
terday) is formed by the light of the sun

'shining through these crystals of ice.
The inner edge of the circle is colored red,
and is quite well defined ;the outer edge is
of a pale blue, and is not sharply defined.
Such a circle iinever eeen when the sky is
perfectly clear, but only whenitis hssy, and
presents a dull, milky appearance, that halos
of any decree of brilliancy are seen. Such a
halo may bo formed in midsummer, because
at a moderate elevation above the earth's sur-
face the condensed vapor of the air is fro-°ueven inthe hottest weather. Th. production
of halos may be experimentally illustrated by
crystallizing tome salt like alum upon a glassplate, and then looking through the plate' at
the bud or a candle. A few drops, of a satu-
rated solution of alum spread over a plate of
glats willsoon cover itwitha layer of minute
crystals. Ifweplace the eye close behind thesmooth side of the glass and look at a candle,
wo shall Bee the candle surrounded by threehalos of different dimensions. Each crystal
of alum is a regular octaedron, with tbe sixangles truncated, forming tbo outline of a
cube. Ithas therefore faces inclined to eachother at angles of TO', 90" and 110 ,and theseangles occupy every p.ssible [josi-.ion with
respect to the glass plats. Tht smallest halo
la form by the refraction of the rays of
light through a pair of faces inclined to each
other at an angle of 70";the second halo is
formed by a pair of faces inclined to each
other 90", and the third halo by faces inclined
at an angle of 110°." The display yesterday

that the lieht cirrus clouds was of just

jsufficient density to produce a well-defined
', outline of refracted light, of each color super-

posed one upon another, of the different
colors of the spectrum, beginning with red
next the sun, and ending in pale blue on the
extreme outer limit of the circle or halo.

. question, and for the present, at lout, there- will bl no farther emigration of Chinese
from California tothe East. As many as can
•rill return to the Pacific slope. Tho Chinese
treaty suits the Chinese in the United States.
We don't want any more of our countrymen
to come here for the present.* Mora Chinese
means a greater redaction in the price of
labor, and of cour.e that works a hardship
nn the thousands of oar people already here.
There are bat comparatively few Chinamen
Inthe East, and those are all located in the
large cities. Iam going to engag; in the
manufacture of boots and shoes inSaa Fran-
cisco."

Reminiscence oi» Thirty-three year*

mt* yesterday George W. Chesley, '. of this
city, arrived in California. Yesterday he
collected around him at his office in his store,
on Front street, quite a number of th" mem-
bers of the Pioneer Association, and broke
open a basket of champagne. When called
upon to give an account of bis early days in
California, Mr. Chesley spoke as follows :
"Thirty-three years ago today, on tbe 13:h
day of Jnne, 1849, Iarrived in the harbor of
San Francisco. Icame on the steamer Ore-
gon. Captain Pierson, the second trip she
made from Panama. Iimmediately went.into the auction business in San Francisco.
The name of the auction house was Johnson,
:Chesley &. Clark, and oar place of basinets'was on Washington street. In1830 1came to
Sacramento and engaged in buying and sell-
ing horses and mules in the horse market. :;IIfollowed that business for quite a while, and
frequently made from one hundred to two

:hundred dollars per day. Tiring of:horse
trading, Iformed a partnership with A.J.

\u25a0 Bryant, late Mayor of San Francisco, and
went into mercantile business on Front street
in this city. The morning after the great fire

,of 1852 Iwent to San Francisco, where Ire-
mained until 1855. In 1853, while in San
Francisco, Governor Bigler appointed me a
Notary Public. In 1855 Ireturned to this
city, located permanently, and ever since have

.; called Sacramento my home."

THE FOURTH OF JULY MEETING.

The meeting for the celebration of the
Fourth of July held its third session last
evening, Mayor Brown presiding, O. P.
Dodge, Secretary.

W. H. Mills, in behalf of the Literary
Committee, reported that iv its opinion there
should be (ucdsr the regulation agreed on by

the committee to have the exercises at even-
ing) reading of the Declaration, prayer, ora-
tion and instrumental music. Ithad accord-
ingly selected as Chaplain, Rev. Dr.Deal;

Reader, J. T. Carey ;Orator. Henry Edger-
ton. The report waa received. Subeequently
itwas taken up and adopted, and the Com-
mittee on Vocal Mußic discharged, it report-
ing also in favor of the plan ef the Literary
Committee.

Tke Chair then called on the various com-
mittees to report.

Finance Committee D. Lubin, for the
First Ward, reported $1,114 50 collected and
$107 50 outstanding, with a few more to see,
who would contribute. The committee was
thanked and given further time. Second Ward
—J. W. Wilsonreported a canvass of twodaya,
with$388 subscribed or collected as a result.
He thought the ward would raise itto $400.
Third Ward— Mr.Kirnsaid the effort to get
the committee together had thus far failed.
He asked for a new committee, and Fred.
Kirn, J. T. Griffitts, P. H. Russell. C. H.
Stevens, Philip Seibenthaler, C. V. Kellogg,
J. T. Carey, A. J. Rhoads, Samuel Blair
and E. E. Ames were appointed, and 940 A.
M. to-day at the Hall of Records appointed
for them to meet. Fourth Ward— A.S. Hop-
kins reported $200 collected, $25 more prom-
ised, and thought ths ward would raise in all
$350. The Third Ward was again discussed,"
and in the estimates it.was agreed that the
ward ought to raise $500. This made tha.
total something less than $2,400.

The Committees on Instrumental Music,
Printing, Fireworks, Carriages, Representa-
tion of States and Territories, and Repre-
sentation of George and Martha Washington
reported progress, and we granted further
tim

The Oraml Marshal reported that he had
been enabled by courtesy of the Ricobd-
Union to publish an address of invitation to
the people of the interior. He had sent
printed invitations setting out the plan ti
celebration in detail to over seventy civic
societies. He had sent invitations to promi-
nent officials. He had invited organizations
from many towns and cities. He had named .
his aids and subdivided the body into com-
mittees on display by Pioneers, Mexicara,
Continental Guard, on mining and trades
representations, etc., etc., and expected re-
ports fromhis committees Wednesday even-
ing.

G. W. Hancock, from the Committee on
Equestrian Display, reported that his com-
mittee could insure that part of the proces-
sion to be a success. Already twenty-six
ladies had given their pledge to appear in the
line on horseback, and many would be es-
corted by gentlemen. Ladies from various
points in the county and State were yet to be
heard from, and there would certainly be a
large cavalcade in line, and it would be, he
thought, one of the most striking features of
the entire celebration. The expense would
be very light.

Mr. Lubio, from the Committee on Repre-

sentation of States and Territories, reported
that the cost would not exceed $75 -

Mr.
Karcher desired instructions to the Printing
Committee as to what expense to go to. The
Fireworks Committee, through A. J.
Rhoads, desired instructions as tothe amount
to contract for. Messrs. Sullivan and Picks,
from the Carriage Committee, said $10 would
cover the cost, the officials in the city saying
they did not wish the committee to furnish
carriages for them, as they intended to fur-
nish their own. '

S. J. Jackson and A. 3. Greenlaw, from

the Committee en Decorations, reported esti-
mates for fivecars and platform for literary
exercises to be $313, exclusive of horses.
Tha committee was instructed not to
rxesed $268, exclusive of horses,

-
which

it was stated it was ; believed
could be borrowed. Mr. Hamilton and Mr.
Berkey reported the probable cost of uni-
form-, etc., for the Continental Guard and
the Washington display to be not to exceed
$100. It was estimated that the Grand
Marshal's expense would fall within $100,
and clerical expenses not exceed $50. The
Fireworks Committee was authorized tocon-
tract to tbe extent of $850. Salutes were
estimated at $40, printing at $200, aid to
fire department display at $100. For fire-
balions $25 was voted. On the question of
instrumental music there was a long consul,
tattoo, but no definite conclusion reached, the
estimate of $500 being considered by some
too gre.-.t, and by others not excessive. John
Latterly was, by request of the Decoration
Committee,* added to that body.

When all the estimates were in, t.e Chair
announced that they exceed sd the amounts re-
ported and expected from th* Financs Com-
mittees by some $300. Itwas tbe general
expression that the $3,000 first asked for will
be needed, and thata vigorous effort should be
made to raise it,while .very expense should
be carefully guarded from running to excess.
The meeting then adjourned, to .'assemble
Friday evening at 8 o'clock at the Court-
house, to hear further reports and to further
consider the matter of the celebration. A
very patriotic spirit pervaded the meeting,
and the general sentiment was that the pro-
posed celebration willbe made to exceed in
all details all former ones here.

BUSINESS IN SACRAMENTO.

AAreporter took a stroll yesterday through
that portion of the city occupied by the
wholesale merchants.

' He found them |all
busily engaged in patting.up and shipping
goods, and found oat from inquiry of the pro-
prietors that they were all doing a thriving

busiuess.
_
Sacramento merchants now supply

nearly, ifnot quite all, the trade of Amador,
ElDorado, Placer and Nevada counties. The
people of those sections have become con-
vinced that they can do much better trading

.with the Sacramento merchants than they
can with (hose of San Francisco. . Tbe three
flourmills of the city are running night and
day and turning out 1,000 barrels cf the beat
flour made in the .world every twenty-
four hours. Sacramento flour has . a
reputation all :over ; the Pacific slope
and through the Southern States as being
about the best that ismade, . The pork-pack-
ingestablishment of Mohr k Yoerk has been
recently greatly enlarged, and today they
are furnishing almost the entire coast with
hams and bacon that are far superior toany-
thing that is imported from the East. The
foundries and machine shops are all full of
work, and keep a large force of men con-
stantly employed in each. The wholesale
fruit and produce dealers, of which there are
several large firms in this city, are doing a
large business. In a few days, _ when the
fruit crop comes in, those firms willuse a
small army of fruit-packers and ship a train
of fruit from this city every day. The Cap-
ital Packing Company,' on Front street,
are employing over one hundred hands, and
ina few days willdouble their force. .They
are canning and shipping East thirty-five
tons of salmon per week. They have eighty-
five women and girls employed in canning
cherries, apricots, etc. One of the busiest
places in the city is the box factory of
Matthew Cooke k Son. Hare yon find a
:large number of hands, principally boys and
girls, engaged in the manufacture of fruit
boxes and crates and berry and grape baskets.
This firm ore turning cot thousands of boxes
and crates daily, and they give every boy
and girlthat comes along and wants work,
employment. The Ca| it.il Packing Com-
pany and Cooke k Son., lv.* factory are fast
settling the question, "What shall we do
with our boys and girls !

There
ars sixteen Societies ef Turners in this State,
Oregon and Nevada, which constitute what
is called the Pacific Turn-Bezirk. They are
all incorporated institutions, and receive
charters from and belong to the North
American Turner Union. The object of
these Societies is the mental and physical
development of man • to make their mem-
berswho afe nearly ail

acquainted

wi h the laws of the United States, and
make of them good and law- abiding citizens.
The principal things taught are gymnastic
exercises, fencing and swimming. The teach-
ing of vocal music also receives great atten-
tion, and every Turner Society has what
they term a

"
Harmonic Club." They are

also in some respects a military body, and
considerable attention is paid to military
drill. Inmany of their clubs they form dra-
matic companies, for the purpose of giving
amateur Ientertainments. The Societies
which will be represented at the coming
festival are located at Sacramento, Oakland,
Stockton, San Jose, Los Angeles, Virginia
City, Marysville, Petaluma, Napa, Portland,
Oregon ;San Luis Obispo, Redwood Cityand
three Societies from San Francisco. |There
are also three or four independent organiza- >

tions of Turners which willbe present at the
festival, and compete for prizes. The mem-
bership of the Sacramento Turn Verein is
about 100, among whom are some of our
most respected citizens.
