A CHANGE OF DOUBTFUL EXPEDIENCY

The French Chamber f Deputies has un-

der consideration alaw the enactment of

which will change the eonstitution of the
judiciary of that country entirely. The
proposition is to abandon the appointive
system for,the elective, and thus conform
the French to the American judiciary.

Before adop ing so important a change the
French legislators will do well to give more

study to the workings of the principle pro
posed to them, In the United States the
system of electing Judges has certainly
not operaled o satisfactorily as to justify

3

its extension. The chief defect of our
elective judiciary has been found to con-
sist in the great difficulty of obtaining real
independerce on the bench. It has ap
pearel to Le the rule that while in the
absence of exciting issues our elective
judiciary worked smoothly and well, the
presence of such issues is always liable to

be reflected in the decisions of the bench
Sometimes this tendepcy towards bias has
been productive of very alerming and dis
creditable manifestations. Instances have
occurred in which Courts have seemed
little better than the
excited factions, and where the fandamental
principles of justice and equity have been
disregarded, or even flagrantly violated,
for the apparent purpose of gratifying and
pandering to the prevailing popular senti-
ment. It is true that it is impossible un-
der any circomstances to secure absolute
impartiality on the bench, since Judges are
human, and cannot entirely divest them-
selves of prejudice in the performance of
their duties. It is true that the appointive
system has sometimes produced marked in-
stances of bias, and that there must always
be some danger that appointed Judges
will be more or less subservient to the
source of their power. But when every
allowance necessary has been made for
these drawbacks, it must be admitted that
the danger of bias and subserviency is very
much less in the appointive than in the
elective judiciary.

In the first place the practice of electing
Judges for a few years produces many bad
results, The exercise of judicial functiona
necessarily unfitsesa lawyer for practice at
the bar, and this every man who has
served on the bench, and then returned
to practice as an attotney, must admit.
The habit of weighing both sides of every
case in an even balance, which is indispens
able to the Judge, is injurious to the prac-
ticing lawyer, since it tends to preveni
him from applying his mind with any
enthusiasm to oome side of a cause.
The bench therefore tenis to disqualify
its occupants for practice at the bar, and for
this reason the man who has served a term
as Jadge naturally desires to remain on the

mouth-pieces of |

and they rcfuse to reeume even at the old
rates. The men in these places huve
thrown themselves out of employment, and
they may have to endure much suffering
before they get work again. The truth is
that the whole movement was 2 piece of
almost incredible folly, and that it has had
no other effect than to squander the hard-
earned reserves of a great number of
Trade Unione, and to injare the standing
of all the labor organizations which bave
been engaged in it. It is really pitiable to
see the workingmen thus sacrificed to the
obstinacy and folly of a little cligue of im-
postors who pretend to know just what is
best for their creduloua followers, yet who
have never yet won for them a single ad-
vantage, but have on tke contrary caused
them many and heavy losses, and have in
fact prevented them from improving their
condition. Some dey they will see that
organization is no use to them unless it is
guided and controlled by honesty and in-
telligence, and that when organization is
guided and controlled by dishonesty and
stupidity, the rank and file are merely
helpless victims and dupes, and not free-
men making good and sensible use of their
privileges and opportunities.

ROBESON AND THE NAVY,

Robeson sustained rather a heavy fire
in the House on the question of the navy,
and he came out of it looking the worse
for wear. His answers to questions con-
cerning the present condition of the naval
forces of the country were in the last de-
gree nonsensical, and his efforts to wave
the ‘‘bloody shirt" were altogether in the
line of opera bouffe. Few more comical
things have been said than his solemn re-
mark that he thanked God all the present
war vessels had been built or projected
under his superintendence. Why should
Mr, Robeson thank God because his labora
as Secretary of the Navy have resulted in
destroying the navy of the United States ?
Why should he exalt because 200,000,000
have been equandered in ten years upon
repaire to a number of rotten old vessels
-which are absolutely unserviceable after all?
Why should he take credit to himself for
having been at the head of the Navy
Department at the time when it was
honeycombed with jobbery and corrup-
tion ! These are questions which he would
perhaps undertake to evade by some vague
reference to the war of the rebellion. He
reminds us of that Senator Radcliffe, in
the novel called ‘Demodracy,” who used
to excuse the most flagitious practices by
a lofty pretense of patriotism, and who
thought that bribery and fraud and ballot-
box stuffing were all perfectly legitimate if
it was only announced that they were un-
dertaken ‘‘in the service of the State.”
Mr. Robeson is probably not wholly respon-

bench. Bat in order to secure another
term he must employ the arts of the poli-
tician. He must strive to render himself
popular. He mus}
conscientious discharge of his judicial func-
tions consist with the practice of a cer- |
tain amount of demagogy. This he cannot |
do, for the two things are incompatible.
But many Judges have attempted the feat,
and to the derogation of their independ-
ence and impartiality. Should eome
exciting issue arise, involving litigation,
there is a strong temptati® to the office-
seeking Judge to assume a position in re-
gard to it which will create the impression
that he can be trusted to render a decision
in barmony with the prevailing sentiment.
Of course no man can enter into such
methods without injuring his own char-
acter and degrading the bench, but such
temptations beset an appointed judiciary,
aad there are many who yield to them.

S5 common, indeed, has this kind of ju-
dicial pandering become that men often
discuss the probable action of this or
that Judge upon leading issues, in con-
pection with, and as being dependent upon,
their political ambition. It is possible that
in many cases the persons so spoken of im-
agine that they have escaped criticism, but
the public scent for selfish motives is very
keen, and few who have been led away
by their office-hunger escape detection.
It is however, not altogether just to put
upon the Judges the responsibility which
really belongs to the system. An elected
judiciary must, in the nature of the case,
be less independent than an appointed one.
The very principles and considerations
which operate in the most salutary way
when spplied to other officers, affect the
judiciary injuriously. It is necessary and
desirable that other public officers should
always be strictly amenable to the public.
It is neither necessary nor desirable that
the judiciary should be amenable to public
opinion. For they are appointed to admin-
ister laws already framed, and to do justice
between contending parties without respect
of persons, and without fear or favor. The
ideal Judge is completely independent of
He is gnided by the
law and by his conscience, and he recog-
nizes no other influence, It is to him in.
different whether the party to a case be
popular or uapopular ; whether the result
of a case be this or that, He proceeds in
all cases with the same impartiality,
and he renders his decisions upon no other
ground than that of right.

Under the elective system it requires a
very strong and self-poised nature to live
up to this standard, and such natures are
gseldom found in the political arena. A
Judge, moreover, should not have to seek
office. He should be selected for it be-
cause of his manifest qualifications. Nor
should he be chosen- for his politice, since
they can only exercise a disturbing in.
fluence over his legal attainments. Under
the appointive system Governments are
compelled to make selections which will
stand criticism, but no such obligation
rests upon the people, and as a result men
totally unfit are every day nominated and
elected to judicial offices. The French
Chamber of Deputies is on the verge of a
great mistake, and should it adopt the
elective system for its judiciary it will re-
pent the change instantly. It has at
present some difficulties to contend wita,
but they are as nothing to those which are
inseparable from the elective system. In
this country public opinion is steadily mov-
ing towards the abandonment of the
method which the French appear about to
adopt 8o precipitately.

AT LAST,

At last the Japanese Indemnity bill has
passed the Senate. It has taken about
seventeen years to loosen the grip of Con-
gress upon this petty sum of $785,000,
although no session has passed without
an indignant remonstrance from the press
of the country, and a frank seiting forth
of the obligations of the Government.
Even now the Senate has nob been able
to return the money in a handsome and
honorable way, but after having enjoyed
tho use and interest of it all these years
it adopts the small-minded and miserly
course ot striking off all repayment of the
interest, and handing back only the bare
principal. This, of course, involves the
illegitithate appropriation, or, in other
words, thestealing, of the entire interest, yet
the Senats would rather diegrace the
country by this exhibition of meanness
than do its plain duty in paying to Japan
the full amount, principal and interest.
It is well that the bill has secured a pas-
sage at all, however, for several times it
looked as though the claim would be re-
pudiated.

THE GREAT STRIKE COLLAPSING.

The great strike in the Eastern States is
already collapeing. The fact that it was a
great blunder has forced itself upon the
minds of the strikers, if not upon the
minds of their advisers, and everywhere
they are returning to work at the old
rates.

THE MISSOURI BANK ROBBERS,

It is clear enough that the Missouri bank
robbers who bave just been captured did
not belong to the band of the late lamented
Jesse James. His men would never have
allowed themselves to be trapped in that
way, or if they had been so trapped they
would have fought like wolves to the last,
and would then have expected to be
Iynched. We fear that the chivalry of
Missouri is on the decline, and that the
death of Jesse James has given it a death-
blow. The conception of the last bank
robbery was pretty, and it was carried out
somewhat neatly, but there was no head to
the band of robbers, and so they could not
effect their escape. Still, if Governor
Crittenden will undertake to open negotia-
tions with these aspiring youths, he may
perhaps succeed in stimulating their seli-
respect, and thus make first-class thieves
and murderers out of them. No doubt
they are at present regarded with a great
deal of interest by the Missourians general-
ly, and if they are not lynched by persons
of hasty disposition they may live to be a
credit to the State. We are a little sur-
prised that the telegraph has thus far failed
to inform the public what churches they
are members of, and the name or names of
their pastor or pastors, This is an omis-
sion which has too much the appearance of
design to be consistent with a perfectly
impartial spirit, and therefore we trust it
will be rectified without further delay.

IGNATIEFF’S RETIREMENT,

The resignation of General Ignatieff from
the office of Minister of the Interior is
probably a fortunate event for Ruassia.
There can be no doubt that he is mainly
responsible for the infamous persecution of
the Jews which has so disgraced Russian
civilization, He was also a bitter foe to
the Germans, and being so, was shaping
the entire policy of the country so as to
afford excuse for measures which would
probably have involved a war with Ger-
many, and a tremendous thrashing for Rus-
gia, The proper role for Ignatieff was that
of a diplomatist. As the first liar in Eu-
rope, and as possessing a certain small cun-
ning of his own, he was peculiarly fitted
for the underhanded intrigue which is the
foreign diplomacy of Russia, His quali-
ties, however, did not fit him for a higher
position, and as Minister of the Interior he
has done nothing but mischief. Of course
his statement that he has baffled the
Nihilista at every turn is absolutely un-
true, but it is none the less characteristic.

THE ARMY RETIREMENT BILL,

The age at which army officers are hence-
forth to retire from the eervice has been
fixed by the House at 64, In all proba-
bility this is too advanced an age. Statis.
tics show that there are very few officers of
64 now in the service, and that conse-
quently such a provision will have but
little effect in improving the tone of the
army. So many changes have been made
in the bill for the purpose of accommodat-
ing particular officers, that it will probably
"be of very little utility when it is firally
enacted,

“0ld Rosy's” Truthfulness.

CHIcAGO, June 14th,—The Chizago papers
this morning contained epecials purporting to
give an interview with General Rosecrans re-
garding the recently published letters of Gen-
eral Garfield to Secretary Chase. In these
specils General Rosecrans is reported as say-
ing: * But cne year sgo, when I attended
tha exercises at West Point, General Anson
Stager told me that he was cne of the four
persons present at the Louisville interview
with Stanton, and that what occurred there
was just the reverse of what was stated by
General Garfield.

fi-1d,” This dispatch beingshown to General
Anson Stager this afternoon, that gentleman
replied that he did not remember to have
met Ganeral Rosecraus in years; that he
never had auny conversation with Genersl
Rosecrans at West Point or elsewhere, as de-
tailed in the special dispatch ; that uutil the
publication of the purported interview he
was not aware that Generak Rosecrans at-
teaded the West Point exercises last sum-
wmer, and that it is not 1n fact true that he
to!d General Rosecrans, or any oue else, that
what occurred at the Louisville meeting with
Stanton was the reverse of what was stated
by General Garfield.

Demoeratic Sharp Practice Exposed.

WasHINGTON, June 14ch,—The attention
of the Repub'ican members of Congress has
been called to the significant proceedings on
the part of the Democratic Congressional
Committee in getting ready for the coming
campaign. A pamphlet has been prepared,
in the guise of a public document—being in-
dorsed as part of the Congressional Record
—and is permitted to go free through the
mails. The pamphlet contains extracts of
speeches made for and against Chinese immi-
gration, so selected as best to euit the Dem-
ocratic purpose. .The evident intention is to
place the Republican party in the light of an
enemy to the welfare and interests of free
American labor. The first part of the
pamphlet is devoted tfo extracts from
the speeches of Rosecrans, Cassidy, Berry,
Flower, Tucker, Deuster, Buckner,
Richardson, Blouant, Curtin, Townshend and
McLane—all Democrats. The Chinese re-
striction law is claimed to be a Democratic
measure, originated and pasced by Demo-
cratic votes, with the help azd of an icsig-
pificant number of R:pubiicans. The Morey
letter is again displayed, carefully concealing
the exposure made of that forgery. The ex-
tracts made from Democratic epeaches are
those which are best calculated to make the
poor laborer believe that the Democratic
party is his friend and protector, and the Re-
publican party. his enemy.

The D:zmocrats and Their Congressional

The Peru-Chile Investigation—Trescott's

Testimony.

WasBINGTON, June 14th.—W, H, Tres-
cott testified to-day that his mission was to
bring ths warring States of Chile, Pern and
Bolivia together, and, if possible, make
peace ; knew nothing of the Shipherd cor-
respondence ; never saw him but once ; knew
nothing of the United States Minister being
corrupted by the Credit Industriel or other
company ; never saw anything showing that
Hurlbut was corruptly influenced. The
Chilean Foreign Secretary eaid the Chilean
(overnment had no charge whatever against
Hurlbut., Answering Belmont, he said the
Credit Industriel had the only plan which
seemed feasible to pay the war indemnity.
He had communicated with nobody on this
matter, except Robert Randall, who first
wrote to him, but he refused to discuss
whether Blaine or Randall was right in his
testimony, Randall thought Blaine had
taken part against his (Kandall’s) company.
In point of fact the question had never been
even considered, He refused to answer ques-
tions conflicting with his duty to the Presi-
dent and Secretary of State.

After some further questioning by Belmont,
nothing important being elicited, Trescott
was excused for the present.

He in-
structed Reed to shake hiz fist in the Presi-
dent’s faca and demand protection from him
as God’s man, who saved the countrv and
made Arthur President. Reed’s last appeal
for Guiteau has beea placed in the hands of
Justice Bradley, of the United States Su-
preme Court. It is practically the same as
that made befors Justice Gray, and refused
by him. There is no probability of a writ of
habeas corpus being granteq.

Mormon Delegates En Route to Wash-
ington.

OMAHA, June 14th.—John T, Cune, D, H.
Perry and F. S, Richards, Mormon delegates
from the Utah Conatitutional Convention,
passed through Omaha to-day, em route to
Washington, to present the Constitution of
Utah as a State to (ongress, and ask for ad-
mission, They will remain at Waskington
until Congress adjourns, if necessary. The
Coustitation provides a republican form of
government, and does not touch the question
of Mormorism.

United States Sevate.

W ASHINGTON, June 14th.—In the Senate
to-day a lorg struggle occurred for prece-
denca in the regular busicess, bu! finally a
motion by Bayard to take up the bonded
spirits bill prevailed. i

At this point a message was received from
the President, transmitting, in response to
the Senate resolution of the 5th, from the
Secretary of State, copies of the full cor-
respondence of the State Department with
Envoy Trescott and Assistant Secretary
Walker Blaine. Ordered printed and re-
ferred to the Foreign Relations Committee.

The regular order—the House bill to
amend the laws in relation to the entry of
distilled spirits in distillery and special
bonded warehouses, and withdrawal of the
same therefrom—was resumed, and the sub-
etitgte reported by the Finance Committee
read,

Bayard briefly urged the necessity of a
prolongation of the bonded period from three
to five years, instead of indefinitely, as pro-
posed by the House. In discussin  the idea
of an indefinite period, he suggested the
possible coatingency of a flactuation in the
market, which would leava the great body
of warehoused whisky in the hands of the
Government through the insolvency of the
owners, and the danger that the stocks
would be tampered with and the revenue
defranded by Government officials,

Williams advocated the House bill, and
oppoeed the Senate Committes amendments.
He ridiculed the Windom investigation on
the subject, and attributed the ontery which
gave rise to it to the fact that parties inter-
eated had failed rather than agreed to pro-
vide a corruption fand.

Sherman -said the bill, like the Carlisle
bill of 1880, was a departure from the prin-
ciple of the warehousing system, which, not-
withstanding the Democratic opposition in
its institution, had operated beneficially,

Without action the Senate weat into execu-
tive session, and soon adjourned,

A Breeze in the House of Representatives.

WasHINGTON, June 14th, — The House
went into Committee of the Whole on the
legislative avpropriation bill,

The City of New York arrived at San

The Victorian Parliament was opened by
the Governor April 21st.

Heannounced that
bills would be introduced for the reduction
of postage, for law and land reform, civil
service regulations and increased self-gov-
ernment for the preservation of the public
health. Mr. Berry, formerly Premier,
moved a vote of want of confidence as an
amendment to the address in reply to the
Governor's speech.

The Dunedin Herald Company proposes
to wind up business and discontinue the
publication of that paper. It has been
losing money.

Owing to the drought in New South
Wales, large shipments of potatoes, butter,
etc., have been sent from Auckland to
Sydney.

Copious rains fell in Victoria about the
end of April, thus averting further loss
from drought.

Small.pox has appeared in Melbourne.

A royal commission has been appointed
to inquire into and report upon the con-
struction cf the various theatersin Sydney,
and the provisiou that has been made to
prevent the loss of life through fire or other
panic.

The labor agent, mate and four of the
crew of the brig Janet Stewart have been
murdered by the natives of the Solomon
Islande, who afterwards plundered and set
fire to the ship. The captain was absent
on a recruiting trip at the time of the mas-
sacre, and escaped.

A Japanese man.of-war has been de-
tailed to visit Australian and New Zezaland
ports.

During a gale at Timaru, New Zealand,
May 15th, the ships Benvenue and City of
Perth became total wrecks, Seven men in
the employ of the local Harbor Board were
drowned in an endeavor to board the City
of Perth.

A deputation ef New Zecaland chiefs has
sailed for England to lay the grievances of
the Maoris before the Queen. They take
many presents of native manufacture.
