an increase of spirit other thar that produced from
the natural saccharine matter ¢ ntained in the
grape, without subjecting the so-called wines 8o pro-
duced to a tax, as on spints3, for the amount of
spirit produced from the cane sugar, giucose, etc.;
also, whether, under existing laws, interpreted in
the spirit of tbe Constitution, pure grape spirits
caunot be added to sweet wines to the extent neces-
sary to preserve them without taxation?
