TEWFIK PASHA,

KHEDIVE OF EGYPT,

Tewfik Pasha, Khedive of Ezypt, was born
in 1852, the eldest son of Ismail Pasha, who
resigned Juoe 26, 1579, Iis title to the snc-
ceseion was settlad by arrangement with the
Turkish Government in 1866, by which the
Ottoman rule of collateral succession was set
aside. Under his government, as a result of
financial difficulty, foreign inflaence has domi-
nated, representatives of Fravce and Eogland
virtually controlling the finances of the coun-
try. Hye iz a man of timid and yieldiog na-
ture, His subjugation to the will of his un-
scrupulous mivister, Arabi Pashs, aod the
complication which hss resulted from it, are
consequences of a want of firmness at the
proper time. Arabi’s success hss grown by
what it fed on. e could have been put
down at the beginning of his rebellious career
had the Khedive manifested the proper firm-
pess, The outlook of the Khedive is not
good.
