AN INTERESTING FIELD OF STUDY.

Henry Sleight, of Yuba county, writes
to the Recorp.UNIoN concerning an inter-
esting field of study. He says:

Many interesting pages in natural his.
tory are revealed by the development of
mining enterpriges and in washing aurifer-
ous deposits for the precioas metal. The
hydraulic brings to light fossil remains of
the fauna and flora that flourished in the
post-phocene times, New York Flat, a
beautiful little valley near Brownville,
Yuba county, is yielding its alluvium to
the continnous pressure of the hydraulic
pipe for a width of nearly 600 feet.
A superficial deposit of a foot or two of
sand and gravel, from washings of tributary
ravines, overlies about three feet of black
loam; then from fifteen to twenty feet of
clay, of a greenish-gray color, rests on an
evenly-strewn bed of gravel, varying in
thickness, however, from a few inches to
two or three feet. By examining the
formation you will find fossil remwains of
plants through the entire deposit, of the
same growth and varieties as those of to-
day found in the vieinity. As the valley
has a gentle fall of about an inch to the
rod, it has of course always been
wet, and much of it formerly
swampy. Hence therbage of the juncus
genus has predominated. Here the in-
evitable willow found suitable spil, and
vast quantities may be seen well pre-
gerved ; also cedar, madrone, pine, to-
gether with cones and foliage, etc. There
are no petrifactions in this section, Cedar
has undergone the least change, and occa-
sionally a section of tree isseen on or near
the bedrock that is nearly as hard and tough
as when growing., The writer examined a
cedar stump twenty-five feet below the
present surface of the valley, and found the
roots penetrated inthe disintegrated granite
bedrock just as it had grown. It had
been burned off quite close to the firm rock
in which it grew, ere it had been superin-
cumbered with alluvium. Charcoal, and
the charred remains of trees, are seen in the
gravel and on the bedrock right where the
gold is found. In certain places a regular
jam of drift-wood is unearthed, such as a
freshet might deposit now. Again, we
come to a mass of rounded lumps of clay,
indicating the action of water in making
gullies and causing the banks to cave after
the deposit had been formed. Fossil re-
mains of the mammoth —the mastodon—
and other pachyderms are occasionally dis-
covered in the gravel, or resiing im.
mediately thereon, which would seem to
prove conclusively that these extinct mam-
malia existed coeval with the formation of
the gold fields of the Pacific, or that the
period of time that marked their subse-
quent advent was geologically brief, and
that it was in the pliocene times when the
superficial earth was blessed with its great
wealth in the precious metal. Buat during
this period there is no evidence to be found
of the presence of man, for all the stone
mortars, arrowpoints, etc., are discovered
from the surface to a depth not exceeding
ten teet. My observation of many years
in the mines in this vicinity justifies me in
saying that none were found imbedded in
the original gravel strewn on the bedrock,
where the remains of the above-mentioned
extinct quadrupeds have been unearthed, .
and careful inquiry of other miners con-
firms this. These facts are interesting to
the miner, and they are worthy of the con-
sideration of the geologist and paleontolo-
gist. The diluvial deposit of this valley
13 composed of greenstone, trachyte and
quartz ledges, all of which are to be seen on
the adjacent hills. In fact they are of
trappean origin. Dikes of greenstone from
a few inches to two or three feet wide
traverse the valley oblignely, sometimes
showing half a dozen faults in the distance of
a hundredfeet. Oneinteresting phaseof this
little valley isthe gasthat bubblesup through
the bed-rock in so many places, and con-
tinuously. The alkali that forms on the
rocks in dry weather has a nauseous, bitter
taste, The good water issues from the
hard ledges generally.

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THE VALUZS OF VEGETABLES,

All vegetables have an effect on the
chemistry cf the body, so that we cannot
speak too highly of their imgportance at
tablee. We will mention a few of these
matters first, and dispose of this aspect of
the subject, g0 as not to seem to mix phar-
macor eia with the kitchen, Asparagus is
a strong diuretic, and forms part of the
cure for rheunmatic patients at seuch health
resorts as Aix-les.Bains, Sorrel is cooling,
and forms the staple of that soupe aux
herbes which a French lady will order for
berself aitera long and tiring journey.
Carrots, as containing a quantity of sugar,
are avoided by some people, while others
cemplain of them as indigestible. With
regard to the latter accusation, it may bs
remarked in passing, that it is the yeilow
core of the carrot that is difficult of di-
gestion—the outer, or red layer, is tender
enough. Ia Savoy, the peacants have re-
course to an infusion of carrots as a specific
for jaundice. The large, sweet omion is
very rich in those alaline elements which
counteract the poison of rheumatic gout.
If slowly stewe(g in weak broth, and eaten
with a little Nepaul pepper, it will be found
to be an admirable article of diet for pa-.
tients of studious and sedentary habita.
The stalks of cauliflower have the same
sort of wvalue, only too often the
stalk of a cauliflower 18 so ill-boiled and
unpalatable that few persons wonld thank
you for proposing to them to make part of
their meal consiet of so uniaviting an ar-
ticle. Turnips, in the stame way, are often
thought to be indigestible, and better
suited for cows and sheep than for delicate
people ; bub here the fault lies with the
cook quite as much as with the rost. The
cook boils the turuip badly, and then pours
some butter over it, and the eater of such
a dish is sare to be the worse forit. Try
a belter way, Half beil your turnip, and
cut it in slices like half-crowns, Butter a
pie dish, put in the elices, moisten with a
little milk and weak broth, dust once with
bread-crumbs and pepper and salt, and
bake in the oven till it gains a bright
golden brown. This dish, which is the
Piedmontese fashion of eating turnips, is
quite unsuited to cows, and ought to be
popular. What shall bs said about our
lettuces ? The plant has a slight narcotic
action, of which a French old woman, like
a French doctor, well knows the value, and
when properly cooked it is really very easy
of digestion. Baut in cur country, though
iettuce are duly grown in every garden,
you often hear the remark, ** I can’t eat a
salad,” and as few cooks know how to nse
the vegetable which has been refused in its
raw state, the lettuces are all wasted, and
s0 i3 the greand in which they were grown.

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AESENIC FOR COBIPLEXIONS,

‘“ Are you ever called upon by women to
give them something to improve their com-
plexion ?” asked a reportor of a city physi-
cian,

“ Quite often, as a matter of course,
Women are always looking for something
to intensify their beauty. They are not to
blame for it; the first ioquiry most men
make about a woman is whether or not
she is pretty.”

*“ Do ycu prescribe arsenic for that pur-
pose?”

‘“ Not as a beautifier. In the treatment
of certain true skin diseases, however,
Fowler’s solution is often used, and rightly
managed is a valuable remedy. But ar-
senic 18 oftener prescribed for malaria, neu-
ralgia and dyspepsia.

** Yes, arsenic does, thongh not always,
produce the effect ascribed to it. Its beau-
tifying gowera, however, if such they be,
are much exaggerated. Itis possible, but
not probable, that a physician would give
arsenic to a woman who wished for it, as
something with which to heighten her
charms at the expense of her health, No
respectable practitioner wounld do it. There
are any number of old women and qaacks
to attend to that sort of thing, and the
number who use arsenic in this way is con
siderable. I have prescribed sulphur in
such cages half a dozen times, but never
afterward heard of my fair patients, Stop!
One of them did return, She said my med-
icine was not strong enough. * Arsenic was
good,’ she had been told, and she not only
asked me for it, but was indignant when I
declined to write a prescription,

*“The reasons for not giving arzenic in
such cases should be obvious encugh. The
patient almost always adopts the principle
of the more arsenic the more beauty. It is
not, by the way, a babitconfined to women.
I know of two cases in which arienic was
used by young men for the same purpose.
I have had several cases of wowmen who
had seriously injured themselves with
arsenic, all of them within seven or eight
years. Twenty years ago they were rare.
The symptoms in most cates are very
eevere, 'The trouble begins with nausea
and abdominal paine. Then the eyes red-
den, and the upper lids become thick-
ened, having taken on a dropsical
character which eoon extends over the
whole body. Frequently the arcenic pro-
duces severe skin eruptions. The nervous
system in time becomes seriously involved,
and wasting of the flesh, falling out of the
hair, and sometimes paralysis, follow.
Young women. should be careful how they
meddle with Fowler’s solution.”

A druggist said that calls for arsenic
were not infrequent, and came quite as
often from middle-aged as from young
women, “‘I never sell it to them,” he
added, *‘ without a prescription. I know,
however, that it is sold for a beautifier,
and I have reason to believe that it is
bought of the wholesale druggists, put up
in bottles, and disposed of by peddlers of
nostrums, who, no doubt, get high prices
for it.”"—[New York Sun,
