THE EGYPTIAN DIFFICULTY.

It is possible that many readers of the
daily telegraphic dispatches may have be-
come somewhat perplexed by the rapid
| changes of the Egyptian situation, and it
| is also possible that some of these readers

may fail to comprehend the meaning of the |

| recent fierce outbreak, by which so many

| foreigners of all nations have lost their

{lives. In order to grasp the situation it is
inccessar)' to go back a little in Egyptian
{ history. 1In 1806 a very able man named
] Mehemet Ali was appointed Governor of
i Egypt. which was then oxnly a province of
| the Porte. Mehemet Ali at once under-
| took to make himself absolute ruler of the
icountry, and in 1811 he succeeded in this

———— | design. Since then the descendants of!

| Mehemet Ali have been the rulers of
41-1_:,;:2, and all of them have done what
{ they could towards removing the last bonds
{of allegiance which bound them to the
Porte. They have purchased various con-
cessions from the Saultan, For instance,
| Mehemet Ali was only styled Vali, or
Viceroy, whereas the present ruler of
Egypt is Khedive, or King. Again, the
important rights of corcluding treaties
with foreign powers, and of maintaining
armies, which have been held by jurists to
distinguish independent sovereigns, have
been conferred upon the Khedive in con-
sideration of an increase of the annual
tribute which he pays to the Porte. Nat-
urally a feeling of nationalism has grown
up with this gradual enfranchisement from
the Turkish rule, and for several years the
sentiment **Egypt for the Egyptians”
has been gathering force.

It has, however, been impossible for any
Khedive to adopt a thorough nationalist
programme, for the reason that a succes-
sion of extravagant and selfish rulers had
plunged Egypt into debt to such an extent
that the whole country found itself mort-
gaged to England and France. And when
at last the credit of the Khedives collapsed,
and they could borrow no more millions to
squander in luxary, the European powers
demanded that the financial administration
of Egypt should be delivered over to a
Commission composed of English and
French government officials, and that they
should have very full powers over the gep-
eral administration, This was done, and
for several years the Egyptian finances
have been admirably managed in conse-
quence, and the condition of the people has
greatly improved. For whereas under the
old method the Pashas were always ex-
torting and plundering and outraging the
Fellahs, the European financiers put an
end to all these abuses, made taxation uni-
form and reasonable, and inspired such con-
fidence in the Fellahs that they came for-
ward and paid their dues in full without
murmuring—a fact of the utmost signifi-
cance to those who are familiar with the
Egyptian character. The new administra-
tion was in short steadily leading Egypt
out of darkness into light ; but it failed to
satisfy the old Pasha and military claes,
which had lived and fattened on rapine and
extortion, which had long been accustomed
to cheat the Government and rob the peo-
ple right and left, and which therefore
chafed and fretted under the restraints
to which it was subjected.

This class has for several vears been
gkillfully employing the growing nationalist
sentiment to cover measures designed
ultimately to break down the foreign admin-
istrative system, and to restore the ola op-
pressive and plundering methods. Pressure
was brought to bear upon the Khedive to
make him grant a Constitution and a Par-
liament, This movement was no doubt
partly gennine Nationalist and partly rev-
olutionary. The Khedive refused a Con-
stitution, on the ground that the country
was not ripe for it, but granted a sort of
parliament in the form of a Chamber of
Notables. Buat as the Government was
really in the hands of England and France,
through their Controllers-General, the only
result of any effort to inaugurate a new
administrative system through the Cham-
ber of Notables could be to precipitate a
collicion. The Chamber must remain a
mere dummy, or the foreign administra-
tion must give way. The purpose of the
Pasha party that put forward Arabi Bey
has been from the first to render the for-
eign administration odiovs and impossible,
and to this end they have used the national-
ist eentiment quite adroitly. The attitude
of the Porte in regard to the matter is
not at present quite clear. It is accused
of having secretly urged Arabi Bay to per-
severe, while it was openly supporting the
Khedive. It is possible tha¢ the Sultan
thinks the opportunity good to restore
his almost vanished sovereignty in Ezypt.
This, however, is calculated to bring the
nationalist sentiment to the front in a very
serious way. For while the Egyptians are
followers of Islam, and recognize the re-
ligious authority of the Caliph, they are
ready to fight the Turks whenever the lat-
ter appear as the champions of a foreign
authority.

y

Thus it is that the Egyptians appear at
this moment to be equally opposed to the
Turks and to France and England, ard, in
fact, to all foreigners. The leaders of the
movement of which Arabi Bey is the
figure-head wish to make Halim Pasha
Khedive, thus changing the dynasty,
overthrowing the financial arrangements
for the liquidation of the national debt,
and restoring the old lax and irregular
conditions, The Nationalist cry which
has been used to secure the co-operation of
the army and the populace of the great
cities, is a snare and a delusion, It is not
pessible that any reformeshonld come out of
the elements which are behind Arabi Bey,
who himself is merely a daring swash-
buckler, without administrative talent, but
quite ready to cut throats. The riot in
Alexandria last Sunday was beyond question
deliberately arranged by the sham Nation-
alist leaders, who appear to think they can
count upon the forbearance of England
and France, and especially upon their ap-
prehension as to what the Porte may do if
it cnce gets a footing in Ezypt. No doubt
the mob, as in all such cases, went much
farther than had been intended, and what
was probably meant only for a formidable
| demonstration ended in bloodshed, The
popular sentiment once roused is not easily
to be allayed, moreover, and the religious
fanaticism always latent in Cairo and
{ Alexandria makes residence in those cities
both disagreeable and dangerous for Eu-
ropears, The difficulties of the European
powers, however, are very great, They
are afraid to let Turkey undertake the
suppression of the Ezyptian mutiny, and
they cannot themselves interfere unless
they are prepared to conquer Egypt
and then hold her. If Tewfik Pasha
possessed the firmness of his great ancester
Mehemet Ali he would make short work
{ of Arabi Bey and his backers, but unfor-
{ tunately he is a very weak man, and con-
{ sequently he only makes the situation
more embarrassing. At present it looks as
| if European intervention might be rendered
| unavoidable, aa the sole al‘ernative with
| allowing the Sultan to recover the sover-
Ieignty of Egypt, or permitting the Arabi

’ Bey party to pull down all that the powers

| have done during the past ten years to re-
| habilitate the finances and general govern-
| ment of the county. The conquest of
| Ezypt, involving as it would only the dis-
| persion of the little army and the clique

of corrupt Pashas, would be far preferable

to either of these alternatives,

§ BISMARCK'S FISCAL MISTAKES,

Prince Bismarck is of late floundering in
{a very sea of fiscal blunders, and as he
| grows older his financial crotchets become
more extravagant. The Reichstag has just
;cmphatically rejected his most audacious
; and enormously foolish and suicidal project
for a monopoly of the tobacco trade by the
State. He was actually prepared to ruin
remen and to plunge thousands of citi-
zens elsewhere into bankruptcy, in order
to adopt a system which would have
strengthened the Social-Democrats im-
mensely, and at the same time have weak-
ened not only the present government but
all governments in Germany. It is really
nothing less than wonderful that Bismarck
should not have seen, cr, seeing, should
have ignored, this most dangerous phase of
the experiment, Here are the Social-
Democrats advocating a patent plan by
which Paternalism in government is to be
established, and everybody is to be coerced
into being happy, and independence is to
be administered by a democratic police,
and equality is to be enforced at the point
of the bayonet ; and Bismarck undertakes
to give new life and consistence to the
movement by adopting its principal doec-
trines and giving them the indorsement of
the Government, Has he forgotten that
the teachings of the Encyclopedists, which
were 8o popular at first with the French
Court and Nobility, finally led up to the
Revolation which swept Court and Nobil-
ity away? How long does he think it
would be atter his death before the Social-
Democrats, re enforced by his example,
found the means to carry his precedents
a great deal further than he has ever
dreamed of ? The fact is that if the to-
bacco monopoly had been forced upon Ger-
many the Government would in a short
time have found itself powerless to oppoee
the schemes of the Social-Democrats, for it
would have joined them in effect. At
present Bismarck is striving desperately to
uphold his protective measures, which are
already producing great dissatisfaction, and
which have served to weaken his reputa-
tion greatly. All he can do, however, is to
point to the example of the United States,
and unless the members of the Reichstag
are as ignorant of American statistics as he
himself appears to be, his opponents ought
to make that infelicitous reference very
awkward for him. The truth is that his
internal policy has been for some time a
succession of monstrous blunders, He has
gone to Canossa, in spite of his boast, and,
what is more, he has gone there for no
consideration. He has given up every-
thing, and has received literally nothing in
return. He has tinkered with the rev-
enues until he has produced depression in
trade and general dissatisfaction. He has
proposed the most fatuous and ruinous
measures. And when these are rejected he
seems incapable of anything but abusing
his opponents. It is to be feared that he
is preparing a very troublesome period for
his and his master’s successors.

CHANDLER ON THE NAVY.

Secretary Chandler has been making a
speech to the New Hampshire Club, in
which he exhibited the deplorable condi-
tion of the United States Navy, and urged
the necessity of action. The American peo-
ple are certainly perfectly willing and even
anxious that the navy should be restored
to usefulness. They are aware that they
have been paying out enough money every
year for this purpose to have a good navy.
If it is a mere sham, as Secretary Chandler
declares, the responsibility rests upon Con-
gress and the Navy Department. There is
no reason why we should be without effi-
cient war vessels to-day. The country has
never refused the necessary appropriations.
The two hundred millions which have been
squandered during the past ten yearsin
our navy yards would and ought to have
provided a fine navy. Considering the cir-
cumstances, we are at a less to perceive
the object of Secretary Chandler’s com-
plaint. Obviously what is wanted is a
complete reorganization of the Navy De-
partment, but he does not suggest anything
of that kind, and he is in fact in a manner
bound, from his party affiliations and offi-
cial position, to maintain that the existing
system is the best possible one. The prac.
tical way to obtain a navy, unfortunately,
does not commend itself to Congress. So
long as ships are built as they have been in
our navy yards hitherto, it is idle to look
for any better results than have been al-
ready reached. If the country is resolved
to have a navy, it must begin by insisting
upon reform in the Government,

Mr, Chandler, however, has other and
exceedingly dim and vague ideas, He ap-
pears to think that there is some connec-
tion between the decadence of the navy
and the decline of our foreign trade, and
he seems to believe that the way to restore
the latter is to pay subsidies to Mr, John
Roach, This will not answer, Mr, Chand-
ler. The causes which affect our foreign
trade cannot bereached in that way. Pay-
ing subsidies to steamers will not modify
the tariff, and it is the tariff, and nothing
else, which is destroying our foreign trade.
If American manufacturers could go into
South American markets and compete on
equal terms with foreign manufacturers,
they would very soon restore the foreign
trade., But thiz the tariff prevents them
from doing, and it would not change the
conditions at all to pay Mr, John Roach to
run steamers to Brazil or anywhere else,
When, moreover, Mr, Chandler asserts
that England subsidizes her vessele, and
infers that it is because of those subsidies
that her foreign trade is go great, he mis-
represents the facts. All England does is
to pay certain vessels for carrying the
mails, These payments have nothing to
do with the foreign trade. If Enuglish
merchants eould not compete with their
rivals in foreign markets, the subsidizing
of mail steamers would net help them, and
neither can such a plan help us, If we
want the South American trade we can
have it at any time. All that is necessary
to that end is to remove the restrictions
upon commerce which the tariff imposes.
There is no other way to do it, however,
and Mr. Chandler’s proposition is alto-
gether impracticable.

In fact it is a melancholy spectacle to
see a man of ability rise and bring a
formidable indictment against his party,
and then propose to remedy matters by
doing something which is altogether ir-
relevant to the issue. The decline of our
navy and the loss of our foreign trade are
both due to causes which Mr. Chandler
is doing hig best to maintain in operation.
The remedy for the firat is honesty, effi.
ciency and skill. The remedy for the
second is tariff reform, Yet Mr, Chaadler
is not prepared to adopt either of these
remedies, but direcis all his attention to
the subsidizing of vessels, or, in other
words, the manufacture of a make-believe

commerce. No doubt Mr. John Roach
and plenty of other people can be induced
to build and run lines of steamecrs any
where if the Government will pay them for
doing s0. But will Mr. Chandler tell us
what advantage there could possibly be
in such an arrangement to the people of
the United States? The latter certainly
do not want a sham foreign trade. They
have no object in cheating themselves
with a fictitious commerce. They want to
be able to make money by buying and sell-
ing abroad, and they cannot do that by
subsidizing vessels, The only sound and
healthy trade is that which is self-sup-
porting. In this case, however, Congress
first ties the legs and arms of commerce,
and then goes about seeking means
whereby it may be made to go. The way
to solve this problem is to cut the bonds
which restrain it. Then it will need no
machinery to urge it along, and no Gov-
ernment subsidies to bolster it up from
behind.

Mr. Chandler says that we can beat Ea-
rope in manufacturing goods. Very well,
but what is the use of our superior ability
if, when the goods are manufactured, we
cannot sell them ahroad ? Really the talk
of the protectionists about foreign trade is
puerile in the extreme, They first hamper
and tie wp commerce, and then they
complain that it does not prosper. It is
suffering from their ignorant and perverse
tinkering, and from nothing elee, and if
they could only be persuaded to take their
meddling hands off it, everything would
go on well. But it is safe enough to pre-
dict that we shall not have a navy ora
respectable foreign trade so long as those
who are at the head of affairs refuse to
recognize the true nature of the difficulties
against which they are contending so
uselessly. The official folly which has
wasted two hundred millions in ten years,
and has not produced a single effective ves-
sel in all that time, cannot be trusted fo
do any better in the future. The whole
system of ship-building must be reorgan-
ized before there can be any hope of a
practical outcome, and unfortnnately that
is what Secretary Chandler appears to
have no idea of. He can bewail the de-
cadence of the navy, but he cabnot sug-
gest any way by which it shall be restored
to its former prestige, This is discourag-
ing, and we are disposed to think that the
people will presently insist upon a return
to business methods by those who control
the Government, or, in default of improve-
ment on their part, a revolution in the
management of public affairs. For assur-
edly the incompetence which is the chief
characteristic of all navy yard performances
will not and cannot be tolerated much
longer.

KEEPING ALIVE THE SACRED FIRE.

It is of importance to know what pro-
gress is being made in maintaining and
handing down those treasures of Literature
which constitute the soul of civilization.
For though it may be possible for the ma-
jority of mankind to be occupied with ma-
terial cares and pleasures, and ephemeral
and frivolous concerns, it is very certain
that if such pursuits absorbed the whole
of the race, it would require few genera-
tions to extinguish the culture, the learn-
ing, the arts and sciences, which distin-
guish the nineteenth century from the
prehistoric ages. It is the few zealous stu-
dents and thinkers who keep alive the sa-
cred fire, and hand it down in undimin-
ished eplendor ; and it is therefore of con-
sequence to know where these same high
priests of civilization dwell. In many dis-
cussions concerning the relative progress of
town and country, the palm of intellect-
ual pre-eminence has been awarded to the
former. Thus Holmes speaks of the way
in which a city like Boston drains a great
intellectual watershed, attracting to itself
whatever is best among the rural mind-
products. And no doubt great cities have
this tendency, because they present con-
spicuous advantages to the studious and to
the ambitions. But the great cities are
few in number, and the small towns are
legion, and when we come to conmsider
whether the small towns possess the same
advantages over the country, we shall dis-
cover some facts which may surprise us,

We have for some time past been inquir-
ing into this matter as far as was possible,
and the results of such inquiry have been
curious. Thus we have found that in many
parts of rural California there exists a
literary taste such as can scarcely be dis-
cerned at all in the towns. We do not
forget that the possession of considerable
libraries in the towns tends to conceal the
existence of this kind of taste, since
students are not obliged to order their
books, whereas in the country whoever
would study must first buy. But when
due allowance has been made for this con-
sideration we are still of opinion that the
guardians of the sacred fire dwell more in
the country than in the towns. In the
great West we believe that this tendency
is much more marked. In Illinois and Iowa
and Nebraska and Indiana there are thou-
sands of farmers who enjoy every comfort
and many luxuries, and in whose pleasant
homes refinement and culture will be found.
In those beautiful western homes Litera-
ture, Music, Art, are -fostered and cared
for. The best books are procured, read
and discussed. The development of the
intellect is sedulously attended to. The
comparative isolation of the country life
affords full opportunity for mental cultiva-
tion, and in place of the inane round of
frivolous amusements which teo often con-
stitutes the active life of city residents,
these fortunately-situated people are en-
abled to grow evenly and strongly, and to
build up sound minds in healthy bodies.

And as the life of the city seems to tend
more and more to emptiness and frivolity,
it may be that we shall have to depend more
and more upon the country for the salva-
tion and perfection of the nation. City
life does not grow more intellectual as
time passes, but less so. The love and
understanding of literature, which are
necessary to the establishment of any real
culture, are practically unknown among
us. We have schools and colleges and
even a university, but it is not apparent
that the current educational methods de-
velop in the rising generation any genuine
appreciation of these subjects. We seem
to be producing a generation which pos-
sesses little or no valuable knowledge of
any kind ; a gencration which is essential.
ly frivolous in its conceptions and
aims ; which is contented with sensuous
gratifications ; which neither understands
nor seeks to understand the higher things
of life,. We are developing a generation
of pithless characters ; of echoolboys who
decline to join a Fourth of July parade cn
the ground that they *‘don’t want to have
‘““to walk in the dust;” of people who are
not even animated by the contemplation of
what their aneestors have done for them,
acd are content to sit with folded hands
and let wheso pleases undertake their part
in the world’s work, It is not surprising
that with such indications there should be
arising a general plaint becaunse of the
dearth of great characters among us.

But if these are the deficiencies of the

city life, it is all the more encouraging to
find that far away from cities there still
live many men and women who have not
yet bent the knee to Baal; who are
studying and inquiring and working and
thinking earnestly and seriously and con-
tinuously ; and who are assuredly spread-
ing around them the strong and vivifying
influence of their self-helpful epirit, and
watering the parched soil of many a
neglected mind. Far away m many a
little mining village and sequestered valley
these patient and retiring guardians
of the Sacred Fire are attending to
their duties. It is only by research
that they are to be discovered, for
they never thrust themseclves forward.
But it is to these book-buyers and book-
readers, these students and unambitious
philosophers, that we shall owe the perpet-
uation of our civilization, just as the men
of the present day owe the preservation
of Learning to the monastic cstablish-
ments of the Middle Ages. They are but
few in numbers comparatively. The great
throng of men struggles and pushes
forward, lured by material temptations,
and so degraded by the sordidness of their
everyday pureuits, that when the goal is
won their minds are spoiled beyond cure
for higher considerations. Amid all this
clamor and strife the little band of guard-
ians of the Sacred Fire pursue the even
tenor of their way. The dust-soiled
prizes of the marketplace offer no attrac-
tions for them. Theireyes are fixed upon a
luminous figure which stands, half revealed
and half withdrawn, upon the farthest slope
of the horizon, bathed in the tender twi-
light. Truth is their goal, and toward her
far removed but serene and majestic count-
enance they turn their patient yet expect-
ant eyes continually, excluding from their
minds all thought of material gain, learning
every day something new, toiling pain.
fully yet joyfully onward in a path
which, whatever its difficulties, ever and
always leads upward. Content with the
pleasures of Literature, and resolute not to
barter that contentment for all the un-
intellectual portion mankind deems
precious. Such are the guardians of the
Sacred Fire. Let us honor them wherever
they dwell, whether in city or in country.

EASSON ON POLITICAL ASSE:SMENTS,

In a debate in the House on political
assessments Kasson of Jowa observed that
he was as ready as any man to oppose any
system under which men were coerced by
political pressure to pay such assessments,
but that they ought not to be prevented
from making voluntary contributions if
they wished to do so, The answer to this
is that it is impossible to draw the line be-
tween ccercion and voluntary contribution.
When the head of a department causes it
to be given out that he will be pleased to
receive voluntary contributions from all
his eubordinates, for campaign purposes,
the effect of the announcement upon every
one of these subordinates is precisely
equivalent to that of a positive order to
pay down the momey. For every such
subordinate fears, and with ample reason,
that if be does not pay the assessment he
will be thenceforth marked for slaughter,
and that at the first favorable opportunity
he will be discharged. It will not do
for Mr. Kasson to pretend that
the so-called *‘voluniary contribution”
method is anything more than
a thin disguise. It is simply
coating the pill with sugar; but the sugar-
coating does not diminish the potency
of the drugs exhibited. The truth is that
it is not possible to solicit contributions for
political purpeses from office-holders with-
out exerting pressure upon them ; and for
this reason it is necessary that the practice
should be relinquished. And why should
office-holders be pestered with these solic-
itations, unless the spoils principle is still
believed in by the Republican managers?
There is much less justification for ap-
proaching them than for passing the hat
round among the maeses of the party. The
latter is the omnly defensible practice.
Whoever possesses political convictions
ought to be willing to contribute something
to assist in maintaining them, Office-hold-
ers, however, are mere public servants,
who are supposed to give full service for
their salaries, and who, therefore, do not
owe the party anything. The whole prac-
tice of political assessments is corrupting
and wrong, and it cannot be excused by
pretending that they are ‘‘ voluntary.”

WAGES AND TARIFF,

At the annual dinner of the New York
Free Trade Club the other day very many
good speeches were made by prominent
members of the Club. We have already
noticed the principal address, by David A,
Wells, but Frank H, Hurd made a very
effective speech also. Among other points
made by him was the following: ‘ He
“‘gaid the protectionists deceived the work-
‘“‘ingmen by the pretense that protection
“‘and high wages go together, when the
““fact is that free trade and high wages go
‘“‘together. To-day the wages of England
‘‘ are fifty per cent. higher than they were
“in the days of protection before 1846,
““ and more than fifty per cent. higher than
‘‘in any of the protective countries of Eu-
““rope. In 1880, the most ‘ booming’ year
““for all American interests at home and
‘“ abroad, the actunal pro rata wages of En-
¢¢ glish laborers were higher than the wages
¢ paid to our laborers. The fact is that we
‘‘ can only increase our national wealth by
“‘ trading with the whole world, by throw-
‘‘ing down every barrier to commercial
*‘ and industrial enterprise.” The Ameri-
can workingmen appear to have found out
that protection does not protect them, and
hence the enormous strikes at present dis-
turbing all the industries of the protected
States, When they reach the peint of
comprehending that the tariff is responsible
for the pinch which has impelled them to
strike under the most hopeless conditions,
they will be in a fair way to coerce Con-
gress by their votesinto granting them and
the rest of the country relief from that in.
cubus.

THE NEMESIS OF IGNATIEFF.

Ignatieff has fallen-because he deserved
to fall, and also because his presumption
was more than a match for his capacity.
He was foolish enough to believe that he
conld stand up against the concentrated
wrath of the Jews and the Germans ; two of
the most powerful agencies in the world at
present. He hated the Jews and he hated
the Germans, and they have together be-
gun to repay his hatred. The Jews owe
him a deep debt of enmity, and we do not
believe that they regard it as settled by
his dismissal from the ministry. The
(GGermans bave not yet been driven ont of
Russia, and they, too, can make them-
gelves felt at the Court. It may be true
that the Russian Government has not

gained much by the substitution of Count |

Tolstoi for Ignatieff, but it hae certainly
gained one very notable thing, namely,
relief from the burning disgrace which that

sinister statesman’s dark policy against | for no other purpose,

would have brought her into conflict with
Germany, Tolstei will, if permitted, cul-
tivate the Panslavistic sentiment, and
generally speaking lead the country back-
wards, He, however, if ultra conserva-
tive and fossilized, has some sense of na-
tional honor, and that is what Ignatieff
always lacked. Being himself an unscru-
puleus knave, he never could credit
any one else with homesty, It is not
probable that he will have a eecond op-
portunity, however. He has abused his
opening, and has not succeeded in getting
the Czar into his toils. Henceforth he is
likely to have enough to do to save him-
self from the deadly enemies he has so
wantonly created.

WILL BE APPEALED.

By reference to our San Francisco dis-
patches this morning it will be seen that
the Miners’ Union intend to appeal to the
Supféme Court. The ground of this action
is the allegation that until the Supreme
Court has affirmed Judge Temple’s decis-
sion it cannot be made the basis of a def-
inite arrangement. The Miners’ Union
also suggest that the proposal for a com-
promise should come from the victorious
side. A dispatch from Marysville yester-
day morning indicated a disposition on the
part of that community to enter into such
an agreement as the Rrcorp Uxiox has
already proposed. - The Wheatland farmers
on their part have made haste to express
dissatisfaction with Judge Temple’s decis-
siop, and to declare that they will not
accept any proposition of the kind. They
also say that they will be satisfied with
nothing less than the complete purification
of the river. This would involve the
stoppage of all mining—drift, quartz and
seam, as well as hydraulic—and they
will certainly not be sustained by the
people of California generally in so extrav-
agant a position, It is to be regretted that
they should have acted with so much haste
and s=o little retlection, for when the sober
second thought comes we believe they
will perceive the desirability of accepting
the protection and the advantages which
the law has given them ; the more particu-
larly since Judge Temple has taken a po-
sition which is very unlikely to be mod-
ified by the appellate Court. Notwith-
standing their present attitude, in short,
we shall continue to entertain hopes that
they may be brought to a more temperate,
sensible and conciliatory frame of mind,
and that they will ultimately consent to be
satisfied with the protection of their prop-
erty, and will relinquish the thought of
pushing the hydraulic miners to ruin, un-
necessarily.

ROSECRANS AND GARFIELD,

General Rosecrans appears to be singu-
larly gifted with indiscretion, and not less
prone to detraction. For several months
he has been trying to impeach the memory
of President Garfield, yet he has proceeded
in 8o blundering a fashion that he has only
succeeded thus far in injuring his own rep-
utation. The recent publication of a few
of Garfield’s letters has had the effect of
increasing his activity in this very ques-
tionable pursuit, but he has once more
failed to make his representations connect,
and having cited another citizen as author-
ity, has had the satisfaction of seeing his
statement promptly repudia‘ed as falze.
It is, as we on a former occasion remarked,
only surprising that Garfield should at one
time have entertained a high opinion of
Rosecrans, for it ia evident that the latter
is a particularly erratic, untrustworthy and
maliciously disposed person. If Garfeld
criticised him, we have no doubt that he
amply deserved it, and it is a great pity
that Garfield’s generous nature should have
led him to defend in Congress a man whose
mean and spiteful disposition has impelled
him to insult the dead in this most discred-
itable manner, Perhaps, however, Rose-
crans thinks that by attacking the memory
of Garfield he will recommend himself to
his Democratic constituency, and thus se-
cure a renomination.

A PERVERSE ARRANGEMENT,

The selection of the Tariff Commission
appears to have been made upon the lowest
possible considerations, There is not one
name of note upon it. The two men of
national reputation who were at first ap-
pointed, have declined to serve. It looks as
though men who respect themselves cannot
be induced to sit along with a number of
stool pigeons and dummies who are noto-
riously put there for no other purpose than
to block the wheels of tariff reform, and to
act as attorneys for the great protected
intercsts. Considering that these protected
interests constitute a very small percentage
of the American people ; considering that
it is impossible to show that even so many
as five million out of fifty million souls are
benefited by the present tariff ; it might
have been thought that a due respect for
the rights of the majority would have
moved Mr. Arthur to appoint on this Com-
mission men who could at least be trusted
to make an honest showing of the situa-
tion. But he has done nothing of the kind.
He has not even allowed the majority,
that is to say, nine-tenths of the nation,
representation on the Commission. If he
kmd given the protectionists full power to
make all the nominations he could not
have played into their hands more com-
pletely. And in doing this he has practi-
cally given it to be understood that this
listle clique of greedy and rapacious plun-
derers control the Administration. That
was not a statesmanlike thing to do, and
it will assuredly make trouble hereafter for
the Republican party.

THE LAW MUST BE ENFORCED.

The powers conferred upon the Horti-
cultural Society and the Viticultural So-
ciety, for the prevention of the dissemina-
tion of disease through the vehicles in which
fruit is carried, are most clearly in the
public interest, and must be enforced, In
the absence of such police regulations it
is possible for one negligent fruit-grower
to spread disease all over the State, and
it is plainly not tolerable that any one
should be allowed thus to injure their
neighbors. We see that proceedings have
been instituted against Lusk & Co., of San
Francisco, for not disinfecting fruit-boxes
received by them from the country. It
is apparently claimed on their part that
the boxes complained of were disinfected
previcusly to being filled, but it is evident
that the dealers cannot be made the
iudges of what is necessary in this regard,
and that the regulations instituted by the
Horticultural Society and its Chief Execu-
tive Officer must control all who are en-
gaged in the fruit business. We trust
that ne factious resistance will be attempted
to this system of protective measures, for
slaere can be no question as to the need for
such action, and it is decidedly the inter-
est of the fruit-dealers as well as of the
fruit-growers that disease should be kept
from propagation.

At the same time
the other highwayman commenced shooting
a$ Carlson, the firs; shot hitting him over the
temple, producing a scalp wound, knocking
him on his knees, Azain dischargiog
his pistol at Carlson, the highwayman
shot his own pal, who was shooting
at Potter, the ball taking eff<ct in the
left side, passing through his body and pro-
ducing a mortal wound, Potter succeeded
in reaching his camp, while Carlson, who
was but slightly wounded, returned to the
store and gave the alarm, and returned
with a posse of men, who
found the wounded highwavman lying
where the shooting occurred. Under Sheriff
Baylis placaed him under arrest and took him
to the County Jail. The other robber is
still at large, but the authorities are confidest
that he will be captured, as both are well
known to the officers, The railroad men
were paid cff only an hour before, so it is
evident that the villians knew that Pctter
and Carlson had money on them.

The cripple, whose name
ie¢ Thomas Francis McMahon, was arrested
by officers-T. L. Tobin and Quaid, and
charged with aseault with intent to commit
murder. - The wonnded man was conveyed
to the Receiving Hospital, where his injary,
which is painful but not dangerous, was
dressed. McMahon has served a term in
prison for having several years ago shot at
a woman who refused to marry him, and
he bas also been in prison severzl times for
drankenness.

A street-car conductor, A. C. Finch, is
under arrest for knocking down faree, It
is said his bell-punch rang every time he
took & fare, but it is charged the fares
turned in ot the office by Finch at the end
of each trip were short, and in many in-
stances as many as five fares, They also
found that he rang a bell opon the taking
of each fare. It being desired to get pos-
seszion of the bell-ringing device, whatever
it might be, the officer arrested Finch at
the office immediately after be had turned
in his fares for the trip, and found in his
pocket a harmonica with a emall bell or
gong attachment, such as is exposzed for
sale in toy bazaars, The tone of the gong
corresponds to that of the bell-punch, an
is supposed to have been rung from the
prisoner’s sleeve while he pretended to
punch his fare elip, although Finch claims
that he simply used it as an accompani-
ment for his harmorica when playing upon
the latter.

SympATHY ¥OR CRIMINALS.-—My obser-
vation has led to the conclugion that the
motives usually are essentially coarse and
common-place, and the criminals worthy of
very little sympathy, 1 have not been
fortunate enough to meet with any lovely
fernales who have drowred their infants or
poisoned their parents from high and
praireworthy motives; nor have I met,
standing in the dock of the Old Bailey,
forms that weunld have graced the circles of
fashionable society. I do not mean to say
that many who are seen in that position
have not been brought to it by a series of
circumstances that may make them well
worthy of the pity of a philanthropist ;
