BOW A FRENCH ENGINEER SAVED A
TRAIN LOAD OF LIVES.

A curious story comes from France, which
would delight the hearts of Colonel John
Hay and Bret Harte. M. Grisel, the new-
est candidate for the decoration of the
legion of honor, is a workman. Allhis life,
itmay be said of him,he had seen his duty,
a dead sure thing, and went for itthere and
then. But this special opportunity came
one dark, dismal night in the winter of
1857. Atthat time a man in whose honor
a grand banquet wm to have been given
the next week at the Elysee Montinartre,
under the Presidency of Victor Hugo, was
employed as an engine driver on one of the
important lines of France. M. Grisel was
driving a train from Claremont to Brisudi.
A terrible storm was raging, the floods were
oat, and all around the train was aa dark
as pitch. When the train stopped at a
place called Vie le Comte, the sharp ears
of Grisel, the engine driver, caught the
sound of the rushing torrent of the river
Allier,and he remembered a very danger-
ous bridge, which the train was bound to
cross. Itmay have been instinct, or a very
proper sense of precaution, but the engine
driver got it into his head that itwould be
ruLning a tremendous risk to pass over the
train till the fabric had been examined and
pronounced safe. He communicated bis
Iviews to the station master, and wjm

laughed at for his pains. In fact, this
official, his superior officer, in tbe interests'
of the company, and witha view, no doubt,
to expedition, ordered i.riiel to proceed at
once. The. engine driver refused point
blank, and by doing so, at once qualified
| himself for instant dismissal. In such a
> case ninety-nine men one of every hun-
dred would have taken the risk and said
no more about it;but Grisul was consci-
entious, and remained firm to his point,
whereupon there followed a strange di-•
lemma. The station master lost his tem-
per, and was proportionately as irritable as
the workingman was calm ;but so obsti-
nate was the engine driver that itbecame
necessary to telegraph to the nearest im-
portant station for instructions. Long be-
fore the return menage had been received,
|the anticipated disaster was a fact, and the
Ipitiless flood had carried away the bridge
1 into the torrent below. Then followed a'
scene of great rejoicing. The passengers,

iawakened from their slumbers by the
Icrash, got out of their carriage* ;and
when they learned to whonc judgment, ex-
perience and tact they owed their liv<r,
they surrounded the young engineer in or-
der to congratulate him on having, by his
act of resolution, risked dismissal from his
employment, and been the means of sav-
ing at least 125 lives from a catastrophe as
horrible as the Tay bridge accident of later
years.

DOSTOEFSKY'S PIGEON.

It hap- j
pened that they passed by the officer's
Ihouse just as the governess was feeding her
ipigeons. A madcap thought came' into
:Doatoefsky'a head. He yielded to it, and
whistled bia favorite to him. The birds
all rose in the air, and the prisoner's pet
'flew up to Mm and began circling around
Ihia head. The governess, enraged at thin,
[ rushed straight up to Dostoefsky : "Isit
Iyou, you scoundrel, who entice away myi'
pigeons ? You shall pay for this !" ThoI
|narrator could not catch the words of
iDostoefaky's reply ;they seemed, however,
ito convey some impressive rebuke. Con-

trary to expectation, Dostoefaky was not'
punished in any way for his boldnesr.

i A fortnight later ths prisoners learned
that Nyetka had gone back to Kuatia,
taking her pigeons withher. But the bird
that the novelist had attached to himself
continued to come to bis hand. Whether

|it had escaped and returned of its own ac-
Icord, or whether it was intentionally left
Ifor the poor prisoner by the impulsive but
Iperhaps good-hearted Nyetka, remained a
myatery. One thiog ia certain

the treat-

ment of the priaoners grew more harah
after her departure.— [The Athenian).

What do you do with your cocoanut
shells V asked a Rrcortl reporter of a pronii-
|nent candy manufacturer. "Sell them to
be made into pepper," said he, and tbo
aroust.il curiosity of the reporter was not

Iquieted by hia turther statement that the
shells were really ground and used by
spice-men to adulterate pepper and other
of their wares. Further investigation
showed that a factory where the shells are'grounJTup is tituateJ at the corner of Line

1street and the railroad in Camdeu, aud is
:a one-story, brick building, the capacity of
, the mill being about two tuna of ground
!shells per day. Tne shells ar« brought to
ithe factory in bags, and deposited in the
1 roasting department. Here they are care-

fully scraped, and put iv great revolving
!ovens, which are constantly turned over
| beds of blazing coal. Some* of the shells
Iare roasted a light brown, while others
1 come oat crisp and black. After being
;carefully sorted, the dark shells are put in

jhoppers in the xrinding department and'reduced to a tine powder like pepper. The
bnnhi sheila are not ground !O Hoe, and

j come from the mill looking exactly like
j ground cqffee. This CaincUn factory ia, said to have been in operation for about a'
month. The shells cost very little, and

: the milling is done at an expense of about
2 or about 'J* cents per pound.

Arepresentative oi a leading sj>;«;house,
!in speaking of this novel preparation, said
Ithat, while hit bouse tad not used it,he
j supposed that it wan a harmless adultera-
;tion for spices. "We have our own method
\ of adulteration," said he, "and sell to the
trade probably more adulterated goods than
pure. We can't help it. Thero is no pro-

| tense on our part that the lower grades of
i spiceu are pure. We simply sell the re-

tailer what he wants. We sell them apiiea
at almost any figure. Pepper, forinstance,
'

as low as eight and nine cents, but itia
| about as much something elso as itia pep-

per. Itwould ruin the trade to prohibit' adulteration, and, besides, there- are not
enough spices grown to aupply the demand
of the United States alone ifnothing but
pure apices were sold. We are constantly

jmaking experiments to discover the cheap-
est harmless foreign matter with which we
can mix our gooda in order to supply the
demand for low grades."
