The Fire at Oakland Wharf-Further
Details.

Oakland, June —About 12 o'clock
last night the watchman on the bark Great
Western, unloading at Long Wharf, discov-
ered a small fire breaking out through the
curve on the roof of the warehouse on the
wharf. He ran to extinguish it, thinking it
was quite insignificant, but when he opened
the door a gust of flame burst forth in his
face, and he saw that the whole interior of
the building was on fire. Four vessels were
moored to the wharf—the Great West-
ern, Centennial, Big llmar/i and
Norma. Of these, the Centennial and Big
11 man/a were quickly towed out into
the stream by the ferry-boat Oakland. The
Great Western, a heavily-loaded ship of
1,800 tons register, was firmlyimbedded in
the mud, and the Norma caught fire before
she could be extricated. The Great Western
was valued at $25,000, and U a total lose
She had on board 1,800 tons of coal, of which
the greater put will probably be saved, as
the hold was' flooded by the San Francisco
fire-beSt Governor Irwio, which was earlj
dispatched to the scene, and played two pow-
erful streams on the flimes, without, how-
ever, much effect. Beside the coal in the
Great Western there was about 87,000 worth
of freight in the hold, which is a total loss.
She was not insured, the policy having
been allowed to lapse some two months ago,
owing to a difficulty with the insurance men.
The owners are Robert Sutton, C. J. Henry
and V. P. Howes, and the master is Captain
Simmons. The Norma, of Hull, is an iron
ship, and her damage is chiefly confined to
the rigging, amounting to about $8,000 ;fully
insured. After she had burned for a while,
she was dragged away from,the fire by one
of the locomotive?. The

'
damage to the

wharf, warehouse and contents amounts to
about $20,000. Most of the wheat in store
was hauled out before the fire reached it, but
four itcars and their load were destroyed.
The tire burned all night, notwithstanding
the efforts of the railroad fire engines, Oak-
land Fire Department and the San Fran-
cisco fire tug. In fact everything that conld
burn and was not removed did burn. The
total damage is about $60,000. I

1!n- Bnrnlog of Ibe Badgers..Port Townbeni), Juoe 20 ,h.— The follow-

ing iia report of the burning of the United
State* exploring steamer Roigers in St. Law-
rence Bay : At the time tbe Itodgers was
burned she waa lying off shore about a mile
and a half distant, with two anchors down,
75 fathoms on each chain, in ten fathoms of
watsr, lyinghead to a strung northwest wind.
The fire waa reported at about 8:15 A. M.
Allproceeded at opce to the tire quarters,
and everything possible was done to save th«
ship. The fire was located in the lower hold
forward, and its probable cau*a was sponta-
neous combustion. The place where it
originated was so situated, being near the
ccal bunkers, that it was next to an
impossibility to get a stream of water on it.
The officers and crew battled manfully, and
vigorously fought the destroying element
almost with desperation, but all to no pur-
pure. The fire gained forapidly that itbe-
came evident to her commander that all at-
tempts to save the ship would prove fruitless,
.-1at about 4 P. M.,as a last resort, the chains
were slipped, sail made aud the ship headed
for the beach, in hopea that by scuttling; her
sufficient provisions might be saved to
subsist the party on until rescued.
Tne scuttling was done by opening the out-
board delivery. Although from six to eight
feet of water rushed into her firo-room, yet
owing to the coal and timbers beiDg choked
the water did uot fluw forward to the seat of
the fire. The ship at this time lay about 2.50
yards from the shore, *nrron»ded by a soft !

flush twenty inches thbk, too soft to land
upon, and yet too heavy to force boatn
through under ordinary circumstances. For-
tunately the ship was provided with a bi-
darki, by meana of which the men were en-
abled to carry a lin; ashore. At10 P. M. the
flames proceeded so far oft that itwas de-
termined to abandon the ship, all hope of
saving her being ended.

PARTICKLARS OF THE DXSASTXR.
San Francisco. June 20ch.

—
Itprovea dif-

ficult to obtain much Information regarding
the 10.-s of the steamer E*cambia. Captain
Purvis has been closeted duriog the morning
with the consignees, ami the men rescued
with him have been stowed away to >l»ep off
the fatigue of the night's straggles with the
wav6s. This much, however, ha« been
gleaned from the statements made by the
Captain and by stevedores who stowed the
vessel: OwiDg to the empty condition "of
the water-ballast tanks and the coal carried
on deck, the fhip was cranky. On getting
outside she encountered a heavy sea. One of
the journals becair.e heated, and the engiaes
were stopped. The ship, losing headway,
fell off into the trough of tha ?ea and a wave
luarded her, throwing her onher beam end*.
Allhands rushed on deck, as the water began
to pour in through the skylights and hatches,
and owing to tho dangerous position of the
shin no one would go below to start the
engines and get her head to the sea again, and j
she filled rapidly and sink. TII9 Captain, i
engineer and seven others got into one boat, j
and nine men took the li'e-b >at. The latter
boat was full of water, and had no oars.
Tha Captnin supposes that the re-
mainder of the crew, eleven in number,
went down with the ship. The Cap-
tain's boat pulled aroucd in the darkness
until about 1 o'clock in the morning, when
an attempt was made to land on the ocean
beach. The boat was ewamped, and only
four of its occupants succeeded inreaching
the land. This morning search was made
along the beach for the hadies of the other j
occupants nf the boat, but no trace of them '

was found. The revenue cutter Richard
Hush is now out looking for the lifeboat. The
F.icatnbii hud on board a cargo of wheat
valued at $'.'O,OOO, which was fullyinsured. I
The ship is believed to be insured in Liver- j
pool. Itis stated thai it is the custom to ;

empty the water tanks in loading, and as the
ootl iiused up to fill tha tsnks t> preserve
stability. The general impression is that the
disaster was due to piling the coal on debk.
An inquiry willbe held at once. Meantime
the parties interested maintain a guarded
silence

CAPTAIN TI'RVIS MAKE3A STATEMENT.
1.11.r Captain Purvis made a statement

substantially as follow*: After the pilot left
the vessel she wa< smirk by a heavy eea
which tilled her decks wilhseveral hundred
tons of water, which careened the ship over
badly. The third mate hior out that the
i'iinkerilnU-ii had baen washed off on the lee
side. The ship then began to fill rapidly
through the bunker hatch opening, a space of
about four feet square. Captain Purvis or-
dered the helm to be put h&rd down to bring
the .-hip* head to the sea. The vessel came
partly to, when she refused to answer her
helm. She conticued fillingwith water and
careening more ail more. The engineer!)
and firemen rushed on deck greatly alarmed
and the Captain then ordered the boats to be
launched. Three boats were immediately
lowered. The first and second mate* jumped
into a lifeboat wl.ich was astern of tbe ship
and was swamped immediately. The Cap-
tain and eight of the crew got into a boat and
pulled any for shore. They landed on the
beach in th» turf. Only four of those on
h i-,r1 tl.e boat, including the Captain, suc-
ceeded ia getting ashore alive, as tbe boat
was rolled over and over by the surf. The
third engineer (one of the persons saved) was
so weak when assistance reached them that
he was rolling on the beach like a maniac.
Those able to walk climbed a high bluff and
saw the

' '
v.m House on fire, but were

unable to reach it because of the lake in-
tervening.

MR. DRESIIACH'S STATEMENT.
Mr. Dreabach, the charterer, states that

the vessel was not by any means overloaded,
and that the water tank* uxed as ballast bad
been emptied to allow of more room for the
stowage of the wheat, as they are never used
except the vessel be empty ornearly so. Mr.
Dresbach also states that he does not believe
that the coal on the upper deck caused her to
become top heavy, but is inclined to tbink
that when she was struck by the heavy seas
the water managed to get between decks on
the port fide, in that way moistening the
cargo and making itheavier on that side and
giving the vessel a list to port.

THE SAVED.
Those saved besides Captain Purvis are R.

W. Walker, engineer ;George Dash, steward,
and F. Jones, cmk. The majority of tbe
crew of the vessel deserted at Departure Bay,
and upon her trip to this port she had but
one sailor outside of the officers aboard. As
she canoe down under steam no inconven-
ience was met with, except that the officers
were compelled to take "tricks" at the
wheel.

MEN SHIPPED AT THIS PORT.
