Itis dismantled by its present proprietor,

and is being rebuilt. About all theaters there
dwells an interest that makes nearly all rem-
iniscences concerning them attractive. The
theatrical circle is a world within itself.
About it,and the people who live within it,
there always has been a peculiar interest.
Amystical line separates them from the rest
of the world, and all mankind look upon the
stage witha degree of interest that is difficult
of definition. Neither time nor space suffice
to enter into this subject as it deserve*, buti
present effort must be directed to presenta- i
tion of some facts concerning the theaters of!
Sacramento, and especially the Metropolitan, j
which is the only remaining representative of
all the "stages" upon which pUjers have
strutted their brief hour in this city.

Proper opened upon the Pacific coast was the
Eagle Theater cf Sacramento, October IS,

'
1849, on Front street, under tbe proprietor-
ship of L.Hnbbard & Co. Itwas of wood,
iron and canvas, 30 by 65 feet, and cost $80,-
--000.' The stage, built of packing boxes, was
16 feet in depth. The parquet had mother !

The ring occupied the place of the present |
