THE USE OF AMMONIA IN BANKING
PO WDERS.

Ils Importance as a Culinary Agent.

[Scientific American. 1
The recent discoveries in science ana chem-

istry are fast revolutionizing our daily domes-
tic economies. Old methods are giving way
tothe light of modern investigation, and the
habits and methods of our fathers and moth-
ers are stepping down and out, to be succeed-
ed by the new ideas withmarvelous rapidity.
Inno department of. science, however, have
more rapid strides been male than in its rela-
tions to the preparation and preservation of
human food. Scientists, having discovered
how to traverse space,, furnish heat, and beat
time itself, by the application of natural
forcee, and to do ahundred other things pro-
motive of the comfort and happiness of hu-
man kind, are naturally turning their atten-
tiuu to the development of other agencies and
powers that shall add to the years during
which man may enjoy the blessings set before
him.

Amone the recent discoveries in this direc-
tion, none h more important than the uses to
which common ammonia can be properly put
as a leavening agent, and which indicates
that this familiar salt is hereafter to perform
an active part in tho preparation of our daily
food.

The carbonate of ammonia is an exceed-
ingly volatile substance. Place a small por-
tion of itup m a knife and hold over a flame,
and it will almost immediately be entirely
developed into gas and pass cIT into the air.
The gas thus formed is a single composition
of nitrogen and hydrogen. No residue is left
froru the ammonia. This gives it its supe-
iiorityas a leaveniui; power over soda and
cream of tartar when used alone, and has in-
duced its use as a supplement to these ar-
ticles. A small quantity of ammonia in the
dough is effective in producing bread that
willbe lighter, sweoter acd more wholesome
than that rissn by any other leavening agent.
When it is acted upon by the heat of baking
the leavening gas that raises the dough is
liberated. In this act it uses itself up, as it
were ;the ammonia is entirely diffused, leav-
ing no trace of residuum whatever. The
light, fluffy, flaky appearance, so desirable
in biscuits, etc., and so sought after by pro-
fessional cooks, is said to be imparted to
them only by the use of this agent.

The bakers and baking powder manufact-
urers producing the finest goods, have been
quick to avail themselves of 'hia useful dis-
covery, and the handsomest at dbest bread and
cake are now largely risen by the aid of am-
monia, combined, of course, with other
leavening material.

Ammonia is one of the best known pro-
ducts of the laboratory. If, a» seems to be
justlyclaimed for if, the application of its
properties to the purposes of cooking results
in giving us liehter aad more wholesome
bread, biscuit and cake, it willprove a bom
todyspeptic humanity, and willspeedily force
itself into general use in the new field to
which science has assigned it.

San Jose, June 22d.—The convention was

called to order at 0:30, President Boggs pre-
siding.

Lovell,of Santa Clara, said he had been re-
quested to place in nomination for Governor
Lawrence Archer, a gentleman not without
his history or record. He had always with
ready abilitysustained the principles of the
Democratic party. The services of Archer
in the Legislature were commended.

O, W. (guilty, of Santa Clara, seconded
j the nomination in a speech of flowery elo-
jcjuence.

Wallace Leach, of Los Angeles, also sec
!onded the nomination of Archer. Ue found
Archer a Democrat at the time the shovelry
:had gone to the sand-lot, and when the chiv-
alry were reclining in easy chairs smoking
imported cigars. Ifhe were not nominated
he would not intimate, as was intimated yes-

terday, that there would be a third party.
[Loud and prolonged cheering.]

This referred to an intimation inTerry's
speech last evening, when seconding Stone-
man's nomination.

Kailof Yolo eulogized Jo Hamilton, and
withdrew his name, because of illness.

THE CANDIDATES ON THE PLATFOEM.
The President announced that the candi-

dates, accordiog to the resolution, wouldsub-
scribe to the platform before the balloting
begun.

Clay W. Taylor was the first introduced,
and was greeted by a atorm of applause.
Taylor recognized the compliment, saying

;there was never a time in the history oi the
State when more auspicious circumstances
surrounded the Democracy. He referred
briefly to the gracd old Jeffersocian prin-
ciples, and predicted that the immortal party

would wrest the State Irom Republicanism.
Democracy waa opposed to centralization,
legislative monopoly and corporate oppression.
The party steadfastly holds that the creature
must be subservient to the creator. Corpor-
ations must be controlled by the people and
for the people. The record recently made by

the Democratic party in Congress on the Chi-
nese question was commended and glorified.
He spoke also of loyalty to the party, and
said the greatest danger besetting the organi-

zation was the exhilaration which springs
from the coLfidence of victory. Work was
needed to insure success, and each membei
must participate. If elected Governor, he
wouid be the Governor of the whole people,
discharging his duty with love of country
and fear of God. Ifyour choice should fall
upon another, Ishall cheerfully acquiesce.
|Iheartily and cordially indorse y r.r plat-

form.
Grftith of Fresno indorsed the platform on

behalf of Berry.

Johnson was next introduced, and the ap-
plause was tremendous. Three cheers were
given.

After reviewing the squad, and when the
Convention had ceased cheering, the President
said :"Ifthis is not a bouquet of beauty, it
is certainly a galaxy of statesmanship. The
candidates have pooled their issues and
agreed to support the nominee of the Con-
vention."

The Convention then proceed to the roll
call forGovernor.

THE SITCATIOS AT MIDNIGHT.

San Jose, June 22 l—Midnight.—The fight

Unow fiercer than at any time since the first
car-lmd of delegates arrived. Terrific ef-
forts are being made to fax things so that a
choice for Governor on be arrived at on the

first or second ballot to-morrow morning. It
is feared that otherwise another whole day
willbe pacsed with no advance towards the
end. Rumors are rifa of compromises and
combinations, but nothiDg definite U known
outside of the rooms wheie the pooling ar-
rangements are supposed to be going on.

A half dozen district delsgite meetings
were held early in the evening, tut most of
them adj-urned early to give the anxious
delegates an opportunity to return to the
streets and j>in in the general and excited
discussion and hard work. The Second and
Third Congressional District delegates met to
nominate Congressmen, but neither did asy
work. There is a feeling that any Congres-
sional nomination made at this time might
affect the gubernatorial fight, and it is not
likely that any such work wiil be done until
the principal battle is decided.

The First Railroad Commission District
delegates are the only ones who stuck at
work. They are now voting for a Railroad
Commissioner in the California Theater, with
every prospect of an all night session. The
candidates are Geo. J. Carpenter, of ElDo-
rado ;W. S. Green, of Colusa ;William M.
Crutcher, of .Placer, and H. M. Larue, of
Sacramento. Carpenter leads in the fight,
but the disposition to create deadlocks is con-
tagious, and the fightis a hard one.

The Third Railroad Commission District
delegates also met, but the anxiety to take a
hand in the general fight was too strong to
admit of any business being done.

The First Congressional District fight be-
tween Ferral, Wallace, Rosecrans, Sutnner
and Frost, is waxing warm. The latter's
position ia the fight is merely ornamen'a!,
as ha cuts no material figure here. Sumner
willbe satisfied with Congressman at large if
Ferral takes the First District, and the gen-
eral impression here now is that he will.

Mr. Hearst's delegates caucused to-night,
and there are fresh rumors afloat to the effect
that an effort has been made to effect a com-
bination in the interest cf their candidate.

A pretty reliable authority announces that
Berry willbe withdrawn from Ihe fight to-
morrow, and it ia the prevailing impression
that the conflict willsoon be narrowed down
to Stonemau and Taylor, with the chances in
favor of the latter.

Rumors, too, are rife that another "dark
horse" will be trotted out to counteract the
effect of the stampede in fnvor of Taylor.

Johnson's friends are still pretty confident
that in the event of a break in the Hearst
ranks

dict will take place— a good number of the
latter's supporters will fly to Johnson's
standard.

Messrs. Haggin and Tevlt are now here in
the interest of Hearst.

The Lost Eaeambla Nothing Learned or
the Miming Boat-Consular Court or
Inquiry.

San Francisco, June 22d.— The search
for the missing life-boat containing a portion
of the crsw of the ill-fated steamer Eacambia
has failed, -•> fi>r, to dev«lop anything that
would justify the belief that they have not
found a watery grave. The revenue cutter
Richard Rush returned to port this morning
about half-past 11 o'clock from her cruise in
search of any possible survivors of the found-
ered steamship. She cruised off the mouth
of the harbor, and then went d»wn the coast
as far as Santa Cruz. A careful lookout was
kept all the while, but no trace of the miss-
ing lifeboat or any of its crew was discov-
ered. The only remaining chance of their
survivalnow is that the schooner .). G. Wall,
which was noticed on Monday evening cruis-
ing near the scene of the disaster, or that
some other outward-bound coaster whichhap-
pened in the vicinity at the time, may have
picked them up. The schooner J. G. Wall
left this port Monday afternoon bound for
Albion river, Mendocino county, and she is
due there to-day. There being telegraphic
communication with Albion river, itwill be
promptly known on the vessel's arrival there
whether the missiDg men were picked up or
not.

The panic occurred while getting out the
boats. Did not think anything more could
have been done to save the crew. Thought
all the life-jickete weie used.

hanging on the outside, which was lowered
and swamped alongside with the first and
second mate and others of the crew, whom
witness did not remember, in her. Two other
boats were lowered, one of which was the one
which witness got into, and was swamped on
the beach. Saw the other one, a life-boat,
half full of water, with six men in itand one
hanging on the side. After the ship went down
under him witness swam to one of the boats
and got into it,and after he got into it two
more men were picked up, making nine init.
Tried to reach the life-boat, but could not.
Remained in the vicinity trying to reach the
other boat about at hour and a

—
until

dark. The ship was not visible while we re-
mained there. The life-boat with the six
men init was visible drifting about ;shouted
to them. .They were about one hundred and
fiftyfathoms away, and tbe wind and waves
were so strong that witness' boat could not
reach the other. The names of four of the
men inthe boat into which witness climbed
we're John George, cook ;George Dark, stew-
ard ;Peter Walker, third engineer ;James
Fitzpatrick, fireman. The names of: the
other four he didnot know. Afteritbecame
dark made for the fixed light at the entrance
to the harbor, but could not reach the shore
on account of the breakers, and get half full
of water. The men wanted to make for the
land through the braakers. Witness was
steering the boat and ,asked if they should
remain outside the breakers or try to reach
the shore. They all said to make forshore,
which they did and were swamped, .

Pilot Rogers, whotook the ship to sea, said
she had an unusual list to port when he took
charge |of her. . The Captain said it was
nothing. On changing her course, she listed
tostarboard, and he again called the Captain's
attention to it. He said it didn't matter ;
could see there was a nasty sea outside ;any
ve-sel losing way on the bar in such a sea,
fallinginto a trough and shipping seas, would
founder. Tbe ship bad to slow down while
inthe bay. The Captain, at my request, in-
quired at the engine-room, and reported hotI
journals ;thought then itwould lie verydan- ;
gerous if she had toslow down while on the
bar. Ifshe had been in ballast only, the;e
