A POSSIBLE RIVAL TO CINCHONA,

During the last two or three years a bark |

containing quinine and quinidine has been
obtained from Columbia in enormous quan-
tities. The botanical source of this bark,
which is known in commerce under the
name of cuprea cinchona, on account of its
peculiar coppery tint, has hitherto been a
mystery. M. Triana, the well- known
quinologist, has recently succeeded in
tracing 1t out, and has stated in the British
Pharmaceutical Journal for April 224,
that it is derived in great measure from
two speciesof thenearlyailied genusremijia,
none of the members of which were pre-
viously known to contain quinine. Several
species of remijia have leaves resembling
those of the true cinchonas, and of these
M. Triana has determined that R. Pudi-
eanna, Wedd.,, and R. pedunculata
Karsten, certainly yield cuprea bark, the
former being the species which contains
the alkaloid cinchona mine recently dis-
covered by M. Arnaud. It appears prob-
able that other species also yield the
cuprea cinchona of commerce, but definite
information on this point is still want.
ing. The value of this bark has led, ac-
cording to M. Triana, to great devastation
of the forests in which the trees grow,
and has produced a financial stagnation,
business being neglected in order to fol.
low the more profitable occupation of col-
lecting the bark. The tree is likely to
prove valuable for cultivation in countries

where malarial fever abounds, since it |

grows at an elevation of 200 1,000 meters
above the sea, at which even red cinchona
bark will not flourish. But a etill more
formidable rival to cinchona is occupying
public attention. E. S. Maumene, a dis.
tinguished French chemist, has definitely
announced verbally that he has gucceeded
in making quinine artificially, that is to
eay, without having recourse to the natural
bark., He does not wish to announce the
details of his process just yet, as he does
not consider them perfect ; but he has de¢
posited a sealed packet containing an
account of them with the Secretary of
the French Academy of Sciences. M.
Maumene’s announcement is clear and
distinct, and his reputation as a
philosepher is too high for him to imperil
it by a premature’ or ill-considered state-
ment. If M. Maumene has succeeded in
making artificial quinine at a cheaper rate
than by extracting it from bark, he has
both fame and fortune before him ; and the
Peruvian bark plantations of South Amer-
ica, India, Ceylon and Java, whether na-
tural or artificial, may be cut down for
firewood. If, on the confrary, he canonly
produce it at a dearer rate, he will have
achieved a result that will hand down his
name to posterity as the first chemist who
has succeeded in the artificial formation of
a vegetable alkaloid.

AIDS FOR DEAF PERSORS,

In a store window in Broadway, where a
dazzling collection of spectacles, a variety
of ear trumpets and several dozen of opera
glasses are displayed, a number of ordinary-
looking canes and a common-place-looking
umbrella stand in the corner. A placard
affixed to one of the canes designates it as
an acoustic cane, Another placard on the
umbrella conveys the information that with
the assistance of the acoustic umbrella a
deaf person can hear eonversation, when
the person speaking is at a distance, A
second inspection of thy canes after read-
ing the placards discloses the fact that they
consist of bamboo sticks with a varpished
black metal top and a veay small horizontal
piece for a handle.

A ealesman in the store exhibited a cane
to a reporter, and twisting it in his hand
disclosed a row of holes encircling the black
metal. Placing the small horizontal piece
in his ear, in the easy and natural way that
some men put the handle of a cane in the
mouth, he assured the reporter that his
voice was =o loud that he conld scarcely
endure it. He then showed a small aper-
ture through the horizontal handle.
This connected with an ear-trumpet inge-
niously arranged in the top piece of the
cane. The jreporter then held the handle
of the cane to his ear, It sounded as a sea
shell would. When the salesman spoke
his voice was increased several times in
volume. The chief value of the invention
lies in the fact that the cane or umbrella
may be used without betraying the fact of
the owner’s deafness,

** It is wonderful,” continued the clerk,

"““how much people dislike to admit that

their hearing is defective. They come in
and ask tolook at ear-trumpets for friends.
We know that they want them for them-
selves,
are just as numerous as people who are
near-sighted. 1f the wish to ignore deaf-
ness was not so pronounced, ear-trumpets
would be as common as spectacles.”

““We have sold thousands of these,”
continued the storekeeper, showing a min-
iature silver ear-trumpet calculated to fit
inside the ear. *‘ They are popular be-
cause they can be used without exciting
remark.”

Aunother miniature ear-trumpet was
shown, made from two metals, the union of
which produced electricity intended to
have a vivifying influence on dead and
dying nerves.
