FOREIGN EVENTS.

SPRCTAL DISPATCHES TO THE RRCORD-UNION. )

The Trouble in Ezypt.

Paris, June 29th,—An interesting letter
from one of the Alexandria correspondents of
Temps thraws & rather different light on the
events of the 11th of June at Cairo, The
Europeans, according to this Jetter, made a
most desperate resistance, and succeeded in
inflicting 3 heavier loss on their Arabd assail-
ants than they themselves suffered. Accord-
ing to the cfficial Egyptian figures, the num-
ber of persons admitted to the hospital
reached 1,350, ef which 1,160 were natives.
But mauny killed and wounded Arabs cer-
tainly disappeared. Oae Italian is said to
have killed 16, and two Maltese, arme 1 with
carbines and protected by a barricade, te-
gether shot 50, The carnage in Place de
Falley, where two hurndred armed Italians
Greeks were assemblad, was terrible,

MESSES. WEINSTOCK & LUBIN.

Dame Fashion in Muslin Dresses—Extensive Use of Embroidered
Flouncing—The Traveling Costume—The Dust-Cloak and the
Cloth Ulster.

Within the last week there has been a very sensible development of
costumes of the diaphanous textures, and wash fabrics and batiates have come
notably to the front. The variety in most popular use is the plain ecru, and
this is employed not only in the composition of the entire ccstume, but it
appears in combination with satin foulards, sateen and Louisine silk, Very
tasteful and desirable dresses are made of the robe patterns of batiste, consist-
ing of a sufficiency of the plain material for the skirt, with a polonaise or skirt-
drapery and a basque, defined by an embro!dnrgﬂ daulgn. The nq!vi_h _ﬁ
generally very simple, consisting of leaf-shaped scalloping heavily overcast,
ossom design, in ecru, white, tlack, brown,
strong blus, or stroag red, laborate creations are of the plain material,
with trimmings of lace, and guéished with ribbons of high color ; and for
trimming, as on costumes of Indi-} pongee, we notice the revival of the old-
fashioned yak lace. This lace, wr‘ing in the exact shade of ecru batiste and
pongee, is both handsome and appropriate as garniture. Tasteful combinations
are of ecru bastiste with satin fophrd in Pompadour designs, or in floriated
striping of the colors seen on old Q,Qm: porcelain ; while an elegant finish is

trimming of *‘ficelle” or yak lace, ‘upplemented by bows of ‘‘moire antique”
ribbon in *“ciel” blue, Cardiaal r&li or Turkey red.

Another style of making, flounces the back from the foot to the'edge of the
basque ; the flounces extending up tho front about two-thirds its depth; and
surmounted by a short apron, scarf-drapery or panniers—the panniers surround-
ing the hips, and meeting in the center of the back, ucder a large bow made of
watered or of satin sash ribbon, and bows of narrow ribbon to match garnishing
the waist and the sleeves, The gathered waist, fitted by a shirred yoke and
worn with a b.ell:. varies the baeque ; aod the polonaise of muslin, opeviog from
the front in panniers, does common sarvice with a skirt of the muslin, or of black
silk, satin or velvet—it being understood that the polonaise is worn over a black
waist, On dresses of Freoch organdie and Swicz mu'l, flounces of Oriental
lace, or of other of the novalty laces, substitute the embroidered flounces, “The
ecru-tinted flouncing and laces come in admirably for the trimming of batiste,
ecru mull and other ecru-tifited muslins, and very beontiful and tasteful effects

are produced in the use of flonacing and laces of ecru grounding wrought in

white,

The flannels of light-weight, the cheviot cloths, and the shepherds’ plaids,
appear in traveling costumes, Of these, for the special purpose of the.traveling
dress, the highest favor is accorded the cheviots ; and pattersa showing an inter-
mixture of dark colors are preferred, E‘he disposition to greawer severity in
the styles of dressmaking encourages very little that is ornate in the traveling
custume, Flannels are made up with the skirt simply tucked and boriared
at the foot with the narrow box-plaiting sewed on In a seam ; while the stouter
cloths have the back kilted, the front in several tucks, from twe to three
inches deep, r;eaching somewhat above the knees, surmounted by a curved
apron of successive upward folds, or folded scarf drapery, with demi-long
bouffant drapery on the back. The casaguin waist, finished with a narrow,
standing collar and plain cuffs, with stitching on all the edges, and one or three
rows of small bullet-shaped buttons up the front, is varied by a bazque, pointed
in front and plaited on the hack.

There are, however, very elegant traveling dresses of cheviot cloth that show
in the style of making as much elaboration as is seen in silk dresses for dinner
wear, To render the dress of lighter weight the skirt is made of si'k ; plaiting
of the cloth, from four to six inches deep, trims the Iool.’, overhung by a piece of
the cloth eighteen inches deep, cut in turret blocking at the bottom and bouund.
Surmounting this piece is folded ecarf drapery, which loses itself under a bouf-
fant arrargement on the back, The waist is the casaquin jacket, or a fanciful
basque, with the approved finish cf stitching and a plenti‘ul use of small but-
tons. Costumes of shepherds’ plaids have nerrow plaiting at the foot of the
ekirt, peeping out beneath a deep-kilted flounce across the front, and a kilted
back, with the apron or the scarf drapery and bouffant back, and the casaquin
or the more ornate bacque waist. Numerons amall, bullet-shaped buttons are
now a distinctive feature in the finish of all cloth costumes, save those trimmed
in military fashion ; and well fitted, the more severe the style of making, the
more elegant it is considered,

Some sort of a wrap is a sine quo non in the traveling outfit, To repel dust
only, the dust cleak is thoaght of ; while for sudden changes of weather, from
warm to cool, or from dry to damp, the nlster is inevitable, The most approved
dust-clonks are of gray mohair, cut semi-loose, with the rquare Japanese sleeves,
The finish is a moderately wide reversed collar, with stitched edges and large
buttons up the front; and in eome models the back forms adeep fold, running
from sleeve to sleeve, and under this is set a large bow, made of deep loops and
short ends, of wide black or gray eatin ribbon. The fashionable ulster is most
frequently of checked cloth, in dark cheviot colors, varied by cloths ‘with vivid
dashes of crimson or red on grounding of olive or old gold, and now and then &
cloak is seen of mixed gray or ecrn. The deep Princess palatot, supplemented
by a separate triple or quadruple coachman’s cape, is the populsr style of the
ulster. The Raglan plaited back, in some models, varies the mera austere
Priacess cloak, and ribbons serve as garnishing; though in the traveliog habit,
above all others, there is good taste and elegance in simplicity.

The hat for traveling is diagonal, rough-aud-ready; or stout Dusstable,
straw braid, faced with velvet or faille, and trimmed with eatin drapery and
