ANOTHER  ASSASSINATION IN  LAKE
Couxty.—We learn that Lee Laws, son of
H. C. Laws, who killed the Calavan boy,
and young Newt Gordon were shot in Lan-
gell valley last Wednesday by some set-
tlers, without any word of warning. Laws
was killed instantly, being shot through
the breast, and Gordon was not expected
to live. The boys had startedsout to huat
up some cattle, and were but a short dis-
tance from the house when shot at by par-
ties in concealment. This makes six mur-
ders committed in Lake county without a
conviction or even trial, which is a very
bad state of affairs for Siskiyou and Modoc
counties in this State adjoining. The par-
ticulars of the affair we have been unable
to learn, and this report is atated to have
been heard by Thomas Orr at head of Wil-
low creek, near the Oregon line, from which
place he has just returned to Shasta valley.
There will undoubtedly he more assassina-
tions in the Langell country about Link-
ville, as the friends of the murdered boys
may no doubt seek revenge, which will
render the Langell valley and Bonanza
country more dangerous than when in-
fested by the hostile Modocs. If the
county authorities fail to enforce the laws
and preserve order in a county, the State
should take steps in the matter, and it
would be well for the Governor of this
State to ask co-operation in the matter of
protection to settlers along the Oregon
boundary, as citizens of this State are lia-
ble to be assassinated in the same manner.
The scenes of these troubles lie on both
sides of the boundary line, including
Steele’s swamp in this State, and Langell
valley and the Bonanza and Linkville

sunflowers made of pure gold, and carried
them in their hand, and fastened their
robes with them.

In Persia and other lands of the Kast the
suntliower is the emblem of constancy in
love, and there are many poetical allusions
in Eastern literature to the ilower that
always turns its face towards the sun,

The first mention we have of it in Eag-
land is from Gerard, in 1596, when he tells
us that in his garden he had one that has |
grown to the hight of fourteen feet, which |
produces flowers measuring sitteen inches |
over. In Spain and Mexico they grow to |
the hight of twenty feet, some of the flow- |
ers measuring four feet in diameter, and a |
single flower producing 2,362 seeds.

Alma Tadema has illustrated this fact in
his beautiful pictare of ** Sunflowers,” in
™ uich a maiden is reaching up to the flow-
ers, which are still far above her. The
whole purpose of the picture is evidently
intended to make the spectator feel the
great hizht of the plant, Browning calls
the flower a *‘foolish mimic sum.” Darwin
gives it a better character, for he says it

“ ¢limbs the upland lawn,
And bows in homage to thie rising dawn.”

Moore uses it as a comparison of con-
stancy, for he says:

“ A% the sunflower turns on her god, when he sits,
The same look which she turned when he rose.”

Bat Blake gave it a sad; longing charac- |
ter, and in two short, exquisite verses
make you feel quite differently to the great
yellow flower :

Ah! Sunflower, weary of time,
Who countest the steps of the sun,
Seeking after the sweet golden prime
Where the traveler’s journey is done.

Where the youth pined away with desire,
And the pale virgin shrouded in snow,
Arise from their graves and aspire
Where my Sunflower wishes to go.

Botanical authorities say that there are |
nearly fitty speciss. Among those which |
are best known are the tall sunflower of
Peru and Mexico, the perepnial, a na-
tive of Virginia, and the dwarf sunflower,
brought as late as 1878 from Igypt. The
seeds, when peeled, taste like sweet al-
mond. They make an excellent bread of
them in Porttigal, and during the late war,
in the Southera States, they were substi-
tuted for coffee in many a frontier cabin.
They are good food for poultry, and the oil
pressed from them is frequently used in
place of olive oil for salads ; it can also be
burned in the lamp, and is splendid for
soap making. |
The stems and flowers when burned pro- |
duce a good potash, and many a housewife |
in Texas has superintended the burning of |
sunflowers to obtain the potash for her |
week’s baking with as much care as she |
did the baking itself. |
In Texas the sunflower pulled at sun- |
down with & wish is sure to bring the wish
true before the next sunset (so the Indians
gay), and no true Texan will have a garden
without at least one of these ‘‘ mimic suns”
in it. To dream of them signifies that you
will have your pride wounded; and a
negro, if he has this dream, will never rest |
until he has pulled a sunflower to counter-
act the omen. And in some parts of the
South a negro will not let you bring into
the house a sunflower that has been pulled
before it is perfect, or one that isin any

way broken.—[Harper’s Weekly.
