BOARD OF SUPERVISORS.

A LIVELY AND INTERESTING SESSION
YESTERDAY.

Cadwaladers Claim for $3,000 and the
Reporter!. 1 Demand for $650 Re-

jected—Bills Allowed.

The Hoard met yesterday pursuant to ad-

journment Allthe members present. The
report of Sperry Dye. i!Koad District No.

12 was read, referred, (rand cjrr«ct and or-

dered on hie. On motion and call of the roll

Mr.-. Howitt was allowed $10 for relief.
J. G. Pyuo appeared in person and by

hi" counsel, Grove 1.. Johnson, before the
Board, and presented his petition, duly ver-
it'nJ, asking for the organization of a recla-
mation district out of certain land* of
said Pvne, situated in Sacramento
county, vi1 forming part of Swamp

Land District Nc. 2. Dae and
;legal evidence v.-is presented of the pub-

lication of \u25a0>.! !petition according to la*'. J.
G. Pyne was sworn and examined in relation
to the statements made in the petition. No
objections were D ada or tiled against said pe-
tition. Tl.» Board baring duly considered
the matter and being *ati»6ed that no land

i was improperly included in or exempted from
I the limits \u0084f s»id proposed district. Super-
j visor Wilson moved that the prayer of the

petitioner be granted and the petition ap-
-1 proved, which wan adopted on a call of the

roll, by the following Wilson, Blair,
Butler, irUty,Bailey and Beckley.

The report of I. T. Brown, Overseer of
ll>.ulDistrict No. 7, wan received, referred to
Supervisor Bailey and by him reported cor-
rect.

THE BEPOBTER9' CLAIM.
The bill of $650 presented against the

county by Messrs. Cutter and Davis came np
tor comideraticn. Itwas a claim fjr work
done by them as stenographers during the ar-
gument of the Gold Ron case. hen the
bill was placed I*fore the Hoard t.':» day be-

;fore it was fullyexplained by the claimants,

i anJ had the indorsement of Attorney-Gen-
eral Hart. They stated that the defendants
in the case had already paid their proportion

| for the work done. The claim was duly regis-
tered, and Mr. Cadwalader, one of the at-
torneys in the flickens case, appeared before
the Board jester Jay morning and stated that

, tne claim was not a proper one, and should
| not be paid ;that he bad been asked tocer-
tifytoits correctness, 1at that he considered
it a dishonest demand ;that they had been
fully paid for all the work they had done in

Ithe case. He furthermore stated that Mr.
jDavis bad slid to him that he himself .did not'
consider ita proper demand against the coun-

!ty, and ha only presented itbecame Mr. Cut-
{ ter insisted upon it.

Just after -Mr. Cadwalader had made these
statements, Messrs. Cu'.t r and Davis en-
tered the room. A vote was taken, and all
the l'.jardpresent voted to reject the demand.

Attie afternoon session Cu'.ter and Davis
a-.'uin appeared before the Board with their
ccun<el. Grove L. Johnson. Mr. Johnson i

asked that the vote by which the demand,was rejected be reconsidered so that hi*cli-
ents could be heard in the matter and give
their reesonn for presenting a bill against the
county for $050. He stated that the stenog-
raphers reported the speeches made during
the argument at the request of Judge Temple
»nd George Cadwalider. That Cadwalader
understood that they were to be paid for the
same. That he did receive the copy of
his ownspeech from their hands, and had the

>same printed, and then put ina claim against
the county for $173, for the printing of his
argument ;and this 1.5 iard did allow, and did
pay for the same. That he diree'ed the
stenographers tosend Judge Rhodes' speech to

Ihimat his home, butnot tosend any billwithlit,
for Sacramento county would foot the bill.
Furthermore, it is understood, and the claim-
ants here are willingto be sworn, and will
testify that Cadwalader withholds h»indorse-
ment of that demand simply because in a
former action regarding hi* fee* Win. J.
Davis would not inter-ode for Cadwalader
with W. E. Gerber, the Auditor of Sacramento
county. "The Rectlcmea Irepresent were
not here this morning when the accusations
against them .'re mad aby Cad waladar, or they
say they would have been natty contradicted.
Mr.Davis says, and he is willine to so state
under oath, that he never to!1 Mr. CaJwala-
der, in hii cilice or elsewhere, that he <Nn-

sidereJ the bill he was a'jout to present an
improper or unjmt one. All they ask of
you, gentlemen, is that this matter be recon-
sidered, and that they be allowed to come
before you to-day, or at any time, and prove
the j'l4".ice of their claim and disprove what
has been said regarding it."

The matter was talked of in a conversa-
tional wayamong the member* of the Board,
Mr.Johnson and his clients. The Board were
unanimous in the opinion that Mr. Cadwala-
der, being the attorney in the case, and he
having decided that itwas an improper claim
against the county, they would not recon-
sider the action. Mr. Johnson then stated
that his clients would have to bring an action
in the Superior Court.

Sir. Christy said he thought that Attorney-
General Hart was the attorney for the Peo-
ple. One of the reporters remarked, "So he
was ;he was the brains and did the work,
and Cadwalader gets the pay for it."

Mr. Cutter said this is cot the first time
that Cadwalader has acted inbid faith with
the reporters. He always does so whenever
an opportunity oilers.

"
When Ifirst spoke

to him about this demand he said he would
sign itproviding Icould induce the Setter
county authorities to prosecute another suit.
Ti eyraised him the money, he took it.and I
am receiving my thanks foritnow. We did
the workand are justly entitled to our pay."

Mr. Davis repeated what Mr. Johnson had
stated regudioz the conversation had with
Ca rwalader and the feeling that had been ex-
isting between Cadwalader and himself, and .
said he would take an oath as to its truthful-
ness.

The Board refusing to reconsider their
action, the reporters and their attorney, after
tiltinga tided copy of their demand, with-
drew.

ANOTHER DEMAND REJECTED.

When the demand of George Cadwalader,
for$3 000, the third payment onhis contract,
came up for passage there was a littlebreeze.
Mr. Butler arose and asked the Board if Mr.
Cadwalader had complied withhis contract.
Has he brought the suits directed by this
Board, which the contract stipulated should
be brought ! Was itnot a fact well known
by every member of the Board that the con-
tract had not been kept by Mr.Cadwalader ?
Ifthis be true, why then Ishall not lend my
vote to pay Mr. Cadwalader any more
money. If this be true, why he has been
fullypaid for all services rendered. •;

Mr.Blair heartily indorsed the remarks of
Supervisor Butler, and agreed withhim that
the attorney had been amply rewarded for
his services, and that th» contract being now
broken, it was to all intent* and purposes
null and void.

Supervisor Bailey thought the gentlemen
were mistaken. Mr.Cadwalader, he did not
think, had had time to bring the suits ;that
they would be along some time in the near
fature. He was sure that there was nointent
on the part of the attorney to violate his
contract.

Messrs. Beckley and Wilson agree} with
Mr. Bailey, and stated that parties were now
and had been at woik for some time prepar-
ing for the litigation referred to;that the
contract had not been violated, and that a
the propor time the cases woullbe brought
into Court.

Mr. Christy became somewhat ex-
cited, and made a hydraulic miners'
speech. He said : "Isuppose gome

of you Supervisors of this Board willbe sat-
isfied when you succeed in destroying the
happy homes of the miners and driving them
from our land. The miners are the bone and
sinew if the land. They are being oppressed
by this Board to the detriment of our own
people. Iam opposed, and always have
been, topaying one cent in this matter."

CORONER'S INQUEST.

An inquest was held Us', evening at the
Coroner's office on the body of Win. O'Neil,
whowai f.mud dead at the Gem building onI
street, between Second and Third, on the
morning of July -i'.h.

Caroline Harris, being sworn, said :Ilive
in Sacramento, on \ street, between Second
and Third, in the Gem building. lam ac-
quainted with the defendants, Charlie An-
tone and Win. Bonce, and in bis life time
I knew Wm. « > Neil. On the night of

| the 3Iof July, about half-past 2 o'clock, Billy
;O'Neil left iuy.ho-.iiie, and came back about '.i

A. M. Aatose also came and said to him,
"Give me six bits." He made no answer.
Antone then struck O'Neil over the head
witha cane, which he held inhis right hand,
He said again,

"
Give me six bits,' and then

struck O'Neil with the same stick again upon
the bead. Then Hill Boone said,

"
Yea, he

!m owe him six bits, and he has a right to
j give it tohim."

Thomas Skagg?, 18 years of age, swora.
Live at Folsom ;saw BillyO'Neil at the
Gem building the iieht of July 3d ;also saw
Charlie Antone there, and afterward heard
them fighting about six bits ;O'Neil said he
wouM pay it in the morning; Iafterward
saw Antone at the Third-street bridge, and
he said to me, "Ithink Ihive killed
O'Nei!."

Joseph Hirris sworn. [His testimony was
the name as that of Caroline Harris, his
wife]

O. C. Jackson sworn. Said he found the
body at the Gem building, btttveen Second
and Third streets, onIstreet', the morning of
the 4tb, between 6 and 7 o'clock. He made
the arrest of all tie suspected parlies. He
state that Antone had told him in regard to
the matter as fallows: "Ilowed O'Neil
a dollar to buy a .':\u25a0-- of whi-ky ;he went
away, and returned without bringing me the
change. He said he had spent it. but he
would pay me the next day. Boone and
China Tommy kept after me continually to
go after him fur the money, and Idid so,
which ended in the death of O'Neil."

Officer Timothy L?e, being sworn, testified
similar to Jackson.

Charles Antote, being sworn, said: My
name is Charity Antone ;my age is 23; I
reside at K~cklii>, and saw wood for a living.
On the night of .Inly31 Billy O'Neil came to
me and asked if Iwas dry. Isaid

"
No."

He asked me if 1 had a ten-cent piece. I
said,

"
Bill,Ihave no change except a dollar.

He slid,
"

Give me the dollar, an I I
will take a drink, and give you the
change back." Then I gave him the
dollar, and he went down stairs. After
alittle while Iwent down stain and waited
for him a long while. He came back and
asked me ifIwould take a drink with him.

The following verdict was rendered :
"We,

the Coroner jury duly summoned and sworn,
find, from the evidence adduced before us,
that the name of said deceased is William
O'Nei!, a native of Pennsylvania, aged about
50 years ;and that the cause of his death
was produced by striking upon the head with
a club, or some blunt instrument, in the hands
of one Charles Antone, and that said act and
belting was instigated by one Wm. Boone."

THE METROPOLITAN RECONSTRUCTION.

A scaii-omdal inspection of the Metropol-
itan Theater, now in process of reconstruc-

tion, took place yesterday afternoon. There
were prftent Mayor Brown, Architect IUrn
ilton, Mr. Croly, one nf the builders, Mr.
Wa'.erhouse, Ben Welch, J. R. Wateon,
Lessee Simmons and representatives of the

press aud a few othen. The building it now
iv that condition wh"n it can be freely ex-
amined in every part ;a few days hence the
walls willbe cloted by the plasterers, and the
floors by the carpenters, and hene the in-
\u25a0pection at this time. Thj company exam-
ined every part, from foundation to
roof, and inspected all the support?,
trosies, bearings, foundations, exits,
ventilating flues, methods of lighting
and seating, the walls and the strain put
upon them, the tru^-ie-i of the roof, the strain
thereon, etc. It would be as uninteresting
aa unsatisfactory to attempt now to give in
detail all that was explained by Messrs.
Hamilton and Cr.ly, but a few general notes
may be presenttd. The width of the stage
has been narrowed somewhat b«neath the
proscenium arch, but iti<< still up to stand-
ard sizo. The uani'iet Hmr has been given
a deeper !-!\u25a0;\u25a0<- and better grade, resulting in
sinking the orchehtra considerably below the
plane of (ho old position. The proscenium
boxes have been abolished, and open boxes for
the dreiis i-ir c substituted. The «up|K>rts be-
neath the parquet and dress circle have been
increased six times in number and strength,
and rest on many very broad and deep-laid
pyramidal structures of cement-laid ma-
sonry. The pillar-like columns that
broka the face of the walls heretofore re-
main, but the panels between have
been furred to present an even face. The
result ot this is to create a very large number
of Hues from tho basem»nt to the roof, which
are utilized for the purposes of ventilation.
The ventilating gates willbe mainly at the
floor-level, so as to take in the heavy gases
and carry them up through the Hues, but
there are ceiling ventilators also, a very Urge
dome, with a fiveby six feet aperture at the
apex and four large windows

—
two on either

side of thej auditorium. All the ventilating
apertures and tlues willbe operated from the
prompter's detk. Allthe lights, except along
the balcony-front, will be side-lights. The
foot lights willbe hooded, and provided with
suction-pipes to carry off all the heated
air. The gallery rests on girders anchored
at tbe upper end to the front wall,
and resting at the lower end on heavy
iron columus. Tbe family-circle or balcony
girders rext, the upper end on the iron col-
umns and the lower end on the timbers
swinging from the iron rods depending from
the three great trusses of the roof. These
have been strengthened by iron rods parallel
with the king-posts, and binding the latter all
the more securely to place. L'*chone of these
rods, it is estimated, will sustain 7.~> tons
weight, while but 38 tons can he put upon
the whole of then when the cm!e is packed
and affected by all possible vibration. Vi-
bration is still further guarded against by
strong braces placed at the ends of the circle
and bearing directly against the side
walls. All the floors are new and
securely laid, with crosß bracings be-
neath, and both these give additional
hrtnness to the semi-suspended circle. The
exits are treble what they were in capacity,
and are three iv number. To the non-expert
it would seem scarcely possible to make the
building stronger. The architect and build-
ers axe warm in their assertions of its
strength and great firmness. Certainly no
greater strain can be put upon the building
than bfts been in the past, and just as cer-
tainly it is from three to six times as strong,
bo far as multiplicity of timbers and braces,
and their disposition, are concerned. The
visitors were all open in their expression cf
opinion that the security of the structure has
been given carefnl attention, and that consid-
erably greater than ordinary precaution has
been taken to render it enual to any possible
demand that may be made upon it.

Inthe way of improvements b ladies' retir-
iug-room is provided, ample space for heaters
beneath the floors ;close floors and bead-
closed risers to shut off all possible floor
draughts ; wherever a wall was cracked it
has been rebound with new masonry. No di-
rect exit to the street is made, and hence all
door draughts are Bhut off;the dome gives
greater hight to the auditorium, and the gal-
lery is removed ao far to the rear as to pre-
clude any annoyance to those in pamuet or
dress circle. There are many other minor
improvements, the value of which will be
more apparent when the building is com-
pleted. Inits present incomplete state, how-
ever, itgives every evidence of being a hand-
some, well-arranged and secure structure.

HOW TO GET APPLES ON "OFF" YEARS.

The past season has demonstrated the
fact that the value of an orchard depends
very much upon whether it produces its
crop in the bearing year or in the alternate
oil year. In ISSO an apple crop was <f
but little value. In ISSI it would have
been worth in very many sections of the
country three times as much as the year
before. And the difference in the quan-
tity ami price that has been co broadly
marked in the two past years willundoubt-
edly continue for some years to come, and
probably for as long a series of years in
the future as it has in the past. Any one
who will take the trouble to look over the
price current for apples for the last sixty
years willtiDd that the price has almost
invariably been higher in the odd than in
the even yean. Why it is that our or-
chards have so generally grown into the
habit of producijjc their best crops in
the even jeara and renutiuing so nearly
barren during the odd years is one of
the unexplained masteries. Itsometimes
happens that a late frost kills the blossoms
of an orchard and changes for a time the
bearing year, the trees bearing a partial
and sometimes a poor ci ip the next year.
Ifno artificialmean are use 1 to encourage
the new habit, s.> aa to render itpermanent,
it usually works back into the old way.
But if the trees have sufficient encourage-
ment t«> enable them to get.the new habit j
thoroughly formed, they will have no dis-
position to return to the old, but willcon- j
tinue to produce crops as regularly ia the I
odd years as they had heretofore done in
the even ones. To undertake to change !
the bearing year ofan old orchard is some- |
thing of a task, but not so great a task but \u25a0

that itwould pay in the long run. With an [
old orchard the first thing to be done is
to remove the blossoms or small fruit.
A liberal dressing of manure should be
applied to the ground to induce a vigorous
growth, and it would be all the butter if
applied the fall fore, as tho lite fall and
early spring rains will assist in carrying I
the fertilizing matter down to the roots.
Ifapplied late in the spring it willbe of
but little use the first y<>ar. Different va-
rieties will require different treatment, or
rather varieties that are not very profuse
bearers will require more vigorous and
thorough treatment .tre^n those that are.
For instance, the Famuee or snow-apple is
a very profuse bearer, and if the blossoms
are removed the coming spring, the tree
wellpruned and manure applied early so
as to get the bent lit of the spring rains, it
will be very certain to bear a crop the next
year, and very probably a fullcrop. But
treatment fora single year illnot be likely
to /ally establish the habit. If the few I
blossoms that appear the following year are i
removed, it willbe likely to get the bear-
ing habit so thoroughly established that it j
willbe likely to continue without further I
care. With varieties that are not so pro- !
fuse in their bearing habit it is frequently
necessary to resort to more heroic treat-
ment. With such trees, after removing
the blossoms or small fruit, some time be-
tween the middle of June and the 10th of
July, if the tree is growing vigorously (but j
not otherwise), a cut should be made en-
tirely around each of the limbs, cutting
entirely through the bark. A second cut
should be made about a quarter of an inch j
from the first, and the intervening section j
of bark carefully removed, A new bail;
will be formed in a short time, but the ,

downward Bow of the sap will be arrested, ]
and the formation of fruit buds bo encour- j
aged that trees so treated will be very cer- |
tain to be covered withbloom the following
spring. To confirm the habit it may be i
necessary to repeat the treatment. With
old orchard;, containing large trees, few !
farmers willwant to spend the time neces-
sary to effect the change, but with young
trees itis but little trouble to remove the ;
blossoms, and by giving them the treat-
ment above described for a few years
thoroughly establish the bearing habit inI
the odd year;, and thus double the value j
of their returns. If the ring of bark is j
properly removed no harm will be done to j
the trees, even if repeated in alternate
years for a long time. Itis a fact that the
bark can be removed from the center body j
of a thrifty apple tree during tho latter
part of June or fore part of July without
any injury to the tree. By taking one-half
or any part of the top of a tree and giving
it the above described treatment, the part
so treated will have its bearing changed
and the tree made to produce a crop of ap-
ples on one or the other part eachjyear. —
