Miners and Farmers—Councll at Marys-
ville.

MARYSVILLE, July 7th.—A private confer-
ence was held here last evening between the
Mayor avd the officers of the Anti-Dsbris
Assgociation, and a number of taxpayers on
one part, and Hamilton Smith, Presidant of
the Miners' Association, and James O'Brian,
of Smartsville, representing the six compa-
nies controlling all the water for hydraulic
mining purposes on the Yuba tiver.,

Smith avd (VBrien made this proposition
23 a basis of the settlement of the debris
difficuity : The miocers will. withia thirty
days from an agreement, begia the construce
tion of a stone dam in the Yuba river st
Rose’s bar, just above Smartsville, and 26
miles by the river above Marysville, The
river at this point is 300 feet wide, with high,
precipitous walls of rock. A strong wooden
crib will be first bolted immovably to the
pedrock, and then masses of rock will be
blasted in from the banks above the crib, te
form a solid bedrock dam. The miners will
engage to speud $200,000 on the work, and
to build the dam 80 feet high the firat year,
increasing its hight as necessity may require.
They will engage to hold back all the debris,
80 that the water will not carry it in suspen-
sion over the dasm. If the dam should fail
of its object they will ceass dumping debris
into the river; or if one stone dam be not
sufficient they will construct other smpple-
mentary dams of brush or other materials,
They might agree to placa in Colonel Men-
dell’s hands a fuond for this work to be ex-
pended uader his direction,

The intention would ba to raise the stone
dam at Rose’s Bar to a hight of 200 or 300
feet, thus making available for irrization the
whole flow of the river, 40,000 inches at ite
lowest stage. This water wonld irrigate
100,000 or 150,000 acres of the plains and
foothill landas, greatly increasing its value.
It was with a view to control the water for
irrigation that the miners lately pre-empted
ten miles of the river-bed, above Smartsville,
to be used as a reservoir,

The miners, further, are willing to intro-
duce into the next Legialature a bill to com-
pel all the hydraulic companies on the Yuba
to pay a pro rata tax on the dam, and also to
compel the hydraulic miners, wherever prac-
ticable, to build dams in the ravines and can-
yons to prevent the flow of debris into the
river.

The proposition, as above outlined, was
discussed at length, The anti-debris men in-
sisted that the miners must cease discharging
debris into the river panding the constrnction
of the dams. T» this the mining representa-
tives could not cousent, and no settlement
was reached. Negotintions, however, are not
yet ended, and corraspondence is to follow.
Smith and O'Brien left this morning, and
O'Brien says that if all the mines now run-
ning should be stopped by injunction, all the
water available would still te used in hy-
draulic mining, as there are twenty mining
claims lying idle and undeveloped for want of
watber, to one now in operation. These new
mives would send down six cubic yards of
matarial where the deep gravel mines now
working gend down one cubic yard. He con-
tends that the mines never can be stopped by
injanction, a3 injanctions are laid on men,
not on mines, and that as fast as one set of
ma3n are enjoined, the new men will step in
and resume the work,

THE RAILROAD WAR IN COLORADC—
A MATTER OF PASSES,

Denver Newspapers, and How They are
Not Managed—Reporters—A Chap-
ter on Fatural History.
{Correspondence of the Recorp-UNION.]
DENVER, June 30, 1882,
The principle excitement in this section
a$ present is caused by the war between

the railroad companies, which are strug-
gling to handle the trade of Dcnver znd |
the smaller towns of Colorado. The main |
fight lies between the Denver and Rio
Grande and the Denver and New Orleans.
The latter road was run to Pueblo by a
number ¢f Denver merchants at a cost of |
two and a half millions of dollars, The
Denver and Rio Grande is stocked in
Boston, New York and Philadelphia for
some forty millions of dollars, and its man-

agers say that it will be pushed through to
Salt Lake by January 1st, with a view of
some time making a San Francieco connec-
tion, although it is not likely from present
indications that this latter portion of the

programme will be carried  oat.
The managers of the road seem
to labor under the impression that

it owns the right of way all over the
State, and for weeks past have been en-
deavoring to keep the rival road from get-
ting its track into the Union Depot. It
kept the way blocked by letting a dozen
freight cars stand on the track for nearly
a month, and firally as a last resort ran one
of its engines into a Denver and New Or- |
leans engine, smashing up things generally
and doing about $15,000 worth of damage.
This act of unfairness and aggression has
embittered the community against the
Denver and Rio Grande, and the patron-
age goes almost entirely to the other road.

A WAR OF RATES
Has broken out and the happy passenger
rides down to Pueblo, a distznce of 100
miles, for $§1, while he bleszes the heanties

of competition. Some day those who

go off on these cheap excursions
will be obliged to pay $S or S$10|
to get back, for the rates are lia-

ble at any time to go back to the old
figures, as the roads are losing several
thousands of dollars a day and neither can
stand itlong, Freight rates are being cut
in the same reckless way, and the shippers
glorify the day they came to so favored a
locality. Each road in Colorado has its
particular newspaper organ, whose business
1t is to glorify the scenic beauties of its
own favorite route and tell what swindlers
and frauds run the rival lines,

HOW THEY TREAT THE PRESS,

A few nights ago a friend of mine con-
nected with the Kastern press chanced
to meet a ticket agent at the
bar of a billiard saloon. The in.
troductory formalities were no sooner

over than he remarked to the journalist,
‘¢ Better take a trip over our road. Here's
a pass. Finest scenic route in Colorado.
You see the big canyons, go threagh all
the great mouatain passes, and enjoy life.”
He accepted the pass, and the next morn-
ing was introduced to another ticket agent,
whose hand flew at once to the spot where
his pass-book lay as quickly as a frontiers-
man seeks his pistol-pocket when scenting
danger in the air.

*“ You mustn’t leave Colorado until you
ekip over our line.”

*“Just accepted an invitation to take a
ran over the other road,” replied the re-
porter.,

“* What ? That old narrow-gange line ! I
hope you will not be seduced into taking
so foolish a step. Men die there every day
just from locking at the monotonous scen-
ery., On our line you will see all the
grandeurs of nature ; no heat, no dust, and
real ice water in the tanks. Good, square
meals all along the line and not a bedbug
in the sleeping berths.”’

My friend finally agreed to go down one
road and up the other, at which the agent
assumed a troubled look, and remarked :

¢ All right, if it’s the best you can do;
but it’s shabby treatment, all the same,”
and handing him a pass he turned away as
he remarked, ‘‘But we'il have you after
the first trip.”

The editorial indorses a lead-
ing politician in the strongest terms, and
in the same issue some reporter has taken
it upon himself to point out the same man
a8 a trickster, ass and political montebank,
Puffs of theatrical people are mixed up
with editorisls, and some of the gravest
questions of the day are freely discussed
by the reporters in the columns which are
presumably devoted to the current news of
the city. Again, theattempt is constantly
mado to impress the pablic with a fictitious
importance of small events by loading
