Captain Kopcr, of the libeled steamer
Anj'.-r Head, seems to have an extraordi-
nary facility of getting into difficulty.

He had been detailel upon other
vessels for similar purposes, and had plain-
lyintimated to the Captain thai he was in
full charge of the ships, and had entire
control. The meals were to be served at
the time he ordered them. Captain Uoper
said that ho didn't care a continental what
;had been done on other steamers, but upon
;his own vessel he proposed to be master.
It was only by courtesy that he had sub-
sequently been supplied withhis meals on'
the steamer. He told him also that it was

jthe last time that he should din c on board,
and thereafter he must take /;ismeals on
shore. This order was complied with,M
Captain Roper seemed determined to en-
force his orders, and the official dined
Sunday night somewhere in the city.
