He is a daring adventurer, who

| secks to establish himself as a tyrant ruler

of Egypt. He has been encouraged to
persevere in his course by the expectation
that England and France, and perhaps
other powers, would quarrel over the inter-
vention question, and prevent one another
from doing anything.

He finds now that this i1s a delusion,
and that England at least has determined
that he shall be put down. Nothing re-
mains for him now but desultory guerrilla
warfare, supposing, what is doubtful, that
he can keep any force together. At the
latest accounts he was marching upon

Cairo, He cannot expect to hold that city

against an Eaglish army, but he may de- |

liver it up to plunder, and cause the few
Europeans remaining there to be murdered.
At the approach of an English force he
must retreat into the desert, where he may
elude parsuit for some time, and, with the
aid c¢f the Badouins, make raids upon the
British., But his present course is calcu.
lated to precipitate the occupation of Egypt
by the foreigners he has been trying to
banish. It is possible that at this juncture
France may decide to join England in the
land operations. Whether she does or not,
however, England must proceed to inaugu-
rate land operations. She will probably
send 20,000 men to Kgypt, and half of
them may be Indian troops. Arabi Pasha,
when confronted with these latter, will
lose whatever advantage he possesses as

|

against European soldiers. ‘The native In-
dian troops will tind themselves thoroughly
at home in the desert. The climate will
not exhaust them. They will be able to
pursue the Arabs into their fastnesses, and
their employmeat will shorten the cam.
paign.

The longer it takes to disperse Arabi
Pasha’s forces, however, the more probable
will an armed permanent occupation of
Egypt by England become, and this occu-
pation may very easily drift into annexa-
tion. France is in no position to protest
against such a measure, moreover, for her
own recent policy in Tunis must close her
mouth, No other power has sufficient in-
terest in the matter to interfere seriously.
Germany is likely to side with England on
lussia will hardly go to
war to maintain tae Porte. And the Porte
can do nothing but protest, Protest, how-
ever, will avail her little, and she too has
put herself in a bad position by refusing to
send troops into Egypt when expressly
requested to do so by England. If, there.
fore, France shounld still hang back, and
decline to become the active ally of Eng-
land in conducting the necessary land op-
eratione in Ezypt, the strong probability
is that when the war is over, and the re-
sults are to be formulated, England will
occupy a commanding position, and will
make her own terms for the disposition of
Egypt. A great deal has been said of late
years as to the possibility of a religious
war for the restoration of Islam, but there
have been many opportunities for a rising cf
the kind, and they have not been taken
advantage of. At brief intervals false
prophets arise in the Soudan, and some of
them have carried the crescent far and
wide among the thick native populations of
Africa. But their career is usually
short. They fall
knife, or in some skirmish, and we hear no
more of them. They do not communicate
their enthusiasm to the Arabian people,
who are the most bigoted followers of
Mohammed.

It is therefore not probable that Arabi
Pasha can restore himself by any such
means., He has reached the culmination
of his career. He has a few thousand fol-
lowers, called by courtesy an army, but it
is very doubtful whether he can get them
to face Kuropean troops, and even it they
do they are certain to be defeated at the
tirat encounter, Nor can the desert subsist
an army. It is impracticable for him to
retire there for any length of time. In
such a case his army would melt away in a
few days, and he would find himself left
alone with the Bzdounine, who of course
could not afford him any substantial aid.
His stubbornness and persistence can only
more effectually frustrate his own projecte,
in fact. Law and order in Ezypt must and
will ba restored, and wo guerrilla chief
can be allowed to ruin that fertile coun-
try., We do not know as yet whether
Arabi has made any attack upon the Suez
Canal. Perhaps he may refrain from at-
empts in that direction, lest he should
bring all Earope upon him., If, how-
ever, he concludes that his defeat
is certain, he may destrocy the
canal out of mere malignity, Now that
the English fleet has dome its work,
the army ought to be Lrought into play
without any loss of time. Iundeed it seems
an error of judgment not to have had a
land expedition at haud rcady for use so
soon as the forts were silenced. Had that
been done not only Alexandria but Cairo
would have becn saved from piilage and
fire, and many hundred lives of Eunropeans
would have been preserved. The work on
shore, however, has to be done, and no
doubt will be done, ‘whether slowly or
quickly, and it may be regarded as cer-
tain that thenceforth the possession of the
Suez Canal, at least, will be taken alto-
gether out of the hands of the Eyptian au.
thorities, while it is possible that when the
war is ended the land of the Pharaohs
may have become a British colony.

A BSOUND REASON,

The Petaluma Courier, in an article on
the bombardment of Alexandria, observes :
‘““We have never liked the Egyptians
‘“gince they persecuted the Jews in the
‘“ days of Moses, and we trust the British

This is a sound scriptural reason for an in-
ternational prejudice, and not a whit less

SomeraING NEW 1IN ConsvnprioN,—The

In
1849 Mr. Barnes, then living in Sycamore,
De Kalb county, Illinois, was declared an
incurable consumptive. The lung was
tapped and he recovered. In 1863 he was
again taken down by the disease, when he
once more resorted to the tube, and has
worn it constantly ever since. Thereis a
daily discharge of matter. Mr, Barnes is
a man of very regular and temperate hab-
its, does not use tobacco in any form, nor
stimulants of any kind, hardly ever uses
any medicine, excepting sometimes a little
iron for the blood ; is always feeling well
when the hole in his side is open, some-
| times feeling a heaviness there, but has
| got used to that. This case is certainly
| worthy of the special attention of medical
men, It seems to give a man a new lease
of life, even when apparently as good as
dead. When Mr. Barnes conceived the
idea of tapping his lung, all the physicians
but one scouted it as a thing that would
prove fatal. However, he persuaded one
to perform the operation. In 1863 Mr.
Barnes was in Honey Lake valley, and was
on the brink of the grave. Now, again,
the resident physicians were opposed to
the idea of an incision, and after repeated
appeals for an operation, which was refused,
Mr. Barnes borrowed a lance and cat open
his side himself. He then inserted a cath-
eter, and drawing off nearly a quart of
matter immediate relief was found., The
cough and expectoration stopped almost
| instantly, and Mr. Barnes was soon upon
his feet azain. Thus has he prolonged his
life for over thirty years.

Several of the bids were handed witness,
and he said they had been prepared partly
by himself and partly by Minor. When pos-
sible, bids were based upon information fur-
nished by replies to the circulars, His in-
terest in the business was to be the iaterest
with John W. Dorsey in routes held by him.
He did not know exactly what interest was
| held by the other parties in the general busi-
n2ss, He had prepared drafts of sub-con-
tracts to be used in case the contracts were
sacured. A clause providing for expedition
had been inserted in these drafts, and this
was something new in his experience.

man, John Lawrence. DBadly wonnded—

R. Swindler ; Tom Hall, a locomotive engi-
neer; Guy and Charles Varnell and Lige
Vaughn (colored). Two of the unegroes are
still alive. All the whites except James
Lawrence are dead. The citizens are still at
work in the ruins, and many more bodies will
be recovered before morning, The stores are
all closed in respect to the unburied dead.

Another special says: A, W, Manning,
konown as ** Will,”” who kept the lunch-stand,
was taken out dead. He cams here three
weeks ago with his aunt, Mrs, Lowry, from
Little Rock. The colored porter, Isaac Long,
was taken cut with an arm broken and seri-
cusly injured otherwise, Daniel Stephens, a
saloon man from Richmord, was extricated
mortally wounded, and is since reported
dead.

About 11 o'clock the workers reached the
dead body of Mike Mayfisld, and rewoved
the debris to below his hips.

CONSTANTINOPLE, July 13:h—Afternoon,—

liberate upon the dispatch of Turkish troops
to Egypt.

INSTRUCTIONS TO ADMIRAL SEYMOUR,

Loxpon, July 13th,—In the House of
Commons to-day, Campbell Bannerman,
Principal Secretary of the War Office, read
the instructions to Admiral Seymour, as fol-
lows : That as the opposition of the forts had
caased, he should not dismantle them or disa-
ble the guus ; that he should open friendly
communications with the Khedive, and, in
the absence ¢f the native authorities from
Alexandria, he should land seamen or ma-
rines for police purposes, and that he should
inform the commanders of these measures.
The Admiral was instructed to invite the
Khedive to assert his authority in restor-
ing order. The landing of a British force for
police purposes was to be in concert with the
Khedive, or any native authority in Alexan-
dria, and the European men-of-war were to
be invited to co-operate,

Protests were made by the conservative
benches against the feebleness of these in-
structions,

(iladstone, replying to a question, said tke
Government had not yet been informed where
Arabi Pasha was.

MARINES AND SAILORS LANDED,

Loxpon, July 13th.—A dispatch from
Alexandria says : The Turkish dispatch-boat

ish gunboat Bittern is cruising off Ramleh.

The fire in Alexandria is greatly extending
in the direction of the port.

TROOPS TO BE FURNISTED IF NEEDED,

LoxpoN, July 13th,—In the Houss of
Lords to-day, Earl Granville, Foreign Secre-
tary, stated that if the flset at Alexandria re-
quired the assistance of troops, they would bs
sent. There was, he said, no reason to be-
lieve that any of the great powers regarded
the bombardmeat of Alexandria as other
than an act of self-defense.

AMEKICANS IN EGYPT
WasHINGTON, July 13th.—Secretary Fre-
linghuysen saye, 1n answer to inquiries as to
the safety of our cfficials and countrymen at
Alexandris, that we have no Copsul in that
city ; but that tbe Vice-Counsul Resident is
an Israelite ; that one of the members of the
Court at Alexandria, Judge Batcheller, is in
this country on leave, and hLe understands
that the other two American Judges have
gone into the country. About a month ago
one vessel from the Mediterranean squadron
was sent to Alexandria for the protection of
American residents, As the difficulty in-
creaced, two other ships were sent thither
from the same squdron. About ten days ago,
inquiry having been mada by the American
Board of Foreign Missions, Secretary Fre-
linghuysen telegraphed to the Vice-Consul,
asking as to the safety of the missionaries,
He received an answer to the effect that all
were safe on our vessels or had gone to the
interior, He trusts, therefore, that the
American residents at Alexandria have
suffered none. An official communication
from Admiral Nicholson states that there has
been some cestruction of property in Alex-
andria belonging to Americans, but there has
been no loge of life among them, so far as he
has yet been able to ascertain.

ANOTHER CORRESPONDENT'S STORY.
Loxpox, July 15 b.—Another correspond-
ent at Alexarndiia telegraphs: 1 went ashore
to-day, and feund that Arabi Pasha had
gone to Kefreldewar, about an hcur's journey
from Alexandria, where he is reported to be
intrenchking. The troops have blown up the
railway between himself and Alexandria,
General Stone, an American, escaped with
the Khedive, but left his family at Cairo.

A gunner on toard the Alexandria per-
formed a gallant ceed, A lighted shell fell
on the main deck, The gunner picked it up
and immersed the burning fuse in a bucket of
water. Th's is described a3 wonderful devo-
tion, mere galiant than anything of the sort
ever before chronicled. The gunnér will be
recomirended for the Victoria Crose.

I interviewed tle Khedive's Private Sec-
retary after the Khedive bad got afioat. He
informed me that on the morning after the
bombarcme=nt Arabi Pasha suddenly ordered
a detachment of soldiers to surround the
palace where the Khedive and Dervisch Pasha
were awaiting the issue of evente. Arabi
Pasha first said the soldiers were only meant
for the protection of tha Khedive, but at the
last momeut he actually told the men to kil
the Khedive, The soldiers, however, hear-
ing the English appreaching, deserted their
posts everyw hiere,

THE REFUGEES,

Loxboy, July 13 h,—A dispatch from Al-
exandria says: The refugees are chiefly
Greeks and Ttaliane, with only one inglish-
man, Twenty-sevea of these came from the
Egyptian Bank, whence they made attacks
on the mob and driving away the manager
gave shelter to friends from the Banque Gen-
erale and the Credit Lyonnias. These, with
the manager, marched in a body to Marina
at 4 o'clock in the morning, after the mob,
satiated with butchery, had retired, The sol-
diers and mob, joined by hundreds of women,
sacked every shop, entered the houses of Ea-
ropeats and murdered the inmates.,

The marines who landed took rations for
one day. The party detailed for epiking the
guns landed at Fort Kuebe and dismantled
the large smooth-bore pieces.

Admiral Seymour wishes to land marines
to take possession of Wort Napoleon and
march to Cameldik ; but on learning that the
fort is mined and a large body of soldiers are
stationed at Cameldik, the operations have
been postponed.

The Condor has gone to Port Said,

The American Admiral performed a grace-
ful act Tuesday, He steamed around the
fleet, and his men cheered each ship in suc.
cession,

The Queen has telegraphed Seymour a dic-
patch of gratulation on his success.

APPROVAL ANNOUNCED,

Loxpoy, July 13:h,—The News this morc-
ing says: There is reason to believe that if
Turkey declines or Lesitates to restore order
in Egypt, the Conference will summon an
English land force for that purpose, Ger-
many and Austria have telegraphed Glad-
stone their approval of the action of the fleet,

the Ministers consider that Turkish troops
and ironclads should go to Egzypt at once.

Valuable diecoveries have Leen made and
valuable inventions suggested by the veri-
est accidents. An alchemist, while seek-
ing to discover a wixture of carths that
would make the most darable crucibles,
one day found that he had made porcelain.

Svez CaxaL.—Further items in the an-
nual report of the Suez Canal managers are
made publicin Paris. Last year’s figures
show a percentage increase over those of
1880 of 34 per cent. in the number of ves-
sels and tonnage, and 28% per cent. in the
receipts, Of the 2,727 veseels which passed
through the capal 1,406 came from the
Mediterranean side, and 1,321 from the
Red Sea side ; 2,010 werc merchant vessels,
155 were in ballast, 122 wera mail steamers
and 42 transporte,  Of the passengers, 43,-
000 were soldiers, 35 600 civilians, 7,200
pilgrims, 480 convicts and 337 Australian
emigrants, To the already existing lines
46 new vesseis were added. The vessels
bound direct for Australia numbered 08,
against 51 in 1880, which is a surprising
evndtence of growth in the southern conti-
cent.
