DOMESTIC.

An Alleged Political Marder.

WasHINGTON, July 145h.—The murder of
Colonel L. W. R. Blair in Camden, S._(‘.,
July 7ih, 18 regarded by South Carolinians
bere as & high-handed political outrage. De-
tails of this atrocious murder, and the shal-
low pretense of punishmeut cf the murderer,
is given by a trustworthy correspondent, whp
says : Colunsl Blair was entirely uaarcied,
having nothing but bis usual walkiog stick,
and made vo threat or attempt to use even
that. He was a brave old man, 70 years old,
who was never known to commence a quar-
rel or take advantage of an enemy. No in-
stance can be given in which he ever du_nng
his long life assaulted or shot any one 1n a
personal quarrel. He did not lhgelten or
attack the man who shot him. The casus
belli was purely political. The Bourbons
were his bitterest foes, Tl‘ey had 3nobhed
him in the presence of Hampton, Kennedy
& Co. in 1880, when he was the Greenback can-
didate for Governor. They had persistently

ersecuted and slandered him afterwards.
s’lis private character beiag irreproachable,
they could no% asssil it. The man who
slaughtered bim was Chairman of the Demo-
cratic Club, an ex-rebel Captain ;ialle, who
had said and cirealated it that Blair bad held
meeiings with negroes at night. This was
done to break his influence over his white ad-
herents, and to goad and irritate him. l‘).fmr
had pronounced the man who had said it a
liar. This he would not retract. Halls was
the party who should have withdrawn his
false ntterance and retracted first ; then Blair
eould and would have withdrawn his offen-
give epithet, and no man would have done so
more readily. Blair made no demand on
Halle, and no threat agsinst him. I follow
the ex parte Democratic accounts strictly,
and you will find them just as I state them.
Halle shot him to death op his refusal. He
shot five times in as many seconds with a

Winchester rifla, a sixteen-shooter —a
Winchester taken from the Demo-
cratic = Aunditor’s cffice, where it was

conveniently at hand ready loaded. The
Anuditor’s office was not open for business (it
being a legal holiday), but was unlocked, and
Halle had the eatree. When he stepped into
that office and closed the door, did Blair fol-
low him? By no means. When he came
out, with the murdercus weapon in his hand,
did Blair advance upon him or attsck him?
By no means, Blair was still standing where
he left him, in front of the Court-house,
waiting for the assembly of the peeple to hold
& mass meeting, which had been duly adver-
tised, and where Blair, as a leader of the
anti-Bourbons, was to have spoken. DBlair
had the people of his county organized, and
could not be d+feated or answered except by
Democratic rifle shots.
Disgracefal Discussion.

\WasHINGTON, July 14th.—A disgraceful
discussion occurred in the House this after-
nocn over the Garfield illness expenses, as
provided by the Senate amsndment to the
deficiency bill. Springer, Blackburn, Ne-
Millan and other Dsmoccrats attack:d the
character of the medical attendance given
Gartield, and the talk about the surgical
operations in all their details was both dis-
guating and painful. The Republicans asked
in the name of decency, and of regard for the
memory of the dead, and for the feeling of
the living family, that the debate be closed,
but the Democrats would have it, and the de-
bate went on.

United States Senmate.

WasnINGTON, July 14th,—After Monday
the Senate meets at 11 o'clock in the morn-
ing.

A pumber of pension bills were passed,
among them one incressing the pension of
the widow of General George A. Custer to
$150 per month, and the House bill gr1anting
a pension of $30 a month to the daughter of
Prosident Taylor,

The House peneion bill was amended by
the adoption of a general proposition prohib-
iting the payment of double pensions,

The tax bill was then taken up, and Bayard
reviewed and criticised the measure.

At the conclusion of Bayard’s speech, Beck
offered an amendment reducing 10 cants per
pound the tax on manufactured tobacco,

Pending discussion the matter went over
for the day, and after an execuiive session
the Senate adjourned.

House of Representatives,

WasHINGTON, July 14th.—By a large ma-
jority the Senate amendments to the general
deficiercy bill were non-concurred in.

Townshend characterized as a ealary-grab
the item of $33,000 for the payment cf mile-
age to Senators who attended the special ses-
sion of the Senate October 10, 1881, and the
amendment was non-concurred in.

A debate ensued on the amendment creat-
ing a Board of Audit of the First and Second
Controllers of the Treasury and the United
States Treasurer, to whom are to be referred
all the expenses attendant upon the sickness,
death and burial of President Garfield.

Blackburn of Kentucky characterizzd the
action of the Senate in addiog this amend-
ment as burdering very close on the insolent,
and an infringement of the dignity <f the
Hoeuse—an atternpt to accomplish an end by
surreptition, The speaker delivered a eulogy
on the character of Garfield, and then pro-
ceaded to characterizs the course of the Presi-
dent’s phyeicians aud other claimants in severe
terms, and peinted out that ne provision was
msde for pay for Surgeon-Gereral Barnes,
Surgeon Woodward or Dr. Townsend. All
claims shculd be remitted to the Courts for
ascertzinment of their justice. He denounced
the claims of the doctors as frauds,

Taylor of Obio said there was no question
of steal about the matter. The doctors would
not accept the aolution of the question pro-
possd by the Senate, and Mrs. Garfield
would not permit tae claims of the doctors t
be litigated. He proceeded to rehearse the
old rumors ahout malpractice, private ad-
vicea of the President’s true condition to
Wall street gamblers, the chief physician
crowding out the others, and closing with the
quotation, ‘*‘ Pardon me, thou piece of bleed-
ing earth, that I am meek and gentle with
these butchers.”

Hiscock deprecated the discussion,

Finally, after much mora talk, a vote was
taken, and the Senate amendment was non-
concurred in—ayes 78, noes S2.

Taylor of Ohio then acked and obtained
unanimous consent to report a bill directing
the Secretary of the Treasury to pay to the
widew of the late President Garfield §50,000,

Jess any sum paid to him on account of his
ealary as President.

The bill was read and passed unanimously.

The House went into Committee of the
Whole on the Senate amendments to the
river and harber bill, but as the amendments
wera not printed the committee rose, and
they were ordered printed.

The bill to refer all claims and demands
against the Government to the Court of
Claims for investigation was passed, also the
bill for the relicf of certain citizens of Ten-
nessee.

The House then took a recess,

At the evening session the Howuse agreed to
the Senate amendment to the House bill
granting & pension te Auzust Miller.

Pension bills were passed to the number of
forty, among them the Senate bill ;1anting
an increase of the pension to the widow of
General Custer,

Adjourned.

The Star-Rounte Trial.

WasuixgroN, July 14th,—In the star
route trial to-day, Blois, who was on the
stand yesterday, was recalied, and testified in
effect that the members of the firm of con-
tractors appear to have signed the names
of one another indiscriminately, Letters
from Governor Pitkin and Chisf Justice
Thatcher, of Colorado, were declared by wit-
ness to be in Reredell’s writing, with the ex-
ception of the signatures, which he was
unable to identify.

There was a great sensation, and the Conrt
and counsel expressed profound surprise,
when the Grand Jury, enteriog at this point,
announced that they had found no iadict-
ment, and mwade no presentment.

The jury was dismissed until October 9:h,
and the witnesses continued their testimony,

and while the Independent candidates, speak-
ing for themselves alone, have rejected them,
the Independents of this city say the com-
mittee will doubtless reject the proposition,
and probably even retuse to sanction the
agreement of candidates Stewart, Duff, Mer
1ck and Jerkin to have a new Convention, at
which none of the present candidates on either
ticket will be eligible for nomination.

WasHINGTON, July l4th.—Senator Cam-
eron decided to-day that he would make no
more overtures to the Independents. In a
conversation with a leading Pennsylvanian
this afternoon he announced his programme
for the rest of the campaign. The stalwarts
in Pennsylvania will make arc aggressive
fight, They will consider the Independents
as much their enemies, if not more so, than
the Democrats. No concessions of any sort
will be given. Senator Cameron unl_d it
would be better to make a straighout fight
now, with a certainty of defeat, than to patch
up some sort of a comprowmise and then be
beaten,

Destruction by Fire.

Daxvicre (Il ), July 14th.—About mid-
night last night St. Patrick’s Catholic Church
was burned. Loss, $30,000 ; fully insured.

Owexy Sousp (Ont.), July 14th.—A fire
this morning destrcyad several buildings.
Lioss, $50,000.

NEw Yorkg, July 14th.—To-night five fires
occurred in the down-town section at about
the same hour.

At 6 o'clock a fire broke out in the five-
story brick, 15 to 25 Whitehall street, occu
pied as a cotton-storage warehouge. The loss
is distributed among thirty firms, the princi-
pal sufferers being John Anderson & Co,
§75,000. The building was damaged $15,000 ;
all insured.

At the same time 248 to 275 Pearl street
was burned. Charles M. Cornwell, of the
Empire Lithotraphic and Eogravirg Com-
pany, loat £60,000 ; insurad.

Then the Holbrook Manufacturing Com-
pany’s factory, 418 to 424 Washington street,
took fire. It was a building nine stories
high, filled with combustibles, ILosson build-
ing, £90,000; stock, $100,00; iosured three-
fourths,

The other fires were small. Great excite-
ment prevailed in the city for a time.

The Prohibition QGuestion In Nebraska.

CH10AGO, July 14th.—News from Nebraska
leaves little doubt that that State is ready to
take up the prohibition fight, and is arrang-
ing vigorously a prohibition campaign. The
liquor men, while conceding that an amend-
ment would be adopted readily if submitted
to the people, hope to beat the measure in
the Legislature, as they have already done,
and they have the support of most of the
daily newspapers.

The Sunday Liquor Law in Ohio.

CixciNNATI, July 14th,—The District At-
torney states that it is impossible to obtain
convictions under the Sunday liquor law of
the State, and has dismissed all the pending
cases here,

Going for the Saloon-XKeepers,

Des Moines, July 14th.—Special Judge
Duffie, of the Fourth District, holds that the
prohibition amendment is now in force, and
on Monday instructed the Grard Jury to
indict all saloon-keepers, whether licensed or
not.

The Arkansas Disaster.

TEXARKANA, July 14th,—Nine more bodies
have been recovered from the ruins, most all
burnt beyond recognition, Twenty bodies
were buriel this afternoon. The business
houses wera all closed, and citizans generally
attended the funeral. Up to date twenty-
eight bodies have been removed, and it is sup-
posad that a dozen others are still in the
rnine, Several men are missing, and are
supposed to be among the dead. Contracts
for removing the debris preparatory to re-
building are let.

The Kansas Storm.

CHicAco, July 14th,—An Atchison (Kan-
sas) special says: Particulars of the storm
still come in, showing that the damage was
not overestimated. Ths des!ruction was
ecomplete wherever the clouds struck. Sev-
eral bad accidents are reported, and many
wonderful freaks of the wiud, but no deaths
yet. The damage to grain was very consid-
erable,

In boring a well at Cloverdale the auger,
at a depth of thirty feet, passed through a
white pine log, and six inches further
struck a tree standing on end and had to
cease operations.

Moody’s quartz mill near Pierce City,
W. T., is doing well on good ore. The
ledge is widening. Abe Harpster has
struck a good placer lead near Bald
Mountain of coarse gold. He found one
piece weighing $60.

In the Manzanita hydaulic mine, nesr
Nevada City, for several days the heat
from the sun was so great that the em.
ployes counld not work outside the line of
spray from the monitors, and several of
them who tried it were stricken down.

We learn from the Datch Flat (Cal.)
Times that everything is favorable for rich
drift diggings in John P. Hickey’'s mine,
at that place. Quite an excitement was
caused in the Flat when the news became
current, The bedrock in the mine, report
says, is covered with gold.

Attempted Sulcide In Prison.

Sax Francisco, July 14th,—J. A, Weth-
ert e, arrested last Sunday on a charge of
stabbing Jacob Urban, cut his throat with a
case-knifs in the citlg prigon to-day, while on
his way to the Police Court-room. The
wound is probably fatal. He asked, in case
of his death, to have his stomach examined
for traces of poison, which he claimed Urban
had administered to hiw.

Death of an Ex-Governor.

Sax Fraxcisco, July 14th.—Ex-Governor
Juan B. Alvarado died yesterday afternoon
at his residence in San Pablo, Contra Costa
county., Governor Alvarado was 73 years
and 5 months old, a-d was a native of Cali-
fornis, having been born in Monterey in 1809
From 1838 to 1842 he was Governor of Alta
snd Bsja, Califotnia. Dec2ased was a man
universally loved and respected for his fine
qualities of both head and heart. He leaves
a family of adult children—three sons and
two daughters.

SaN Fraxcisco, July 14:b.—The report
that Postmaster Backus has dismissed five
clerks is deeied by Deputy Postmaster
Doherty, who informed a reporter that two
carriers had been dismissed for caunse, and
that the resignation of a clerk in the money
order department had been accepted because
the appropristion for that depariment was
insufficient.
