THE BONDAGE OF SHAMS.

The main cit'M of these

pcrr<e<ually recurring disappi.iutmeuts is

too acceptance b/ the peop'e of a f»lae
currn.cy in political ethics. There is bat

uoe im-^na of di torniiaing men's characters
accurately, mi that is by observing their
wa'.k in life. But iv politic* it lua be-
come the practice to iguure thia one trust-
worthy in- thud of forming coccluaioaa, and
to adupt another method which has the fa-
tal disadvantage of putting a premium
Dpi deceit and dishoues>y, and of ex-
cludibg solid merit from competition. In
thete da\s candidates are chosen, not for
what they are, but for what they cay they will
be. Now even this method of itlectiou, irra-
tional as itis fundamentally, might not be
wholly ineffective if there existed any
means of holding candidates to accounta-
bility. But no such means exist. The
moment a candidate is elected he becomes,

so far as his previous undertakings are con-

cerned, irresponsible. The people may rail

at him if he breaks his pledges, but there
is an old saying that

"
hard words break

no bones," and in fact there is no way of
bringing the recreant office-holder to an

accounting. Thus all the trust must be on

the side of the voter, and he has absolutely

nothing to depend upon, as a rule, but the
glib assurances of men who may perhaps
have spent their lives in making promises
and then breaking them.

When the things to which candidates
are required to subßCribe are such an hon-
est men could not undertake because of
their inequity, their extravagance, or their
implications, it is not a mere probability,
but a certainty, that the actual takers of
such pledges are not honest. Inall these
casts the willing candidates are men who
have no real convictions :who regard plat-
forms as

"
molasses to catch Hies;" who

do not hesitate to promise all that ia re-

quired of them, because they have not the
remotest intention of performing anything.
The uniform failure of all radical move-

ment* may be traced directly to this
method of selecting candidates. When-
ever the people ignore human nature, and
pin their faith to mere words, they are
predestined to disappointment. Nodoubt
much of the prevalent reliance upon Shams
in politics has sprnng from a growing dis-
position to force the solution of all difficult
problems. Now when such a disposition
appears it manifests itself in a desire to
gauge the candidates by a cast-ircu set of
principles or propositions. The people do

Dot themselves know how the problems
which vex them ought to be adjusted, but
they are determined to get them adjusted ;

so they set up their cast-iron standard, and
they announce that they will support no-

bjdy who will njtabide by it. The first
consequence of this is to exclude the best
men from competition, because) they will
not promise to do anything the feasibility
of which they are not cure of. The second
joßsc.juence is to attract the most unscru-

pulous men, because they do not care what
they promise, so long as they get oth'ce.
The ultimate consequence is the failure of
the popular movement, because the bad
men who are elected upon impracticable
platforms are certain to tind means of
avoiding the fulfillment of their compacts.

Itought to be a very trite observation
that the way to secure good government is
to put the best men in office ;but experi-
ence shows that though this may be a tru-
ism, itis practically ignored at the present

time. It is true that pretenses are un-

doubtedly made that such and such men

ara the best ;but when we inquire into
'\u25a0 their credentials we always find that they
have been taken altogether on trust ;that

in fact the people have credulously accept-

ed their own estimates of themselves. The
beat men cannot be distinguished in that
way. When a man who has acquired noother
reputation than that of a selfish and un-

scrupulous schemer, suddenly comes for-
ward as a patriot ;when* such an one as-

sumes a mission to remove abuses and re-

dress injuries ;it is manifestly very foolish
to take him at his word. Vet that is what
is done nine times out of ten. The man's

past life, all of which proclaims him a

charlatan and crafty,dishonest adventurer,

is ignored ;and on the strength of some

sounding rhetorical phrases he is hailed

as a new Moses, and is for a time the hero

of the hour. Of course he is soon found our,

and then the public drop him, but what,
unfortunately, they do not abandon, is the
perverse and fallacious method of choosing
their champions and representatives, which
gave him the opportunity to deceive them.

Next year another blatant fellow proclaims
himself the political Messiah, and directly
the late unpleasant disillusionment is for-
gotten, and the new demagogue is chaired
and cheered and voted for and put in

office.
In this way politics continues to be a

succession of Shams, resulting in a suc-

cession of disappointments. Vet if the
people would consent to change their

methods they could do so easily enough,
and there can be no doubt that they would

find the change advantageous. There is
no lack of good men in the community.

They are more plentiful than the knaves,
as a matter of fact. But they cannot be
had by setting up standards expressly de-

signed to attract knaves alone. Ifhonest
men are asked to take office, they must be
trusted. Itis because honest men are

best fitted to make laws and to hold re-

sponsible offices that itwillnot do to treat

them as though they were dishonest. Men
whose reputations rest upon lives of pro-
bity and truth and honor, need no verbal

guarantees or undertakings. They can be
relied upon to act always for the beat, and
since circumstances must affect the course

of the wisest, they cannot bo bound before-

hand by oast-iron pledges. California has

now for many years tried the pledge-

method. It has resulted in strewing

the shores with th' 3 wrecks of

ruined characters, and ia inflicting many

disappointments upon the people. Is it

not time that this hopeless and irrational

confidence inShams— this bondage to ap-
pearances and forma

—
should be abandoned

and abolished ? Is it not time that a re-

turn should be made to the sound methods

which every thinking man knows to be the

only ones which are trustworthy? Plat-
forms are necessary in their way, but they

cannot guarantee the course of those who

occupy them. Pledges are delusive, for

they give no assurance of the character of

those who make them. Upright men, whose

lives are their credentials, are, on the other
hand, sufficient guarantees that the public
interests will be faithfully guarded. We

should like to see such men alone put in

nomination by the Republican party this
year, for we should like to have the survi-
val of political .Shams made an issue in the
coming campaign.

THE RESIGNATION OF JOHN BRIGHT.

The resignation of John Bright from
Gladstone's Cabinet is unfortunate, for
Bright undoubtedly commands great in-
fluence. Wo do net, however, think that
public opinion in England will go with
him at the present moment, for itis certain
that the Egyptian war is popular, and that
the general expression upon the Alexan-
dria massacre condemned the Ministry for
its timid course. Bright's horror of war in
fact will find no echo, for the spirit of the
age ia strongly military, and marly all
men feel that however lamentable war

may be inits eliects, itis utterly impossible
to carry on any human governuient with-

out it in the present stage of civilization

The assertion that "force is no remedy"

lias been employed so frequently and
loosely that many lire prone to regard it aa

a form of truth. Hat it is not true, Bave

iv a very limited and partial cense. Force
is a remedy iv a i/reat niAiiycircumstances 1.
and also th" ouly ieimdy. There is nu

I'oriu of government which in not based

upon force, and which is uut ultimately
dependent upon force. John liright's

Quaker policy is impracticable, aud though
he may Bad it impostible to continue in

ollice with his peculiar views, we do net
believe that he will withdraw any con-

siderable element from the support of the

Government.

THAT NEW POSTAL REGULATION.

The San Francisco Post entirely misap-
prehends the new postal regulation regard-

inginsulScieutly prepaid letters, anil incon-

sequence wastes a great deal of denunciation
upon the Postal Department. Heretofore
letters which had not been prepaid, or'
were insufficiently stamped, have been dis-

posed of as follows ; If they were en-

tirely unstamped they were sent to the
Ilead Letter otlice ;if they were partially
prepaid they were sent to their destina-
tion, with a notification to the effect that
so much postage waa> due upon them. The
new regulation land which only applies
west of the Missouri and to free delivery
cities iis equally intended to promote pub-
lic convenience. It merely provides that
instead of sending unpaid letters to Wash-
ington, to the Dead Letter office, the per-
sons to whom they are addressed (or, if
possible, the seeder*) shall be notified by
postal card that such and such a letter is
awaiting them, and will be forwarded on

receipt of the necessary postage. Letters
paitially paid, or on which one rate has
been piid, are forwarded as heretofore.
The only change made by the new regula-

tion is in the public interest, since it
enables people who have failed to prepay
their letters to rectify the mistake much
more quickly than could formerly be done.
The Pott's strictures upon the new regula-
tion, being altogether based upon erroneous
information, are of course without any
value.

EGYPT.

Itdoei not seem to be known yet whether
Arabi Pasha has made any attempt to de-
stroy the Suez Canal. That he would have
done this ifhe believed it practicable, can-

not be doubted. Itis now asserted that he
gave positive orders for the burning of
Alexandria, and that hia troops began the
looting uf the city. His exact position is
apparently unknown ;in fact ignorance
prevails as to what is passing outside of
Alexandria, save as regards confused re-

ports of rioting in Cairo. The results of
an imperfectly planned attack are now
conspicuous. The situation is unsatisfac-
tory in all its aspects. Clearly a land
force should have accompanied the fleet,
and should have been put on shore as soon
as the forts were silenced. In that ca9e

Arabi could not hivo escaped. Now he
I hai all Egypt to wander in, and can recruit

his forces and prepare fora campaign while
the alow process of landing an Knglish
army is being carried out. Itseems possi-
ble that this mistake may protract the
campaign several weeks or even months,
though the end willno doubt be the same,

whenever it is reached. At present the
fate of the Suez Canal is the point of
greatest interest and anxiety.

THE MEDICAL PAY QUESTION.
The House has refused to pay the physi-

cians who attended President Gariield in
iiis last illnens. Much of the debate in the
House was of a character merely to expose
the ignorance and stupidity of thuspeakers.
The tone of many of them was not above
that of a gang of Southern held hands, and
they appear no better titted for the con-
prehension of the Bubject. Congress, how-
ever, having in this disgraceful aud brutal
fashion lefused to pay the expenses of the
late I'resident's last illness, these expenses
will fall upon the estate. It is already
well understood that Mrs. Gartield willnot
allow any of the bills to be disputed, if
they are presented to her, and thus Con-
gress has shuttled oil' the petty expense of
this charge upon the country, and has
thrust it upon Gartield's widow. This,
too, is the same Congress that has just
voted a hundred million dollars for arrears
of pensions, knowing that at least one-
third of this immense sum willbe literally
and positively stolen. Certainly the place
of the reformer in these times ought not to
be a sinecure.

A MENDOCINO OUTRAGE.

The Ukiah Dinpatdi states that an anti-
Chinese riot has occurred at Westport,
Mendocino county, under the following
circumstances :Forty or tifty white men,
armed with repeating rifles and revolvers,
assembled and drove all the Chinese out of
the miils on Wedge's Creek, threatening
them withdeath if they returned. The
owners of the mills then offered the places
of the Chinese to the rioters, bnt tbe latter
refused to a man to undertake the work.
They repaired to saloons in tho neighbor-
hood, and proceeded to get drunk and to
make themselves nuisances generally. At
last accounts the. law-abiding citizens in
the vicinity bad taken the matter up,
armed themselves, escorted the Chinese
back to the mills, and made preparations
to receive the rioters warmly should they
venture an attack. These men would not
take the work themselves, but they would
not let the Chinese do it. Apparently
they are worthless loafers, and it is to be
hoped that the Courts willdeal withthem.

The Immediate

cause of Mrs. Lincoln's death was apoplectic
paralysis. The last words she wan heard to
utter were ken last evening at 10 o'clock,
when she looked to her brother-in-law, Mr.
Xiwards, and said : "Iam dying." From
that tioia until death she was uucouscioua.

Mr*.Mary Lincoln was born December

The Ho-

uld't Alexandria special sayi: lam able to
Btate from personal observation that the iirst
reports of the extent of devastation are
greatly exaggerated. Moreover, that although
the destruction ia greateat in the European
quarter, itis by bo means confined there.
Fires are scattered throughout the city, and
were caused partly by soldiers out of pure
wantonness, and partly by natives who took
this nieana of paying of! old grudges. Inthe
Grand Square and its vicinity the ruin is
most complete. There ia not one house bat
has been levelled or gutted. The facades
are still erect, but are bleached with
heat to a white ash. Yet in the center the
fountain is still playing, and the grass and
tress are uniijured and still green. Long
lines of streets are still burning. As we
marched through the districts we found Be-
douins and parties of Egyptian soldiersladen
with booty, with whem we exchanged shots,
killinga few and scattering the rest. During
the day crowds of Europeans of all nationß
came ashore from the ships. Many presented
a pitiable spectacle, as they sat down and
gazed on the mina of their former homes.
Others, like some of tbe Greeks, seemed to
have come only for plunder and U make
trouble.

Yesterday forenoon a great commotion was
heard at ths palace. Oa making inquiry as
to the cause of the cries, Iwas informed that
the X if.lives Eister-in-law had just died.

Disbelieve all rumors cf fighting with
Arabis forces such as are afloat here, and are
perhaps cabled abroad for certain pnrpoßes.
Up to the present time nothing of any kind
has happened at the palace. They have
news (hat Arahi has dispitched Ayout Pasha,
the Under Secretary if War, to Cairo, to
hurry forward all available troops. He is
busy intrenching at Kaffir El Dowar, and
may mem ti^htinpr there. The universal
hope is that he willmaintain his resolution,
so that a decisive battle may occur, as one
crushing defeat might terminate the hopeless
Btruggle.

Yesterday news was brought to Beresford
that some Egyptian stokers were getting up
steam and preparing to remove tiie locomo-
tives. A party was at once dispatched to the
spot, and arrived just in time to stop half a
dozen engines about to start with trains laden
with coal and grain.

The native population have been streaming
back into the cityall day through the various
gates, with loaded donkeys, carriages and
vehicles of all descriptions, well pleased that
the discord is at an end, aud their houses uu-
touched.

Fort Marabout has been a pnzz'e for the
last three day?. On Friday the Egyptian
fligwas hoi-sted, and two ironclads steamed
down to it. The Egyptian flag was again
lowered and a white fbg run up, but no fur-
ther steps were taken, and as yesterday the
fortstill remained in the hands of the enemy
itwas determined that unless itsurrendered
itshould be bombarded to-day. Thi* even-
ing the Khedive sent nome horsemen with
orders to the commanding officer to surren-
der, but upon their return the cavalry
brought word that the garrison had with-
drawn in the night.
