Judge Temple lias de-

cided that i! the miners bail Iilams which
will hold hack ti oarser debris from
the mines, they cm p-> OB with their
work. Hiving huiit their dams they j
must go into ( Durt and make a showing of

their effectiveness. The rest is matter of
.;. [t is '.<> he presumed that ia such

a case the Court would appoint experts
irofessional engineers, do doubt, i to ex-

amine the dams and ascertain whether
they acswered the purpose for which they
were built. The <|oestion of the polidity
and permanence of the structures would
naturally enter into the investigation, and
upon the ensuing report the Court would
\u25a0at. If itwas favorable the miners would
get a releaso from injunction. But it
ought to be obvious that no matter what
the authority upon which the decision of
the Court is rendered, it cannot be infal-
lible. The elemeut of chance must in fact
enter into it, as it enters into all human
acts. Human judgment, however aided
by experience and special trainine, is never
beyond the roach of error. To say, there-
fore, that the people of the Valley cannot
take any chances on the effectiveness of
the dams is equivalent to saying that they
will cot be satisfied with any dams that
can be built.

Itis evident, however, that those who
are so dreadfully afraid of taking any
chances in regard to the dams, are put-
ting themselves in position to take a

Igreat many more chances in another direc-
tion. For unless dams are built this
rimmer all the decisions of all the
Courts between San Francisco and Wash-

\u25a0 ington cannot affect the probability that
a wet winter willbriug down enough
debris to cover up Marysville and to de-

; stroy the farms of the leaning members of
the Anti-!>ebris Association. It is no
doubt possible that the dams proposed may
prove loS3 effective than is hope). But
there is no room for doubt as to the fact
that ifno dams are buih the people of the
Valley will be exposed to great danger
next winter ; that they are taking
"chances" infinitely great, on that side,
compared to tho3e which alarm our con-
temporary of the Am so much, on the
dam question. This ia a practical ques-
tion, and it is a'.aa a pressing one. The
ikeisicn of Judge Temple by itself cannot
protect the valley lands during the coming
rainy ecascn. That is the first point to be
reflected upon. Iftherefore a blind oppo-
sition to the construction of any restrain-
ing works this eninnicr is exhibited by
the Valley, and if that opposition is suc-
cessful, it will result in preventing the
erection of any dams, and so the Valley-
willbe kept altogether without protection
when the rains como. We are sure that
the farmers willnot assert that that is a
safe situation to look forward to. Vet if
we were to judge from aui*h papers as the
Marysville Appt *!, we ahonld be forced to
the conclusion that the people of that town
and the surrounding country were par-
ticularly anxious to b.' deprived of all de-
fenses against a season of high water.

Anti-Debriß Conventions, political tom-
tom beating, passing of resolutions, choos-
ing of candidates, are all utterly powerless
to protect the Valley as the case stands.
Litigation, injunctions, suits, are equally
unavailing. Ejch and all of these methods

'
of recourse are as idle as beating the air
against the debris now in the upper river

:channels, and only waiting the rains to
Icome down upon the Valley. Now we say
that it is the first duty of the Valley to
guard against this danger, and that itcan-

| not be guarded against ifthe Valley people
set their faces against compromise. The
course which the Maryaville Appeal repre-
sents is one which may easily entail ruin
upon its patrons, but which never can set-
tle the question. The Colnsa Sun speaks
the truth when it says that "the Temple
"decision is not everything for our side."
That decision is, as we have said before, a

| compromise decision. If,therefore, it is to
| be accepted by the Valley as the basis of ,

!ita future action, itmußt be accepted on
the distinct understanding that itlooks to
compromise. Again, the apprehensions
expressed by our contemporaries as to the
efficiency of the dams, are unreasonable. '

They seem to think that the miners may'
get them to accept come very ineffective
kind of restraining works, and that in r.o
doing they willhave lost their rights before
the law. I!ut this is a perfectly vain fear.
Nothing but actual experiment can demon- I
strate the effectiveness of the dams, and if
they fail to porfoim the work expected of
them, all the rights of tho Valley willin-
stantly revive, and among others the right !
to stop the workingof the hydraulic mines.

j Itis really the miners who must take
the chances, not the farmers. The miners
are to construct dams on the condition that
if they are effective— and only in that
event —they shall be allowed to resume
work. They may epend hundreds of thou-
sands of dollars on the works, and then
the dams may prove ineffective. Insuch a
case they would have lost their money, and

ithey would not be able to resnmc work. It
j is they, therefore, who must take the

\u25a0 chanceß, and not the Valley people, i

The latter in fact have no reason to fear ;

the dam proposition. Itcan hold only ifI
| it affords them the complete protection '

!Judge Temple has decided to be their right \
under the law. If it fails the miner3must
stop working. Put for the immediate; pro-
tection of the Valley itis certain that re-

j straining works are absolutely required,
Iand unless some such works are built this

Isummer, next winter may inflictgreater in.
j jury than any preceding one upon the

farmers. That consi deration we assert to
be the paramount one at thi3 moment. All

j others must be subordinated to it. And
since the farmers have nothing to lose and
very much to gain by agreeing to the im
mediate prosecution of tho dam system,

J they willbe certainly ill-advised and very
|unfaithful to their own nearest interests if
they do not drop the nonsensical talk about
compromise being treason, and apply them-
selves, like practical men of shrewd com-
monsense, to the plain requirements of the
situation.

THE STATE AND NATIONAL BOARDS
OF HEALTH.

Th-;re haa arisen an unpleasant clash
betwuea the State and Federal Govern-
ments in lelation to the establishment
of Quarantine ground* at Sm Francisco.

IThe last State Legislature by joint resolu-
tion requested the Executive to appoint a
Committee of the State Hoard ofHealth,
to investiKats the subject, to select a suita-
ble site, to revise the quarantine laws, to
make such other lecommendationa as might
appear desirable, sad to report to this

iLegislature at its next session. In accord-
ance with tbiß request the Governor »p-
--pointed a Committee from the Board ot
Health, and this committee had made
preparations to b.ijiu its work in August of
this year, so an to be rea iy to report to the
legislature next January. Bat the Na-
tional Hoard of Health, a bndy organized
by Act of Cargress, and charged with
very broad powers, in the meantime ttole
a march u;;on the State Board of Health.
Without apparently taking any itepi t..

ascertain whether the State u-<jvernment

had proposed or had any action in the

premise?, but moved by the report of in-

humanity and recklcesnces on the part (if

the San KrancUco authorities in the Al-

tonon-er case, the National Board has

undertaken to determine the whole matter

at o-ice, and has already dispatched a com-

Of course the State Hoard of
Healt'i is very much put out at

j being thus supplanted, but we do not Bee

that the situation affords much opportun-
ity for resistance. It is undeniable that
the caae of the Altonower was most scan-

dalous. Small-pox having been discovered,
or alleged to have been discovered, on a
ship crowded with passengers, all those
human beings were thrust into quarantine
together and kept there, almost as if with
the avowed purpose of exposing them all
to the disease and to death. It cannot be
considered surprising that this abominable
deed should have excited indignation at

Washington, or wherever the anti-Chinese
mania has not blinded or brutalized men.
Of course the State Cjard of Health was
in no way responsible for the action of the
San Francisco authorities, but it has suf-
fered from that action, and under the cir-
cumstances we cannot perceive that the
State has any just cause of complaint. If
a State neglects the duty of establishing
proper and humane and civilized quaran-
tine regulations, the Federal <;ov?rnmcnt

has a right to undertake the work. That
is what has been done in thia case, and
however unpleasant the outcome may be
to the State Board of Health, itmust hold
the San Fraccifco authorities, and not the
National Jsoard of Health, responsible.

ROBESON'S REVOLVER.

It13 eaid that when Kobeson delivered
his blackguard speech against Whitthorne
the other day, ho had a revolver in his
pocket, and that he had determined to
shoot Whitthorne if the latter offered to
assault him. If this story is true, itshows
that Robeson is a worse man than even
his public career hid indicated, and that
i3saying a great deal. For it is notorious
that Whitthorne had said nothing concerning
Itobeson's naval administration which was

not strictly and entirely true. The plain
fact is that Robeson's naval administration
compares with no other modern event
than Tweed's municipi! administration.
It was a season of rampant, shameless,
colossal fraud, peculation and corruption.
Xobody who knows anything of his
public life can believe Robegon to bo other
than a most corrupt man, and inasmuch as
hia impudent corruption has literally de-
stroyed the American navy, we can con-
ceive of no criminal who deserves public
execration more thoroughly than he. Yet
this venal creature had the audacity to plot
the assassination of a member of Congress
whose only offense is that as Chairman of
an Investigating Committee he exposed
Robeson's maladministration, and proved
the venality and corruptness of him and
his parasites. Had he, indeed, murdered
his icuii-ron the Moor of the House, it is'
to be hoped that Congress would for once
have risen to the level of the occasion, and
hanged him to the front of the Capitol.

Smallpox in Colusa County.

The
Woodland Democrat says :"Henry T,ihEe, an
old resident of Culu°a county, living a few
miles this eide of Germantown, died on Sun-
day morning last from continent small-pox,
contracted, itU beliered, from Chinese. The
bouse and neighborhood was quarantined,
but all signs and notices have hesn tern dowr,
and fears are expressed that the disease may
\u25a0pud, This is a notification to our Board
of Health to look to the town's welfare, and
we would urge the Town Trustees to order a
thorough inspection of Chinatown and re-
quire sanitary measures. Thousands of Chi-
nese have recently been disembarked from
small-pox infested Chinese steamers, and as
these Chinese are beicg scattered allover the
country, these precautions are not untimely.
This last case is too near home to be passed
without notice, and we hope our words will
be heeded."
