Mr. Land
traced the 8.-noke to a given room, burst in
the dor, and feu ad that a lodger had, by
dropping a lighted cigarette, set tire to his
bed. The man was pulled out 11 his bed in
time to save him from fnffocati in. Another
lodger in the s»-ne room a mid withgreat dif-
ficultybe roused up. One Led, and all the
hedding, was lnirne.!, and the room badly
blackened. The excellent arrangement of the

. house fire system prevented a rocfligration,
and saved a fine building from serious
dunage.

At 1:30 this m.rrii.; \u25a0 Record Ufiioa
representative discovered the smell of fire in
the air at Third and Xstreet*. He traced it
to Second and X,and therce along Second
street to L, and between Second and Third
f jnnd the street full of Hooka and the women
from the houses in that q-mter running In
the sir^et searching for tne fire. Wor iby
tbi* time had reached Engine House
No. 1, and men of that company caice
over. Had the search for the tire
continued for tome ten minu'ei
ucder the sidewalks and in and out of the
houses on the n->rth side of the it. Pres-
ently the smoke «a* found to be growing
denser on the south side. The reporter burst
in the door cf No. 212 Lstreet^ bawdy-
houte kept by "Deaf Kate," the bnildicg
being owned by Amariah Johnson. Search
was made, and a room up stairs burst in, and
from itburst .1 tines that drove out the crowd
and scorched officer Jackson about the face.
In * ftw seconds the whole rear of the
house was in fltrees. The fire depart-
ment was promptly on hand and extin-
guished the tire by thoroughly dretchirg the
house. The locs can h* only estimated. To
thy bine itUpr..b»!ilv $300, to the perjonal
property probably 1600, and the whole is
overtJ by iaeuraoce. When the lire was
discovered tin house was fully lighted up,
and coal oillamps were burning in it, but it
was locked and the inmates were all absent,
laone of th" lower rear rooms, when the
reporter entered, a lamp was overturned on
the floor and the carpet in a blazs.

Yesterday's Fire.— About 5 A. m. yester-
day an alarm of fire was sounded from box
31, which v located at Third and J itreete.
The Department was on hand with their
usual promptness, and soon had put out what
at tint threatened to bo an extensive con-
fligration. Tlie flimes were first Been faming
through the roof of a bonse occupied by
Chinese on the s uth ei'.e at Istreet, between
Third and Fourth. One building, the prop-
erty of George Rider, was entirely destroyed.
Lews, about $1,300 ;iii»i:rance, $500. Rider's
building was occupied by several (.'hint-re
firms. Their s'.oik of goods and wares was
a total loas, upon which there was no insur-
ance. The fire, itappear?, originated in the
basement of the building. Ithad been barn-
ing for »omn time before it was discovetei
On both sides of the building destroy el are
brick structure?. Th« interior cf these build-
ing* caught on tire and burned considerably.
A China store in one of the brick buildings
Buffered considerably. The loss onstuck will
foot up $1,500, whichi-» covered with insnr-
mice. Mm.Myers' bouse was damaged about
$250 ;no insurance.

Attempted Sack Robbing.
—

An attempt
was made on last Saturday night to rob the
safe in the grocery of T. H.Cook & Co., at
the northeast corner of Eighth and J streets.
An entrance to the premises was made by
cutting away a brick wall under tbe s'.lewalk
between th« grocery and the next lot to the
north. From under the sidewalk they en-
tered the basement, and then the main rl tor
by a stairway. After breakup into a cash
drawer in the rear of the counter and
taking about $11 from it, they addressed
themselves to the site. Four holes about
one-fourth of an inch in diameter Wire diillad
through tbe outer part of the safe door, when
itappears that either morning hid arrived or
they were otherwise frightened away, as full
preparations had been made to blow open the
safe, and considerable powder was found
upon the floor when a member of the firm
went in on Sunday morning. The tools used
by the burglars were also lyinz scattered
about the office floor immediately by. No
clue to the offending parties has as yet been
obtained.
