The Government has asked Congress for

A company has applied to the Chilean
Government for a permit to establish a line
of tug steamers in Magellan's .Straits. It
is hclievi'i sailing voesels would willingly
employ the tugs in preference to going
r mud Cape Horn, whilst their services
wouldbe of great value inopening up the
resources of Patagonia and Terre del Kuego.

The Chilean authorities have given a
written promise to the }solivianGovern-

ment and to the authorities in Arequipa
that the troops landed at Mollcndo willnot
tike active steps againet the Peruvians
unless they are first attacked.

11 1.1 AND WIMKii:.

General l.\nch has issued a decree at
Lima permitting communication withall
the northern porta which have been closed
to commerce since March last, when the
fever epidemic was at its hight.

A shocking infanticidal mania is reported
to have broken out at Pina^ua, where nine
women are under arrest accused, on the
clearest evidence, of having strangled nine
children of different aces. The children
were allmurdered indifferent parts of the"pampas," or barren district?, which are
togeneral in that part of Peru.

The President of Chile advocates the im-
mediate annexation ofTarapaca. -

Both for-
eigners and Chileans support the measure.
There are but few Peruvians there. Some
own and work nitrate properties, and, as
they have capital at stake, they cannot
avoid desiring annexation.

Five men have been lynched by the peo-
ple at the Galapagos Islands. They had
determined to plunder the inhabitants, but
the latter turned the tables on them. The
islands are sparsely inhabited, and as no
soldiers are maintained there by the Ecua-
dorian Government, crimes have frequently
been committed by bands of outlaws. The
Guayaquil papers demand the establish-
ment of a military post on the islands.

BOLIVIA.

News has been received from Tarija of
the massacre of a French scientific explor-
ing expedition on the banks of the I'iico-
mayo. The canoes containing the explorers
were attacked by a msb of Tubas Indians,
and all the party were killed. Itnum-
bered fifteen persons, four of whom were
Frenchmen, Jules Crevaux, Lois Bittet,|
Krncat Haurat, Lean Demigron, two Ar-
gentines «nd nine Bolivians. They left
Omiste on April 15tb, in three launches,
and succeeded inreaching Teyo, the capi-
tal of Tobas, and there met their death.

Congress has been convoked to meet in
La Paz on August Sth. The peace party
is augmenting in power and influence, but
the Government appears undecided as to
the course to be pursued.

A letter fromLa Paz, Bolivia,says :The
papers of Cochahamba, La Paz and Oruro
are almost exclusively occupied by articles
respecting the financial crisis the Republic
is passing through, the poverty of the la-
boring classes, the political situation, and
the difficulties in the way of the Govern-
ment coming to an honorable arrangement
withChile.

A letter from the Cerro de Pasco mines,
June Ist, says : The Chilenos are again in
1ur midst, and the peaceful and quiet peo-
ple of this district are again alarmed at
the prospect before them. InApril, ISSI,
one Colonel A'iuvien, under Pierola's or-
ders, entered this city and robbed us of at
l-<ast half a million. He was followed
within a few days by the Chilenos, who
levied a war tax of $.'>oo,ooo silver, but
their plundering was, at the lowest calcu-
lation, far in excess of the tax they im-
posed. For the past fortnight we have
had some 500 troops whomodestly demand
\u25a0?25,000 silver every month ; where this
money is to come from is a mystery. The
other evening a petty officer and two sol-
diers entered the house of one of our haci-
endas, a league and a half outside the
town, and after being hospitably treated by
the owner, Don Ivamon Tobias, a Spanish
gentleman, resident here for the past thirty
years, they shot him in cold blood, at his
own fireside, as well as his stepson and his
administrator, an Austrian. The laborers,
hearing the firing, rushed to the door,
when six of them were likewise assassin-
ated, Mrs. Tobias was also shot.
