The latest enemy of the fruit-grower is a
\u25a0mall larva (caterpillar) that has appeared
in the peaches this 'ci^c. And from pres-

ent appearances, if not prevented from
spreading, will have th» name iffect on the
peach and apricot crop that the codting moth
ha> had on the apple and pear crop. Last
week in San Francisco three baskets of

peaches from one orchard were examined.
The first examined hid eleven pp»ches that
were infested by thi« new (to California)
peach worm ; the second tad twenty-fix
peaches iofeated, and the third nine. Thin
little pest h&B been found in peaches from
three counties. Italso attacks the apricots.
Specimens taken from apricaU are the same
si those Infesting the peach's, although
different from the email caterpillar that at-
tacked the sprioot ejrly in the spring.
Peaches containing this pest are plentiful in;
the markets it the present time, and can bo ;
easily detected.

The Judge
did not regard the evidence strong enough to
ihnld the accnitsd, and accordingly they were

discharged. Judge Henry, when he had the
defendants before him yesterday, addressed
them as follows:"

There are greater crimes known to the ,
law, but none involving more of the qualities I
of cowardly and contemptible meanness than
that which wo are now investigating, and
which we shall continue to investigate until,
if possible, all the facts are brought to light.
Iam satisfied the crime charged has been
committed by one or more of a class of
hoodlums springing upin our midst

—
a class

which, it is 11 i-jhoped, will be speedily
suppressed and brought to justice. Every
good citizen ii interested in n.easures to
prevent the recurrence of such offense*, and
in this regard there are grave responsibilities
resting on parents, guardians, teachers ,
and emilcyers of youth, as well j
as magistrates and effiwrs of the law. Itis

.n .1 sufficient that the restless spirit of a way-
ward boy be held in check at home, ile
should be taught to act the part of a gentle-
man abroad as well as at home. Itis not
ci •\u25a0 Lgh to exact from the pupil obedience to
rolea and regulations while under the eye of
the instructor. He should be made to feel it i

his duty at all times and in all places tomore I
in tie path of rectitude. It is not enough
that a young man should bo a good book-
keeper or skillful workman to entitle him to |
share the profits of labor and the companion- I
ship of in iralmen in the bray department of i

trade. He should be able and willing to
furnish l.i« employer a reasonable assurance
that his deportment in the presence of hi-*
fellow-workmen shall be good ;that bis hours
of leisure are not to be spent in the haunts of
vii ; that be has l. reverence and regard
for the rights of other*, and that his
cjnJnct i.i every particular entitles him to
recognition a.* a usefullaid upright citizen.

I.has a right to regard
as its enemies thon« who are guilty of noisy
and riotous conduct, those who are given to
debauchery and vicious indulgences, whether I
