They voted the same on the Grover
amendment regarding skilled and uaskilled
labor. Don’t you know that at this very
time Senator Logan is trying to pass a biil
allowing Mongolisus to travel through our
land? That bill, if it passes and becomes a
law, will nullify all the good that there is in
the ten-year bill. It will perhaps pass, and
if so it will be done by a strict party
vote. Are you in harmony with them?
Yen are not in harmony with them on
on thix or any other vital snbject which now
agitates our country. The Republican party
has extended the charters of the National
Banks for twenty years. The currency of
the United States should be controlled by the
(Government itseli. I am in favor of protec-
tion of American labor, It should be pro-
tected. But I believe, above and beyond all,
the American laborer hims:lf should be pro-
t-cted, Thehardysonsof toil—men who make,
build up, and sustain onr Government and
its institutions—should be protected before
the corporations, We should not be com-
pelled to pay'such high tariffie. I do not say
that I am in favor of free trade, but
the tariffs shonld be meodified and re-
duced at least thirty or forty per cent. The
new Tariff Commission is composed of men,
nine-tenths of whom are manufacturers.
We charge the Republican party for the na-
tional banks, the telsgraphic aud other cor-
porate centrslizations. We believe in local
self government. We believe there should
be no outeide influence exerted in State elec-
tions, As long as we live up to the Consti-
tution of the State of California ard the
Constitution of the Nation we snould be let
alone, Where is the land promised us by the
Government for $1 25 an acre? The Repub-
lican party has given away over 200,000,000
acres of the public domain. I% is true this
land is vested in the Government. The Gov-
erament is only a trustee in the matter for
yon, and it should hold that land for you at
$1 25 per acre, They have given to the
Central Pacific Railroad 15,000,000 acres ;
to the North Pacific, 47,000,000 acres ; to the

K. P., 24,000,000 acres ; to the Texae Pacific,
13,000,000 acres, Isay they have given away
an empire of land, They have given away
in the State of California one-third of all her
arsble land. It is true, and cannot be de-
nied, that these railroad corporations have
assisted to a certain extent our civilization.
Takiog iuto consideration the munificent gifts
of public lands given to these railroad cerpo-
rations, it is a3 little as they can do to pay
their taxes. The Central Pacific cost $118,-
000 a mile to construct it; they are assessed
only $25,000 per mile, and do they pay their
taxes? No., The wheels of justice are clogged
with suits in every Court wherever their taxes
should be paid. The Constitution says that
property should be assessed for its cash value,
Are they so assessed ? No. These cerpora-
tions have received 200,000,000 acres of Gov-
ernment land, and they fight the Thurman
Act, which says that 5 per cent, of their net
earcings shall be sst aside for the purpose of
paying what they owe to the Goveroment.
The Government gave them land for twenty
miles on each side of the road. It has given
to those corporations power to control the
Courts and Legislatures of our country. They
are allowed to cherge freight all that the
traffic can bear. Itis aslittle as the rail-
road corporations can do to pay their just
taxes and charge a reasonable amount for
freights and fares, They have divided $64,-
000,000—more than 85,000,000 per year.
say to them make proper reductions so that
our people can live, Their answer to us is,
“'The rates will not stand a reduction.” The
Southern Pacific weas built cut of the profits
of the Central Pacific, and the Central Pa-
cific was built by the Government. It is
tima they gave some of that money back. In
1868 the Continental Oil Transportation
Company commenced operatfons, and in 1880
they had divided $10,000,000 and had in-
creased their capital stock from $10,000,000
to $25 000,000, These corporations can ruin
one individual and build up his competiter.

More Coolles.

Sax Fraxcisco, July 231.—At an early
hour this morning officer Riley discovered a
man in the act of burglarizing a house at the
lower end of Montgomery street, The
burglar, perceiving the officer, flad, pursued
hotly by Riley, Failirg to overtake the flse-
ing burglar or get him to halt, Riley drew his
pistol and fired. The burglar suddenly
whseled and shot at Lis parsuer, the ball tak-
jog effect in his thign, inflicting a flesh
wound. The thief then made his escape.
Riley’s wourd is painfal, but not serious.

Chinese Women and Chiidren.

San Fraxcisco, July 234, —7The steamship
City of Peking brought over 34 Chinese
women and 19 childrer. The women were all
distingnished as being possessed of extremely
small faet. Ooe of the women is the wife of
the resident Chizese Consul, Three others
are the wives of members of the Chinese Le-
gation, The remainder are the wives of
prominent Chinesa merchants of the city.
Thess women were allowed: to land without
detention, their respectability being vouched
for by Colonel Bee, Vice-Consul, and a pum-
ber of other persons. The reason assigned
by the Chinese Consal for bringing over the
women st this time is that they wish to take
advantage of the restriction bill, which will
shortly go into effect.

= Storms in Siskiyou.

YREKA, July 224.—As the details of Thurs-
day’s storm are known, it provesto have been
the most destructive ever known here. In
the lower part of Scott valley a3 much as
eizht inches of water fell in less than two
hours., In the central part of the valley
fields of grain were entirely destroyed by the
force of the rezin and the hail. In Shasta val-
ley haycocks were literally floated out of the
meadows. The Shasta river canal was broken
and fi'led up in many places. Oa Friday an-
other storm passed over near the same eection,
breaking the Shasta river canal in seven
places, and filling it up in others with debris
from the mountain side. These continued
gtorms are inflicting zreat damage to the hay
and grain crops of the county.

A Youthful Hanter Injured.

WoopLaxD, July 22d.—A boy named Sin-
kry, about 12 years of age, while out hun'ing
along Cache creek this afterncon, in ascend-
ing a steep bank of the creek, through care-
lessness, allowed bis gun to discharge.

For a number of years h2 has resided in
this placa, occasionally officiatiog in the
Episcopal church, He leaves a widow, three
daughters and a son—Dr. E. P, Vaux—to
mourn his loss,

The Indian Outbreak.

Tuesoxn, July 22d,—A dispatch froua Globe,
dated July 20ih, says : Syxby came in from
the Wild Rye country badly woutded, but
reports his brother and four others killed in
Pleasant Valley. The Tewksburys started
from their ranch to notify Syxby, but never
reached there, It is supposed that the
Tewksbury brothers are kiiled, as they have
not been heard from, Two or three hundred
Indians ara reported on the warpathin the
vicinity of Plessant Valley and the Wild
Rye country. Globe is trying te equip a
company to take the field. Dan, Ming is try-
ing to get a company of Tonto scouts to take
the fiela, but it is thought that the agent will
r:fuse to let him have them.

Pr@~ix, July 22d4,—Later reports from
Tonto Basin confirm the news of the last In-
dian depredatioos, In the fight at Syxby’s
four Indians were killed, and at Tewksbury's
pix, Mr, Church wes killed. Medle{ and
his men, who went in search of cattle, are
miseing, and supposed to be killed, as Indiaus
wers seen there, Hazelton and his sisters are
safe. Reports say sixty to eighty Indians
camped en Coon creek, and are evidently
bound down Salt river, Buildings have been
burned, stock killead and driven off, and crops
laid waste, causing great loss to the settlers.
The people are taking measures to arm them-
selves.

Three Prospectors Killed.

ToupsTONE, July 224.—Charles Doyle, &
well-known prospector, returned from Sonora
this afternoon and informed an Epitaph re-
porter of the finding of the dead bodies of
three Awmerican prospectors near San Anto-
nio, in the Sonora valley. They had just
discovered a rich mine. Natives reported
the men killed by Apaches, Doyle thinks
they were killed by Mexicans. He found
Mexicans working their claim, Their names
were James Murphy, Ben Cahill and Peter
Lansing, formerly of Nevads, where they
were well known, Willard, United States
Consul at Guaymas, was notified, The Pre-
fect at Ures gave no satisfaction.

A Deposit of Hauman Bones Unearthed.

TouesToNE, July 221.—Laborers excavat-
ing for the Atchisorn, Topeka and Santa Fe
Railroad, six miles south of Crittenden Sta-
tion, discovered three pottery ollas filled with
human bones. The ollas were imbedded
thres feet in solid lava rock, and appearances
indicate that the lava had flowed around
them. In one of the ollas were found three
Spanish coins bearing date 1543 The pot-
tery was painted inside like that found in all
the old ruins of Arizona,
