Fresno, July 24th.
—

Alittle btfore 0o'clock
yesterday evening, the hoarse cry of fire star-
tled the cars of jthe denizens of Fresco, and
brought them to the streets. Volumes of
EnK'ke were rollingup in the vicinity of Met-
ropolitan Hall, thm givicg warning that Ihs
long-dreaded coi:rlagration had come. Iva

few minutes Metropolitan IIill, Velguth's
Btorp, a::d tw.i sm.-ll buildings south of the
ball, were a reethiag i:-,aw of fire. The forks
of flames, leaping np forty and fifty feet,
ware caught by tha stiff breez3 that -vas blow-
icg at the time, whicii cmiod them to Simp-
son's residence and Hughos &Son's stable?, on
the e»st fcide of J street. Ti:->E the woik of
destruction proceeded with increased vigor.

Horses were turned looee at the stable, and
ran out on the plains, and the vehicles and
most of the harness was saved. Still the
Barnes swept on, wipicgout the fina dwellicgs
and houses on both eiies of Istreet, clear
through as far as Kern street. Ivthe mean-
time the tUtnes had gradually eaten their
way north along the westerly line of Istreet,
takin; ia Tupper's l»w <tli 'c, Mrs. SchuiS-
ler's building and Wyan's Hotel, aad then
turning w<s'.erly down the north side of Mari-
pisa street, soon swfpt everything away ex-
cept Kinstein's fire-proof store, on the corner
of H and Mariposa Btrcet*. Then tho fire
again changed its count?, sweeping southward
down H itrf-et, carrying in tarn the Palaca
Saloon aal other small buildings aojaining,
the Mignoli»,French's Hotel, Speer's saloon,
Faure's bHtbcrsho;), the Oglee Honse and
Moocey's Hotel. Simpson's blacksmith shop,
on the alley north of Hughes' stable, was en-
veloped in H \n-.en at the same time with the
furroundiog buildings, and tbe combined tires
made it very hot frrthe Jonex boarding-house
and the Rrpublican and Expositor offices.
The fences and woodsheds surrounding were
destroyed, a shed being barncd withintwenty
feet of the boarding-house.

LOSSES AND IXSCRAXCE.

The 1 >ss, ai nearly as can be ascertained,
willreach about $250,000. Louis Einstein t
Co.'s Btore, though fireproof, was so heated
np that itwas thorght impossible tosave it.

Christy was se-
verely beaten about the head and body, and
for a time itwas thought he could not re-
cover. Handley ia also severely beaten.
Mayor Chace stepped upon a barrel and tried
to quell the row, but the rioters would not
listen to him. Christy's loss will amount to
abont $750 or $SOO. All his curiosities,
photographs, etc., were completely demol-
ished. A prominent hotel-keeper of the
town savod the piino, a beautiful square,
valued at §500. While the fighting was going
on down stnu-s some oae ttole $250 belonging
to Christy from a trunk in tho upper part of
the house. Those concerned in the riot will
be Rrre.teil as soon as the warrants
are issued. Christy intends to sue tbe
city fordamages under the mob law. The
citiz°ns are indignant, and many threats have
been made against the rioters.
